CONSTITUTION OF THE CHINESE PEOPLE’S
ASSOCIATION FOR PEACE AND DISARMAMENT

ARTICLE 1

The Chinese People’s Association
for Peace and Disarmament is a non-
governmental organization. It is spon-
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sored by and composed of the concerned
people’s organizations and prominent
public figures from various nationalities.
and scctors in China.
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The Association will work together
with the people of the world in a joint
effort to safeguard world peace, strive
for disarmament, realize the total pro-
hibition and thorough elimination of
nuclear weapons, oppose arms race and
prevent a new world war.

ARTICLE 3 MAIN TASKS

The main tasks of the Association
are:

— to give publicity to and conduct
education on peace and disarmament,
and organize relevant activities;

—to establish contacts, organize
exchanges and catry out cooperations
with non-governmental organizations
and personages of all countries that
stand for peace and disarmament; and

— to organize or participatc in in-
ternational activities that correspond
with the objectives of the Association.

ARTICLE 4 ORGANIZATIONAL
STRUCTURE

(1) The decision-making organ
of the Association is the Joint Meeting
of Member Organizations. Its functions
are:

—to formulate and amend the
Constitution of the Association;

— to discuss and decide on major
guiding principles and activities of the
Association;

— to coordinate relevant activities
of member organizations;

— to review reports on the work of
the Association; and

— to decide on the choice of the
President and several Vice-presidents
through consultation.

The Joint Meeting of Member Or-

ganizations meets once every two years
or may convene at anytime when it
deems nccessary.

(2) The Association has a Secret-
ary-general and several Deputy Secre-
taries-general by way of invitation. The
Secretary-general and Deputy Secre-
taries-general assist the President and
Vice-presidents in their work. The As-
sociation has an office, a research body
and other necessaty bodies. The office
is responsible for the day-to-day work of
the Association.

ARTICLE 5 MEMBERSHIP

Any people’s organization in China
that is devoted to the cause of peace and
submits its application may become a
member of the Association. The Asso-
ciation is primarily composed of mem-
ber organizations and also accepts a
certain number of noted figures from
various scctors as individual members.

ARTICLE 6 FUNDS

Funds of the Association come
from the contributions by member or-
ganizations as well as donations from
other sources.

In light of the prin-
ciple of freedom of expression, mutual
respect and secking common ground
while reserving diffcrences, all partici-
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pants will exchange ideas on the theme
of safeguarding world peace, thus pro-
moting mutual understanding and
friendship. The United Nations has pro-
claimed next year to be “The Interna-
tional Year of Peace”, and different ac-
companying activities will be organized
in our country. At present, preparation
has already begun. It is our hope that
all people’s organizations will cooperate
closely, take concerted actions and join
to work to develope vigorously, both at
home and abroad for peacc. In this re-
spect, [ hope that all comrades here will
put forward ideas and suggestions.

Comrades, although I have done
some work along this line in the past,
the present situation has changed a great
deal. As President of the association,
I am keenly aware of my heavy respon-
sibilities, having noted that Zhao Puchu,
the well-known and highly respected ac-
tivitist in the peace movement, and
other veteran comrades are also in the
leading body, I am most happy to en-
gage myself with all of you in this work
of far-reaching significance. Futher-
more, I am convinced that with your
support and our joint efforts, the work
of the association will be carried out
successfully.

Looking backward, the humanity as
a whole has experienced many vicissitu-
des of life while the whole world is de-
vcloping in changes. Today, it is a pres-
sing issue most concerned by the people
all over the world, that is, to safeguard
world peace and prevent new world war,
thermonuclear war in particular.
fully understand and support
your just appeal for all nuclear countrics
to make a commitment not to be the first
to use nuclear weapons. Since her first
nuclear explosion in 1964, China has
stated repeatedly that under no circum-
stances will China be the first country to
use nuclear weapons and will never use
them against non-nuclear countries. We
hold that each nuclear country should
do the same. This is the consistent stand
by our government.

As everyone knows, the two big
nuclear powers possess more than 95
percent of the world’s nuclear arsenal,
posing a serious threat to humanity. It
is they who should take the lead in
tangible actions in nuclear disarmament.
Only under such circumstances would
China take part in widely representated
international conference with all nuclear
countries, discussing the practical moves
of common nuclear disarmament till the
complete prohibition and thorough des-
truction of nuclear weapons.

China stands not only for nuclear
disarmament but for reduction of con-
ventional weapons. Money saved from
disarmament should be spent on impro-
ving the people’s standard of living and

helping the developing countries in their
economic development. A lot of military
industries in China have been turned
into those for civilian use, and the armed
forces substantially reduced in number
and establishment since years ago.

The recent resumption of the dialo-
gue between the United States and the
Soviet Union is to be welcomed. We
hope their Geneva talks will make sub-
stantive progress in checking the arms
race in order to facilitate the relaxation
of world tensions.

To maintain world peace and sa-
[ety, the relations between the countries
ought to be built on the basis of the five
principles of mutual respect for sovet-
eignty and territorial integrity, mutual
non-aggression, non-interference in each
other’s internal afflairs, equality and mu-
tual benefit, and peaceful coexistence.
Hcgemonism, foreign aggression and in-
terference is to be opposed. China pur-
sues an independent foreign policy and
is ready to live in peace and co-operate
amicably with all other countries. China
will always side with Argentina and
other third world countries in their ef-
forts to maintain world peace.

(Confederation of Alomic Bomb
and Hydrogen Bomb Sufferers’ Organizalions
(Nihon Hidankyo)

August 5, 1985

Honourable Chairman, Mr. Takeshi 1to:
1 have received your June letter and
noted its content.

In the lctter you asked me to sup-
port your appeal, i.e. “to do everything
to avert the danger of a nuclear war and
eliminate all nuclear weapons forever.”
I decply appreciate your good wishes
and completely agree with your solemn
appeal.

China pursues an independent
foreign policy, of which the main aim
is to safeguard world peace. China is
opposed to the arms race and will never
patticipate in it. Our sole purpose in
developing a small number of nuclear
weapons is to resist nuclear blackmail.
China has time and again solcmnly an-
nounced to the world that it will never
be the first to use nuclear weapons, nor
will it supply them to other countries,
or deploy nuclear arms abroad.

At prescnt, the danger of a nuclear
war and obstacles to nuclear disarma-
ment come {rom the two nuclear powers
who possess more than 95 per cent of
the world’s nuclear weaponry. I hope
that these two powers will respect the
strong feelings of the. world’s people
against nuclcar weapons, threats and
war. They must stop the nuclear arms
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race, hold serious negotiations, take the
lead in ending tests, deployment and pro-
duction of nuclear weapons and reach an
agreement on a drastic reduction of their
nuclear arsenals. In this way they can
create favourable conditions for the con-
vening of an international disarmament
conference that includes all nuclear
countries. All issues, from the reduc-
tion of nuclear arms to their complete
prohibition and thorough destruction
can be discussed. China is ready to as-
sume its responsibility.

We are fully sympathetic with the
hundreds of thousands of Japanese ato-
mic bomb sufferers and appreciate your
endeavors to avert a nuclear holocaust
and to protect world peace. Together
with the people of Japan and other coun-
tries, the Chinese people are determined
to prevent a repetition of the Hiroshima
and Nagasaki tragedies.

1 take this opportunity, to ask you
to convey the heartfelt sympathy of the
Chinese people, government, and myself
to the atomic homb sufferers in Japan.
T wish you new successes in the fight for
the lofty cause of preserving world
peace.
