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—People from all walks of life meet in Beijing

On November 25, 1986, about one
hundred representatives from among
peasants, armymen, scientists, literary
and art workers, teachers, students, re-
ligious circles and minority nationalities
in the capital area spoke out freely on
peace at a forum cntitled “Talking Peace
in the Year of Peace” sponsored by the
Chinese People’s Association for Peace
and Disarmament. They expressed in
various ways their fond hope for peace
and firm resolution to safeguard peace.
Speaking at the forum, Presirent Zhou
Peiyuan, who is a well-known physicist
called on all people’s oranizations and
representatives of various circles to
make extensive contacts with the masses
and to fight unremittingly for the de-
fense of world peace.

Yang Shulan, a worker from the Bei-
jing Printing and Dyeing Mill, and Li
Shiming, a peasant from the Lugougiao
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Township stressed in their speeches
that the Chinesc workers and peasants,
who used to suffer a great deal from the
colonialist and imperialist wars of ag-
gression against China, now enjoy a ha-
ppy life, and will never allow their hard-
won gains to be ruined and plundered
and their happy life destroyed once
again in war.

Li Yanjie, a professor at Beijing Tea-
cher’s College, Liu Nengyuan, a student
from Beijing University, Li Liging, a
teacher of the Beijing No. 1 Kindergar-
den and Kong Xiachui, a middleschool
student spoke from different perspce-
tive. They pointed out that as the hope
of future, young people love and need
peace all the more. They are entrusted
with a special mission to maintain world
peace, and should therefore, be imbued
with the consciousness of safeguarding
peace and a sense of social responsibi-
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carried forward from generation to gene-
ration.

In his talk, Wu Jiashan from the Aca-
demy of Military Sciences appealed to
the people of the wholc warld to heigh-
ten their vigilence and fight harder for
the early conclusion of an internationa
convention on the complete prohibition
and thorough destruction of biological
and chemical weapons.

Zhu Ziqi, a renowned poct appealed
to all countries to communicate through

poems and literature instcad of using
guns and bombs. He read out two ver-

ses {rom his long Symphonic Poem o
Peace: the Voice of China and Where
Can Peace be Found, expressing in
poetic form the Chinese people’s pro-
found feeling and aspiration for peacc.

Three painters by the names of Sun
Ying, Ma Dechun and Zhu Junshan join-
ed hands in painting an impromptu ink
and wash of lotus {lowers symbolizing
peacc and freedom. Zhou Peiyuan, Pre-
sident of the CPAPD, wrote “Light of
Mankind" in the upperleft corner of the
painting.

Wang Kun, director of the Donglang
Song and Dance Ensemble, cxpressed
the hope that the song “Filling the
World With Love™ sung and recorded
by one hundred young Chinese singers
will be translated into foreign languages
and performed for people all over the
world. The forum concluded with a per-

formance of the song “Filling the World
With Love™ by the Dongfang Song and
Dance Ensemble.

The
hall was filled with a strong atmosphere
of praises of and appeal for peace. This
was what happened at a forum Talking
Peace In the Year of Peace sponsored by
the Chinesc People’s Association For
Peace and Disarmament on November
25, 1986, when singers from the Dong-
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“Filling the World With Love”, a song
dedicated for the International Year of
Peace. The forum was one of the many
important activities organized in China
during the Tnternational Year of Peace.
About a hundred representatives from
among workers, peasants, soldiers,
students, teachers, writers, artists, jout-
nalists, scientists, cultural workers and
religious personages took part in the
forum. Among the dozen or so speakers
at the [orum were Zhou Peiyuan, Presi-
dent of the CPAPD and a [amous physi-
cist, and Zhu Ziqi, a well-known poet.

system with space-based directional
energy weapon as the chiel means of
intcrception. The Soviet Union has long
started the research of spacc technology
for military use. By expanding their
arms race {rom the land, the sea, and
the air into the outer space, they have
opened the fourth front of competition.
The continuation of the arms race be-
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[image: image8.png]tween the United States and the Soviet
Union poses a serious threat to world
peace and stability. Therefore, the pco-
ple of the world have the right to de-
mand that they take the lead in halting
the test, production and deployment of
all nuclear weapons and space weapons,
diastically reduce all types of nuclear
wezapons they have deployed and destroy
them on the spot.

To win a lasting and overall peace,
w2 must work for disarmament in con-
ventional arms as well. Conventional
a-ms are used in local wars and regional
conflicts, but with the specdy develop-
mznt of military technology, there has
been a steady growth in the killing and
destructive power of modern conven-
tional arms. They are no less disastrous
to mankind. Regarding the present

smallscale regional conflicts and local
wars, the two super-powers are either
providing weapons or directly involved.
At this age of nuclear wecapons, there
exists the danger of cxpansion and esca-
lation of conventional wars into a nu-
clear war, if the super-powers are in-
volved or if they are fought in areas
where conventional and nuclear arms
are concentrated. We stand for a cor-
responding reduction of conventional
arms along with nuclear disarmament.
Only by doing so can we have a reliable
peace and stability.
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The causes of regional conflicts and
local wars in present time vary. Some
may be racial, trible or religious dif-
ferences, others are caused by land or
border disputes left over from the his-
tory of colonialism and neocolonialism.
But more are caused by foreign inter-
ference, i.e. by the super-powers. The
elimination of these conflicts and regio-
nal wars can only be achieved by the
strict adherence to the Five Principles of
Peaceful Coexistence in handling inter-
state relations and through peaceful set-
tlement of international disputes via nc-
gotiations.

We long for a lasting and overall

world peace and demand complete and
thorough climination of all nuclear wea-
pons. Though the danger of war still
exists, we are pleased to see that the for-
ces for peace are growing. The factors
of peace grow faster than those of war.
We arc confident that so Jong as the
peace-loving people of the world unite
and strive for a lasting world peace,
there will be a good prospect for an

cnduring world peace.

—Roundup of the activities in the International
Year of Peace

1986 was designated the international
Year of Peacc by the UN Gencral As-
scmbly in 1985 at the Forticth Anniver-
sary of the founding of the United Na-
tions.
