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Part 1

The formation of the new strategy for
Chinese economic development took a gradual
process and can be traced back to 1978. The
13th Plenary Session of the 11th National Con-
gress of the Chinese Communist Party, held in
December that year, marked a crucial turning in
the economic and social development of China
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)
and thus ushered a new historical period. The
historic significance of the session is to shift the
priority of our work to the construction of
socialist modernization. At the same time, the
session put forward the principle of “readjust-
ment, reform. rectification and improvement”
based on the serious economic problems left over
from China’s disastrous “cultural revolution”




[image: image3.png](1966 — 1976) and made the decision of speed-
ing up agricultural development.

Two changes in Chinese economic develop-
ment were mapped out at the Session. Onc was
on the goal of economic development. An ex-
tensive discussion on the goal of socialist pro-
duction redressed the wrong inclination of “pro-
duction for the sake of production”, which
existed to a considerable extent for many years,
and gradually brought the overall efforts on the
national economy to helping meet the materiali-
stic and cuitoral demands of the people. The
other was on the specific styles and methods of
reaching the above goal. That is from blindly
secking a high developing speed to laying more
stress on economic resuits, from an irrational
emphasis on heavy industry to paying more at-
tention to agriculture and light industry, from
extensive management that mainly relies on ex-
panding the scale of capital construction to in-
tensive management that mainly resorts to tap-
ping the potentials of present enterprises, from
irrationally seeking high output, especially of pri-
maty and between products in heavy industry
such as steel and iron, to attaching more impor-
tance to the variety and quality of products, es-
pecially of end products; from putting undue
emphasis on a high accumilation rate to taking
more seriously the consumption of the broad
masses.

In September of 1982, the 12th CPC Na-
tional Congress defined China’s strategic goal,
emphasis and steps of economic development in
the 20th century. The general goal of China’s
economic construction during the 20 years bet-
ween 1981 to 2000 is: Under the preconditions
of continuously raising economic benefits, to
strive for the quadrupling of national industrial
and agricultural output value* — which means
the figure in 2000 will be three times more than
that of 1981. Reaching this strategic goal, keen
efforts will be persistently devoted to strengthen-
ing key sectors such as agriculture, energy, com-
munication, education and science and tech-
nology, which influence and give an impetus to
the netional economy as a whole. They will be
taken as strategic key sectors in the longterm
development of the national economy. There
will be mainly two steps in the strategic plan:
the first ten years will be devoted to solving pro-
blems Jeft over by history, accumilating strength
and making good preparations for the further

development of the national economy; in the
second ten years, the national economy will enter
a new, booming period based on the solid foun-
dation laid in the first decade.

In October of 1987, the CPC National
Congress once again perfected the above
strategic thinking and formally ecstablished
China's current strategy for economic develop-
ment. it further defined how to make greater
efforts to build a socialist society with Chinese
characteristics — i.e. pushing forward a planned
market economy which distinguishes itself from
both the product economy implemented before
and the Western market economy.

An event of special historic significance was
that the congress laid down the basic line for
the primary stage of socialism in China, namely
adhering to the Four Cardinal Principles (that
is, upholding the socialist road, upholding Mar-
xism-Mao Zedong thought, upholding proletarian
dictatorship and upholding the leadership of the
Chinese Communist Party) and adhering to the
general policy of reforms and opening to the out-
side world. This offered a fundamental guide-
line to the development strategy mentioned
above.

The strategic plan worked out in 1979 is
mainly divided into three steps. First, double
the 1980 GNP and meet the basic demands of
the people’s food and wear. This task has, on
the whole, been completed. Second, redouble
the nation’s GNP and bring the people’s life to
a comparatively well-off level by the end of this
century. And third, by the middle of the next
century bring the per capita GNP to the standard
of medium — developed countries so that the
people can enjoy a quite well-off life and the
country be basically modernized.

At present, we are carrying out the second
step of the strategic plan. In such an important
period that connects the preceding and follow-
ing, we should resolutely implement the strategy
of stressing economic results, improving quality
and seeking balanced development and steady
growth. The basic requirements of this strategy
is to enhance the quality of our products, to in
sure products meet the demands of the market
and lower their consumption of materials and
labor. 1In such a case, we should reach a rea-
sonable arrangement of afl elements of produc-
tion so as to make more efficient use of funds
and resources. In the final analysis, it requires
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[image: image4.png]us to shift from extensive to intensive manage-
ment and raise labor productivity by a big mar-
gin. The essential measures to carry out this
strategy are as follows:

First, put the cause of science, technology
and education in the first priority so as to get
the economic construction onto the track of rely-
ing on scientific and technological progress and
higher caliber of laborors.

Second, to readjust the structure of different
production sectors in order to maintain a basic
balance between total social demand and total
supply. The main tendency of such readjust-
ment is

1) Keep agriculture at a very important
strategic position and strive for an overall deve-
lopment of the rural economy;

2) While encourage the industrial develop-
ment of consumption goods, we should pay full
attention to the construction of basic industries
and infrastructure, and speed up the develop-
ment of energy industry with power as priority,
raw materials industry with iron and steel, non-
ferrous metals and industrial chemicals as prio-
rity, communications and telecommunications in-
dustries with the comprehensive transportation
and information disemination systems as main
shaft.

3) Beef up machinery and electronics in-
dustries in order to provide more and mote ad-
vanced technology and equipments for moder-
nization campaign of China.

4) China is changing from an allocation
system to a seiling-and-purchasing system in
solving the housing problem. We should take
this chance to steam up the construction industry
and gradually turn it into one of the pitlar in-
dustries of the national economy;

5) Give more emphasis to expanding ser-
vice trade and strive for a balanced develop-
ment of industrial goods, consumptien goods and
service trade.

Third, further enlarge the scope and depth of
opening to the outside world and keep expand-
ing external economic and technologicat ex-
changes and cooperation.

Qur current strategy for economic development
is one of combination with the policy of open-
ing to the outside world. Early in 1988, the
CPC Central Commitice put forward the Deve-
lopment Strategy for Coastal Areas, aiming at
making more use of the mechanism of market
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economy and a favorable policy towards foreign
investment, that the development of export-
oriented enonomy in Chinese coastal areas will
bring along better development of other parts of
the country. The Development Strategy for
Coastal Area replenishes the general strategy for
economic development,

Part IL

Chinese economic strategy can been viewed
as a combination of development and reforms,
The restructuring of the economic system is the
only way and vital goarantee of our moderniza-
tion drive. Before the reforms, our economic
system was over-centralized and focused on ad-
ministrative regulation. This kind of system, in
its basic pattern, resembled the Soviet one imple-
mented in the early 1950s. During the first de-
cade after the founding of New China in 1949,
we made remarkable achievements by copying
this system, and at the same time discovered its
limitations. In the wake of our economic con-
struction, the disadvantages ate getting more and
more obvious as follows: ’

1) Mandatory plans made by governmental
institutions from up down list too many quotas
and give over-restriction on the economy;

2) The comparative autonomy of enter-
prises was basically denied, since they were af-
filiated parts of administrative institutions of all
levels;

3) The system hindered or even cut off
the internal connections within the economy and,
as it was often the case, caused disjunctions bet-
ween production and sales and between pro-
duction and demands;

4) Under such a system, a laboror had an

“4ron rice bowl” — meaning he could not be fired
no matter what, Everyone ate from the “big
iron pot” -— meaning everyone got the same pay

disregard of the difference between hardwork
or laziness. The management of enterprises were
not responsible for economic loss of their enter-
prises and, naturally, had little concern for the
economic results of operation. Therefore, the
system seriously fetiered the productive forces.
Reform is only way out.

The world has witnessed the enormous
achievements of Chincse reform, which has al-
ready lasted for ten years. Chinese effort start-
ed in 1978, when it adopts the responsibility
system of production in rural areas. Afterwards,
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Enterprises are given more decision-making
power in their management. The respopsibility
system are widely spread. With the means of
production still mainly kept under socialist public
ownership. China encourages economic develop-
ment in other forms such as collective, macro-
scopic control and adjustment, mechanism of
market economy is shaped and used to a grow-
ing estent. These feasible measures have
brought apparent growth to Chinese economy.

Both of Chinesc economic restructuring and
her strategy for economic development are based
on the specific situation of the country. China
now is in the primary stage of socialism. With
productive forces seriously devastated in the
semi-colonial, semi-feudal society of Old China,
the nation has long suffered from the backward-
ness of its economy. Tremendous development
has taken place since the founding of New China
40 years ago. Nevertheless, China has not
achieved the progress she should have because
of historic rcasons and the mistakes in her policy
during the 1960s and 1970s. As a result, she
still lags far behind the developed countries in
productivity and is obviously lower in terms of
per capita income level than some developing
countries. This decides that we have to go
through a fairly long period before realizing the
wmodernization of industry, agriculture, science
and technology and national defence. We have
a large population. Of the 1.1 billion people,
800 million are in the rural areas. In many
places, people have to earn their living with
simple tools. Although we have got a moder-
nized industry of considerable scale, we are still
at a low level of modernization on the whole.
We have some developed economic regions such
as the coastal provinces, yet at the same time,
we have vast underdeveloped regions, some of
which beset by poverty. We have got a small
proportion of the world’s advanced science and
technology, but our average technological level
remains quite low. We have got remarkable
achieveents in education. Despite this, illite-
rates and semiilliterates still take nearly a quar-
ter of our population. Generally speaking, the
Chinese are now in a historical period of gra-
dually escaping poverty and backwardness, rea-
lizing higher economic development and re-
establishing the nation in the world.

Faced with such a situation, we have blue-

printed the basic goal of forming a market eco-
nomy in which “the state adjusts the market,
while the market leads the enterprises.” By ad-
vocating such a citation, we mean that the state
should adjust the demand and supply in the
market with economic, legal and necessary ad-
ministrative means, With this, it can help the
enterprises to good management and create a fa-
vorable economic and social environment. At
present, the main task of deepening economic
resiructuring is to focus on changing the enter-
prises’ management mechanism and, based on
this, take active and stcady steps in supplemen-
tary refoms in fields such as planning, invest-
ment, material supply, finance, monetary system
and foreign trade so as to gradually build up
a new structure for planned market economy.
Serving the task, we should separate the owner-
ship and management of enterprises and give
real autonomy to the enterprises. At the same
time, we should help the enterprises meet the
demands of professional division of labor and
reach reasonable scales of production, help them
expand domestic cooperation by forming groups,
invigorate the state-owned cnterprises —— cspe-
clally the large and medium ones — and bring
to full play their role as the mainstay of national
economy. We should nurture and set up a com-
prehensive and opened market system in order
to give full vigor to the function of market me-
chanism in the reasonable exploitation of re-
sources and the development of market econo-
my. We should make and implement reasonable
industrial policies, reform our planning administ-
ration and gradually perfect our macroscopic
economic adjustment system which mainly in-
volves in indirect administration. We should
strengthen the role and functions of banks in
macroscopic adjustment with the central bank as
the leader, the state-owned banks as the main-
stay and the development of various kinds of
other financial institutions. We should reform
our financial and taxation system and adopt a
reasonable system of tax division. Under the
precondition of keeping public ownership as the
spine of national economy, we should continue
to develop our economy in various kinds of
ownership, including individual economy, pri-
vate-owned economy, joint venture and coopera-
tive enterprises and solely-foreign-owned enter-
prises.

The great achievements got in the decade
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[image: image6.png]of reforms have helped the implementation of
Chinese strategy for economic development and
opened a vast vista for the country. On the
other hand, the complications of reforms and
lack of experience have brought us some dif-
ficulties, which are mainly represented by the
years of wavering of agricultural output, and
low economic results of common processing in-
dustries and many other economic sectors, the
overheated demand that surpassed the effective
supply, the excessive issuing of currency, infla-
tion and runaway price hikes. It is aimed at
solving these problems that now we are rectify-
ing the economic order and improving the eco-
nomic environment. In fact, the process of solv-
ing these problems is also the process of reforms.
Their theme is to help better implement the eco-
nomic development strategy of our country.

Part III

The formulation and implementation of
Chinese strategy for economic development con-
nect and comply with the international environ-
ment and the requirements of opening to the
outside world. The world economy at present
is one with extremely developed market economy
and extremely internationalized exchanges of
commodities. Therefore, it is impossible for any
country of region to seek its own economic de-
velopment when isolated from the general de-
velopment of the world economy. With regard
to the developed countries, they not only need
the huge market in the developing countries so
as to make up for the lack of market within
and among themselves, but also rely to different
extents on the basic and primary products such
as raw materials from the under-developed coun-
tries, With regard to the developing countries,
their trade between one another and, in parti-
cular, their exchanges with the capital, hi-tech
and hi-tech product markets of the developed
countries often play an decisive role in deter-
mining the success or failure of their economic
development. International economic ties is get-
ting closer and more important with the tremen-
dous development of transnational corporations
and the existance and expansion of world finan-
cial market, It is obvious that the materialistic
demands for economic development is vigorous-
ly pounding at the ideological prejudices and the
obstacies in political systems. Accordingly, the
economy of many countries in the world are
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changing from isolation in the past to an open-
ing posture with wide and deep international
exchanges. The separation and obstacles bet-
ween the Eastern and Western countries are wan-
ing, while their exchanges are increasing. This
has led to mutual reliance and mutual promo-
tion in the economic development of the North
and South as well as the East and West.

As said above, Chinese economic develop-
ment strategy is closely combined with economic
restructuring, opening to the outside world and
gradually developing export-oriented economy.
Whereas the policy of opening to the outside
world is not only an important part of the eco-
nomic restructure, but a part of the economic
development strategy as well. We have taken
gradual steps in carrying out the policy of open-
ing to the outside world. Geographically speak-
ing, an economic layout has been preliminarily
shaped as follows: the special economic zones
— coastal open cities — coastal economic open
zones — inland areas. The policy has already
played an active role in pushing forward the
economic development of Chinese inland areas,
including some remote areas. China will re-
solutely go on with its policy of opening to the
outside world in future.

Promoting import and export trade and in-
troducing foreign capital, equipments, materials
and technology form the basic content of the
policy of opening to the outside world. What
are the characteristics and requirements of our
foreign trade and making reasonaibe and full
use of foreign investment? As China is still
backward in its economic, scientific and tech-
nological development, its export capacity deter-
mines to a great extent the scope and depth of
the country’s opening to the outside world.
Therefore, we should actively develop the export
industries and export commodities that are com-
petitive in the international market and promis-
ing quick and high economic benefits. We
should try our best to raise the quality of export
products, make suitable arrangements in the
structure of export commodities and try all means
to open up the international market so as to
keep a fast and steady growth of export. Mean-
while, we should try to increase our nontrade
income through developing tourism and labor
and technology export. On the other hand, our
import should be stressed on introducing sui-
table advanced technology and kep equipments.
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Not long ago, a dispute of
far-reaching impact on the short-
range forces (SNF) in Europe
broke out within NATO coun-
tries mainly between the United
States and FRG creating deep
rifts for a while.

The dispute has its profound
reasons. The land-based nu-
clear weapons in Europe, besi-
des nuclear artillery, are mainly
the short-range nuclear missiles
under the range of 500 kilome-
tres.  Both of the two confront-
ing military blocs, NATO and
Warsaw Pact Organization, have
certain number of such wea-
pons. After the singning of the
INF Treaty between the US and
the USSR in December 1987,
the Lance Missiles deployed
by the US in FRG and
the S$8-21 Missiles deployed by
the USSR in East Europe be-
come the salient problem of the
nuclear weapons in Europe, The
Soviet Union call for the solu-
tion of the short-range missile
issue through discussion by, both
sides. Due to various factors,
NATO at that time, because of
the unbalance of the conventio-
nal arms, stick to the traditional
strategy of flexible response i.e.
taking nuclear weapons as a
means of deterrence to counter
the attack of conventional for-

ces, and do not agree to have
any talks on the SNF, and
meanwhile decide in principle to
upgrade the SNF in order to en-
sure the effectiveness of this
strategy. But in recent years, the
situation in Europe has under-
gone new changes, particularly
after Mr. Gorbarchov announ-
ced to cut the conventional force
stationing in Europe unilateral-
ly in last December and suggest-
ed to cut drastically the conven-
tional forces, thus offering a new
opportunity for the military de-
tente in Europe. Considering her
self-interest and the new situation
of detente in Europe, FRG
advocates to conduct talks with
U.S.S.R. and demands to reduce
and postpone the upgrading of
short range missiles. This stand
has won the approval of the ma-
jority of the NATO countries.
The U.S. is strongly opposed to
have any talks with the
U.S.S.R. and suggests to realize
its plan of modernization of the
short-range missiles in Europe
immediately, and continue to
take the short-range missiles as
a means of deterrence to counter
the superiority of the conven-
tional forces of Warsaw Pact
Organization. This stand is sup-
ported by Britain. Facing the
sentiment of Western Europe,

the Bush administration has
made some readjustments, and
agreed to postpone the moder-
nization of short range missiles
till the general election of FRG
in 1990, but still insisted that
short range missile was not
negotiable,

It is not without reason that
FRG bears the brunt in the
dispute. The citizens of FRG
have all along been sensitive to
the nuclear weapons on their
soil. Once these weapons arc
used, it would have a direct im-
pact on FRG. So all the poli-
tical parties advocate the cut-
ting down and even the aboli-
tion of short-range missiles. The
government has to make clear
its stand on this matter at the
general clection in 1990. The
dispute involves not only the
U.S. and FRG but also many
NATO countries. It is due to
their different views on the
situation of Europe within
NATO.

Indeed, the reasons of the dis-
pute on SNF within NATO
countries is due to the differen-
ces of their internal and exter-
nal policies as well as geo-poli-
tics, but the root cause is the
change of the European and in-
ternational situation which has
led to the change of positions
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growing difference of the self-
interests of European countries
and America. As economically
the strongest country in Europe
and politically restrained in the
NATO for a long time,
FRG has begun to demand
a change and raise its strategic
position and political influen-
ce, Mr. Kohl delivered the
government statement at the end
of last April in the Bundestag
that Europe begins to enter into
a new cra because of the com-
ing integrated European market
in 1992, and for the first time
since the end of the Second
World War there has emerged
before them the opportunity to
free themselves from the con-
flict between the East and the
West. He holds that the Soviet
new policy provides new and
wide opportunities and pro-
spects for building future East-
West relations and that FRG
Government has resolved
to co-ooperate with the So-
viet Union to build up their
bilateral relations and the pro-
spect of European peace and
security for a long time to come.
However it is the new Ostpoli-
tik of FRG that the United States
is worried about, the attitude of
FRG has gained agreemsnt of
Belgium and a large number of
NATO countries. If it goes like
this, by 1992, the partnership
between the United States and
West Europe maintained by
NATO would be substituted by
the competition between the Eu-
ropean intergreted market and
the U.S.-Canada Free Trade Al-
liance. 1992 is the year of U.
general election, it will be ex-
tremely unfavorable for Bush to
campaign for a second term with
a fragmented NATO and a po-
licy towards Soviet Union with-
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out support of westen Europe.
So the U.S., allying itself with
UK. exerted huge pressure on
‘West Germany. However, FRG
did not want to act again as a
yes-man and follow the tune of
the US..

At the NATO summit held at
the end of last May, a compro-
mise was reached after heated
debate among NATO Ileaders
and a declaration and a com-
prehensive concept were issued.
The decisive factor to promote
the issue of the two document is
that the NATO leaders, parti-
cularly U.S. President Bush
and FRG Chancellor Kohl
made mutual councessions over
SNE. Firstly, on the question
of talks, both sides agreed to
carry out negotiation but under
several conditions.  The first
one is that the SNF talks must
be linked up with talks on con-
ventional forces, giving priority
to the latter. The SNF talk
should begin only with the ini-
tial implementation of conven-
tional force agreement, the SNF
talk should begin. The second
one is that the Soviet Union must
cut down its SNF to the same
number of NATO’s, i.e. 88. The
third one is that even the agree-
ment on SNF is reached, its
implementation must follow the
completion of the implementa-
tion of conventional force agree-
ment. Thus it can be said that
the United States abandoned its
‘no-talk’ stand while FRG
withdrew  its  demand for
the ‘earliest possible’ talks, It
seems that the latter makes a
bigger concession. Secondly, on
the question of modernization,
the comprehensive concept post-
pones the decision on moderni-
zing short-range missiles until
after 1992, it is the United
States that made this concession.

FRG and other countries
actually made <a concession
that they have agreed that the
United States responsible for the
research on upgrading the short
range missiles because the so-
called modernization is just a
matter of research now. Final-
ly, on the Third Zero Option,
the two documents avoided re-
ferring to it. But the meaning
is very clear that while stressing
the SNF talks only deal with
partial reduction of the SNF, it
actually rejects the Third Zero
Option. It appears that FRG,
considering the hard stand of
the U.S. Britain and France,
have not held on to its own
view.

Judging from a medium or
short term point of view, the
summit has played certain role
in relaxing the internal tense re-
lation, co-ordinating the stand of
the allied countries’ strategy to-
wards the U.S.S.R.. But the in-
ternal differences are not eli-
minated completely, and reflect-
ed in the not so identical inter-
pretation of the documents of
the summit. For instance,
FRG holds that the possi-
bility of the realization of third
zero option has not been ruled
out because nothing is mention-
edin this regard in the docu-
ments. In other words, NATO
will continue its dispute on the
question of non-nuclearization of
Eurcpe. The rifts have existed,
it will be difficult to get rid of
thera. And from a long term
point of view, the rifls within
NATO will go deeper and lar-
ger along with the development
in the turning of dircction of the
Europcan FEast-West relations,
and the loosening trend of the
Alliance will gradually emerge.
But this will be a slow process.

As  represcntatives of the

Chinese People’s Association for
Peace and Disarmament, we
participated in the First Peace
Olympiad, which was convened
in Greece on March 14-20. Our
host, Greek Movement for Na-
tional Independence, Interna-
tional Peace and Disarmament
(KEADEA) made overall and
meticulous arrangements and its
staff rendered coordinated ef-
forts to bring the smoothly con-
vening of the conference.
Greece is a country of long

history and possesses a glorious
ancient civilization, We had a
further understanding of the
peace tradition of Greece as we
participated in this grand gather-
ing. Foreign participants were
arranged by our host to visit
those historic sites, such as Del-
phi and Olympia outside Athens.
The brilliant tradition of resolv-
ing conflicts through peaceful
means was markedly manifested
in our visit to Delphi. The
peace tradition in  Ancient
Grecee of stopping all military
activities during the period of
holding the Olympic games
were, among others, the spirits
we learned when we visited the
Olympia site. To those who are
engaging in the present peace
movement, the lessons from these
two visits are of bountiful signi-
ficance .

Political perspective towards
the 21st century, disarmament,
development and peace move-
ment were the four main topics
of discussion at the conference
which took the form of the in-
tegration of plenary sessions
with various working groups.
While discussed the topic of
disarmament, strong opinion
were reflected among the parti-
cipants for the early concluding
of a treaty to drastically cut the
strategic nuclear weapons, for

disarming the sea and opposing
the modernization of the short-
range missiles. When the topic
of peace movements was dis-
cussed, attention was focused on
where do the peace movements
go from here. Some held that
peace movement has entered a
crucial stage. Peace organiza-
tions of various countries are
learning to promote and coope-
rate with one another while pre-
serving their independence. They
may put forward different disar-
mament demands and take up
regional actions according to the
specific conditions of their res-
pective countries. On disarma-
ment, besides focusing on the
disadvantages of increasing mi-
litary spending, peace move-
ment should emphasize the ad-
vantages of converting the mili-
tary industries to civilian use.
Some held that under the pre-
sent circumstance, it is obvious-
ly insufficient for the peace
movement to concern only about
the disarmament process, such
issues as development, ecology
and solidarity movements must
also be taken up and coordinat-
ed activities be carried out. The
convening of the First Peace
Olympiad in Greece manifested
the efforts by KEADEA in seek-
ing a new way for cooperation
of the peace movement.

Over 200 foreign participants
from 66 countries and regions
and scores of peace activists
from various peace organizations
in Greece participated at this
grand gathering. Among the
large delegations were from the
Soviet Union and the German
Democratic  Republic. Tt is
worthwhile to note that the
number of third World countries
and regions constituted nearly
60 per cent of the total number
of countries and regions parti-
cipated at this conference. This
is a rare phenomenon in inter-
national peace and disarmament

conferences convened in Europe,
Participants from the Third
World countries and regions,
particularly from the Asian-
Pacific region held that as the
trend of relaxation has some-
what developed in Europe, at-
tention has been focused on the
rather tense situation in certain
Asian-Pacific region. They called
upon the peace organizations in
other regions to pay due atten-
tion to the process of peace
to call upon the U.S., Japan and
South Korea to halt their mili-
tary exercises, so as to create
condition for the peace and

stability in the Korean pennisu-
la.

Representative  of CPAPD
spoke at the opening ceremony.
Some participants appreciated
the implementation of disarma-
ment measures by China in the
last decade. We dealt on the
conversion of military industries
to civilian use by China at dif-
ferent occasions. During the
conference, we had exchanged
experiences and mutually pro-
moting our cause with our old
and new friends from the peace
movement of different countries.

Youth is an important force in safeguard-
ing world peace. In the present world, peace
has become one of major trends in the develop-
ment of the situation in this era. It is a respon-
sibility of every youth to actively make efforts
for maintaining peace.

Peaceology has over 100 years of history
behind it overseas. Today in the world, there
are more than 5000 peaceologiests and peace
experts, several hundred kinds of books are
published and score of specialised magazines are
created. Domestically, we are lagging behind.
So it is very much incompatible to the important
position of our country in the peace factors of
the world and the requirement of the develop-
ment of this era. Therefore, strengthening the
research of peace issues, and creating and per-
fecting peaceology as a science has become a
rather important and imminent task for the ac-

demic circles, especially for the young theoreti-

cians, who are faced with new topics of the era.

Like science of other areas, peaceology calls
for a particular type of research. The subject
of peace research is directed to the most com-
monly seen situation in the international rela-
tions — peace. The parcularity of peace lies in
the fact that it is a frequently emerging and re-
latively independent phenomenon in the inter-
national relations, as well as an ideal common-
ly desired for and continousely sought by the
people in the world. Under the condition of this
era, peace is a life-and-death, universally con-
cerned, irresistable and fundamental issue of the
mankind. Therefore, it is necessary to seperate
the peace issue from other international issues,
and make the research of it a specialised one.
This is not only the result of the development
of the research on international relations, what
is more is that this is the objective demand of

the development of the era.
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The goal of peaceology is to prevent war
and maintain world peace. For this purpose,
peaceology rtesearch should provide theoretical
basis and do feasibility studies for realizing
peace, and should help to promote education
extensively for reinforcing the peace factors.
Thus, it can be said that peaceology is the think-
tank of the peace-loving people in the world,
the scientific basis for each government to adopt
peaceful foreign policy, and the theoretical tool
for realizing long-term peace. The lofty goal
and mission of peaceology reflect the fundamental
interests of the mankind, and can not be re-
placed by any other science.

Taking Marxist historical materialism and
methodology as a guiding principle and proceed-
ing from reality, peaceology should explore the
danger and root-cause of war, summarize various
efforts and means for making peace reality, and
endavor to result in conclusion of regularity.
Peaceology should oppose nonsense and assump-
tion of historical idealism, avoid general and
abstract talk about peace, and also oppose bias
and subjective assertion of machinical material-

ists so as to get rid of pecimism and non-reco-
ciliation, and uphold dialectical materialist prin-
ciples. By making use of various kind of ve-
search methods in natural and social sciences and
guided by modern scientific methodology, peace-
ology should adopt the most advanced research
means in order to do trans-subject, crisscross

and pioneering research.

Peaceology should combine the research of
the historical, present and theoretical jssues. The
historical issues are mainly as follows: history
of peace, history of peace movement, history of
peaceology, history of relationship between
peace and war, etc. Present issues are mainly
as follows: root cause of modern war and con-
flicts, comparison between war factors and peace
factors, present danger of war, possibility of
realizing peace, status quo and orientation of

eace movement, etc. Theoretical issucs are
mainly as follows: chanels of realizing world
peace, plans and programs of maintaining peace,
dialectical relationship between war and peace,

law of evolution from war to peace, peace and
development, peace and disarmament, violence
and non-violence, peace and democracy, peace
and science, peace and progress, peace and
human rights, theory for peace, etc.

Time is going on. Peace factors are grow-
ing. New world war can be postponed or pre-
vented, Yet, pedce can not come from some-
where. The dangers of wars ar¢ still in exist-
ance, so the people of the world should have
theoretical guidance, cfforts for striving for
peace should have scientific basis, so peaceology
is resulted from meeting these requirments. T
myself would like to work together with young
theoreticians to make due theoretical contribu-

tions to the development of peaceology and rea-

lization of long — term peace for the mankind.
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MONKS OF BOTH SIDES OF THE STRAIT PLEA

'FOR PEACE

A largest-ever Buddhist delegation led by Master Xingyun, a prominent monk of Taiwan visited
the mainland in March, 1989.

Mr. Zhao Puchu, Vice — President of CPAPD and President of the Buddhist Association of China
warmly greeted Master Xingyun and his delegation when they arrived at the Beijing Airport.

Several hundred Mainland masters, monks, scholars, experts and student representatives of Bud-
dhist College together with the delegation had a grand gathering at Beijing Kuang Chin Temple and
made their plea for harmony and world peace on March 27, 1989,

The peoples of the world must learn to accommodate one another’s differences, according to
Master Xingyun. “Our world is made up of many differences among states, nationalities, cultures
and religions, We human beings cught to seek similarities within these diversities so as to respect
each other, root out disputes and conflicts and live in harmony.”

Master Xingyun shared three aspirations:

First, that scholars from the mainland would be able to participate in this year's international
Buddhism symposium sponsored by Taiwan. Master Xingyun also expressed his regret that main-
land scholars had not been able to attend such seminars before.

Secondly, he hoped that mainfand scholars would be able to give lectures on Oriental Culture
at the International Culture University which Master Xingyun is striving to establish. He hoped
that both Oriental and Occidental cultures will flourish there.

Finally, he said he would donates $10,000 to the Chinese Culture Academy of Classical Learn-
ing. The donation, he said, exemplifies his intention to develop and extend Chinese culture.

The delegation attended Buddhist services in Beijing and Shanghai and discussed various matters
concerning Buddhism with their Chinese counterparts.
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THE PAST TEN YEARS IN CHINA,
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Altogether over one hundred million child-
yen less are born in China because of the imple-
mentation of birth control policy over the past
ten years. In regard to the cost of raising these
children, one thousand billion yuan, which is
almost equivalent to the 1987 GNP of China,
has been saved in terms of the consumption in-
dex of 1986. This is disclosed by the respon-
sible person concerned in the State Committee
for Family Planning.

He said that the achievements of the birth
control since 1970s, especially in recent ten
years, has been well'known in the world. By
the late 1960s (excluding years of 1959-1961),
the population birth rate in China was about
35 per thousand, the natural growth rate was
above 20 per thousand. Since the 3rd Pleanary
Session of the 11th CPC Central Committee in
1979 till 1985, the natural growth rate was con-
troled between 11-14 per thousand. From 1986
on, the birth-rate has gone up again due to the
baby-boom generation ofd enough to be mar
ried and to give birth, but it is still much lower
than that of the 1950s and 60s. Therefore, we
should not doubt the achievements of the birth
control just on account of the relatively rapid
growth of population and the recovery of the
growth rate in recent two years.

This responsible person hopes the educa-
tional activities now cartied out across the

country on family planning should give full
Ppublicity to the achievements of birth control,
to the role of the birth control in facilitating
the development of the economy and the im-
provement of people’s living standard so as to
ensure pecple still more determined to and con-
fident for practicing birth control. Meanwhile,
we should also lay emphasis on educating people
about the grim population situation so that the
issue of baby-boom generation and over-rapid
growth-rate of population now facing China can
catch the attention of the Party and the people
across the country.
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CHINA ASSOCIATION FOR SCIENCE
AND TECHNOLOGY

China Association for Science and Technelogy (CAST) is a mass organization for the Chinese
scientists, engincers,and technologists and a federation of both the national professional natural
science societics and local science and technology associations.

The China Association for Science and Technology was formed {rom several scientific and tech-
nological organizations from pre — liberation. In August, 1950, the All — China Federation of Na-
tural Scientific Societies and the All— China Association for the Popularization of Scientific Know-
ledge were established. The above organizations were merged at their joint national assembly in
September 1958, and the China Association for Science and Technology was thus founded. Profes-
sor Li Siguang was elected as the first President. In March, 1980, CAST’s Second National Assembly
was convened, Professor Zhou Peiyuan, a famous physicist, was elected as the second President.
CAST’s Third National Assembly was held in June of 1986. Professor Qian Xuesen, a famous
systems engineer, was elected as the third President,

CAST is a non— governmental federation of national professional societies (associations and
research societies) and local science and technology associations. It is multi — disciplinary, with
organizations at many levels and with different functions, all which embody Chinese characteristics.
CAST has now under its umbrella 146 national professional societies which are characterized by their
transregional, lateral linkage and multidisciplinary features with capabilities to coordinate across dis-
ciplinary and institutional boundaries. Of the above — mentioned national societies, there are 35
natural science societies; 58 engineering societies; 12 agricultural societies; 19 medical societies; and
22 interdisciplinary or popular science — oriented societies, with a total membership of over 1.71
million. In parallel with China’s administrative divisions, CAST maintains a corresponding organiza-
tional structure at different levels of province (municipality), prefecture, and county. Up to now,
there are 46,560 science popularization associations with 4.16 million members; 80,000 rural re-
search societies of specialized technology with a membership of 1.94 million; and 3,213 mine and
factory science and technology associations representing 820,000 individual members.

Major activities
1. Scientific conferences

Each professional society organizes symposia and annual meetings related to its own discipline
or profession. Interdisciplinary scientific conferences are also jointly held by the interested societies.
Moreover, CAST itself holds annual meetings on wide — ranging subjects. In 1987, CAST and its
affiliated societies held 1,854 scientific seminars and symposia at which 115,070 academic themes
and papers were presented.

2. Popularization of scientific and technological knowledge

-— Various public activities are employed and organized to popularize science and technology in
both urban and rural areas, such as the publication of popular science books, science news and
popular science magazines, S&T exhibitions, and science promotional activities including travel-
ling vans, scientific films, and video shows.

— Skilled craftsmen in the countryside are organized into rural speciatized technology research socie-
ties, through which they contribute to the promotion of appropriate technologies and develop-
ment of rural economy.
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3. Science and technology consultancy

~—1In line with the principle of academic freedom, CAST, by utilizing its unique advantage of lateral
linkages, provides decision — making advice and technological consultancy to problems of impor-
tance to China’s socialist construction, some of which have been adopted by the state and the
relevant government departments with significant economic and social efficiency resulted there-
from,

~— CAST — sponsored science promotion teams composed of scientists, technicians and engineers
bring scientific and technological knowledge, skills and technology consultancy services to the old
revolutionary base areas, areas populated by ethnical minorities, remote border = regions and
poverty — striken areas in order to help alleviate their poverty.

-— CAST branches in factorics and mines conduct technical exchanges and trainlng sessions and pro-
vide consultancy services for engineers and technicians, thus increasing enterprise vitality and rais-
ing product quality.

4. Continuing education

— CAST and its local organizations and affiliated societies, hy organizing various types of continu-
ing education activities of excellence and strength, enable scientists and engineers of different
levels to continue their professional development.

— Many other technical training activities are also sponsored by CAST to help cadres improve their
management level and enable workers, farmers and educated youth both in urban and rural areas
to improve their production skills.

5. International exchanges

CAST and its affiliated professional societies are eager to foster friendly cooperation with in-
ternational scientific institutions and non — governmental academic societies in foreign countries
with an objective to facilitate scholarly exchanges among scientists, engineers and technologists the
world over. Since 1979, CAST has established friendly relations, signed scientific and technological
agreements and memorandums with more than 30 academic institutions in 15 countries and regions.

CAST and its member societies actively participate as members in 149 international academic or-

ganizations, such as the International Council of Scientific Unions (ICSU) and World Federation of

Engineering Organizations (WFEQ). Some 350 Chinese scientists and engineers are now serving on

executive committees and councils of these international organizations.

6. Publications

In the ten years since 1978, CAST and its member societies have edited and published some

1,500 kinds of popular science publications, a 150 million copies in all. About 150 are popular

science magazines and science news with a circulation of 20 million copies in total. Some 300 pro-

fessional journals edited by mational professional societies carry scientific papers and presentations
of scientific research findings that reflect the state of the art of science and technology in China.

7. Dedication to the unity among and closer contacts with scientists, engineers and technologists

— CAST organizes “dialogues between government leaders and the scientific community”, which
contribute. to closer a relationship, better communication and improved mutual understanding
between the government and the scientific community.

— Activities are organized to recommend and honor taleated people.

— Scientific thinking and a code of ethics are encouraged and advocated so as to enhance the spiri-
tual civilization of the scientific community.

— CAST sees to it that the Jawful rights of scientific personnel be protected and the implementation

of the party policy toward intellectuals be carried out.

Today, what goes in direct connections with
the internationalization of cconomic relations is
the tendency of grouping and regionalization in
the world economic development. The European
Economic Community in West Europe and the
Council for Mutual Economic Aid in East Eu-
rope are both long-existed facts. Now people
are talking of new phrases such as the North
American cconomic circles and Bast Asian eco-
nomic circles. To keep in compliance with the
international trend, we should go on with our
policy of allround openness. And in deepen-
ing our rcforms and adopting such openness,
our strategy for economic development will keep
moving towards perfection and realization * The
figure was replaced by gross national output
(GNP) at the 13th National Congress of the
Chinese Communist Party.
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
