The CPC liberated the main
Jand and established socialist
system, which for the first time
changed essentially the Chincse
people’s status of being exployed,
oppressed and enslaved. The
working peopls became their own
master. Just on account of this
cssential change, even though on
the basis of delicalc economy
ruined by wars for scores of
years, new China has been
making progress in national econ-
omy, science, technology, culture
and cducation. Eventhough like
spirals and full of twists and
turns, the achivements are moany
5 over that of the old China.

From 1970 to 1988, the total
amount of investment in the
public ownership added up to
more than 2150 billien RMB

Yuan is 100 times over that of
the old China. A comparatively
strong basis of material and tech-
nology for developing the social
productivity and improving the
people’s life have been laid,

In old China which was sup-
posed to be built up or agricul-
ture; the highest annual output of
the main crops such as grain was
only 0.15 billion tons, and cot-
ton 849,000 tons. While the
total output of grain in 1988
reached 0.394 billion tons, and
cotton 4149,000 tons in new Chi-
na, which increased 2.6 times and
4.9 times respectively. Compar-
ed with the highest annual out-
put before 1949, the output of
the major industrial products in
1988 increased 6.7 times in cloth;
64 times in steel; 16 times in raw
coal; 91 times in electricity gen-
crated and 36 tices in machine
tools. Petrolium, chemical fer-
tilizer and radio increased even
several hundred to several thou-
sand times. By now, an inde-
pendent and self-relianced na-
tional cconomic setup with
rather comprehensive  depart-
ments has already been establich-
ed which enables China to deve-
lop comprehensively on her own.
The majority of various equip-
ments as well as transportation
means for sea, land and air need-
2d for developing the economy
can be produced and supplied by
ourselves. About 307 of the
mechanical and electronic prod-
ucts have reached the internation-
al standard, which helped to
greatly narrow the gap with the
developed countries. All these
important development and im-
provement and the increase of
strength are beyond reach in
neither old China nor Taiwan.

There is also a big development
and improverent in the field of

scicnce and  technology. The
high-tech and the sophisticated
technology for national defense
grow out of nothing and have
scored unprecendented progress,
such as the electronic clider going
into operation in Beijing, nuclear
submarine underwater launching
rocket, the accute position of the
practical communication satellite
above the equator, intercontinen-
tal missile and the 600,000 kw
thermal generating unit; deep and
inclined drilling both in sea and
on land mastered by oil industry;
open-end spinning and air-jet
weaving in textile indusiry; 70%
of the new products developed in
recent ycars in engineering indus-
try close to or up to the interna-
tional standard.  Quite a number
of the scientific and technological
achievements in the fields of na-
tional defense, industry, agricul-
ture and medicine, such as the
synthetic, crystalline insulin, the
gene engineering, the high-tem-
perature  superconduction, the
rice hybridization, the replanta-
tion of a severed fingers, the
healing of burns, etc. are up to
or close tc the advanced interna-
tional standard.

The development in the field
of culture and education is also
noticeble. The number of stu-
dents currently studying in
schools has increased 7.8 times
from 25.72 million among which
undergraduate  students  were
155,000 before 1949 to nearly
200 million (among which under-
graduate students are 2065.000)
in 1988. 6.19 million undergra-
duate students and 154,000 post-
graduate students have been
trained in fourty years after
1949, which is 31 times of the
total member of graduates with
the same qualification from 1912
to 1948. Now the annual num-
ber of students in schools is ap-

proximately 200 million. This
is beyond reach in old China and
Taiwan of our country.

On the basis of the develop-
ment of production, people’s life
in urban and rutal areas has been
obviously improved. The po-
pulation in old China was only
half of nowday's, the labouring
people at large often did not have
enough to eat and wear and
livied in hunger and cold. Since
1949, contrarily speaking, the
people not only have cnough to
edt and wear, but als experience
improvement of the living stan-
dard cventhough the population
has doubled. According to statis-
tics, the actual per capita annual
consumption increased from 76
Yuan in 1952 to 639 Yuan in
1988. Deducting the price in-
crease, the average annual growth
rate was 3.7%, and 7.6% was
achieved for the years between
1979 to 1988. The daily neces-
sities and housing have been im-
proved in both quantity and Gua-
lity in general. Some residents
have been moiving toward well-
to-do level, Basically, bycicle,
watch and radio etc. are posses-
sed by each family. Meanwhile,
washing machine, refrigerator,
radio cassette player and color
TV have been developing fast on
shoe siting. The residents de-
posit in both urban and rural
arca reached 380.2 billion Yuan
by the end of 1988, which was
18 times that of the 21.1 bil-
lion Yuan in 1978 and 441 times
that of the 0.86 billion Yuan in
1952, Mean-while the spiritual
and cultural life of the people is
constantly being eariched.

In the past fourty years, the
comprehensive strength of our
country has been considerably
strengthened. In  comparison
with 1952, the GNP and national
income of 1988 have been in-
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[image: image4.png]creased over 11 and 10 times res-
pectively, the total value of agri-
culture products and industrial
products increased by 3.6 times
and 55 times respectively. The
GNP of our country now ranks
eighth in the world. The total
value of industrial products ranks
fifth and that of agriculture ranks
first, far higher than that of other
countries in the world. China
feeds 22% of the total world po-
pulation with only 7% of the
world arable land. Even foreign
publications have to acknowledge

that “It is most great and
remarkable for the Chinese gov-
ernment to solve the problem of
one billion people’s life in funda-
mental way.” The cld China
was  backward  economically,
trampled upon by others political-
ly and had no positions in the
world. Standing upright in the
nations of world, the new China
put an end to the situation of a
splitted old China exployed and
oppressed by imperialism. The
socialist new Chiina has been be-
coming an amazing force attract-

ing world-wide attention. By
some comprehensic analysis and
comparision, some renowned Jap-
anese and American scholars con-
sider Chinese comprehensive
strength now ranks sixth or sc
venth in the world.

The indisputable facts proe that
socialism practiced in China
under the leadership of the CPC
have scored tremendous success.
The correct conclusion is that
only socialism can save China,
only socialism can ensure China
to develop.
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Burgeoning Science and
Technology in China

— Review and Outlook of the S & T
Work by Song Jian, Chairman of the
State Science and Technology Commission
by People’s Daily Correspondene Jiang Hanzhen

To build an S & T Mansion from Scratch

Mr. Song Jian is also a scientist who used
to be engaged in § & T work for national de-
fense. He recalls with deep feeling that over the
past four decades, the Chinese S & T workers
have made historic contributions to the advance-
ment of the Chinese nation, showing outstanding
achievements corresponding to this era. In 1956
the Party Central Committee issued the call
“march towards science™, and organized experts
to work out China’s first longterm S & T de-
velopment program putting stress on six technol-
ogies and projects that included space technology,
nuclear energy technology, computer technology,
semi-conductors, automation and radio. The full
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implementation of this decision laid down the
foundation for the emergence of our advanced
technology and high technology, and promoted
the birth of a series of modern industries and
new-tech industries. This greatly enhanced our
economic, military and S & T power, and thus
put China, which was a poor and backward na-
tion, on an equal par with some developed coun-
tries in a number of areas.

Since the 1960s, China, led by the older
generation of scientists, discovered and built a
number of oil fields such as Daqging, shaking off
China’s label as an oil-poor country. The oil
output jumped from 300,000 tons per year before
liberation to 137 million tons in 1988, registering
a 450-fold increase. Since the 1960s, relying




[image: image5.png]entirely on our own efforts we have developed
and manufactured atomic bombs, hydrogen
bombs, intercontinental ballistic missiles, large
carrier rockets, and launched a number of satel-
lites for scientific research and practical use. The
communication satellite which was made and
launched entirely by ourselves has been working
reliably for five years, transmitting TV programs
and serving the radio and telecommunication work
for the whole Chinese people. Our space techno-
logy can maich even the world’s advanced level.
This js the result of the correct decision of the
Party Central Committee and of the concerted ef-
forts and hard work of the § & T community,
the broad masscs of the workers and the People’s
Liberaiion Army. These historic achievements
are of enormous significance in raising our in-
ternational position and promoting the develop-
ment of modern industries.

Awareness of S & T on the Part of 800
Million Farmers

Excitedly Mr, Song talked about the achieve-
ments of our agro-science and technology that
have attracted worldwide attention. All the crops,
he said, have been upgraded or renewed several
times.  From 1949 to 1988 the output of grain
rose from 110 milfion tons to nearly 400 million
tons, and that of meat from 2.2 million tons to
22 million tons, ensuring stable supply of food
for one-fifth of the world population. Embodied
in this is the great contribution by our agro-scien-
tific and technological workers to the entire Chi-
nese people. Today China leads the world in
many agroscientific fields especially in breeding
new varietics and hybridization of rice, wheat,
rapesced and cotton. The new variety of “long-
grained hybrid rice” which won a state special
invention award has increased the per-mu output
of rice by 20-30%. Now grown over 1.2 billion
mu of land, it increases the annual output by 30
billion kilograms. The technology has been
transferred to the U.S. and has been popularized
in over 20 countries and regions. For this China
and her scientists have carned the name “father
of hybrid rice”.

The awareness of S & T on the part of
China’s 800 million farmers is a big event of
world significance and this correspondent asked
Mr. Song’s view on this. He said that China

could not repeat the old historical approach of
the capitalist countries i.e. to let the farmers go
bankrupt to pave the way for industrialization so
that these farmers would pour into the cities in
large numbers to be tormented in a labor market
filled with the danger of unemployment. The
rural and township enterprises with S & T deve-
lopment as their main stream that have emerged
in the past few years mark the new birth of
China's countryside. In 1987 the output value
of these enterprises totaled 460 billion yuan, out-
stripping that of planting for the first time. 80
million farmers have been transferred to the in-
dustrial sector locally without leaving their homes.

The shift from the old natural economy of
the countryside to the socialist commodity econo-
my supported by § & T is an indispensable con-
dition for China to move towards socialist mo-
dernization.

Move Still Higher Under the Correct
Guideline

Talking about the S & T devclopment in
the 1980s, Mr. Song emphasized that since the
3rd Plenary Session of the 11th Party Central
Committee, the Party and government raised, for
the first time in the history of the Chinese nation,
the development of S & T to the leading position
in the economic development strategy. This is
a great wakening of the nation. Without scien-
tific thinking, we would have no place in this
world. And without S & T progress, we could
not have a high level of socialist matetial and cul-
tural development. Guided by this thinking, our
government has, since the beginning of the 1980s,
put forward the strategic guideline that “economic
development must rely on science and technology,
which in turn should be geared to the former”,
and made it clear that the primary task of § &
T work is to revitalize the national economy.
The Chinese S & T workers have lived up to the
expectations of the Chinese people. From 1982
to 1987, the total industrial output value rose
104% (according to comparable prices), and the
rural social output value 96%. Such tremendous
achievements cannot be separated from the deve-
lopment of § & T.

In industry and transportation, we are under-
taking overall transformation of the traditional
industries, furnishing large numbers of enterprises
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[image: image6.png]with new technology and equipment while build-
ing many modernized industrial enterprises. This
has greatly enhanced our economic strength. Over
one million § & T workers are now engaged in
the implementation of the Spark Program and
Bumper Harvest Program aimed ar developing
local economy.

In 1987, he added, China began to carry
out a high-tech research and development pro-
gram in keeping with a decision of the Party
Central Committee. Under this program, we ot-
ganized a well trained force along with substan-
tial investment in several key high-tech areas that
included biotechnolegy, space technology, in-

formation technology, laser technology, automa-
tion, energy and new matetials in order to foflow
up the world development trend and try to make
breakthroughs and advances in these areas.

Mt. Song stressed that the Chinese S & T
workers must work simultaneously at three levels:
Serving the current economic drive; following up
and developing high techuology; and strengthen-
jng the research force dealing with the frontier
problems of the basic sciences.

History will prove that in the environment
of reform and opening up to the outside world,
we will be able to win new victories on these
three levels compatible with our time.

Friendship with Foreign Countries

The Chinese People’s Asscciation for Friend-
ship with Foreign Countries (CPAFFC) is a na-
tional people’s organization of the Pecple’s Re-
public of China. Taking as its objective the
enhancement of friendship and mutual under-
standing between the Chinese and other peoples
in the world and the maintenance of world peace,
it represents the Chinese people in making con-
tacts and developing exchanges with organizations
for friendship with China and friendly personages
in various countries, and serves as a tie of friend-
ship that brings the people of China and of other
Tands closer to each other, In carrying out its ac-
tivities it has the support of the Government and
the assistance of all social circles in China,

The CPAFFC has developed friendly ex-
changes on a people-to-people basis with over 130
countries, established contacts ot relations of co-
operation with more than 100 friendly organi-
zations in over 70 countries. Its major programs
include:

1. Playing host to visiting good-will delega-
tions or study groups with specialized interest and
sending delegations abroad,

2. Effecting people-to-people cultural ex-
changes, such as sending or hosting small perform-
ing arts groups and holding exhibitions,

3. Sponsoring activities in solidarity with
other peoples in their just struggles and for safe-
guarding world peace,

4. Sponmsoring activities in memory of world
renowned cultural figures, revolutionary forerun-
ners and foreign friends who have made contribu-
tions to the Chinese revolution,

5. Organizing public lectures on foreign
countries or celebrations of their important oc-
casions and festivals,

6. Supervising and coordinating the work
of establishing relations of friendship between
Chinese cities or provinces and their foreign coun-
ierparts,

7. Effecting economic and technological ex-
changes with other countries in concert with de-
partments concerned for the benefit of China’s
socialist modernization.

Through its diverse forms of activities, the
CPAFFC strives to further friendship and mutual
understanding as well as relations of friendship
and cooperation between the Chinese and other
peoples and to safeguard world peace.

Founded in 1954, the CPAFFC was first call-
ed the Chinese People’s Association for Cultural
Relations with Foreign Countries. It was re-
named the Chinese People’s Friendship Associa-
tion for Cultural Relations with Foreign Coun-
tries in 1966. And since 1969, it has been known
as the Chinese People’s Association for Friend-
ship with Foreign Countries. Its headquarters is
in Beijing, and branches have been set up in most
provinces, municipalities directly under the Cen-
tral Government and autonomous regions and in
some provincial cities.

The leadership of the CPAFFC is composed
of an honorary president, an adviser, a president,
several vice-presidents and a number of council
members. ts honorary president is Mme. Deng
Yingchao. The adviser is its ex-president Wang
Bingnan. Its president is Han Xu.
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
