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The Third World Plays More and More
Important Role in International Politics

The 80's that has just ended is a decade in
which the Third World countries plays more and
‘more important rol on the (ntesnational political
arena. These countries have furher purticipated
in the solorion of the Smporiant internationsd af-
fairs, promoted the coolingdown of the regional
hotspots, actively fought against foreign inter
forence and power politics, and have beome
backbone force for safogusrding world peace.
These rc mairly shown in the following aspests.

(D The Third World countrivs have more
and more say in the international affairs while
the era of one of two superpowets dominaling the
wotld is gone forever.

The impact of the Third World countrics
in the UN is gaining momentare. Tn the preseat
Turgest internationa] organization of 159 member
countries, the represematives of the third world
<ountrfcs make wp the majority in number. They
are important force for holding justwc and
‘madntaining pesce in the UN o that superpowers
and hegemonism could no longer do anything at
will ag in th past in the orgamization.

Many regional hotspot issues in the 805
such as Afghanistan Issue, Campuchea issue,
Lebunon fssuc, conflict betsveen Atab and lsrael,
South Africa spartheld, Palestine issue, Numibia
Independence, ux wells as South-Noxth debt dis-
pute over long perjod of time, all was put in the
agenda in the UN for discussion. Resolutions in
favor of the invaded and suppressed countrics
have been adopled duc 1o the: efforts made by
the Third World countries, Nowadays, UN is
unable to accomplish her misians without the
active participation of the Third Wotld countries.
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The developmenl and growth of the Non-
Aligned Movernent in the 80s indicate that the
role of the Third World in the international
polifical strugglos has been icreasing.

At the 8 Conferences of heads of States and
many UN Gengral Assemblies and other inferna-
tional comferences, the Nan-Aligned Movement
has contiamously put forward many revolution
proposals for the benefit of the security, in-
dcpendence apd cconric development of the
thitd World cowntries, and struggled for the na-
tional rights and international justice of the de-
veloping counirics. For example, at the 44 UN
Goneral Assembly not long ago, some nonaligned
countries put forward some Teaolution proposets
on international communisy helping the Third
World countrles to improve their coclal environ-
ment, on enhunsing South-North dislogue, on
coordinating o sweep drugtrafficing globally. Re-
flecting the wishs of the developing countrics,
these proposals wets passed overwhelmingly even
though they werc met with opposition from &
superpower or 2 few developed countries.

Jost hecase the NAM reflects the Wishes of
the developing countries on many Inierationsl
issuos, thercfore, her membership has grown from
25 countries in (e 60s when just founded w0 102
counirics in &0, which accounts for w0 thirds
of the total countrics and two fifth of the tolat
populatian in the world. Some developed coun-
tries, which did not subseribe to the Nov-Aligned
Movement, hegan to send observets to the Con-
furence of the Ieads of States of the NAM in the
80s.

(1D The Third World countries, be they

interfered with by a superpower or regional hege-
monism, all other Third World countries offer
their support, help to spike or hold back power
politics with justice.

Ever since the date when Afghanistan was
invaded, the United Nations pushed by the Third
‘World countries has adopted resolutions on many
occasions demanding the Soviet troops to with-
draw from Afghanistan. The NAM and the Islamic
Conference also adopted similar resolutions on
many occasions. Because of the struggle waged
by the Afghan people and the work done by the
UN, the sides concerned reached agreement at
last so that the Soviet troops could not but with-
draw completely from Afghanistan.

After the Vienamese invaded and occupied
Campuchea, the UN has adopted resolutions on
many occasions overwhelmingly demanding the
withdrawal of Vietnamese troops.

Last December, the United States brazenly
invaded Panama militarily, which brought about
strong condemnation of the Third World coun-
tries. The Latin American countries responded
particularly strong, some of which called back
ambassadors to the USA, some of which provided
aid and humanitarian support to the Panamanian
people. The Security Council of the UN also
called 2 urgent meeting to discuss the American
invasion action.

What is worth mentioning is that last
November some western countries with the sup-
port of the US proposed a resolution proposal
entitled Freedom of Speech and of Peaceful
Gathering at the Third Committee of the UN
aimed at interfering the internal affairs of the
Third World countries, Many Third World coun-
tries strongly opposed it and proposed amend-
ments. Some Western countries found them-
selves in difficulties, attempted to do away with
the amendments through voting procedure. But
on one knows that their proposal was voted down
by 85 to 30 votes, and the amendment was ad-
opted, thus the scheme of the western countries
was spiked.

(IIT) The Third World coordinates and
solves their regional conflicts and disputes by
steps, more and more through regional organiza-
tions to prevent big powers from meddling and
interfering.

Tn the 80s, the disputes and conflicts occur-
red now and then within the Third World due to

the border and national problems inherited from
history, the vegional organizations played active
role in promoting the solution of disputes through
coordination and work,

In the past 10 years, the Arab League with
over 20 member countries held many meetings
aimed at doing reconciliation work-between Iraq
and Iran, thus has brought this 10-year old war
to a stop with the help of the UN, and is still
working with both for the final solution of the
disputes through negotiation.

Africa has done a lot of reconciliation work
for solving border disputes between Chad and
Libya and border conflicts among other African
countries, The African Unity has carried out un-
remitting struggles in the UN against South
Africa apartheid system and for the Namibia in-
dependence. In over 20 years since its founding,
the African Unity has helped almost 20 African
countries to shake off colonial rule, to develop
their economy, consolidate independence, thus
has earned trust and support of the African coun-
tries.

The Contadora of Latin America in 80s
made the efforts for seeking solution of the dis-
table factors in Latin American countries. Over
the past few years, the heads of some Latin
American countries consulted with each other on
many occasions, for getting the Latin American
problems solved, and appealed to the super-
powers to stop putting their fingers in the internal
affairs of Latin American countries such as
Nicaragua and Salvador.

Having reviewed 80s, the Third World coun-
tries as getting matured politically, are playing
morc and more important role in maintaining
world peace and easing international situation.
Yet, it must be noted that the rootcause for the
distablization and tense in the world still in ex-
istence at present. The arms race of the super-
powers is still going on. Hegemonism and power
politics have not stopped making troubles in the
Third World, The war smoke of the regional con-
flicts is far from being put out. Foreign inter-
ference and internal contradictions make it more
difficult to get the hot-spots within the Third
‘World solved completely. The Afghan civil war is
becoming more serious after the Soviet troops with
drawal, the war smoke in Campuchea is still go-
ing on since Vietnam is lack of sincerity for poli-
tical solution; Israeli expansionism with the sup-
port of superpower still tries hard to prevent Pa-
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[image: image4.png]lestinian people from exercising national rights;
the civil war in Lebanon is still developing; many
distablizing factors still exists in Southetn Africa,
what is more is that the discrimination in South
Africa awaits solution; Panama suffered a abor-
tive military coup in last October and large scale
invasion of American troops only last December.
Political situation in some third World countries
in Central America, Latin America, Mid-East,
Africa and Asia is not stable, Philippine Presi-
dent Aquino has quelled 6th coup since she be-
came President, the present situation is not yet
back to normal.

Economically, the difficulties faced by the
Third World are outstanding. The developing

countries debts owe to the developed countries
amount to 1 300 billion US Dollars up to 1989,
The South-North negotiation over debts is at
standstill. But at the same time, the Third World
capital is going more and more to the developed
countries.

In a word, at the time of farewelling the
80s and welcoming the 90s, eventhough peace
and dialogue are the mainstream, yet this in no
way means peace is there all over the world,

People across the world are still faced with
the struggle for establishing new international
political and economic order. The Third World
countries will continue to play magnificent role
and build their own forces in this struggle.

Fruits of Science and Technology
should not Harm Mankind

Although the vast majority of the people of
the world are longing for peace, peace has not
been realized in the wosld as a whole. The world
history shows the time of conflict, turmoil and
war has been longer than that of peace. With a
deep understanding of the threat of modern war,
Ms. Hu Yamei, a specialist on leukemia of child-
ren who has just been back from her visit to
Hiroshima and Nagasaki of Japan, said, ’I visited
the exhibition on the aftermath of the nuclear
explosion in Hiroshima and Nagasaki, which
is so tragic that I can not bear to look at. Being
a physician my duty is to cure the sickness to
save the patient. But while we physicians are
busy with rescuing patients by every possible
means, war is endangering mankind’.

The relationship between war and peace is
the unity of opposites. The Chinese scientists
clearly understand that science can both promote
peace and threaten peace. The fruits of science
and technology could be used either to develop
social production to benefit people or for military
purposes to endanger mankind. In today’s world,
while the advance of science and technology has
created tremendous wealth and rapidly changed
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the life of people, arms race remains unhalted.
The existing weapons of mass destruction is pos-
ing a grave threat to world peace.

While calling for peace, the Chinese
scientists bear in mind the grim fact that science
has played an important role in the wars which
have caused great damage to people. In fact,
modern war has become war of science and tech-
nology.

Science itself does not have a good or evil
nature. Ounly its implication produces it. The
key to peace is in the hands of mankind. Mr. Liu
Xu, a member of the Secretariat of China As-
sociation for Science and Technology said, as
scientists, we know well the destructive capability
of the weapons of new generation. We have the
responsibility to prevent the outbreak of nuclear
war. The scientists attending the forum pointed
out that the fruits of science and technology are
the common wealth of mankind. They should be
used to develop economy and society and should
by no means be used to serve expansion, aggres-
sion and arms race.

Peace is the Prerequisite for Development

The contemporary world is facing two major
themes— peace and development. Peace is the
prerequisite for development while development
should promote peace. The prosperity of any
nation and the boom of any economy depend on
a peaceful environment and the development of
science and technology.

Reflections on Peace After
the Visit to Japan

One could immediately recall
the beautiful Fuji Mountain
when mentioning Japan and My-
ya Jima, one of the three views
of Japan when talking about Hi-
roshima. Perhaps due to a dif-
ferent perspective, it is the Hi-
roshima Peace Park, the Site of
the Nuclear Explosion, the Hi-
roshima people’s vivid memory
of the disaster of the A-bomb
explosion and their sincere de-
site for peace that give me the
deepest impression on my visit
to Japan.

In the late October, 1989, 1
visited Japan with the delegation
of Chinese People’s Association
for Peace and Disarmament at
the invitation of Hiroshima Cul-
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tural Center for Peace. In the
evening when we arrived in Hi-
roshima, we attended the Fourth
Peace Gathering of Hiroshima
Citizens. In the following morn-
ing, we visited the Peace Park,
Peace Data Center, Tomb of
Ten Thousand People, Monu-
ment for Condoling the Dead,
and the Peace Torch. These ar-
chitectures throw each other into
sharp relief by contrast and con-
stitute an integral which reveals
the disaster brought to the Hi-
roshima people by the war.

We first visited the Peace Data
Center where some of the ob-
jects and photographs concern-
ing the effect of the explosion
of the A-bomb collected over the

past decades were on display. 1
looked at the damaged objects
of the A-homb and the pictures
of the tragic scenes after the ex-
plosion and listened to the intro-
duction narrated in Chinese in
a sad voice. The sad scenes of
history emerged, though vaguely,
in my mind:

On Auguest 6, 1945, the U.S.
army dropped a A-dbomb over
Hiroshina. It was the first time
that people had realized the de-
structiveness of the nuclear wea-
pon. The monster which was 3
m. in length, 0.7 m. in diameter
and 4 tons in weight swooped
down on Hiroshima. The city
which ranked 7th in industry in
Japan became ruined instantly.
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blood were in sight everywhere.
Numerous families were destroy-
ed creating countless widowers,
widows, orphans and childless
parents. The victims of the ho-
locaust — those who had a ray
of hope to survive concluded in
despair that Hiroshima had
ceased to exist. The monster
which was far powerful than
fierce floods and savage beasts
swallowed up 70 thousand lives
and caused over a hundred thou-
sand people to suffer from va-
rious diseases and pains which
were byond description. My eyes
were moist with tears. My
thought came back to reality:
the war of aggression launched
by the Japanese militarists
brougt tremendous disasters to
the Asian people, particularly to
the Chinese people. Japanese
peaple also suffered a great deal.
Todoy, the number of nuclear
weapons possessed by the U.S.
and the U.S.S.R. can destroy our
planet many times over. If man-
kind should experience a nuclear
war, what we would face would
be a Nuclear Winter which was
much more horrible than the
consequence  in  Hiroshima.
Shouldn't the intelligent man-
kind who are capable of produc-
ing nuclear weapons avoid this
tragedy with their own wisdom
and reason?

Walking slowly out of the
center, we went to present flo-
wers before the Monument for
Condoling the Dead. Due to the
designer’s originality, I felt in a
special  environment on ap-
proaching the front of the Monu-
ment where bunches of flowers
had been presented by visitors.
At the back of the Monument
there was a flaming torch. Mr.
Otani told us it was called Peace
Torch, representing people’s as-

piration for peace.” The ground
zero of the explosion is located
at the back of the Monument
and the torch, where the Atomic
dome, the largest remaining
building after the explosion has
been preserved and it is on the
same linc with and opposite to
the torch in some distance away.
There is a huge tomb behind the
Monument on the left, called
Tomb of Ten Thousand People.
It is said that 70 thousand people
killed in the explosion were
buried there. In front of the
Monument there were clusters
of carefully folded colored paper
flowers, named one-thousand-
crane flower on the left. Mr.
Otani told us a real and moving
story about it.

In the 1950s, there was a high
school student suffering from an
illness diagnosed as the sequelea
of the A-bomb radiation. He
was very sad. Somebody told
him that he could get 1id of the
disease by folding one thousand
paper cranes. He pously folded
one thousand cranes but he still
could not escape the fate of hav-
ing to leave the world at such
young age. Countless people
were moved by the story. From
then on, people coming to visit
the park and mourning the dead
have often brought paper cranes
folded by themselves and placed
them in front of the Monument
to give expression to their grief.
As more and more people have
come to visit, the pile of one-
thousand-crane flowers have kept
going up.

Looking at the inscribed cha-
ractets on the monument. ‘The
Error Should Never Be Repeat-
ed’ after laying a wreath, T got
lost in my thought again. The
inscription was the incisive con-
clusion the Hiroshima people ar-
rived at after looking back over

the war. Furthermore, these
words are the forceful vow of
the Hiroshima people when look-
ing into future. May this con-
clusion drawn from the history
written in blood never be forgot
by Hiroshima people, the Ja-
panese people, and all men and
women, the black and the white,
who have heen or have not yet
been to the Hiroshima Peace
Park.

Back at the park entrance, we
saw hundreds of doves flying to
and fro freely as if welcoming
the continuous stream of visitors,
These doves are not afraid of
strangers. They flew to us as if
they wanted to establish eternal
friendship with us. I did not
know when man began to place
their emotions on objects and
gave special meaning and wishes
to certain apimals and plants.
But among all things and ani-
mals on earth, doves were the
holiest and puriest ones because
they represent peace for which
mankind aspire.

After leaving the peak, we en-
tered a meeting room to have a
discussion with the A-bomb vic-
tims. What we had seen in the
park were the remains of the A-
bomb explosion. Now we listen-
ed to their personal expiriences
which were full of blocd and
tears. Mr. Arkihino Takahashi,
the department head of the Hi-
roshima Cultural Center for
Peace witnessed the outbreak of
the disaster when he was 14
years old. The morning of Au-
gust 6, 1945, will be never for-
gotten in his life time. He was
then in a high school 1.4 km.
away from the ground zero and
he was pointing to the B-29 bom-
ber of the U.S. Army with his
hand like his classmates. All of a
sudden, with a deafening sound
it became complete dark and
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[image: image12.png]the shock wave threw him over
ten meters away. Luckily, he
happeded to escape from the
jaws of death, but was disabled
for life,

Having listened to his ac-
count, 1 felt as if the deafening
noise recccurred around my ears.
My body had been pushed away
by strong shock wave and da-
maged by radiation, Childhood
is the years of innocence and
simplicity in human life. It is
the vital to grow physically and
obtain  knowledge. But Mr.
Akihiro Takahashi and many
others, known or unknown, had
either lost their valuable lives
or began to suffer physical and
mental wounds in their child-
hood.

Mr.  Akihino  Takahashi’s
speech interrupted my thinking.
He said excitedly, past mistakes
will be repeated if mankind for-
get Hiroshima’. I think his
words probably can be taken as
a aphorism in today's world
when the two superpowers vie
with each other to develop more
sophisticated nuclear weapons,
and some individuals in Japan
confound right and wrong in an
attempt to absolve Japanese mi-
litarists from their past crimes.

In Hiroshima, a evening recep-
tion was held in our delegations’s
honour. Eloquent  speeches,
beautiful songs, friendly chat,
sincere wishes and encouraging
words combined to create a so-
lemn and lively atmosphere
which formed a highlight of our
visit and deepened the friend-
ship between hosts and guests.
Miss Miryoko Watanabe, a vic-
tim of Abomb explosion and
Mr. Ubuki Satoru, a peace study
scholar in Hiroshima University
said to me excitedly, we feel
sorry for the fact that Japan
used to make China suffer a lot.
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We are very grateful to China
for not bearing grudges and ad-
hering the principle of develop-
ing friendship with Japan.
These words though quite or-
dinary, came from the bottom
of her heart. I was deeply mov-
ed and revealed my innermost
feeling to this Japanese friend,
Chinese people did not and will
never bring up old scores with
the Japanese people.
nese and Japanese were vic-
tims of the war launched by the
Japanese militarists. 1 made
these remarks neither for the
sake of courtesy, nor to comfort
My Japarese friends, nor to use
diplomatic language but only to
reveal my inner world to the Ja-
panese friend. Haven't our
party and government conducted
ideological ~education among
many generations of the Chinese
youth on how to put that period
of unpleasant history between
China and Japan in an correct
perspective? 1 believed that this
cotrect way of viewing history
can stand the test of practice
and bring a lot of benefits.

Back to the hotel, I tossed
about in bed and kept on
thinking of what I saw and heard
in Hiroshima. I contemplated for
a long time.

- Although the World War
1I has already become history,
mankind confronts the arduous
task of preventing worldwide
war. Today, it is important for
those who oppose war and want
peace to sum up the past expe-
rience carefully, face the reality
calmly and think about future
responsibly so as to find an ef-
fective way to prevent war and
safeguard peace. On the issue
of the fate of mankind, the so-
cialist China and all of her ci-
tizens who are concerned about
the future of their motherland

Both Chi-~

and mankind shoulder a heavy
responsibility and the motherland
before them is long.

— The understanding and
friendship hetween people of na-
tions constitute important condi:
tions for countries to live jn har-
money and are major factors in
preventing conflicts and wars.
No matter what attitude of a
government would take towards
China in a certain period of time,
we should proceed from the in-
terest of people and actively, as
always, promote non-governmen-
tal exchanges, so as to develop
the friendship between the
pecple of the two countries and
ensure that the tree of friend-
ship will be evergreen.

—Both history and reality
have born out that power poli-
tics and pursuit of hegemony are
the main source of international
conflicts and wars. In order to
ensure the peace and security of
mankind, It is necessary to
establish new international poli-
tical order based on the five
principles of peaceful coexisten-
ce.

-— About half a century has
passed since the end of the
second world war. Japan, a
erstwhile defcated country has
become the second economic
power and its military expend-
ing ranks third in the world. In
which direction will Japan go?
This has become the real issue,
which is of common concern for
the people of different countries
in the Asian-Pacific region in-
cluding Japanese people. It is
my thope that the Japanese
government will comply with the
will of people, carry out its pro-
mise and take 2 road benefical
the peace and development of its
own country- and the Asian-Pa-
cific region,
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The 14th Conference of the Law of the World, which was postponed, will be held

CPIFA maintains extensive contacts with
statesmen, diplomats, public figures and scholars
and institutions of international problems in
many countries. It sponsors, and takes part in,
forums and seminars for the discussion of interna-
tional political and economic issues and exchange
of views on them. .

Since its establishment, CPIFA has hosted
the visits of individuals and institutions from
more than 100 countries. Many former heads of
state or government, leaders of political parties,

famous statesmen and diplomats, scholars of in-
ternational studies and other public figures have,
as guests of CPIFA, visited China for exchanges
in various fields.

CPIFA is headed by the President and
several Vice-Presidents, who are assisted by the
Secretary-General and several Deputy Secretaries-
