President Ou ‘Kangliang delivered a concise report
on he wark of the Chincse Peuple’s Association
for Peace and Disarmament at a tea party eelebrat-
ing the fifth anniversary of the Association.
Vice-President Ou Tangliang said the work
of the CPAPD over the last five years was closely
related to the international sitation, During the
Iast few years, especially since last year, great
changes hod taken ploce in the world. The
relations between the United Stales and the Soviet
‘Union, and between the East and West Blocs were
changing, The present internalional situation was
characterized by two aspects, relaxation on the one
hand, but a tense and turbulent aspect on the
other. The atmns race between the tw0 superpowets
hud not completely halted. Conflicts in many
areas were not resolved. Certain cownlrics were
sill pursving hegemonism and power politice. The
drastic changes in the world situetion and the issue
of the wnification of the two Germanys had
Drought new and complicated Maclors 1o alfcel in-
ternational peace and stability. ‘Ihe North-South
conleadiction which was closely wlated to peace
and stability and o the question of development
in Third Workl countrics was still scutc. Tn a
word, the international situstion was constantly
changing.

fnternational environment,

She went on fo say that, over the years, in
close coordination with its member organizations,
the CPAPD had setively carried out its work with
ihe aim of safeguarding world peace and striving
for disarmament.

Spring was very much in the sie i Beifing
in April. Lawyers from more than 60 countries
atiended the 14th Conference on the Law of the
World held in Beifing from April 25 to 27.
Dering the five days of the Conference, some
1500 Chinese and foreign Tawyers held heated
and serious diseussions on the theme ‘Law for
World Peace sl Development” snd on 20 other
topice, and they unanimously adopted the Bel-
Jing Decloration, which reflected the efforts of
the Clonfercnce.

China — A Refiable Friend and Partner

The founding of the People’s Republic of
China on Quiohcr 1, 1949, freed China from
the agelong historical misery of invasion and op-
pression, and thls meant that Chiva had beeome
#n independent country In trae sense of the word
Jor more than 40 years, new Chinn has been
Tuliowing an independent amd peaceful foreign

pulicy and has established equal, friendly and
co-operative relations with most countries of the
world on the basis of the Five Principles of
Pesceful Comgistence. As China entered a new
historical period in 1978, highranking Chines:
Teadors have stressed again and again fhat it is
necessary for China to have o peaceful and slable
environment for her development. China has put
forward the creative concept of ‘onie country,
two systems’, and thus reached agrecment and
signed jointdeclarations through consultation on
an cqual footing on the issues of Hongkong and
Macutt,  This has providud precious mew ex-
perience for solving international conflicts by
peaceful means. In participating in internatfonal
Tavw activities, Ching has heen striving to safeguard
world peace, increace friendly cooperation be-
tveen nations and promote the development of
the jnternational legal system. This is proved
once again by the fact that China and the World
Peace through Law Cenler had co-sponsored fhe
14h Conference on the Law of the World on the
theme 'Law for World Peace and Development’.

“The Conference receivod great attention from
Chiness leaders. Prasident Yang Shangkun made
an mportant speech at the opening coremony.
Wan i, Chairman of the National Pecple’s Con.

Chinese leaders have puid great heed to
world pesee and development and given due at-
tentlon to perfecting the lognl system. As s
pointed out in the Befjing Declaration adopted at
the Conforcnce, China is making progress in cuo-
nomie and social development and n improving
the Tepal system, which bas become & part of the
national development policy. China and her peo-
ple ate progiessing along the oad of reform and
ol by Taw and of opening up o the outside
world.

Some 800 Chinese were vory active st the
Conferance. They submitted some 100 papers
and expressed their viows on the theme Law for
World Peace and Development and un 20 oiher
topics. - Moamwhik, these Chinese professionals
from legal circles made presentations to the
Torsign delegates on the building of the Chincio
legal systom, and thewe artracted much infesest,
The latter expressed their ppreciation of the
Chincse cfforts and their wishes to have hroad
exchanges with Chince: logal circlas. They hoped
to wooperate with Chinese colleagues in Future
international Taw work 0 as to make contribu-
tions to world peacs, development and prosper-
ity.

Bring Tnternational Law info Full Play

During their discussions at the Conference,
foteign delepates cxpressed the belief that the
present intenational lews embraced ather com-
plete principics sud normls fox safeguarding
world peace and sccority, But these principles
and norns did not receive the respect they should
and did not play the rolc they should.

In reviewing the development of interns-
tional Laws, the forelgn delegates eaid yreat

changes had taken place in intesnadonal rolations,
and International laws had seen rapid develop-
ment sinoe (he two world wars that mankin had
experienced this coptary. 'The UN Charter wri
ten in 1945, the ¥ive Principles of Peaceiul Co-
existence raised and promoted by China end
sme Astan nejghbors in 1954, the Declaration
of Internationsl Law Principles on Establishing
Fricndly Relations and Cooperation ataong Ne-
tions Acuarding to the UN Charter, and a latge
number of legal ireatics, conventlons, agreements
and declarations igned betwuen naliohs in the
light of thew prineiples had built interoational
laty into « faitly complete legal systera.

Mr. Sheo Tianren, a Chinese delegate, ad-
viser o the Foreign Alfairs Committee of the Na-
tional People’s Conpress and VicePresident of
the Chinesc Associstion of Internationa] Law
pointed out la i paper that de role of interna-
tional Taw should mainly help to maintain normal
order in internations] cachanges, safeguard world
peace and Justice and promate peacelul coopera-
tion between nations. 1t Was regrettable that the
wearld was still turbulent cven though there was
some relaxation of tension, While conflicts in
some regions hal not been sesolyed, new furb
lunce was emerging in others. This long-erm
unstable inicrnationsl situation was inscparable
from the violation of the principles and norms
of snternational law. 1Te blieved that w presaing
matter of the momenk was to urge every country
© fulfil its obfigations under international law
sincercly, solve international conflicts peacelully
anef strengthen the ok of the UN in defending
warld peace and security,

The isucs of nuclsar weapons and arms
control are telated to the survival and future of
mankind. They have been the concorn of states-
men of all couniries for decades and were hotly
discussed by the legal experts at (he Conference
who expressed the beliel that reducing and elim-
inating the danger of nuclear war was one of the
wast important lssues for world peace and sceur-
ity, It was an imporlant task for the interma

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fional community as well a o great responsihility
for the Tegal eaperls of cvery countey 1o adopt
fege! docoments for sommrehcnsively banming
auclear, chemical and outer space weapons. They
eallzd an the isternations communlty 16 urgs e
participaring cotntries to the Gensva Disarma
ment Negoriation Conference to conclude at an
early date an intematiomal convention on the
comprehensive and thotough efimination of
dliemical woapons, urging ] counlsies 4 $top
vesearch ino and production of chemical weapons
wntll such 4 convention was reached. They called
on the international community to dedicate it
10 the banning of the developmens aud produc-
tion of outer space weapons.

the issue of human rights is cusly related
to world peace and development and _received
high attention ac the Conference, Mr. Tian Tin,
Chinzse ex-Ambassador to Switzetland and mem-
her of the UN Sub-Commitiee on the Prevelion
of Discrimination: and the Protection of Minorit
expressed the belief that national sovereignty and.
human rights should not be st ageinst cach uther,
and respect for national sovereignty vas the pre-
requisitc Tor the realization of human rights. He
held that the concept of values and humen rights
should ot be made uniform due to diffetent ne-
tiomal sifwations, and that one country should
not faree her views of human rights onto ofhers,
Tian Jin saidl thal developing countrfes pul stress
on collective rights for the right to survival, the

An important point for the
establishment.of » ney sntemnationa) polifical and
ecopomie order was to find to strengthen and Lo
duvelop the legal system in the international com-
munity

Among the 20 topies 1aken up at tho Con-
ference, 11 wers relared 10 economie. desclup-
meni. sich as % hew  nternational esonoric
oxder, international assets, transnations corpozu
tions, maritime trade law, laws on fhe interna
tional enviromment, on bygicne and an coergy.
There was a consansus that the question of world
energy reguired a1 countries 10 cooperate Wit
each other and to make foll and ressonshle se
of national cnergy by making lows and seaching
an international agresment on onergy. In discus.
sing law and rechaolngy, the delegates cxprowed
the helicf Uhat the Eruits of scienice and technolugy
were conducive to peace and (o the development
of menkind, but they also had a negative aspect.
They iack us an cxample that the nuclear energy
techpology had mastered mom culd be used
cithar (o promote the developinent of the produce
tive forces or to make muclear weapons which
endanger peace and the stability of the nrema-
tional community. To deal with this situation,
they mointsined that dews and rgdations o e
dewlopment of seience and technology had tu

be made intermationally 1o pronots theie develop-
ment, 0 as to ensute that they sexved prace and
the develapment of mankind.

During  discussions  an. variows  topics,
speakers hawed special concern for o new inter-
national economic order, As the. issae was heing
discussedd at the Beijing Conference on the Law
of the World, the 18th Special Asscmbly on. In-
femacional Eeonomic Coopsrafion wss being held
by the United Nations. Th conlerenes defegates
discussed mainty the debt crisis and related ifs
policies. They held that the conditions for the
developing counirics’ forcign trade i recent
vears had become worse with o sharp decrossc
in export earnings and « worsening of thels debt
burdens. This would have serious consequonces
on world poitice and the world ceonomy if iL was
wnchecked. They pointed out that measures had
t0 be taken by the inicrmational communiy
solve the curruni debl crisis. While debtor aations
stould themselves make efforts to dovelap, some
developed countrics should not pay oaly lip ser-
vice, but act conoretely, such as gelting 1id of
tradde protectionism, tariff barticrs and high fn-
wrast rates, and they should restrict the outflow
of capital to developing counirics.

Mz, Ren Jianxin, Chairman of the Chinese
Orpanizing Committee of ihe conference and Pre-
sident of Chinese Snpreme People’s Court said
that all countrles wero part of an interdependont
and interacting world conomic system. The de-
velopment of any netion was closely linked with
athers, “We sincerely hope that keeping in mind
the world political wnd economical situation s
4 whole, lf connirics, including the major dsve-
Toped countries, will pay great alwentian to this
issue and deal with it seriously, strengthen North-
South dialaguc, sincerely cooperate with cuch
ot in urder 1o make joiot efforts for the csi-
ublishment of a just and ressonable mew inier-
mational cunomic order and for the promotion
of globut coonomic development.” Mr. Ren voic-
ed the aspirations of the delegates from different
counrizs present at the Conference.

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BEIJING DECLARATION

— Adopted at Lhe 14th Conterence of
the Law of the World

Ihe Fourteenth Conferenc on the Taw of
the World, sponscred by the World Pesce
Thriough Taw Center, was held in Befjiug Trom
April 22 to 27, 1990,

Outstanding experts and scholars in the Law,
tepresenting major legal systems and from many
countries and regions in the wotld, are gathered
hen: in Befjing for this Conference.

Ttis internationally acknowledged that China
has established flaclf as 3 sirong nation and a
major power In the family of nstions,

The Conference recogmizes Chin’s ongoiny
achicvernents in attaining economic and sacial de-
velopment, and in strengtheniag its legal system
a5 an Integral part of its national development
policies.

‘These improvements have taken place in a
country with 2 population of 1.1 billion. As China
and its people move forward along the path of
scform, opening to the outside world and the
Rule of Law, the Conferen: ks for China to
continue o make progress and Unprovcmcnts in
all these fields,

After thughtful deliberstions on the theme

of Law for World Peace and Development, the
Canfirence conoludes on a produstive note and
has cstablished an active work agenda for the
future.

Dramatic changes are Lransforming the in-
ternational arena. With concerted efforts of the
world community, there has emerged o new
prospect for pesce. However, as the world situa-
lion remains turbulent, we must continue our
quest for durable world peace.

The arms race, especially the existence of
Iuge muclear arsenals, threatens the survival of
humanity. We welcome the progress in the arms
control talks between the United Stales and the
Saviet Union, Llowever, the aims tace has vet 1o
e halted,

The Conferenee calls upon all nations to
accclerste the worldwide and regional efforts to

ban all nuclear, chemical und biological weapons
and to replace he arms race with disarmament.
The maintenance of world peace depends on
siricl compliance by every stare with the purposes
and los of the UN. Charler. Nations st
commit themselyes to mutual respect for cach

sggression, non-inlerference in internal affaits.
‘The Conference utges Tt countris o soek sertle-
ment of inernational disputes through peacoful
means without resorting to the use or threats of
foree.  Cantroversies between states shpuld be
resolved by dircet negotiation, conciliation,
atbitration or mutual resort to the International
Court of Justice.

The wotld community has made spectacular
advances in soience and technology, and is en-
dowod with sufficient natural resourees o on-
hance the wellbeing of afl. Unfortunately, many
developing countries sulfer from starvation, po-
vorty, unemployment, heavy cxternal dobt and
environmenlal degradation,

‘The gap botween rich and poot countries Is
widening.

Consequently, issucs of development, growth
and equity must be given top peiority ot the ne-
tional and international levels.

‘The Conference reaffitms every nation's right
1o development, with its concorvitant obligations.
Tt calls wpon the developed and developing
countries 1o seile, through negotiations, pressing
issues of debt crises, trade, credit and finance,
and establish equitable economic sructures,

‘The Confercnce calls upon all counirics 1

avcede to the international buman rights instru-
ments and ensure through nationsl legiation
sespect for cvery individual's fundamental human
rights and freedoms.

All countries must. tske concerted action o
provent and deter intesnational terrorism and o
punish lerrorists,  Countries must also take
effective meusurcs against the Hllegal production
of and walficking in marcotics,

‘The Conference calls upon the world com-
munity o adopt effective internations! agreements
10 pratect the global environment, with consulta-
tion among and the widest participation of all
countties. The Conference urges that each nation
endeavor to perfect ils iniernal energy legislation
in order {o promote reasonablc exploitation and
cnvitonmentally sound utifization of its energy
resources.

World peace and development must be based
on equiiable, reasonable and  effective legal
principles. We arc convinced that the achieve-
ment of the Beiling Conforcnce will have far-
veaching impact on the cause of Luw for World
Pexce and Development. The Conference pledges
10 steive Tor and maintain a world of peaceful
cogperation and fricndship through the Rule of
Law, the moral and physical resonrces of the
Cenrre and the untemitting efforts of ils members,

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An Interviewing with Mr. Singapo

M. Siogapo, Chaluman of the
Tso Commiltce Tor Pesce, Sofi-
darity and Triendship was inter-
viewed by, a reportcr [rom the
Chinese Tnternational Broadcast-
ing Station, on May 23, 1990.

Mr. Singapo sald that he had
visited the People’s Republic of
China on many wecasions — in
1955, 1962, 1964 and now 1990,
He Tl greatly honoured lo have
