An Apeal for a Peaceful Solution of the Gulf Crisis

At the UN Security Council Ministerial
mesting 1o discuss the Gull siuation, Chinese
Foreign Minister Oian Qichen, before sawing his
volu fur Resalution 678, reiterated the Chinese
government position that Yrag shunkd withurau
Irom Kuwait immediately, and tha soversiguty,
independence and lorsiorisl Integrity sad ity
legitimate govemment should be restored to
Kuwsil, He appealed again o the international
community to make use of all opportanilic: and
Torms 1o continue effons for a peaceful sohirion
of the Gult crisis.

Minister Qian said that the Chinese governe
ment held Ural state relations should be based on
the Five Principles of mumal respeet far sov
reignty and temsitorial integrity, non-agression,
nondnterference. o each other’s uternal alfaits,
mutual benefit and equality, and peaccful cueni.

¢, that internotlonal disputes should be
setrled through dialogue and comultation, that
it opposed any country under any pretext invading
and annexing militarily any sovercign state.
Therefore, the Chinese government from the h-
ginning had demanded hat lraq withdrow from
Kuwait immediately and unconditionally, snd
that the latter's soverelgnty, independence, terti-
torfal fntzprily and Tegitimalz governinent b ros-
pected and restored.

Qisn steessed that China neither had nor
tried to seek any selfsorving interewt in the Gulf
region, her only cancern was to maintain peace
and stability in Uhe repian. Ching had been

sl

striving for a pescchul solution of the Gulf crisis,
vet this tight take & considerable time, bur it
wantld entai] fower costs and produce fewer left-
over problems than war. A military solution
would have serious comsequences.  Once war
broke out, all sides comeerned would sutfer heavy
fosses, and it Would have extremsly adversc of-
fects not anly au the Gulf states, but also n the
peace and stability of the world and the world
ceonomy.

Tie explaincd that the United Nations as an
international organization for maintaining poacc
and stability should bold tself wesponsible Both
for internationsl scurity and o history. The
United Nations should exercice grear caution and
avold hasly actions in authorizing some of hex
member states to take military mclian against
another member state.  China voted in favour of
the 11 Resolutions concerncd though the sanction
measutes embodied in them were strict, yert they
il not ga as Tt s 1he ase of force. The Resolu-
tion before the Assembly inchudud the wording
“use all means necessary”, in essence allowing
military action. This ran counter 1o the consi-
stent position of the Chinese government in. trying
o wshicve a peaceful solution, therefore, the
Chinese delegation found it difficalt 1o vore in
Tayour of it. But the Gulf cuisls had been wiggered
hy thi Tragi imvasion and annexation of Kuwail
traq had 50 far not tsken any pratical action on
the ey Tsse of withdrawal from Kuwait. We
noticed that the draft Resoluion sl nrged Traq
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Council and other Resolutians concerned, namely
demanding that Treq immediately withdraw from
Kuwait. China was in favour uf thie, hence China
would not vote against the draft Kesolulion.
Minister Qian concluded by stating that
Chinsse yovernment still held that the interna-
vional community shonld maiutain and strengthen
political, diplomatic and ceonomic pressures an
Tray.  Cffouss should be continued so fong a5

ihere was the slightest hope of poacs. The Cl
nese gavernment once apsin demanded Trayi
withirawal from Kuwst, and the resiaration of
Kuwaiti sovercignty, independence and rerritorial
integeily and of its legilimate government. The
Chiness government appealed once more for the
internations] community 1w strive to make use of
all apportunsies and forms, and continue efforts
for & peaceful solution of the Qulf crisks.

CPAPD Leader Meets Iraqi Guest,
States Chinese Principled Position on
Gulf Situation

Mr. Zhu Shangging, Viee-President of the
Chinese People’s Assuciation for Peace and Disar
mament met Mr. Adnan D. Salenm, Chairman of
the Organlzation of Friendship, Peace and Soli-
darlty of Traq at latter’s zequest on Awgust 16,
1990. Ie sald that stule relations should be based
on the Five Principles of mutval respect for so-
vereignty and tefritorial inlegrity, non-agression,
nointerlercne: in each other’s internal alfairs,
mutnal benefit and equality and puacefl coexis-
tence. that inlernational disputes should be settled
thraugh dialogue and consultation, and that China
was opposed to any country, under any pretest, in-
vading and annexing miliarity eny sovercign siate,
Therefore, with regard to the Tragi annexation of
Kuwail, we, from the beginning had demandsd
that Iraq withdraw from Kuwait immediately and
unconditionally, and that the sovereignty, inde-

pendence, tercitorial inieprity and the legitimate
government be respected and restarcd,

He said that China had established diplo-
matic relations with alf Arsb countries, and main-
tained friendly relations with the Avab wworld.
China constantly supported the Arab and Pals-
sinian peoples In their just strugslos and hoped
that poace and swbility would be maintained n
the region.

T would like to make some
comments an the dssues of the co-
ordinate devclopment of the
ceunamy and the emviranment in
China.

Y. Reform and Opening to the
Ousside Bring Vitality to e
vironmental Protection.,

China tas undertakenr reforn
and opening o the outside
world since the heginning of
19805, This s & decads in which
seeat success has been achleved,
and dhe virality of socialism fay
been eviden: in the vast land of
Chiaa.

These ten yeass of reform and
opaning to the owside have
grealy aroused the enthusiasm of
workers, farmers and intellec-
tusls, liberated the  productive
forces and brought about a rapid
developraent of economie ‘con-
siruction. The GNF has daubled
and China now rauks eighth in
the wotld in this respect. The
nation hax grown  markedly
sironger in aMl fields and Tiving
standardk have risen grearly. The
output of some important in-
dustrial products has now foaped
to the forefront n the world.
The oulput of sieel and eloctric

power ranks fourth in th world
and crude ol filih, while coal
dakes Hust place. In agriculiure,
the output of grain, cotton and
meat il teaks fist in the warld.
By relying on our own strength,
we we feeding 22% of world's
population on fess than 7% of
the cultivated Tand of the world.
This face itself is am anwaziag
achievement. Education, scivnec,
cultute, pulbic health and sports
fave developed vigorowsly 100
Along with the development of
e economy, the problem cf
mesting the people’s basic nocds
for faod and cloihing hos been
hasically sclvad. Some peaple are
appeoaching Fairly high living
standards,

The ten years of reform and
apening have also promoted the
overall and eficetive develapmzut
of environmenial protection work
fn China. The GNP based on
constant prices increased at an
aumual rate of 9.6% in these ten
yaars, but the quality of the ca-
Vitonnent was kept comparative-
Iy stable Instead of worscning
deastically along with the rapid
development of the ueonomy.
The volumo of discharged indu-
suial waste water dropped from

385 tons par RMBY10,000 i
dustrial output value in 1983 to
221 tons in 1988, the output of
solld pollutancs was reduced from
643 tany o 4.63 tous. Lhe rate
of industrial waste water dis-
charged which s up to standard
has been raiscd by 9%, the rate
of waste gas pusification raised
by 3% and the rate of the com
prebenslve wlization of indu-
sirial wolid waste raised by 5%.
The comprehunsive renovation
of the urban environment has
achivved  prefimindry  sucozss.
The amount of lalling dust in
some key cities has decreasod
markedly, and e amount of
suspended dust hes not mly
increased bul has somewhat de-
creased. The enviranment of the
walcr area In some citles ha
been improved, and the water
quality of the tributarics of the
main river systems andd most of
the sea areas has heen kept in
busieally good state. Afforestation
on the lowlands end in the
coastal ateas developed fairly ra-
bidly, pariicularly ihe “Three-
Nortly forest shelterbelt — the
Langest ceclogieal endeavor in the
world —with 9,44 million hec-
targs afforested by 1988, which

the comparatively sapld de-
velopment in environmenlal pro-
rection in {he 1980 can be
summed up i two hasic experi-
ences as follows:

A Readjusment of the
strategy of developmeant, and at-
lention paid to cnvironmental
protection while developing the
economy.

China’s socialis economy is &
planned commodity economy on
the basis of public ownership. In
recent years, China has paid
greal attention to the rclation-
+hip among population, resources,
environment and - éevelopment
when development sirategy and
the long ten plm aze being
studied and formulated, thus the
status of envitonmentsl protec-
tion as fumdsmental national
policy and the stiategic policy

of the simultancous development
of cconomic construction and
cnvironmental consteuction have
heen established. Since the Sixth
Five-Year Plan for National Eeo-
nomic and Social Development,
environmental  prorection  has
been incorporated Into the sate
plan, and has hocome a main
elank in nationsl micro-manege-
ment, regulation and control of
the coordinate development of
the economy and environmental
protection.

Wih the strengiliening OF ni
fianal economic. power, invest-
ment in envirommental protee-
ion has increased ennually. Tn
1982, direct stele investment in
preventing and treating pollution
(ot including invesment in
urban infrasirctire. concerning
the cnvironment) was less than
2 bifion RMB yean, which re-
Presented 0.2% of the GNP. This
reached 7.05 billion yuan in 1988
and 725 bllion ynan in 1989,

B. The setting up of environ-
mental protection agencies and
fmprovement of their  work.
strengthening the management of
the enviroument nccording to
T,

China set up her first environ-
mencl protection office in 1973,
Pufore the 1980s, these offices
were inlerim and  gongovern-
mental capacities.

Singe the structural reforms of
1982 and 1988, the enviranment-
al protection management offices
have been greatly strengthened.
The Swate Council has st up an
Fviroumental Protection Com-
mittez, and the State Environ-
mental Protection Rurean hios
heen established, These are in
charge of the centralized organi-
zatianal Jeadetship, coordinating
and managing the envitonment]
proteation of the whalo country.
Tp to now, a five Jevel environ-
mental protection menagement
system has been instiuted, Le.
at cental government, province,
.+ county and township level,
thereby an cnyironmental mon.
agemen! structuze with unificd
‘management and division of fa-
bour has been laid down, snd
every wffice has s responsbility
and duty 1o which the environ-
mental protection departments al
various governmental Jevels are
mainly answesable, the Industrisl
and agrieultural production de-
partments  concerned  at  the
varions levels have their divi-
sions of labar.

Along with the cstablishment
and improvement of the enviran-
mental mansgement offices, the
Taws, policies and messures for
environmental  protection  are
continuously being enhaniced and
“The state s promul-

series of laws on the manage
ment and protection of the re-
sources. concerning environmen-
tal protection ate also beiag pro-
ulgated. Aceording o aclual
necessity of environmental man-
agement in different periods, the
State Council and Tocal govern
ments have promulgated 4 series
of administrative rules, regula-
tions and standards which form
o complete system of manage
ment and set enviranmental pro-
tection on 4 legal basis. This has
opencd a path to environmental
protection with Chinese charace
terlstics.

1L Issues Portaining to the
Cootdinate Development of the
Economy and the Environment.

In the 19905, the Chinese poo-
Pl will Tace heavy and arduous
tasks, By the end of the contasy,
we hase to tealize our objective
of radoubling the GNP and of
reaching fairly high living stand-
ards. AL the same time, we have
to prevent and freat industrial
pollution and protect the natural
ecolugics] cnvironment in otder
to lay & solid foundatin for
reaching the third strategic targe,
ic. in the main realizing moder-
nization and reaching the sland-
and of medium-level developed
countries by the middc of the
feal centary.

A, On Indusieial Develeprent

Industry takus the leading
place in alfxound nationa) ceo-
nomic modernization.  We must
firmly develop industry (0 raise
the lovel of industrialization, Ho-

wever, industrial production is
Ihe wzn souree of cnvizonmental
pollution, 70% of the poliution in
China comes Trom industry. Two
major changes have o be made
in order to achieve the rapid de-
velupment of industry while not
posing threats to the environ-
ment.

. Changing from extensive
management o inlensive s
agement, taking the path of tech-
fical progress and Intensive de-
velopment,

Since the beginning of reform
and opening 1o the outside, in-
dustey has basically realized the
fmamsformation eom production
alone to production aod mamags-
ment. The tenvear success in
economic consiruction and ve-
form that has attracted world at-
fention is inseparable from  this
transformation. But now, ur in-
dustry is lacing o more funda-
mental change, . the chaige
Irom extensive management {0
infonsive  muagement.  That
means thae while main
‘proper specd of devclopment, in-
dustry should vigorously insist
on good quality output, high ef-
fioiency, advanced  tochnology
sund the economical use of resour-
ces. More attention has to be peid
to the optlmization of industrial
strnctare. research i and the
development of pew products
and technological progress and
modernired manageinent, instead
of the fopsided pursuit of high
speed by cularging the extent of
industry. Thix  translormation
wil have great significance mat
only for the development of our
country's economy but also for
the trestment. and preveation of
industrlal pollution and the im-
‘provement of the environment.

b, Changlng from the d
tralized treatment of industeial
pollution to centralized contol,

tking the path of socialized pol-
lution control

Control of industria polhution
still remains at the backward
stoge of decenralization on a
single. enterprise basis, and this
1equires much Tnvestment and s
ot very cffeerive; it cannot meel
the requirements of largescale
socialized production. So ehanges
have to be made resalutely. Three
aspects are Involved n centraliz-
ed pottution control.

The fitst is swictly to control
the blind wse of small industrial
boilers, develop centrol heating
systems, combine heat generating
with elecrricity generaling, sel up
regional heating centers and dis-
manl: the holler chimneys which
are operated apd contralled by
individual factories. At present,
there are in our country 400,000
small Boilers which consume 300
miltion tans of coal every year.
These are a major source of at-
mospheric  pollution.  Although
the onceand-for-all  Investment
for developing a centralized Tio-
ating system [s large, 1t produces
g00d sconomic and eavironmen-
tal results. Most of the fund
needed can be conteibuted by the
users, 1t is imporiant o have
clear, encouraging and preforcn-
tial economic palicies and strict-
Iy contro] the use of smalt indu-
surial hoilers.

The second aspect s 10 seL up
regional sewage treatment plants
to treat sewsge centeally. This
needs less investment but pro-
duces better Tesulls than pre-
sent, when many factories dis-
pose of waste water individually.
Even if the waler reaches the
requircd standard on being dis
charged, the quality is very poor
when all the water comes to-
gorher. This means that this me-
Uiod Is not effective in improv-
ing the quality of the water en-
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vironment. The norhers past of
cur wountry is zather poor in
water resources. Over 260 cities
are shorl of water. T we do not
woshtsly implement the new
measure, woter pallution, being
difficali to control, will lead 1o
& greater water shortage. Region-
al sewage treatment plants have
now been set up in some citics.
They have taken the first step
with suceessfol results,

‘The third aspect is to dispose
of harmful waste centrally
Harmful waste in increasing am-
ounts poscs # potential threst 10
th cavironment, The soluian is
10 sel wp conliosd vecycling
plants smd disposal plants. Up
i now, China has nol given
enough aucniion 1o the storing
and disposal of hatmful waste,
except for sefling np a dozen
storsge places for radioactive
waste with malaly state invest-
ment. The wituation is in urgent
need of change. The first slep is
lo accomulate the waste, The
seeond is fo carry out safe and
wnharmiul burngig or butlal
Becouse o farge amoun of in-
vesment ds needed to ser up
centralized treatment plants for

e

harmful waste, and the expense
of treatment i high, the stalc
and local financlal departments
should affocate a special fund be-
sides collseing funds fiom wasie
dischargars, otherwlse  greater
investment will be needed in the
future.

The key w realizing these
changes lies in the follawing,

Qne i 1o intensify economic
vestructuring. The main task of
economic: restructusing is vigor-
wisly to develop the productive
forces with ceonomic eonsteuc-
tian as the.core, The key issu of
reform s gradually to set up an
economic funciioning  system
combining the planncd ceonomy
and market scgulation. On the
anc Tiand, we have to lnvigurate
the economy and raive economic
efficieney by every possible me-
ans; on the other, we have to
coordinate rarionally the inter-
Gl of the state, local govern-
ment and enterprises and to -
prove the system of macro-con-
trol and regulation. This a1l ser-
ves the famg term stategy of
mudernization, in orfer 1 pue-
sus the sustgined, stable ‘and
harmonious development of the

national ecanomy, China is up-
helding all policies and messn-
res of reform and opening fo the
oumside, formulating indstrinl
policies, carrying out Industrial
restructuting, completing - the
optimization of resoutces, pay-
ing, attention to_increasing the
staying power of economic and
social dovelopment, overcoming
ihe tendency to pursue  short
term superficial prosperity, and
sctling population cortrol and
envirommental  protection a3
fundamental national  policics.
Tmplementing ane or iwo en-
viroumental palicies are fat from
enctigh without the overall and
contined deepening of reform,
Secondly, more freesiment
must be mad in environmental
proleciion. ie. saising the per-
conrage of Investment in envir-
onmental pratection in indu-
sieiel conatruction and n the
renovation projects of industrial
technology.  Meamwhile, the
stuadard fees for waste discharg-
ing should be properly relsed.
Tnaeder to enhance the centraliz.
ed control of poltution, hesides
colleeting funds from waste dis-
charging entetprises, the finan-
clal departments of the state and
Toea] governments should pul this
into the urban construction plan
50 a5 1o give fimanciel guaran-
tees. As 1o the projects for o
tral heating systems and combined
heet and electricity generaing
eystens, Investment should be
guarameed by the energy fund
of vatious financial departments
and by linancial departraents at
different  levels. The  banks
should formulatc a preferential
lowm policy 10 ensurc that low
interest Joans with priority ave
provided. We beficve that there
W b no unfavourable in-
fluence on economic develop-
ment at the present capacity of

B. On the Exploitution and Uti-
lization of Energy

Energy has a great effect on
the environment. The [ist reason
is the latge annual comsumption
equal & 1.1 billion tons of stand-
ad cosl. The sccond is (hat
crergy with coal as the main
source makes for rather serious
atmosphere pollution in the itics
of China. The third is the low
uilization sate of energy duc (o
technological backwardness. En-
ergy policy should be readjusted
in order io maintsin the con-
tinuous, steady and coordinate
development of the economy.

a. Dual attention should be
puil 10 both devcloping and
economising on  encrgy  with
stress on the latter. Using encrey
ceonumically and raising s uti-
lization rate are imporlant means
of reducing pollution and pro-
tecting the enyirmment. At pre-
sent In China, on the one hand,
there 4 & shorlall in energy
supply, on the other, tere ex-
isle e phenomenon of high
coneumption on & single pur-
pase basls and a big waste of
energy. 11 lhis situation oon-
tinuce, transportation can bardly
‘be maintained, not to mention the
confinuous development of the
ceanomy. The best solution is to
raise the technolagical Tevel of
energy utilization and practics
economy in the wxe of Clergy.
T s caleulated that if the enerey
utilization rate and encrgy con-
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sumed per 10 thousand yuan
outpat value reach the level of
the doveloped countrics, the
present total. outpur of energy
could meet the needs of a re-
doubled Chineze GNP. 1 the
Chinese energy utlization rate
reaches world lovels, not_only
300 willion tons of standard ol
can be saved annually, but the
discharge of sulphur dioxids can
be reduced by 5 million tons,
scot hy 25 million tons, coal
residue by 43 million tons and
cathon dioxide by a hundred
sillion tans. This has heen work-
ed out mathematically. But it iv
sasier wid thn done. While the
Jovernment pays attention 10 X
ploiting energy, It should also
put great efforts inlo Leansform-
Ing enetgy technology and do-
wloping and popularizing new
technology for energy-saying and
cnyironmental — protection.  We
should concentrare aur ciforts on
that.

b. Energy poficy should be
renljusted actively. Urban aras
consame 75% of Chind's energy.
The present energy policy is an
important factor for significant
energy waste and scrious environ.
mental pollution, Therefors it
must be readjusted. The main
policy measures should be as
Follows.

L. All power stations in
wrhim arcas should generate both
clecrticity and heat, with heat
¢ the mein product instead of
electricity a5 L present, and 60
seplace the backward, small and
scattered heaigenerating system.,

2. The energy structure
should be repatiorned. There are
thiee main Measures to be fsken
The first & to issue orders 1o
forbid the burning of raw coal;
coal halls must be used in homes.
15 million tons of coal was saved
jn the first three year of the

Seventh Five Year Plan by burn-
ing coal balls insread of raw coal.
0 the conl had bee treated with
sulphur fixatives, the discharee
of sulphur dioxide could have
been reduced by 50%, soot by
0% and polycyclic armatic hy-
drocarbon by 50%. China now
has the capacily for producing
50 million tons of coal balls
cvery year, We plan o provide
coal balls for houschuld wse in
50 key cites by the vear 1995.
‘The second is to providc gas. Gas
should be made available in 50
Ty citiex by the end of the cen-
tury. The hird is to climinele
hackward Doilets and burning
facilities and to popularize high-
cfficiency energy-saving hoilurs.
1t the smalt Huldized bed and
ciraulating fluidized hed boilers
are popularized, thermal efficien-
oy can bo raiwd S0-85%. If
conl s treated with sulphur fixa
tive, 80% of sulphur dioxde can
be separated out and nitrides and
wridales can be teduced by 50-
607,

In the vast rural areas, the fact
that people sill wse sraw and
wood g the main fuel in duily
Tife has brought about problems
of ecological unbalanc, such as
forest and vegetation destruction.
water loss, soil erosion and soil
infortlity.

By the end of the century, the
total amount of energy in ferms
of standard coal demanded by
the raral areas will be 533 mil-
fion tons, of which 33% will be
for production and 3% for
hovsehold use.

It 15 difficalt to relieve the
rural arcas of a shortage of enersy
In a short perid. Tn the pose
arcas e destruction of forest
and grassland leading o soil
amsion and driedup water sup-
plies §s the main factor for
2 vicious sircle in ecalopy avd

few, dillercnt regions should
take full advantage of local en-
ergy resources and build small
woul mines and hydropower eta-
tions, ‘They should strlve to cx-
ploit solar, wind #nd fide power
andutilize underground  heat.
Teasibility studies an ltcrnative
encrgy somrees have to be streng-
thened, tilization costs reduced,
difficult technological problems
overcome, and education on and
dissernination of cncegysaving
technology undertaken in rural
areas thioughout the country.
The government should give sup-
port with respect to palicy, taxa-
tion, loans and scientific research
on cnergy to promote the de-
velopment of alternative. cnergy
sources in the rural areas.

L On the Protcstion of Re-
sources and the Ecology

China s vast in territory and
xich in resources but she is also
country with a huge papulation
and heavy economic burdens. The
per capita usable resources s
muich lower than the average in
the world, and this. is one of the
main aspects of the natlongl
seaity and a major factor in hold-
ing hack economic development.
S0 we have L adopt 4 resource-
saving  strategy, explolt energy
squrces teasanably, profect ze
polustakingly and, in
pasticular, comerve walor and
soil resourecs affectively to pre-
vent the agr-ecological environ-
ment from being destroyed.

national economy. An Tar us
China with 1.1 billion people is
concerned, it is a matter of greal
importance Lo maintsin  the
stable development of agricultute
and ensute o stable incroas: in
the outlpul of the mein crops such
as grain and cotton, which are
vital for nations] safoty end
stability, and should not be dis
regarded.

twie ond  rejuvenaling agri-
culiure.

EHeoagriculture means  that
solar cnerpy and biogas should
be made full use of in agricul-
tural praduction.  Crop-planiing,
animal-raising and processing of
the produce should be managed
reasonably 50 that the use of en-
ergy i part of a rational cirele,
thus the productive.  utilization
and convertible ratio of biolog-
feal products ean be raised.
FHence the ecological environ-
ment for agiculture can be past
of a natursl circle, It can be
said that this Chinese model of

egriculture has a long histoty
behind it taced fac back as it
v in China's history. The trad
tional eyster of rulberry-raising
around fishing pomds in Guang-
dong and other regions of the
south is a very good cxample of
ceoagriculture, which has besn
in exlstence ever since ancicnt
times.

Sinue the early 19805, some
environmental research  Instiu.
tions and agricultural ceologists
have been undertaking experi-
meats in ecoagriculture, and
pilot projects have been set up
across the country. According
to incomplete stalistics, by the
end of 1988, 1200 eco-agricul-
wral countles, townships and
villagan of different types and
on different scales hod been
organized. These roslted  in
many outstanding models in
agrcultural production and in
costeellociiveness hoth econom-
ically and ecologically. They ac-
cumulated successlal expericnce
and set up good examples,
among which Tiuminying Village
in Daxing County, Beifing, Shan-
¥ Village in Xiaoshan County,
Zheflang Provinee, and Heheng
Village in Ta County. Jiangsu
Province, were named amony, the
500 Global Best by the United
Naons Environment - Program.
The dissemination of  thess
models for sgricultural develop-
ment st a time of sharp populs-
tion growth can nat only salve
the problem of feeding the Targe
population but also raatkedly
rafse the farmers’ living stand-
ards.

Ten Years of Special Economic Zones
Achieve Splendid Results

A deende ago, an August 26, 1980, with the
approval of “the Regulations on Special Economic
Zones in Guangdong Province” submitied by the
State Council, the Standing Commitiee of the
Fifth National People’s Congress offlcially pro-
claimed at home and wbroad the establishment
of the Special Economic Zones (S6Zs) in Chi

A decade hua passed since dhep. This was
the decade in which the SIZs did ploneering
otk and steove for progress, in which the poli-
cies of reform and opening to the outside world
scored great success and in which China took
great strides tawsrds the world snd the fature.

During these ten years, with the support of
the whole country and wnder The guidance of

the pulicies of reform and apening to the outside
world, the four SHZs of Shenzhen, Zhuhsi,
Shaotou and Xianen, having workizl hird fn pio.
necring spii fo mske progress, took big stiides at
unprecedent speed Lo becom: relatively well-off
regions with  relatively complete infrastructare
and administrative managesient. The poor in-
Irastracunre, inellicient. production, and poverty
of the past have gone. Vrom hardlyknown fron-
tier villages they have become cosstal cilics with
a good reputation at home and abroad. and
windows and bases for opening to the ouside
warld.

‘The present SEZs are connected to most of
the countrics and regions of Europe, Asia and

[image: image12.png]America by seo, ir and land communications,
in addition to the new ports and harhours open
to the outside workd, The program-control telep-
home wgslem with ils dircet internal and cxternal
commusication hes gone ioto service.  The zones
have bullt electricity-generating stations, and in-
dusivinl Facililics, commercial higheiscs, residen-
viol apartments, and cultutal, educational and
recreationsl facili The construction of the
Shenshen  Adrport, the  Guangdong Shenzhen
Txpressway, the Dayawan Power Plant, and
large seale thormal power plants in Shen
zhen and Xiamen are being speeded up. All
tis makes the SEZy the bost regioms far inyest-
ment in cur country and important bases for
absorbing foreign Investment. By the end of
1989, the four SFZs saw @ total of 4.952 projects
invested in by foreign businessmen. The op-
broved forelg investment reached $8.7 billion
while the aotual foroign investment toralled $3.8
billion, accounting for about ene fowrth In the
whole of China. More than 3,500 cntorpriscs with
forvign investment went into production, gensrat-
ing moze than half of the total industria] valuc of
the SF75. The entorprises were operating well.
Voteign investment kept coming in. The numbes
of produciiun-, cxporband high-tech- oriented en-
torprises increased.

The shsorpiion of forcign investment on a
farge scale meant the rapid development of the
soclal productive forces. Tn 1989, pross industrial
valug of the four SFZs amounted to 21.4 billion
yuan, 16 times thar before the establishment of
the SEZs. Madern electronics, dhemicals, machine
building, textiles, building materials vad food pro-
cessing are the Industrics that have emerged in
the Shenzhen and Zhuhal special zones, Nearly
4 thousand products were put out through th:
absorption and operation of jmported advanced
technologies.

In the eighties, the total export volume of
forcign trade in the SEZs increased 27 times
from $120 soillion in 1979 to $3.4 billion in 1989.
The SEZs have become Important export buses
of cloctromechanical products.

Besides opening (0 (he ontside world, the
SBZs have opened up to the rest of the country,
toking In more talent and culerprises, and do-
veloping various forms of horizontal economic
cooperation with clties and provinces. By making
use of (he SEZs advemtuge of close finks with
the international marker, the inland provinces
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and cities aequire fnternational trade information,
transplant imported technology and open up
forelgn trade channels by introduction to busk
nessmen from the SFZs.  They arc able to train
petsonnel for the operation and management of
old Tactorics, and Jearn Jrom Lhe SEZS caperien-
ces of reform and opening 1o the ontside world.
Al this s effective in promoting local economic
development. snd opening to the outside world,
‘Thus, the SIZs function as 8 window in opening
to the outside world on a nafional saale.

Regarding reform, the SBZs have taken the
Tead, und Lo same degrez have ployed the role as
pilot projects for reform nationally. This is
especially true as regards the Shenzhen Special
Feonomic Zone. From the very begiming, no
efforts have been spared there to explore an
ceonomic mechanism giving full play to market
regulation under the guidanc: of macra-planning.
With respect to invigorating enterprises and cult-
vating the aarkel mechanism, and boldly trang-
forming traditional management. and methods,
Shenzhen s provided much beneficial expe-
rience for ceonomic structaral reform vationally.
Some of the successful reforms have been popu-
larized and insiltuted In the constal regions and
in other parts of the country, In the past de-
cade, the annual average growth rate of the SEZs’
GNP ywus higher than thaf of any olher region,
more than doubling the national average growth
rate. The growth rate of industrial output value,
wxporty and state Tevenug was over 20 percent
even during the period of consofidation and rec-
tification. Meauwhile, the development of ud-
vanced culture and ideclogy was also encouraging.
By vigorously cultivating healthy socialist prac-
tioes and severdly punishing lawbreakers, the
§izs made constant progress along the socialist
rond under the kadership of the CPC. Practice
has borne out that it was corsect for the Com-
munist Party Centeal Comunltee to declde to set
wp SFZs. This sigoilicant cxperiment has
achieved preliminary success.

Establishing SEZs and absorbing forelgn n-
vestment in socialist cowntrizs is somethiag com-
pletely new, not only for our country, but lso
for other socialist countries. ‘Ihere is neither
suceessfl experience to Tollaw, not an existing
model to pattern ourselves oz, It is necessary
for us to explore. In the course of exploration
problems of one kind or anather can hardly b
avolded, even negative phenomena may oceur.
