“The earfiest thing 1 can remember is elimbing
the Great Wall with my Father when T was four
yearscld. It was a cloudy, sainy day.  After we
§ot off the train, iny father dragged e ¢p 2
muddy slope. T found the Great Wall hidden in
the misty rain. After that my memory i blurred.

Unenpectedly I came to the foot of the
Badaling section of the Great. Wall 22 years later
after my study and training at Qinghua University
and the Shijiozhuang Milltary Acadewy, when
T heese & guardian of the pesee — an army of-
ficer. The Great Wall is still standing erect in

[image: image13.png]view, or take a vealk between the Tallen wall and
mounds of eatth, pondering on the past and sear-
ching for the heroic posture of an anclent batile-
ficld. Especially in mutumn, ficry red mepls
eavos embellish the golden wildemess fike blood
steins, arausing melanehioly feclings in the wailing
autumn wind.

Standing by some ruins of the wall, T ofien
study it carefully. Y have found that the wall can
be clussifiad ino three catogorios: the st s of
yeflow earth with a mixture of cobblestonss and
srass; the second Is an earth and stone siruclure,
wilh ek, quarricd from fhe. movntains #5 the
main component; the third is of brick and stoue
with squere socks forming the bas: snd hoge
hricks the wall. This last is named the Pi'Ni
stand in San BIn's *Art of War'. On the collupsed
wall, yona van still see clearly the marks the ran-
mets made hundreds, even thousands of ycars
ago, which scom to me to express the people’s
Longiug for peace, and seem Lo say: we do nal wnt
war.

My ancestors come to mind too, Bacheng, my
grandafther’s srandfather, used 10 Le e povernur
o Zhili Pravince and, as such, was in chatgo of
guarding an ancient pass through the Greo, Wall.
He was later (anslersed to rumai 4 governor.
Dauring a battle to prevent the break-up of the
nation, he and his Tamily burncd themselves to
death (0 show thelr Ioyalty. My grandfather’s
Father, Xilun, himsell faught in the hattle 1o re-
cover Yinjiang, which wus initlated by Zuo
Zongtang.  He was deseribud hy Zuo as “a gor
neral who stays an the frontier for a long petiod,
s good at fighting and can Lake charge of A locali-
w," and fatcr e was awarded the honorable tide
Genersl of Yiti. My geandiuther, Xisaching,
followed the oform of Kan Youwel and Liang
Qichso to initiate. and mplement reform in Xin-
jiang. He was hunged in prison by the warlord
Sheug Shicai in the same period as Mao Zemin

und other martyrs were killed,  For a hundrad
years ot 0, my ancestors, together with the peo-
Dle of the whole country, experiznced the vicissi-
Ludes of war and straggled in misety.

If love is considered the erernal theme of
Titerature, vt and pesce can be said to provide
the ruzin melody throughens sacicty aftor mankind
catered class society. Do we wanl the naise of
the God War or the ode sung by the Goddess of
Peace? Nawrally people know their choice, They
o 1ot want 16 see blood cocing [rom cach strong
nate of war, mostly blood of young peoplo.

Peace has been the sspiration of people for
senerations, the ineviable development of history
and the guarantee for humanity to reach Great
Uammony. 1 believe that it is by no means a
mockoty of fistory that, hundreds of years later,
4 am stationed at the foot of the Greal Wall,
which, time and again, my ancestors used 10 attack
and defend. This is a demonstration of the inevi-
tability of history.
