In 1965, the GNP ratio between
South and North was | lo 14,
and it was widened to 1 to 23 by
1988. The debts of the develop-
ing countries was nearly $1000
biflion in 1989. This trend
geined momentum upon entering
1990s. In 1990, the cconomic
growth rate of the developing
countries o @ whole was only
1.8 peccent, and oaly about half
that in the last year. The decline
in tempo was greater than that
of the developed countries. At
prosenl, quitc  few develaping
countries are in difficulties, suf-
fering as they do from increasiog
economic difficulties, deteriora-
Gon of debt crisis, domestic tur-
bulence and social instability.

In light of these historical les-
sons and experiences and of the

international  ordec.  Intorna
tional affalrs, disputes between
states and common  problems
challenglng, the world should be
cotfled through  dislogus  and
consultation, by seeking comman
ground whils sescrving differen-
ces, and ensuring equality and
molual benelt [naccordance
with the United Nations Charicr
and iniernational law.

All countries i the world
should strive for common ¢coo-
mic prosperity, on the basis of
mutual benefit and cooperation.
Tn recent years, South-Nosth dia-
logue has yielded few results
The NorthSouth conemy s
evolving in the direction of heing
more. unfavourable 1o coapera
tior, and this fecpardizes the
nomic development of the deve
Joping countries and s detrimen-
tal o the prosperity and develop
ment of the developed conmnivy
from the Tong teem poiat of view.
The sconomic predicament of the

developing. counirizs Tics in dis-
parity in international econom:
relations besides historical Tac-
tors.  Therefore, new structures
of the international trade, fin-
ance and Industry should be set
mp aceurding Lo the principles of
equality and mutual benefit so
as 1o establish a new and reason-
able  international  sconamic
order. The international econo
mic institutions formed under
the old, irrational international
order should b reformed and he
readjusted to suit @ reasonable
international order.

China
Tollows an Independent foreign
policy of peace and takes a prac-
tical atditode toward _interna-
fional affairs, and wishes to
dovelop relations with countries
and resions the world over.

We believe that a new intesna-
tonal order will cventually re-
place the old one and fhe fine
aspirations of mankind will be
gradually realized through the
hard wark of the peoples of all
countries in the world.

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and The Eighth Five-Year Plan

The Oudine of the Ten-Year
Programme and the Dighth Five-
Year Plan for Mational Feono-
mic wnd Social Development
was adopted at the Fourth Ses-
sion of the Nationsl People’s Con-
gress. The Outline gives the
comprehensive targets for the
Fighth Five-Year Plan period.
Proceeding Irom the national con
ditions, the targets are sel Lo pro-
mote national cevnumic develop-
mont and ethnic solidarity as
well a5 domestic suability, all of
which are conduclve to the
maintenance of world peace.

Comprehensive Targets

As projected in the Outline,
the 1995 GNP will reach 2,525
billion KMB In constant 1990
prices, with an increase of 33.6
per cent ovet that of 1990, at an
annual increase of 6 percent.
The cotal value of agricultural
produce will reach 878 hillion
RMB, up 19.8 percent over 1990.
at an annual increaxe of 3.5 per-
cent. The total value of indus-
wial products will reach 3270
billion RMB, up 37.0 percent
over 1990, at a0 annual increase
of 65 percent. The odded valuc
of terliary ndustry in 1990 will
show an’incresse of 559 per-

cent over 1990, after an average
annual incrcase of 9 percent.

By the year 1995, about 50
percent of the products manafac-
tured by the major Industrics
showld reach infernational stan-
dards or international advanced
fevels, up Irom the present 30
percent, The enetgy consumption
pet 10,000 RMB GNP should
decrease to 8.5 tons of standard
c0al in 1995 from the 9.5 foms in
1990, at a0 annual energy saving
wate of 2.2 percent,

The Outline projects 4 natio
nal fncome of 1,825 billian RMR
in 1995, up 27.6 per cent over
that of 1990, with an sverage
annual increase of 5 percent
The annual increase of national
consumption should be up 3 per-
cent. Tifforts should be made to
ensure o progreive anmal in-
crease in state revenues of 6.1
percent, while the  national
budger should be expanded at o
progressive ennual increase rate
of 5.7 percent, with expenditure
priorities on agriculiure, eduea-
fion, scieace, national defence
and other major national pro-
jects.

Fnergy and Traospottation

During the Fighth Five-Year
Plan period, the energy industry
will expand rapidly. At the same

time, the dual principle of ex-
plotation and economy  should
be adhered 1o by the enesgy in-
dustry, with the latter playing =
prominent role.

According to the Outline, th
wial  production of _primary
energy will reach (172 billion
tons o terms of standard coal,
with an ncresse of 132 million
tons over that of 1990 at an sn-
nual increase of 2.4 percent.
Within the five years, one mit
Tion toms of unergy in terms of
standard coal will be saved. In
1955, the ot production of
coal and coke will reach 123 bil.
Lion tons, an Increase of 150 mil-
Tion tons over that of 1990.

The priority in transportation
development for the Tighth Five
Year Plan poricd i fo expand
rail transportation capabilities,
to speed up the construction of
the trunk lines for shippiog cosl
and coke, as well as the new
North-South trurk line and re-
sional trunk Tincs in the Notthe
west and Southwest, Lo replace
steam engines with diesel enpincs
and to clectrify some important
sections of the lines and reinfaras
some sections for heavy cars step
by step 50 as ta chiminate botlle-
necks year by year.
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A mast important task for the
Eighth ViveYear plan periad is
o strengihen the ogri-econoray so
a5 to maintain comprehensive
development. The reform in the
suxol areas should be dovpened,
the Tamily contracted responsil
Lity system as the main ori be
stabilized and perfected, various
social  serviess  be  aciively
pushed, the collective economic
strengih be gradually promoted,
and the dual operational mech-
anism of inforgratud contraliza-
tion and decentralization be set
in motion. Efforts should be pit
into_seience and education for
serving the development of ogi-
calture and into  popularizing
agriscientilic. achievements. [n-
vestments in agriculture should
e gradually incressed 50 25 to
raise productivity,

The targels set by the Our
line for the Eighth FiveYear
Plan period are as follows: Tho
average annual production of
grain should reach 447 miltion
fons, cotton 4.64 million tons,
ol bearing crops 17.26 miltion
tons and raw sugar 73.72 million
tons; while 455 million tons of
grain, 475 million tans of cot-
ton, 18 million tons of oilbear-
fog crops amd 75 million tons
1aw sugar should be the output
in 1905

Within he five years, 25 mil-
Tion heetares of Tond will be of-
forested, and 12 million hectares
of hilly land will be afforested
by fences, so that the alforcsted
coverage will be raised to about
14 percent from the present 129
percent.

Tibet has
now 1006 medical  instltutions
with 5140 beds and 9350 medi-
cal workers among which 777
ate Tibetans. The Tibetan stu-
dies has also achieved great suc-
cess s millions of classic works
and historleal documents have
been compikad snd published. Tn
the past, there was 7o research
an moden scionce and Lechno-
logy in I'bet, there are now 17
resgarch fnstitules with 26 thou-
sand professional or technidal
personncls among which 549
are Tibetans.

Compared with 1979, the per-
capita income for farmers and
herdsmen increased by 2.5 times
in 1990, The overwhelming
majority of people now have
enough food and clothing.
