‘These will be among the issues you will be
comsidering in the coming week, They are dif-
ficult and complex. | therefore wish you a most
Tivly and Truilful exchange of vicws and wrpe
all of you to do your utmost to advance the dis-
armamenl process st all Jevels — bilatersl, re-
glonal and global, in the interest of peace, pro-
giess. and security for ol humanity.

The year 1930 was a very im-
portast year in the post-WWII
histury. TU witnessed sca changes
sweeplng acrass the world. that
tumbled down the Yalta sysiem
andbieathtaking cvents that
svould help create a new inter-
nationalpolitiea] order now
looming on the horizon.

I Disintegration of the Yal-
ta System

The postwar world strusture
was characterized by decades-
long swperpower Hvalry betweea
the United States and the Soviet
Union and East-West confronta-
ticn in Burope and clsewhete. In
the sequence of cvents, perbaps
one should mention drastic
changes that ook place p Ea-
stern Europe in the latter half
of 1989, German reunification
was compleled in less than a
year. Thi Warsew Pact Organi-
7ation has disintegrated. The
sigaing ol the Paris Charicr and

IL Visions of A New Inter-
national Pofitical Order

We are entering a period of
transition from the bipolar world
to o new world moltipolarity.
While fhe old world structure is
Tust disiolegrating, many of the
phenomenal charscleristic of he
postwar world onder refuse to
o away as history. Tower poli-
tics, the use or threat o use of
force, military invasion and cc-
cupatton, the strong hullying the
weak, inferference in iuternal of
fairs of othcr countries, imposing
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upon others —such acts in vio-
lation of the besic norms gover-
ning international relatlans are
not infrequent, ‘Today, the world
s still in flux, replete with in-
sishilitics  and  uncertainties,
Various forces In the interna-
tional urena ate undergoing a
process of tegrouping and reorg-
anization. A mew  multipolar
world needs a new international
political order. Teaders of all
major countties have revealed
their own visiom of it.

An examination of the visions
of a new internarional order as
deserlbed above: Teveals the fact
that there are rwo opposing con-
cepts and views.

First of all, what is meant by
the “new” (order) as against the
“old"? Tn the views of leaders
of “industrialized democracies”
{or rather, U 1S, Wost Enrope
and Japan), the “new” meaus
that the West has won the “cold
war', 5o the Luure “new” world
would ‘be under one system —
capitalism. This is exactly Bush's

The opposite
View is that there 1§ no denying
that big and rich countrics have

about Lrcaling ather comnlrics a
“partners”, but, more often than
not, & wnequal partnzrs in re-
ality.

Third, & major clement of the
new international political order
as envisaged by Wesiem lcaders
in fostering worldwide Western
values of parliomentary demo-
eracy, Ircedom, human rights,
multiparty system, market eco-

nomy (or privatization) tle.,
which is Hluctrated in their num-
erous statements. They some-

times provide economic and tech-
nical assistance to developing
countries on condition that Lhe
recipiont mation adopt _such
values. This would open a flood-
pole i legiimizsing the interfer-
ence in the internal sffairs of
other countries by Western coun-
trics. The opposing view held by
China and many other countries
s that all countries with the same
or differing sacial systems should
adhere to the principles of non-
interforence in cach other's in-
fernal affairs, and peaceful coex.

world order.

Tostwar history proves  that
the world arder meinteined with
military might amd fhe s of
force was unstable and untelia-
bl and that the two superpowers
could not dominate the wertd.
History will also prove that a
new order cannot be achieved
with economic_supremacy and
technological edge and that one
superpawer, or the “chib” of a
few xich countries, would tn no
way manipulate intermaional al-
faits.

V. Tooking Ahcad

Despite the tremendous stru

sl changes in international

relations in the past few years,

it i mot at all clear what kind
of a new world oder will actual-
Iy emerge. But it con be said for
sure that 1o turn vision into re-
ality, that 1s, the formation of a
new poliical world order, will
take & very long time probably
decades rather than years. OF all
things, three major developments
will have o tremendous impact
on the future pattern of interna-
tlonal selatlonship and an emerg-
ing pofitical world ordir:

1. The future of the Soviet
Union

The sitvation in the Soviet
Union s not stable and still fac-
ing many difficulties. However
much Soviet power has bezn
weakened, it is and will remain
the only military superpower that
can counter the United States.
Suceess or failure of the teform
fn the Saviet Union and the in-
tegration or disintegration of the
country would he a matier of
vital importance 1o the balance
of Torees in the world. What is
more, Soviet political uphuaval
and the resultant changes In the
country’s domestic and forcign
selations with all other_ major
policies will inevitably alfcet its
countries, and particulatly with
the United Statcs.

2. Potential Dlg Powers—
Gormeny and Japan

Belng economic giants only
next to the United States, er-
many and Japan have an enor-
maus influence on the world
economy. But so far both have
had Timited political clout out-

side their own tegions, All in-
dications point to the fact that
both Japan and Germany, by
turning their economic and tech-
nological steongih inlo_palitival
powers playing & global role. In
the long run, as they continuc to
grow in strengih relative to the
United States they might chal-
Lenge the latter’s political leader-
ship in the Western alliance,
thereby changing international
patterns of relationship and the
political map of the world.

3. The Gulf War and its Re-
percussions

The relevance of the Gulf
War to & new world order s
underlined by President Bush in
his State of the Union address
Ties in the Fact thal Lhe Middle
East/Pessian Gulf is an arca of
sirategic  importance  which
abounds with petroleum, and &
reglon in which a number of ex-
ternal powers have long been
involved in a most enduring con-
flict. So, the arrangemznl of &
postwar seourlty order and po-
litical realignment in the region
will have an important bearing
on the balance of forces among
big powers and between big
powers and regional powers,

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1. North-South Dialogue
LI Hivarical Background
The period jmuediatsly alice
the secand warld war was mark.
ed hy increased flows ol caplial,
often o concessional forms,
from the ACs fo the LDCs in
an_ ewvironment i which the
ACs sceepted some responsibility
for sssisting the dovelopment
efforts of the LDCs. Neverthe-
Iess, the increase In the Now of
development assistance fell far
short of inteenationally sccepted
tgets (of 03% of GDP).
Marcaver, aid was not mode
available accatding to uhjective
cconomic: exireria but was often
edicated upon politiesl and
seeneity considerations. This led
to 2 debate in the South abunt
the Financial contribution of
foreign invesmenls after s
counting for the reverse flow of
profits, royalties aud fecs, im-
ported inputs and transfer pri-
cing (ar mark up on actual eosls.)
8y ond large, it may be said
that in the early post-war years,
the working of (he international
cuonomy was in some respeets
conducive to the  development
efforts of the South. Duting this
petiod also, there was intense
activity and euccess in the poll-
tical fibecation strugeles with
many 1.NCs gaining political in-
dependence from e erstwhile
colonial masters in the North.
Bt it was soon realized that
with  cconomic and  political
power heavify concenirated in
the North, the acquisttion of

the cxpertence of the ibesation
etruggles in the South soon ge-
norated the hope that through
appropriate  collective _action,
th unfiir and nnust glabel sys-
tem could be strefched to accom-
modate the ceonumnic intercsts of
the South, ‘Lhis feefing motivared
the Afro-Asian Confirence ar
Bandung in 1935 The non-
Aligned Movement (NAM) first
met in 1961 and subsequently
grew 1o include most countris
in the South (including many i
Latin America). The concestis of
this mavement. have been the
purstic of the strugele against
colonialise and imperiatisea, the
protection of the  sovereignty
and rights of senall LDCs as swell
as the development in freedom
for

The North was, howeyer, not
totally insensltive la the plight of
the South. Tndeed poverty and
backwardness cune gradually ta
he perceived as worthy of inter
national conceras. Th UN and
s variows, parastarals fostered
the growth of this awarencss
thraugh  practical  efforts, but
alas, the resources mobilized for
Lackling the problem fell for
short of needs. In this conlext
however, the Warld Bank set
up the internionat Develop-
ment Association (IDA) in 1960
with a mandate to give Joans on
easy Lorms to the poorest LDCs.
The IMF set up its Compensa-
tory Financial Facility (CFF) in

1965 to support the LDCs in
coping with forcign  exchangs
erlses cawsed by sharp falls in
expart commodily prices. The
UN Conference on ‘Irade and
Devalopment  (UNCTAD)
established fn 1964 to promote
development and trads, enhance
cconomic  cooperation  among
LDCs and o help reduee th:
general inequity in North-South
cconomic relations. The Soul
in recognition of the need (o
Present more crganized solidatiiy
amang irs meenthets in these ne
gotiations formed the Group of
77 {camprising all LCs in the
South except China).

The estublishnicat of UNCTAD
was @ notable wilepost i the
evolution of the glabal economic
system. It reflectad an awareness
af the need fur struchural reforms
in the world trading system s
as to make it more conducive to
rapid development in the South,
Hovwever, il was also soon e
alized that the N wos willing
10 consider only marginal changes
in trading agreements which
would not distuth ihe existing
basic. framework of the system.
The LDCs thus had no chot
other than o initiste_arange-
ments for regional and subrc-
ioma] cooperation within the
South, with some belng political
i matare white otters had. direct
economic objectives. In eddition,
regional and subregional de-
velopment banks wete sebup in
Alrica, Asia snd Fatin America
in order to channel multilateral

self-reliance. Also within UN-
CTAD, th Gemeral System of
Preferences (GSF) was negotiat-

Howsver,
the GSP was subject 10 s0 many
restrictions and csceptians that
its designed impact was hmpos-
sible t0 achicve and irs effect was
only marginal.

The  NarthSauih  Dialogas
started formally in 1974, s s
was to negoliale chamgss i the
global economic system in ouder
10 make i nore cquilsble and
supportive of development. The
dialogue moved some distance
bevween 1974 and 1979, Dut in
relrospet, i sems Ol 2hs

(OPRC) and which became ap-
patent shottly after the oil price
fnereases of 1975, would leud 1o
a damoging _confrontation be-
tween the Norih and South.

The  neguliations  between
1974 and 1979 produced some
progeess. The United Nations
General Assembly adopted in
1974 e Declaration and Pro-
gramme of Action on the Ds-

This
Tormally acknowledged for the

between countrdes s as much a
Uneat to world peace and secur
ity as were military and polirical
tensions and conflicts. Also al the
UNCTAD V negotiations in
Nairobi in 1976, the LCs won
acceplance Tor he ambitious To-
tegmated  Programme for Com
modities.  This eavisaged a o
gime of international nterven-
fon fo stabiliz  commodily
markets backed by & new finan
cial instiruiion, the  Comman
Fund. There were also other
guins, nutshly the aduption of
the Charter of Lizonomic Rights
and Duiics ol Stales, the Cone
vention of Multimodal [ zansport,
lhe Agreemeal on Restelctive
husiness Practices, the decisian
of the governmenis of certain
ACs to wrilcaff the ollicial
debts of the poorest counities,
and the sgrecment on guidelines
for debu rescheduling adopted in
the course of the regalar nego-
tiarions  conducted by debror
LDCs and olficial ceeditors in
the ACs (the Paris Club).

The above gaius though super-
ficially improssive, in  reality
lacked any teal substance beyond
their moral declaratory  value.
“The ACS in any case became pro-
crastinative n the udoption of
agreements capable of being im-
plemented. Besides they ensured
that further negotiations would
take place in differsnt forums,
thus frapmenting  them  snd
siraining the negotiating capabl-
Tities of the Sonth. An sticmpt
was made st UNCTAD V in Ma-
nila in 1979 ta iniliale wide-rang-
ing negotiations tha would take
cognizance of the imerrelated-
ness of the issues, but dhis was
oppased by the Norlh, thus ef-
Sectively bringing 1o an end any
meaningful - NorthSouh  nego-
tlations. An atterapt was made
in 1981 ta wevive the North-

South dialogue at the Canown
Summit of Lwenly-two Heeds of
State and Government, co-chair
ed by the Prosident of Maxico
and the Prime Minister of Cana-
da, but i1 did nol succeed. Also
at LNCTAD VI at Belgradd in
1985, the UNCTAD Secretariat
and
another attempr to revive
NorthSouth Dislogac o the
basis of a revised rotionale: the
need fo remsivale developnient
in the South as an essential me-
ans ol stlatig the glabal
economy and reinforcing recovery
i the ndustlalized  nations
themselves, This was, once
again, rejecred by the North,
which argned that recuvary in
the Narth was alseady underway
and would in duc course spill
over 1o the South. It further
argued fhat 1o stimulate the eco-
‘nomies of the South would anly
ersate inflatlonary pressures and
that the South should underiake
structural adjustment (e, belt
fightcning). Thus Belgrade mere-

L3 Ahe Beginmings of @ New
Glabal Beonormic Order

We hove seen that the most
striking feature of the immediate
past decade (the 19805) was the
severe doterioration in the inicr-
national economic _environment
for most countrics in the South.

‘The new environment saw the
sapid expansion of Lransnational
companies as the min producers
ol goods and services lor interna-
tional trade with a growing pra-
portion of international transac-
tions taking place among branches
of the same fim or among te-
Tared firms, Meanwhile, private
banks expanded theix 1ok in

the
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which itself became uncoupled
from the growll of intcrnational
trade in goods and services, with
the conssquence that the banks’
international transactions _escap-
ed supervision by the Central
banks thus greatly undermining
the efficacy of national macro-
econamic regulatory policy. This
facilitated th growth of indeh-
tedness in both developed and
Iess developed ecanomies includ-
ing the public and private sectors,
and domestic us well as foreign
debt

Also developing in the global
coonomy was a departure from
‘matesial energy/unskilled labour-
intensive produets fowards know-
Ledge-intensive products ang pro-
cesses leading 10 a loss of com-
parative advantage for the South.
At the same time other changes
retated 1o changes in factors of
production (fust indicated above)
touk plice in the varions setors
of production of the LDCs, im-
plying a shift from sgricallare
and industry fo services, which
triggered ragid indigenisation in
the production of, and employ-
meal and trade in, services.

All the above promoted grow-
ing instability, unpredicrability,
and fluctuation in the function-
ing of the global economy, es-
pesially in Intorest rates and
exchange rates, with the con-
comitant growing uncertainly in
capial markets, Vinally, there
doveloped sl signilicant insti-
tational changes: at the naticnal
Tevel one saw inercasing dercgula-
tion, privatization and reliance
o market foress, while #t the i
temational level, the collapse of
the international monetary systein
fashioned out at Bretton Woods
as well os the erosion of the mul-
tilateral trading system embodied
in the General Agreements on

Trade and Tariffs (GATT).

One immediate cansequence
of the global economic order (or
disorder) described above was
tha the Tinks among scelors of
the global econcmy (particularly
amang deht. trade, and linance,
and among the commodity, money
md stock markets) quickly mul-
siplied. Thus Instability and d
ficultics in une scclor spread
quickly to others. This situation
eriex vt for a regime of interma-
tional economic coordination —
the absence of which is proving
increasingly delclerious Ly the
global economy. But the suffering
i ot cven, since the ACs have
institutional mechanisms fo cope
with the uncerlainties while the
LDCs can boast of no such de-
viess. Thus the LDCs, which are
the weakest elements of the global
econoimic system, are in fact the
main victims of this lack of ra-
tional management of the world
ceumamy. Moreover, the delerio-
vation of the external environment
heightened their vulnerability to
external shock

T conclusion, it may be said
that the wosening of the pros-
peels lor development in the
South is related 1o the way in
which the new global economic
order Is structured and is chang-
ing as well as the inability of
the glabal system to mamage fhe
changes
2. SouthSouth Cooperation
21 The Story so far

The conniries of the South
are maked by considerable
diversity in their economic, cul-
tural, sacial and  technological
development, They also differ
in thelr political systems and
thercfore in the ideologics they
espouse, In spite of these differ-
cnecs, the countrics of the South
ate linked by the common bond
of u shared identity — since they

have largely been colonized in
recent times by the metropolitan
powers in the North and with
similar canscquences of becom-
ing weak and defenseless and
therefore vulnorable to the ex-
temal environment and lacking
In functional sovercignly. Their
past experience however provi
ed them with & ready rafionale
far cooperation as well as a sofid
foundation Jor Uhcir salidarily,
cxprossed through such organt
zatlons 25 the Group of 77
Having for the mose part won
the stuggle for political indc-
pendence within twa decades of
the end of World War LI, the
countrics of the South gradually
vealized how hollow thelr victory
was; for it had not given them
the power to determine their
own polivics snd indeed, more
erucially, it has denied them the
power 10 shape Lheir own future:
The emphasis therefore had to
sift from o struggle wysinst fo-
eeign palitica domination or colo.
nialism, to its new mutant
form-ncocalumialism or foreign
economic_ domination.
South-Sonth  cooperationhas
been a foreign poficy goal of the
LDCs right Trom the begioning
of their Independence, The con-
cent self has teken on & dynac
mic form and has evolved in
response o changes within the
South as well as in the global
economy. Lasting bonds betwoen
peaples and nations of the South
were forged as the ideas of col-
lective action and selfreliance
were orystallized through  ths
common struggle apainst im-
perialism and hegemony. The
LDCs were soan questioning, the
very basis of management of
international economie relatians
and the global division of ls-
bour, which were fall outs fram
the colonial era, They began to

The Afro-Asian Conference in
Bandung in 1955 was the firat
indication of the seriousness of
purpose as well as intent of the
Soutty while the founding of
the Non-Aligned Mayement in
1961, and of the Group of 77 in
1964, signalled the start of col.
Kective acion of (e South to
advance its common infersty.
At the sane time, South South
economic links were swisblished
at hilulers], sub-regicnal and re-

Latin America and the Caril
bean took the Jead in croating a
mumber of regional and sub-
regional institutions designed to
cxpund their  development op
portunities.

In Alsica the East African
Tconomic Communily, the Mog-
hreh Permenent  Consultative
Committee, and the  Central
Alrican Customs and Ecopomic
Union came into existence in
the early 1960s. At the same
time efforts were Boing made to
eulablish  the Asscclation of
South Fast Asion Nations
{ASEAN). The League of Arab
States, & political forum express-
ing the urge of these states for
ity and Yberation from ex-
ternal domination was beginning
to fashion out programmes for
economic cooperation. Similarly,
the then independent states of
Africa set up the Organization
of African Unity (QAD) in 1963
which Was a regionsl institution
for political. cooperation snd to
support the struggle for the to-
tal liberating of the contineat

Thore was also an early
awateness of the aved for e
operation ot the Inter-regional
level. Thus the Tripartitc Trade

Expansion and Hoonomic Cor
aperation sgrecment  linking
Egypt, India, and Yugostavia

was suceecded by a number of
ilateral arrangements betwen
countrics from different. regions.
China, Cuba and India lannched
significant programmes of fech-
nical assistance and finanuial co-
aperation involving a large num-
Ber of LDCy in different rogions.

There was considerable ap-
timfsm  ahont Soulb-South  co-
operation in the 1970s. This
period was marked by the emer-
gence of OPUC on the world
scene, and by the incrensed 2.
tivist of the Non-Aligned Move-
ment and the G77, which was
instrumental to the UN adoption
of the Resolution of the Mew
Economic Order in 1974, Al
in all, this decade wes o pesiod
of self-confidence and hope for
the South. The decade saw in-
proving commodity ptices, low
real inicrest tates, OPEC sur-
pluses, and beoysnt growth In
the economy of meny LDCs.
The widening opportunities of
this decade also gave rise lo &
spate of initiatives 1o calarge and
consolidate South-South coopera-
tion, In Africa, four important
aub-regional organizations were
established: the West African
Economic Community; the Mano
River Union, the Kconomic
Community of West African
States (ECOWAS), and the Eco-
nomic Community of Central
‘African States. In Asia, the Bang-
Kok Agreement of 1975 created
a preferoniial trading arca, cover-
ing 8 number of countries. In
Latin-America, the Latin Ame-
rican Econumic  System  was

formed to promore joiat develop-
ment activitiee. In the Arab re-
gio, the Gulf Cooperation Coun-
el (GEC) was st up 1o sexvice
sconomic _caoperationhoneen
the Arsb States of the Gulf,

The beginning of the 19805
was marked by the Catacas Pro-
gramme of Action on Economic
Cooperation among  developing
countries adopled by the Group
of 77 in 1981, However, during
the devclopment crisls of the
1980s the many plans and pro-
grammes Tor developing South-
South collaboration conld not he
offectively  implemented. To-
wards the end of the 1980.90 de-
cade, the rencgoriation of the
Lome Convenlion once more
brought together a group of
African, Caribbean and Pacific
(ACP) developing countrics in
common negotiating front with
the Luropean Communily. The
estoblishment of the Global Sys-
tem of Trade Prefercnces amang
Developing Countries ((GSTP),
the efforts ta revitalize both the
Group of 77 and the Nono
Aligned Movement, as well as
the creation of the Summit Level
Group for SouthSouth Consul-
tations and Cooperation con-
witule recent indications of both
the concern and efforis of the
Soath (o rekindle cooperation
and strengthen Tinks ameng the
countries concerned,

22 The Vision of the South

The world economy has so far
undergone u process of sapid
integration, but in an unrcyulated
and hephazard menner. Beond
thls, the interrelationships among
countrics have multiplisd and
dversified 1o such an extent
that jnternational flows and
transactions fightly enmesh all
nationsl economies, While trans-
Port, communications, and infor-
mation networks have all heen

terdependence describes 3 fun
damental trend In the madern
world, The trend towards the
globalization of economiz, social
and political processss, which Is
ot onty firmly established now
but fikely Lo aceclerate with time,
raises the issue of its implications
far the South w well as the
South's response o it.

The difficullies and set-hacks
of the North-South Dialopue
have already hoen described. To
move forward, the South has to
work towards the vevival of Ihe
aborted diatogue. ‘10 this end,
the South must esieblish conerele
ohjectives for any future dislo-
gue towards relarm. Tndeed this
exercise has been carried out.
and the following objeetives
have been mapped out by the
South:

@) Action must be taken 10
stop the net transfer of re
sources from thu Sauth to
the North, by temoving the
overhang of the cxicrnsl
deht of the LDCs and thus
scaling down their debt ser-
vice to levels that allow for
annual Increases of 2.3 por
cent in per capita income.

Multilateral  arrangements
must be put in place to pr
teat the plobel envisommer-
tal comtmons and fo ensure
sustainable development.
(These areangements. should
recognize that poverty must
be avoreome in or that
the environment in the
Soulli may b proteciod).

Ffforts should be made to
double the velume of con.
cessional transfer of resour-
ces from Notth Lo South by
the mid 1990s. The addi-
tional resources ltansferred
shonld be devoted to food
production,  provision  of

other basic needs, popula-
tion control, crcrgy security,
and environmental protec
tion.
Independent _international
sechanisms should be e
tablish=d for evaluating the
requirements  of LD
Through the instirution of
performance norms and th
asscssment of performance,
additional  mechanisms
could help i depoliticizing
dhe negotlations  between
e financial insiinitions
and the LDC.
A timelable should be cs-
tablished for (1) liting pro-
sgctionisi bareiers Lhal ail-
arsely affect the geowth of
LDCs export w the ACs,

eiptines, and (iif) removing
the so called ‘sreyarea’ res-

penuine development in  the
South without o better interna-
tioma) covironment.

The scape of South-South co-
operation is nor only vast but
one that should be pus
Tong-term progrsmme.
in the effort of the 19805 requires
that fresh momentum be im-
parted to the South's efforis in
this direction. Indeed, Souf
Soath cooperativ is botad 1o
be of very great importance o
the LDCs in years ahcad. The
following plan of action as ad-
umbrated by the South Commis-
sion is presented as possible
strategies for future South-Souch
cooperation:

(@) Thete is an wigent need for
the Sauth t cslablish a cen-
tral Sectetatiat, which would
st as (he Taluram and vils)
pillar for the South's fforts
1o oxpund woperativn and
to secure a fairer system of
global relationships tsrough
negoriations with the North.

The Centre for Science and
Technology of the Non-
Aligned axd other Develop-
ing Countrics should be in-
vited to draw up, in co-
operation wilh the Third
World Academy of Scien-
ces, and ather scientific in-
stitufions in the South, a
programme  for  inspiring
and coordinating scientlfic
and _technological ressarch
in the South in Identified
core areas. In this regard
he strategy should focus oa
issues of major concorn in
which rescarch and in-
novation could offer tngible

bencfits through the pook-
ing of resources. Pasticular
attention should he paid (o
Tastering Joint research and
development S key areas
of contemporary technology
sach ax biowchnology, In-
formaties and - materials
sciene.

In conclusion it may by ub-
sorved thul the autitude of the
Nexth_towards SoutheSouth co-
operation has varied from luke-
warm support to benign ncglact,
to discouragerent, down 10 out-
Hight opposition. Tn lact, there
stc some quarters in the North
that sec Southe-South coopere-
tion as o threat and consequently
they resist amy atiempt of the
South to organize itself and 1o
promote ity interests. Howeves,
it is still the duty of the South
to convinee wll within the global
family, that the diversificd Tinks
and cooperation  among  the
LIDCs are not only desirable but
neeesary os o contribution to
the wellbsing of 4ll, Lo the suc
ceasfl and equitable functioning
of the global ceomomy, and (@
world peace and security.

Monoolar, ot Tripolar, or a New
Democratic World Order?

Regent developments i Ea-
stern Burope as well as in the
Perslan Gulf have focussed at-
tention on the concept of & “new
world order”. Somc advocates
of this notlon in the Westorn
media, as well a5 some polid-
cians in the Nowh, have talked
about the tramsition from &
bipolar hegemony (of the two
superpowers — the USA aud the
USSR) Lo the monopolar hoge-
mony of the USA (the only
superpawer). Others who have
adopted a non-military perspec-
tive have seen the new world
order in terms of the thee major
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i, the USA, the EEC and Japan,
and thus, & new tipolar woeld
order is suid to he emerging.
Ths real issue in the emersing
new wotld onder, at losst for
thase who are commitied ta
world pesce and security, is
therefore not sbout hegemony
o s source or natore, but rather
abaut how borh the North and
the South should manage, for
thir mutual benefir, the global
interdependence which constita-
tes (e major Factar of their very
existencs. Cleatly, what Is nead-
ed Is a mechanism for radically
transforming the present instit
tions and orramgements of a
world oxder, originating from a
different age — the ege of domi-
nation, imperialism. cxploitation,
and inequality — amd which are
inappropriate 1o present nceds
as woll as heing incompatible
with the goal of demacracy,
equality, and equity in interma
tional refations. This tsansforma-
tion would requite the formula-
tion of a mare democratic (or
participatoty) internations)
tem capahle of sustaining social,
econontic and political changes,
In the inicrost of humanity 55 3
whols, a5 well as facifitating the

implementation of this system
thuough intermational agreement,
starting with the United Mations.

Thus the tesk Tscing mankind
in a new world order (of the
kind described above) s in two
parts: firsly to devise appro-
priate  internations]  economic
and political sucturcs and ar-
rangemeats or dealing with the
host of new issues raised by
prowing Ineedependence; s
candly, to incorporate the LICs
botts in the Jair sharing of the
bencfits of global interdepen-
dence and In the systerns trough
which it is managed. As slready
indicated above, Ihis Lask can be
most efficiently executed, not
through o regime of globul ho-
gomany no matter how much
such 4 regime s committed to
e busic frecdams inchiding fhe
free market, but thiough a mul-
tilaters] regime hecked up by &
erengthened  (not  hijacked)
United Nations system. In olher
words, the strengthening of mul-
tilateral wnd of international in-
siltutions must be an important
part of the proess of huilding a
more equiteble and democtatic
world order. Sinve the poor
needs the protection provided by
the rele of lew mare than the

vich and powerful, the South
(which i5 currently st the re-
aciving end of the old world or-
der) must lend s Tull support to
‘rulebused” vather than “deat-
based” mechaisios and arrange-
ments in international relations.

Tu a large extent, the benefits
emanating from a transition to
new demeratic world order re-
side with the South, which masr
thercfore bear the greatex onus
of seeing this come about. Th,
the South, while speaking with
# united voice in making pro-
posals, and throngh  increased
explaitation of its cansidersble
collective resources, should press
for sctting in motion a multila-
toral, democratic procoss, with
the partivipation of all, to arrive
at a global consensus on the in-
stitlion of a new democratic
world order, while al the same
time defining how this new otder
should be managed, as well as
the fnstitulions it requires. When
all is said and done, South-South
cooperation will he acknowledged
by alt as a strategic necessity
aot only for development within
the South, but also for securing
the equitable munegement  of
lobal interdependence for the
benefit of all.

As the 41t Pugwash Con-
ference on Science and World
Alfars was held in Beifing from
1722, we had an opportunity Lo
intorview  Professor  Rotblat,
President of the Pugwash Con-
ference. The Professor, aged 83,
with silyor hair, in igh splrt,
told us that it had buen hirty four
years now since the Pugwash
movement was started and the
foundation of this movement was
the Russel!-Binstein Munifcsto is-
sucd in 1955, which called upon
scientists of all palitical persu-
salons to assemble to discuss the
threat posed 10 clvilization by the
advent of thermonuclear wea-
puns. And in July 1957, the first
Conference was held at Pugwash,
& Canadian fishing yillage. Alter
that it hecame known as Pagwash
movement. At the first conlerence
we discassod thtee items: nuclear
arms tace, muclear fest and the
responsiblties of scientists in the
huclent age. Since then, the eli-
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mination of nuclear weapons has
always been on important topic
of our discossion. Our goal is to
reduce and eliminate  nuclear
weapons, and bulld o nucleas
weaponfree world.  Profossor
Rotblat polnted out it was troe
that he danger of nuclear wes-
‘pons had been reduced but it was
sill there, Now therc are about
50000 nuctear watheads through-
out the world. As long as there
are nuolear weapons the danger
of mucloar war oxisls. At present,
the main dangers come nat from
Ching but from the United States
and the Soviet Union beeause
they have the biggest arwnaly.
Thus the seduction of nuclear
weapons should starl lirst with
the United States and the Soviet
Usion.  Professor Rotblat said
the decision by China 10 accede t
the Non-Prolifcration Teeaty did
give ovidence that the Chinese
government had ottached great
importance to the reduetion of

nuclear weapons. Professor Rot-
blt is a physicist and a founder
of the Pugwash movement. He Is
one of & few scientists who ar-
wnded e first Pugwash con-
ference and are still living and in
good health. Durlng the Second
World war, he participatcd in
making atmoic bomb. Since the
Pugwash Conference started, e
has been devating his cnergies 1o
this movement and has made im-
wottant contributions. Ile recallcd
with passion the development of
the movement over the past years
and said that cince the founding
of the Pugwash Conlrence sclen-
tists involved i the movement
s shawn 2 high sense of social
responsibility  and made re-
markable contributions to disat-
mament, provention of nuclear,
chemical and biclogical warefare,
safcguarding world peace and
secority and promotion of social
development snd cnvironmental

Prosident Zhou supped for
some wadcr and continued, “Chi-
0a has declard recently it would
accedi to NPT In principle, and
which mcans China has mde
one more great confribution to
the world peae and the impact
would be very strong”.

Talking abuut the important
implication of the POSWA to
peace and development of mian-
kind, Professor Zhou's spirit was
even more upgrated.  He said”,
first, the S4year development
of the PUSWA reflects the in-
eressing appesl by people the
world over for cherishing peace
and opposing war. And second, it
reflects a greater solidatity amang
scicntists of the world for peace
ond stability. Talenwed  people
from all walks of fife yet rogether
for exchanging views. The annial
Confurence solemaly convened in
Ching proves thal Ching’s pre-
stige in Ui Pugwash Mavement
has been enhanced by big step
and China’s stand in world af-
