Tr the 47-year-history of the UN. this
is Ah st sunmit meeeting of the UN Secu
rily Couneil member states. 1t is a pleasure
for e to have the opportuity 10 attend the
mecting on behalf of the People’s Republic
af China and to discuss international affuirs
with all present, especially 10 exchange views
on suppocting an enhanced UN role in
intaiving world peace and development,
ather issues of commot eoncern.

1 wonkd like o take this opportunity to
extend my regards o British Prime Minister,
His Excellency John Major, the initiatior of
this mecting. and to express once again my
condial congranlations to Dr. Ghalf serving
as b LN Scerctary General.

The presentday world situation is at
significant. turning point where the old sys
tem has come 1o an end, 2 new structure has
yetto luke shape. and the world is moving
in the direction of mnlipolarization. The
world should be peavelul. nations should be
stable and economy shomld be developing,
all of which arc (he common aspiration of
the people of the world. Sume relaxation is

seen in (he workl stuation a5 the tense con
frontatinn of nearly hall s cengury in Europe
between Lhe two major military blocs i
gone, and some of the regional hot spot
problems arc wlved ar are i the process of
being solved. Bui, the world is neither Lran-
quil mor trauble—free hecause the faciors
theeatening world peace and leading 10 in
ternational have’ not been
eradicaled, and while some of the old con-
tradictions and confrontalions have come 1o
an end, now contradictions and confronta-
lions arc erupling Since the Gulf war, the
Middle Easi problem is ot sctually re-
solved. and the peace talks between the
Arabs and lsracl may have to experience o
long and formidable process. In some
Europeim countries national contradictions
have triggered off conflicts of different de
grees, or cven wars. I1's hard to say that
such conflicts and wars will not bieak out it
other regions of Burvpe. The international
community should cancern itselt with the
fact that the devcloping nations, wheich ac-
count for the averwhelining majority of the

tension
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difficult position. The gap between the
North and the Sonth is gelling even wider;
(he rich countries getting richer and the poor
poorer. If this development cannot be
brought ter a hall, it will eventually lead to
new turhulnce, and even become the root
cause of new regional conflicts. These hard
Tacts show Vrat neither of the two major
problems in the present world, peace and
development, hisve ye been sofved.

The Asin—Pacilic region is relatively
stable, in contrast to 1he turbulent situation
in Europe. The signing of the Paris Agree-
mment laid down the foundation for a flnal
sofution of the Cambodian issue, The Nofth
and the South of Korea have already signed
an agreemen! of mutoa) non—aggression
and an agrecment for a nuclear—free penin-
sula, in 1he wake of joining the UN at the
same tione. The situaion on the Korean Pe-
ninsula is developing lowards relaxation and
stability. Quile s fow countries in the
Asia—Pacific rogion maintain their strang
momentuni of  relatively high growth rate
due ta their political siability domestically.
In the worli ewonomy, the Asia—Pacific re-
sion is ane full of vitality with broad per-
spectives fior development. The stability and
development of China not only accord with
the fumdsmental interests of the Chinese
people bt alvo conslitute a major factor for
the maintenance of peace and stability in the
Asia—Pacific rogion «s well as in the
world.Over the past ten yeass, China has
fiemly adllered (o the policies of reform and
opening 1o the outside world initiated by
Comprade Deng Xiaoping, therefore, great
changes have laken place. At présent,China
cnjoys political  stability and  social
tranquilily; the solidasity of nationalities
and continuous ecoriomic development. The
Chinese people are filed with conl
and are advancing along the foad for build-
ing socialism with Chinese characteristics.
As 4 devéloping couniry with a large popu-
kation, China well knows that it needs o rela-
tively long historical period to  realize

modernization. In order Lo realize our goal,
we must enfoy o prerceuisiles. namely.
long—term and siable praeTul inemnational
environment externally and long. term potit
ical stability domestically. China follows an
independent furcign palicy of peace and al
ways holds thal difforences in social systems,
idcotogy. cultural traditions and religious
beliefs showld ot bevome obstacles o stab-
Hshing aud developing normal relations be-
tween states. Chine would like to develop
friendly selations wils all countries in the
world on the busis of the Five Principles of
Peacetul Coexistenes. China does not con-
stitute 4 threat Lo any Country or regiot on
the globe. China holds that not seeking
hegemuny und nol engaging in power poli-
tica showkd become general principles abided
by imternationally, China does not seek
spheres of influence and does no seek
hegamony now, nor will it do so in the fu-
ture whew i becomes stronger, In recent
years, fiiendly relations between China and
ts rieighhouring countries have been conisol
idated and. developed which is the result of
commen offorts by China and its neigh-
bours. We believe Lhis is in the common in-
teresta of China and (he neighbouring coun-
trics and i instrumental to peace and devel
opimct i 1he region and in the world
well.

Tn ondec truly (o achieve world peace
and create an environment beneficial 1o the
develnpiment of all peoples, there is now in-
croasing: lk in the international community
about the kind of new international order to
be buill. Chirea holds that the basic pritci-
plis ernbadied in the UN Charter such as
cqual sovercignly amang member states und
naninterference in internal affairs, should
he ohserved by all UN member states. In
Tight of the spirit of the UN Charter and the
univorsally acknowledged orms guiding in-
ternational relations, and considering the
changed international situation, the Chivese
Government has some basic views on estab-
lishing 2 stable, rational and just new world
conducive Lo world peace and devel

The now iniernational order should be
estublished on the busis of the principles of
mulnal raspoct for sovereigaty and terrilati-
al inwgrity, mutual - non—aggression,
non interference in each other’s internal al
fairs, cquality and mutual benefit, and
peaceful cocsistence centred on non inler-
fercnee in cach other’s internal affairs;und
with (he government and people of each
country enjoying the right to choose their
own socil sysiem and ideclogy according to
their national

Every country, big, or small, strong or
weak, rich or puor, has the right, as an equal
member of the international community, to
take part in international affairs and should
make its due contribution to world peace
and developrocnt

The new intermational order should in
clude a now order. As the
ever—widening gup hetween the South and
the North, and the coutinued sharpening of
their contradiclions have become &
destablizing factor in international fife, the
establishment of « just, rational, new inter
nationat economic onder based on equality
and mutual benefit and providing for the
appropriate bandling of debt-burdens has
become more urgent and crucial than ever
before.

The human rights and basic freedoms
of man should be comprehensively
respected, Iluman righls are extensive in
content, including us they do not only the
political rights of the ilizen but also eco
nomic, social and cubtural rights. As far as
the majority of the doveloping countries are
concerned, first and forcmast is the right t©
independence, the right to subsistence and
the right (o development. T essence, human
rights is a matier within a state’s
sovereigaty. Therefore, the obsereation of
‘human rights in @ given country must tollow
s historical development and ot be di-
vorced from its national conditions. 1t is nei-
ther appropriate nor workable to demand

Fifective disamament and arms con-
trol should be conducted in light of the prin-
ciples of justice, ratonality and balancs ET-
Torts should be made 1o bring about an early
prohibition and thorough destruction of pu-
clear and chemical weapons and & ban on
the development of space weapons. The
possessing the fargest arsendis of
nuclcar and conventional Weapons should
take the lead in discharging their specical re-
sponsihilitivs for disarmament.Livery nuclear
weapon siale should guaruntee that it will
not b the frst o use nuckear weapons,or Lo
usc or dhreaten to use nuclear weapons
against the non—nuclear weapon states and
néulear—free zones. After the disintegration
of the Soviet Union, its nuclear weapons
should be hrought under effective control
The fssue of disarmament has a bearing on
malional sceurity, so discussion and resolu-
tiom of (his question should require the par-
ticipation of ul countries.

The United Nations should uphold jus
tice, play a mone active role in maintaining
world pesce: =l sceking development and
security. s well a5 in establishing a pew in
temational order. The majority of the UN
member ststes are developing counfries,
therefore, il is reasanable to expect that the
UN should do more to safeguard the rights
and interests of these nationns.

In recent yinrs, the UN has played an
important rolc in ~afcgunrding world peace
and security. in pushing for the solution of
regional conflicls, nd in promoting the
economic and souial development of its

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e the prestige of the UN and its Security
Conneil sl 10 strengthen the people’s con-
fdenee in the LN, Whike aMiming the
ahove—mentioned Taety, we have
Iy realized that the inwroational situation
s been undorgoing dramalic snd in-depth
changes:; quite 2 lot of contradictions which
wore submerged in the past have now sur
faced, and this has added fo the destablizing
fivclors affecting world peace and develop
ment. Tn this sense, the responsibility shoul
dercd by the UN and the UN Security
Council hias become even heavier and the
challenges Lhey face have become more for
midsble.

Chinarwould like to cooperate with all

“long fought for”. I1 brings hack to me the
unforgettable sitation in old China which 1
fate to recall. At that time, countless: poor
people lived in cold and hunger and: sirug-
gled hard on the brink of death for survival
When one thinks of the stave girl sold for
life and the child bride, the indentured

tute, the poor virgin boy, all little better
than slaves then, there were no human rights
to speak of. 1n just over forty years since its
foundation new China has realized the ideal
of “iirst survival, second enough food and
clothes, and third development” promoted
by the great Chinesc writer Lu Xun. The
people at the botrom of society in the past
bave stood up and become the masters of
the state. The human rights situation in
China has taken a fundamental furn for the
better. China has a population of more than
1.1 bilion, aceounting for almost one fourth
af the world total. That such a big populs
tion can be adequately fed and clothed, and
see good prospects for & better life is due to
the development of the economy. This s the
most important success in safeguarding .
man rights (hat China has won under the
socialist system . This victory is hard-won
and ‘we should not take it for granted
Therefore, if anyone tries to stir up turmoil
in China, to plot separation. to undermitie
social stablity; to disrupt industrial and agti
cultural production with the. aim of dam
aping the subsistence and development of
the Chinese’ people, we will wnequivocally
smite the table, rise 1o our feet and blow the
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1t should be pointed oul thal thers ars a
handful of people in some Wesler countrics
Who are trying to make «n issue of the hu-
man rights siwation in China. They do not
have heartfelt concern for the rights of the
Chinese people, but attempt to whip up pub-
lic opinion for peaceful evolution in China
through avtacking the Chinese human rights
record. In doing so, they believe they can
effectively carry out ideological infillzation,
and divide the Chipese people, sow discord,
and some day stir up the wind of bourgeuis
liberalization. and finaly achieve the goal of
subverting the the socialist system. Sinoe
human rights is a sensitive issue, thoy, with
their ulterior motives, believe thal allacking
and standering may help to create discord
and ger China isolated in the international
community. "[his is a scheme of killing two
birds with one stone. They do not know that
the Chinese people with their rich historical
experience, are fully aware that only by ad-
hering to socialism can their human rights
be reliably guatanteed and have a bright fu-
wure. In the long run, the world’s people will
come o recognize that brutal interference in
other’s intemal affairs on the the pretext of
human rights is an out-and—out st of
hegemonism, which can only stir up more
turmoil and disunity harmful to stability
and the establishment of a stable and ra
ticnal new international order. .

In addition, 1 believe that especially in
their santing 2nd raving about Tibet some
Western figures show their dishonesty on
the issue of human rights. Did they malce
any comment when the majority of Tibetans
worked like mules to earn a living? Some
even had their eyes gouged oul and feet

chopped off when the Tibetan region was
under the durk fule of the serf system. Bul.
now that the ‘libetans are freed from ¢
serf system and have stood up, sociul pro-
duction is growing daily and (heir living
sandards are raised contimuously, Lhess
peuple fitme and again come out to talk non-
sense and give Covert or overt support to the
reactionary splittist forces attempting 10
dismember Chinese authentie tertitory and
revive the barbarous serf system. Are (hcy
qualified in any way to make comments on
the human rights record in China? The Siale
Department Authorization Act concocted
by the US Congress goes as far as to pro-
claim that Tibet and parts of Sichuan,
Yumnan, CGansu and Qinghai Provinces are
aecupied territory, and that the Dalai Lama
Uheir genuine representative. From all this,
we learn that only when we understand the
