Recently, Venezuslan Presidant Peris
pointed out st the summit meeting of 16
nations in Catacas that “the gap betwsen
the paor majority and the waalthy minority”
was widening and efforts for economic
opening initiated by many developing
countries “has not gained duc response in
the developed countries”. This waring o-
flects the worries and anxieties constantly
voiced by many distinguished figures in the
political and sconomic fields and in the
meddia across the world. According to the
latest report issued by the World Bank
there are more than ane billion people, ac-
counting for ane third of the population of
the doveloping countries. still iving in pov-
cny. The Western developed countries
whosc population accounts for less than 16
percent of the world's population control
70 percent of the warld's wealth, Thoretore,
the ofd problem of the gap between the
Notth and the South which should be
solved but has remained unsolved for years
hios become even more serious, and  this

casts a worriad shadow over the (elations
between the North and the South and has
—a_

become an unstable tactor for the future.

The problems fazing many devoloping
ountries are not only a decline in domestic
produstion. a detsrioration of trade. huge
debt and worsaning social problems, but
also the grim extemsl sconomic snviron-
ment. For example, there is not much de-
mand for primary products in the developed
countrics.trade protectionism has gained
ground dug to cconamic recession. In addi-
1ion to a world-wide shortage of funds and
high interest rates.

Restrictad by the old international
sconomic order, the developing countries
have met numerous obstactss in devel
oping theit sconumy. Having experienced
the so—called Lost Decads of @ continuous
dacrease in economic growth in the 1980s,
the develaping countries anly enjoyed a 2.3
percent increase in GDP in 1990, the fust
year of the 19805, a drap to the lowest
point since 1982, Still, this low ratc was
countered by strong steady growth in somc.
Asian countries and regions. he growth
rate of the majority of other countries and
regions was fairly low, being only 1 percent

America. If population growth is added, the
par capita GDP was still lowsr.With the
most optimistic estimate, the GOP ot the
develuping counlries in 1981 showed only
aslight movary.

With the sconomic recession in the
developed countries and the anforcement
of pratectianist policy, the trade sitvation in
the developing countrieshas deteriorated!
Because of reduced export prices and rising
import prices. import growth fell to 2.2
parcent in 1940, which was far from the 6
parcent required for the maintenance of
vitality  and  market
compelilivansss. All this exerted 3 bad et
fect on the renewal of industrial squipment
and the transformation of gricutture, and

sconumic

this in turn weskened the competitivaness
of industrial and agricultural products un
the world market. Heated arguement in the
Unuguay Round negatiations on the GATT
further discouraged the prospects fos werld
Gade. The dramatic changes in Eastern
Euraps and in the former Soviet Union
generated 4 fisrcs competition for funds in
the world financizi market. The financial
situation n most developing countries is
getting tougher, not only becauss foreign
investrment and aid wil be reducad but also
because loans from intermational ummer-
cial barks will be more difficult 1o get. The
high interest ratas in the warld have added
more burdens to the majority of developing
countries. especially those with heavy
dubls Overdue debts continue to increase

and appeals for reducing and wmitting cap
ital and interest has bwan bscoming strong-
er. The developed courtrias lime and again
claimed that they would reduce and remit
dobts, but thelr wards were louder than
their doeds. Sa there is no practioal resullin
sight.

Cconomic ditticulties of quite a number
of developing countries are warscning,
with outdated industial equipment, doteri-
orating infrastructure,backward agricuitural
technologies, shortage of funds for educa
tian and taining end daficient equipment
far scientific 1esearch. Domestic turmoil in
many countries has fanther intensifisd hos-
tility and contlicts between the fich and tha
poorbetween ethinic groups and berween
refigious groups. it is evident that the gap
batwsen the North and the South is wid-
sning. with the growing polarization of
production levels and living standards. The
relations batween the North and the South
are faced with despuning hostiiity. The de.
veloped counties should shoulder the
greater responsibility in this regard. It
should beborne in mind that without de-
velopment in the South, theie will be no
stability in the North, Now it is high firma
for both the North and the South o
strengthen thenr dislogue and conperation
and take effective measures to further joint
sfforts 1o prevent the gap from bocoming
wider. It is also high time for the developed
couniries to help the South overcome it

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Protection of Intellectual Property

Over the past decade since China implemented Lhe policies of reform and opening 1o
the outside world. some relevant govermmanisl units have conducted fruitful work in the
ticld of patent. trade mark and copyrighl, which insure the healthy development of pro-
tocting intellectual proparty and effectively promote the international exchange and eco
nomic development

According 1o the relevant slalistius, patent application in China has developed steadily
with an annual growth rate of 24 percent. The approval process has been quikened gradusl-
ly. In 1981, palent application surpassed 47,000 items and 20.000 items wers approved,
which set » histarical recard. Patent application from 66 countries and regions totalled
33,330 items. which account for 16.5 percent of the total. Prograss has been made in the
patent work related to publicity. training. agency. documentalion, autumation, examination
o mediation of disputes, and legal examination. as well as enfuicemant, management, edu-
cation and rescarch of patent rights.

Since the Trade Mark Bureau resumed the work of Lrade mark registration on November
151, 1979, the work of trade mark in nur counlry has proceeded healthly. By the end of
1997, the valid trade mark registralion wached 310.000 items. Forcign trade mark registra-
tion also grew fast.

Singe last yenr. China has promulgated the Rules of Implementating the Copyrights
1aw, the Rules of Software Protection, the Rules of Arbitration on Disputed Copyrights
Contiact, and Ruies of Administrative Punishment on Copyrights Viatation so as to com-
plement the Copyright Law and protect the legal rights of the writers. Curvently, some units
are trying to establish normal international copyrights relstions with fueign countries and
discharge the responsibility of protecting copyrights.

The Secretary—General of the International rganization of Intetnational Property made.
a visit to China in November 1991 In his fax lu Song Jian. State Councilior and Leader of
the Office in charge of Intalfetiual Property under the State Council. he said ” just in a short
time since | visited China for the first time in 1979 China has become & feading country in
the world in prolecting intellectual property. Recently, a Intellectual Property Protection Of-
fica is established in the State Council, which shows the Chinese Government's stand un
protestion of intellectual property.

The full text of the instrument of sccession reads &s folluws

"1 have the honour 1o inform you that the Peopta’s Republic of China, in accordance
with the decision made by the Standing Cormitiss uf th National Peaple’s Conarcss of the
People’s Republic of Cruna on December 29, 1991, hereby acuedes to the treaty on the
non=proliferation of nuclear weapons (hersinafier referred T as the weaty) which was
signed in London, Moscow and Washinglor on July 1, 1968, and states as foilows:

3. Pursuing an indspendent forsign palicy of peace, China has sll slong stood for the
complete prohibition and thoreugh destruction of nuclear weapons. With a view 10 bringing
about this ojestive 4k maintaining intemational peace. security and stability, and taking in-
to consideralion the aspirations and domands of the large nUMbers of non. ucikar—wepon
counties, China has decided to accede to the treaty.

2. China pursues a palicy of not advocating. encouraging of &ngaging i the

prolifer lear weapons.
China supports the objectives set forth in the treaty. nameiy, preveniion of the proliferation
af nuclear weapans, acceleration of nucisar disamarent and promotion ‘ot international
cooperation in the pesceful use of nuclear energy, and believes that these thrce bjectives
are interelated.

3.China maintsins that the prevention of the proliferatian of nuclear weapons is not an
end in itself, but s massure and step in the process towards the complete proibitinn and
thorough destrustion of auclear weapans. Nan—proliferstion of nuclsar wespons and i
clear disarmament should e mutually complementary. Onty whan substanial progress is
mads in tha field of nuclear disarmament con the proliferation of nucl
thecked mst effectively and the authority of the nuclsar non pratiferatiun regime truly en-
hanced. At the same time. an effective nuclear non pruliferation régime is conducive to the
goal of the total elimination of nuclear wespons To attain the lofty goal ot camplete prohibi
tion and thorough destruction of nuclesr weapons, countries with the largest nuclear arse
nals should eamestly fulfill their speciat obligations by taking the lead in halting the testing,
production and daploymnt of nuclear wepans and drastically reducing those weapons of
all Kinds they have deployed inside and outside their countries. Any tangible prograss they
make in all thess aspects will create conditions for the convenig of a widely raprasantative
international conference on nuclear disamament with the  participation nl all
nuclsar-weapon states.
