Fresh Impetus from
Deng Xiaoping’'s Message

People throughoul China have hailed
and have boen digebing the remarks niade
by Denyg Xiwoping during his recent inspec-
tion tour of south Chin

The message from (he chief archilect of
China's reform #nd opening up policy has
given new impetus (o China'’s reform and
‘opening up.

Deng's south China visit coincided with
the 13th anniversary of the adoption of the
Tine, principles and policies on reform and
opening up at the Third Plonary Session of
the 11th Central Committee of the Commu-
nist Party of China. The tremendous
changes which have taken place in China in
the short span of a dozen years or 5o have

ghaddencd the people and commanded
world atention. Facts show that just as rev-
olution Kberates the productive forees, so
does reform. The averlhrow of the resction-
ary rule of imperialism, feudalism and bu-
renucrat-capilalism in 1949 unshackled the
productive forces of the Chinese people. It
was a revolution which liberated the produc
tive forces. After the establishment of the
socialist system, it was stll necessary to up-
root economic structures which hampered
the development of the productive forees
and to set up a socialist economic system
full of vitality and vigour so as to promote
the development of the productive forces.
The process constitutes a retorm which is al
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China's contipuous development re-
quires adherence Lo the line, principles and
policies set at the Third Plemun of the 11th
Party Central Commitico. As Deng Xiaop-
ing said during his south China inspection
tour, the key lies in pursuance of “one cen-
tral task and two basic points” (the central
tusk: refers to economic comsiruction, and
the two basic points 1o upholding the four
cardinal principles — adherence to the so-
cinlist road, to Communist Party leadership,
to the people’s democratic dictatorship and
to Marsism-Leninism and Muo Zedons,
Theught — and to persisting in reform and
npening up ). Hailure 1o adhere o socinlim,
10 reform and opening up, to developing the
conomy and to improving peaple’s liveli-
bood can only lead one up a blind allcy.
Thix basic line will persist for one hundred
years and brook no recillation. The basic
polivies for urban and rural reforms must
remain stable for a long time. Of course, in
the course of practice, improvements and
amendments should be made wherever nec-
assary. The general requirement, however, is
to be firm and sure—footed. It is all right
even if thore are no new ideas, but the b
policies must not be changed; people must
not be given the impression that policies
have changed. When we persist in this prin
ciple, China's future looks very hopeful.
While in south Ching, Deng repeatedly
expressed his hope that people would be
bolder in reform and opening up, dare o
experiment #nd not act like o woman with
bound fest. When one is convinced of the
worth of an endcavour, one should g0 at it
boldly and dare to make hreskthroughs.
Some people [l W take & step forward
in reform and opening up and do not dare
10 make breakthroughs. The reason for this,
in the final amalysis, is the fear that the in-
troduction of many capitalist features will
mean they are following the capitalist road.
Ihe crux of the matlcr s whether a move is
Gubbed “capitalist” or “scialist”. The criter-
ion for our judgment is whether the move
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facilitates the development of the socialist
productive forces. whether it helps increase
the overall slrength of « secialist country,
and whether iU brimgs about better living
standards.

In Deng's opinion, il socialism wants to
gain an advantage over capitalism. it must
boldly absorb and draw on all the achieve-
‘ments created by human socicty and absorh
and draw on advanced operational and
managerial methods which refleet the law
governing modern socilized production, in-
ciuding those of the developed capilalist
countries.

Deng also encouraged various local au-
thorities o increase the mumber of the thre
types of foreign funded enterprises (joint
ventures, co—operative enterprises and whol-
1y foreign—owned enterprises). “In this
gard. there is nothing 10 be afraid of.” he
said, “s0 long as we are clear—headed. We
have advantages; we have large wnd
medium~= sized state—owned enterprises.
and township enterprises. More important,
we have pofitical power in our hands. Some
people have said that with a greater amount
of forcign capital, there would be more capi-
talist fetors at work and that more of the
three types of forcign—fanded enterprises
would mean maore capitalist features and the
development of capitalism. These people
lack common sense. With regard to the
three types of foreign=funded enterprises in
China, foreign businessmen are generally al
lowed (o make money in accordance with
China's current laws, regulations and poli-
cies. However, (he state will levy taxes on
them and the workers will catn wages; at the
same time, we can learn from their technol-
ogy and management methods xnd we will
have access to information on opening up
the market. ‘This being the cusc, the thres
types of foreign—funded enlerpriscs are sub-
ject to China’s overali political and cconom-
c conditions and are useful supplements 10
the socialist ¢conomy. In the final analysis.
they benefit socialism.

With fegard to attitudes towards (he
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many peaple in China and abroad simply
sce planning as characteristic of the socialist
my and the market as the feature of
the capitalist economy. Tn Deng's view, one
das ot escatially distinguish between so-
Gialism and capitalism by the amount of
planming or the numher of markets. A plan-
ned conumy docs not equal socialism, for
capiteism wlso has planning: the market
wonomy docs not cqual capitalisa, for so-
cialism also bas markets. Both planning and
the market ure economic means. For exam-
ple, whether or not negotiable sceuritics and.
the stock market are good, whether or not
they are unique to capitalism, and whether
socialism can use them. Deng has said that
one is allowed to see, but he must also
sesolutely try it out. When one believes that
it is correct, then try it for one or 1o years,
IF it proves correct, then have 4 free go at it;
i it proves wrong, then correct it and close it
down. This action can be taken sooner or
later, and & part of it kept intact if needed.
Deng believes that if one sticks to this atti-
iude, one will not go wrong and Will not
commit major mistakes. He notes that the
essence of socialism is the liberation and de.
velopment of the productive forces, the
elimination of exploitation and polarization
between rich and poor and the final
achievement of common prosperity. The
idea of common prasperity is based on the
following considerations: some  regions
where conditions permit may develop eatlier
than Gthers, while some other regions may
develop more slowly. Those regions which
develop earlier than others should bring
along the more slowly developed regions
and thus ultimately the whole nation should
reach the goal of common prosperity. If the
rich become richer and the poor poorer,
then polarization would occur; socialism,
however, should and can avoid polarization.
The solution 1o the problem is that the earli-
e developed segions should Larm over more
profits and taxcs and support the develop-
ment of the poorer regions. OF cowrse, it s

impracticable to do this at (oo early u stags.
We should neither weaken the vigour of dc-
veloped regions, nor should we encourage
the egalitarian practice of “eating from the
sume big pot.” Deng also noted that most of
the underdeveloped regions are rich in natu
ral resources and have great development
potential. In short, as far as the whole coun-
try is concerned, China will certainly be able
to smoothly bridge the gap between the rich
coastal areas and the poor iniand regions
step by step.

In his talks in south China, Deng
warned people of the influence of both the
Right and “Left”, but particularly of the
decpraoted “Left” influence. Just s Right
deviations conld ruin socialism, so, 100,
could "Ten” deviations. China needed to be
vigilanl against Right deviations, but
priwarily, it should guard against “Left” de-
viations. There were Right deviations; the
turmoil during the 1989 Tiananmen incident
was @ caso in point. There were also “left”
deviations. Describing reform and opening
up as the importaiion and develapment of
capitalism nd viewing the main danger of
peaceful evolulion as coming from the cco-
nomic field were “Left’ devialionisl mani-
festations. Deng stressed the need o be so-
ber—minded. In this way. one would not
commit big mistakes and. when something
went wrong. it could easily be rectified

Deng also said that China had pained
tich experience each day in the course of
building socialism with Chinese characteris
tics. In urban and rural reforms, he said, we
should not engage in debate, bur instead, we
should be bold in undertaking experiments
and making breakthroughs. Not engaging in
debate aimed to win time because debate
would complicate (he situation, waste our
time and get us nowhere. He reaffirmed that
Gur policy was to allow one to wait and see
and that this was much better than forcing
peaple to do things they did not want to do.

He emphasized the need to develop the
eeonomy as quickly as possible and 1o en-
sure that the economy would reach a new
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[image: image5.png]tevel within soveral years. Reglons where
conditions permitted should develop #s
quickly as possible; they should pay aticn-
tion to efficiency and quality and develop an
export—oriented economy. In this way, they
had nothing to warry about.

Deng noted that to speed up economic
development, it was necessary to rely on sci-
ence, technology and edwcation. Over the
past dozen years or so, great progress had
been made in science and technology und he
hoped that faster progress would be made
during the 1990s. lntellectnals were part of
the working class. Old. middle—aged and
young scientists were ail very important
Deng hoped that all students studying
abroad would seturn to their motherland
and said they might comne back regardiess of
their past political attitude. Proper ar-
rangements would be made for them. He
hoped that concerted efforts would be made
and more practical work done to speed up
the development of China's scientific,
technological and educational undertakings.
He said we should cherish our motherland
and enable it to become a developed nation.

Deng noted that we should not only
develop the econamy, but also pramote the
development of a civilization with advanced
culture and ideology. We should pay per-
sistent attention 1o two tasks: the continua-

tion of welorm and opening up and a
crackduwn on varios
reguine tomacions efforts. The attack on va-
rious criminal activities and the imination
of a varicty of hideous phenomena allowed
no leniency. Leading cadres and Communist
Party members should make construction of
clean government a task of primary impor-
tance. As fong as our producive forces de-
welaped, 4 proper rute of economic growth
was maintained and persistent attention was
paid to the two tasks, the construction of a
civilization with advanced socialist culture
and ideology could surely be accomplished.

Deng stressed the need for more practi
cal work and less empty talk. There was no
need to hold too many meetings and write
overly long articles. He encoutaged the seek-
ing of truth from facts, saying that such is
the quintessence of Marxisi. The success of
China's reform and opening up had not
been achived by relying on books, but rather
on practice and on secking truth from facts.

Deng's important message has received
the wholehearted support of and warm re-
sponse from all the Chinese peaple. It can be
predicted that inspired by Deng’s talk. a
brand—new situation will appear in the un-
dertakings of China's reforn: and opening
up in the near future,

T recent years, dramatic changes have
tuken place in the international situation,
and the world is in a histotical period of
transition from the old world pattern to a
new one. This presents the international
community with difficuities and challenges,
as well as hopes and opportunities. The
Cold War is over and the confrontation be-
tween Lhe iwo military blocs of the Hast and
the Wes! has dissipated. But the equilibrium
in the world hus heen disrupted; contlicts
«nd destabilizing factors have increased; and
‘hegemonism and power politics still exist,
On the one hand, developed countries are
getting richer, on the other hand, many de-
veloping countrics arc getting poorer. All
this shows that the Lwo lasting major issues
of peave and development facing the world
peaple have nol yot beon resoived. The
Chinese government msinlsing that a just
and rational new inlernational political and
economic order should b established ace
cording to the purposes and principles uf the
UN Charter, and particularly to the princi-
ples of mutual respect for sovercignty and
territorial integrity, mutual non—aggression,
non-interference in each other’s internal af:
fairs, equality and mutual benefit and peace-
ful coexistence. This would be 4 guaranice
for werld peace and development und 4 vital
prerequisite for resolving environmental and
development problems.

Linvironmental prolection and econom-
ic development bear on the future of man-
kind, and affect sach country, cach nation
and indeed each individual. Thercfore. solu-
tion to these two global issues calls for ex-
tensive  and  effective  interuational
cooperation. ‘The current confercnce. the
two important instruments to be adupted.

——The Rio Declaration and Agenda 21
and the two conventions to be siymed —— the
Convention on Climate Change and Con-
vention on Biological Diversity — wilt lay a
good foundation for an enhanced interna-
tional eco—operation in this area. With a
view W achieving in all its aspeots the goal of
strengthening international cooperation as
set forth at this conference, the Chinese gov-
ernmeni would like to put forward the fol-
fowing propositions for discussion with oth
er participants

- Eeonomic development should be
pursued in parallel with environmental pro
tection. Econormic development is essential
for the very survival and progress of man-
kind. Furthermore, it provides a material
guarantee for (he protection and improve-
ment of the global cnvironment. For many
developing countries, thir primary task i to
develop economy and climimaic poverty.
Iheir reasonable and urgent necls should be
taken into full consideralion when we try to
tackle the question of global cnvironment.
‘The international community should take
proctical steps to improve the position of
developing countries with regard to debt,
trade, finance, etc. and help them with their
economic development. On the other hand.
10 country can afford 1o develop its econo
my in disregard of s pressure on environ
ment. Tt is . therefore, imperative to work
aut a development strategy that will ensure
2 virtuous cycle of the ecosystem 0 as o at-
tain a balance between economic growth
and environmental protection.

—— To protect the environment is a
common task of mankind as 2 whole. How-
ever, ceonomically developed countries bear
« growter responsibility. As mankind share
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sometimes trauscend national and regional
boundaries, w plobal approzch is in the
comraon interest of all countries and
segions, Historically, environmental prob
lems stemmed mainly from the excessive
consumption of natural resources and mas-
sive discharge of pollutants by developed
countries in  the voumse of  their
industrialization. Even today, their con-
sumption of natural resources and discharge
of pollutants, whether in lota} volume or per
copita  share, far enceed  developing
countries. Therefore, they should assume
major responsibility for the deterioration of
the global environment. Furthermaore, they
have greater economic strength and more
sophisticated ‘technologies for
cnvironmental protection. It is only natural
for them to undertake a greater obligatian
for ita solution. They should provide duvel-
oping countries with new end additional
funds and wwusfer technologies of
environmental protection under
concxssionl terms o help the latter im:
prove their own environment and partii
pate in the protestion of the global envi-
ronment, This is ouly wise for developed
countries Lo do, for it serves their own inter-
ests as well as those of developing countries.

-~ Inwrnational co-operation should
be based on respect for state sovereigaty. All
countris, large and small, rich and poor,
strong and wezk, are entitled to participate
in international wetivities relating to envi-
ronment and development on an equal foot
ing, Issues comcerning global environment
and development shuld be solved in such a
mannet 85 not fo prejudice o state’s inde-
pendence and sovereignty. Each country en-
joys sovereign rights over its natural re-
sources and biological speciss. It has the
right to draw Up its own siratcgies for
environmental protection and devclopment
in (he light of its national conditions and
adopt corresponding policies and measures.
AU the same time, n0 country should tap and
expluit its natural resources to the detriment

of the envirenment of other countries.

— Environmental protection and eco-
nomie desclopment wotid be impassible
without world peace and stability. Wars and
turbulence will not only inflict heavy losses
o lives und property, but also cause serious
degradalion Lo the eco-environment. While
promoling world environmental protection
and development, all countries should en
deavour 1o maintein stability at home, safe-
uard world and regional peace, setle all
disputes through peaceful negotiation in
stead of resort w force or threat of foree.

— In  lwekling  environmental
problems, considcration should be given to
both the immediate intercsts of various
counties and the long-lurm interests of the
whole wotld. At present, whil; paying atten-
tion.to such global environmental questions
as climate change and bio—diversity, one
should give priority 0 addressiug the prob-
lems of environmental pollution and
ecological degradation in developing eoun-
tries like soil erosion, desertificalion, ditmin-
ished vegetation, droughts and floods, Solu-
tion to these problems will nol only remove
2 seriaus threat to the epvironment and de-
velnpment of developing counteies, but uha
countribute significantly to the protection of
glabal environment and economic growth.
The internatinal community should under-
stand and support the reasonable demands
of developing countries in this regard.

China has been pursuing economic de-
velopment as s central task and adhering
1o the policy of reform and opening: up in
its socialist modernization drive, It now en-
joys sustainable economic growth, political
stability and national barmony and unity
The living stndards of the people Keep im-
proving. We in China pay much atiention to
environmental protection in the course of
economic development. We have made
environmentul protection one of our basic
state policies and mude unremitting efforts
towards this end. In light of the country’s
actwal conditions, we have devised a strategy
of synchronized planniag, implementation
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velopment, urban and rural construction,
and environmental protection, a strategy
that would bring hartmoeny ol cconomie, so-
cial and environmentsl returns. We have
adopted three major principles, . to put
prevention first, (o hold those who cause
pollulion responsible for cleaning up and o
strengthen environmentol control and men-
agement. We have improved the legal sys-
lem in respect of envirommental protection
and set up relevant organs at various levels
and an interminislerial coordination ugency
4t the national level. We have pooled the ef-
forts of various quarters Lo clean up urban
environment and to prevent and control i
dustrial pollution. We have conducted ex-
tensive education in environmental protec-
tion to awaken the whole nation to its im-
‘portance, We have vigorausly promoted sci
entific and tochnological research on envi-
ronment. Meanwhile, we have launched a
lasge—scale soil improvement campaign,
wihich includes building shelterbelts along
river banks, in coastal areas and areas prone
to sandstorms. The Northern Shelterbelt,
which is as long as 4,480 kilometres, has be-
come a green Great Wall against
sandstorms. More than 600 nature presecves
have been set up in China, covering an area
of 400,000 square kilometres and providing
effective protection to a large number of
rare wild animals and plants. In addition,
China’s family planning helps ease off the
tremendous pressure of pupulation growth
on enviranment. [n the past decade or more
sinee the introduction of reform and open-
g-up programme, China’s GNP has more
than doubled. Yet the quality of China's en-
vironment has remained basically stable, or
even improved in some arcas. Our snviton-
ment and development siralcgy suited (o
China's condition has proved (o be suceess
ful. However, China is a developing country
and its economic strength is limited. Like
many other developing countries, China ro-
gards it 4 long—term, arduous task 10 ad-

dress issues concerning economic develop-
ment and enviconmental preotection.
China’s environmental problems  are
part and parcel of the global problems.
China s keenly aware of its responsibility
and role in the protection of the earth’s
ceosystom. So it has attached improtance to
and taken an active part in the UN—spon.
surod discussions concerning environment
and devclopment. I hus signed a aumber of

relovanl . internationsl conventions  or
agreements. Last year, China hosted the
Ministerial  Conference  of  Peveloping

Countries on Envitonment and Develop-
ment, at which Beijing Doclaration was
adopted. This is « posilive contribution
China and other developing countries have
made to the promotion of world
environmental protection and development.
We have also established China Co-opera-
tion Commitiee composed of well—known
Chinese and foreign figures who offer advice
in these two areds. This gives expression to
China’s sincerity and resolution in tackling
the environment and development issues.
We will further implement the policy of re-
form and opening-up, assimilate and draw
on all achievements of human civilization,
accelerate the pace of economic growth, and
at the same time do  good job in our
environmental pretection. We stand ready
to undertake international responsibilitics
and obligations compatible with our devel
opment level and expand international
co—operation in the world environmental
protection and development

There are a lot 10 be done and many
difficulties 1o be  surmounted  in
environmental protection and development.
But T am conviced that, as long as ali coun-
triea hely each other like passengers in the
same hoat, conduct fruitful co-operation
and work hard, It is possible ta protect the
global environment and expand economy at

Since 1970s Chioa has entered a new
period of socialisl comstruetion. With the
implementation of the policy of reform and
opening to the outside world and the
accelaration of the economic growth,
enviromental protection in China has been
given high priority. National palicics have
been worked out to protect envrionment,
ecology.land and natural resources. After
ten years of practical work, China hay for-
mulated the strategy of integration of social
and  economic  development with
environmental protection, and three main
specifie policies with emphasis on strength-
cming management, namely: combining pre
vention with control while keeping the main
(hrust on prevention, requiring whoever
causes the pollution 10 control it and
strentheving  environmental maagement.
The major measures adopted 1o strengthen
‘management is to enact laws and set stnd-
ards. Up till now China has promulgated a
series uf special laws and regulations on
environmental protection, such as “Law of
thé  People  Republic  of  China
on Environmental Protection”, “Law  of
the People’s Republic of China on Land and

10—

Water Protection”, regulations on the pro-
tection of wild animals, detailed regulations
on the prevention and control of 4ir pollu-
tion and etc.. The Chinese government hus
made tremendous efforts to protect envi-
sonment and in recognition of this, The
United Nations presented Mr. Qu Geping,
director of the China’s Cnvironmental Pro-
tection Bureau, with the UnitedNations’
highest annual environmental award-—
Sasakawa Internatioal Environmenlal
Award—on June 6, this year.

The following are some facts about
s environmental protection work
The environmental conditlons aeross the
countey has been relatively stable.

According to the communique of Ch
ins’s Environmental Protection Bureau, in
1991 the environmental situation on the
whole was relatively stable while the econo-
my maintained a steady growth. In some
sreas pofiution was brought under control
to various degrees. In other places there way
a marked improvement in ecology. In cities.
pollution was mainly caused by coal
burning, and the emission of surphur
dioxide inereased with more acid rain fell

[image: image12.png]on ces than in 1990 The
urganic pollutants in _dischargerd  waste
war increased and there exsisted srions
pallution in the sections of fivers thal Mow
through citics. The land surface of some cit-
es sank and pollution caused by township
enterprives bucame mare serious. However
the environment was litle affected by
man-caused  radiation.  Last winter was
noticeubly warm in most part of the
country. There were serious flood and
drought in some regions, more landslides
and mud—rock flows than in ordinary years
and 10 million hectores of Jand was dam
aged by industrial pollution and wastes of
cities. [n spite of all these worrying aspects,
progress has been made in controlling indus-
triaf pollution owing lo active efforts exerted
by various governmental departments both
at local and central levels. The emission of
waste gas inte atmospherc has been kept at
the level of 1990. The volume of discharged
industrial dusts has dropped sustantially
and the content of heavy metal and toxic
materials in the industrial waste water has
been reduced or controlled. The quality of
water in major rivers , lakes, rscrvoirs has
been fairly good and the most part of the sea.
of the country has been maintaioed in good
conditions. The utilization of the industrial
waste has gone up and the land oucupicd by
them reduced. Greater attetion has been
paid to paliution caused by township enter-
prises. The coverage of forests and the arca.
of natura) preserves have all expanded with
the Tatter ocoupying 5.6% of the land of the
country.

The quality of urban environment has
been gradually impraved.

According to the statistics, about 32
key cifios under major envrionmental pro-
tection programs, the density of suspended
particlos in the air has dropped from 524
‘micrograt e square meter in the period of
the Sixth Five Year Plan to 476 microgram,

and more than 500 noiss control areas have
been set up. For many years the volume of
fhe discharged indusizial waste water has
Teen stablized at the level of 24.9 billion ton
a year and the utilization ratc of solid wastes
has increasd from 262% lo 29.3 %. The
supply capacity of 1ap water has increased
by 167.7 million tons, gas by 5.3 million cu-
meter per day, heat by 48.2 square me-
ters. A 6900 kilometer drainago pipeline sys-
tom as been newly buikk thus raising the ca-
pucity of sewage treatment by more tnan
154 tons 2 day. The per capita public grezn
arca hias expanded from 2.8 square mcters to
3.8 meters. In general, the environment pro-
tection wark has begun to change from
qualilative mamagement 1o quantalative
management

Ecological Environment {n some regions
has been improved.

According to o report by the Cenier of
Ecological and Enviromental Research of
the Chinese Academy of Sciences, over the
past two years the controf and prevention of
pollution hus heen further improved owing
to the implementation of vatious laws, regu-
Iations und pulicies. High priotity has been
given to prevention, protection and supervi
sion and the practice of em phasizing control
10 the disregard of prevention has been cor-
rected. In 1990 more than 74% of industrial
boilers and furnaces were improved to re-
duce the espission of waste gas and cinder,
and 62% of waste gas from production was
purified, registering increases of 39% and
4.7 % respectively comparcd with 1989. In
1990, China afforested £2.92 million mu (15
rmn equals 1 hectare) of land and now has
465.15 million my of man—buill forest with
an average net increase of 5% annually. The
comsumption of forest resources in 1990
came down by 20 million cubic meters as
against 1989, and in more than S0% uf the
provinces and autonomous regions. the
growth rate of forests has excecdud rheir
consumption rate. At the same lime, Ching
hus controlled soil erossion in 795 million
mu of land, achieved initial results in im-

land, 60 milfion mu of alkaline land and 30
million mu of loess and red land and buile
495 willion mu of farming land with high
and stable yield. There are now 900
ecological agriculture bases throughout the
country. However, the report also points out
that although there has been some im-
provement in regional ecological envisoment
e low utilization rate and waste of re-
saurees have ereated serious pollution in the
country. Fnergy, metal and metallurgical
industries continue to turn out large quanti-
ty of solid waste and eity garbage s also a
dillicult problem in the environmental pro-
wetion. Becaus: the averuse of underground
waler the sinking of the bnd surface in some
citios tras bicom inereaingly pronounced.

Remurkable chivements have  heeen
scored in soil and water consersatio

Over the pust ten yroas, China has
seored remarkabli chievements in soil and
water conscrvation. T s cabarked an a
soil ervssion control drive on 4 total area of
500 million mu which covers 9000 rivers,
and has accomplishod soil erossion control
program 300 million mu including 110 mil
lion mu along the Yellow River, which
amounts 1o the total area brough! under soil
erossion control over the previous 30 years.
According Lo the statistics of water conser-
vation departments, over the past 40 years
Chiny has undertaken comprehensive water
and soil conservation programs in 2 total
area of 790 million mu and retined 35.5 bil
lion tons of erth, consequently generating a
total output vaiue of 63 billion Chinese
yuan. At the same time, significant progress
has been made in building protective forest
belts in China’s northern part, the middle
and lower reaches of Yangtze River and the
coastal region as a total area of 270 million
mu of land has been afforested. This has al
ready played a very important role im-
proving the ecological environment.

The sdministrative institations aod 2
contingent of scientists and technical person-
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nel working for the protection of the environ-
ment have been established and peadually im
proved,

In order to advance environmental pro-
tection in China the administrative institu-
tions for environmental protection have
been established at the central, provincial,
city and county levels employing 70,000
people. At the sumetime, more than 2039
monitoring stations have been built to pro-
vide timely information on environmental
conditions.  In addition, large-and
medium-sized enterprises have buili theif
own environmental institutions.

Since 1970s when China sturted its sci-
entitic research on environment over 200 re-
search institutions have been set up with
17.000 scientists and technical personnel,
and the field of research has expanded from
conducting surveys ou sources of pollution .
Dasic rescarch and preventive tcehniques to
regional comprehensive prevention and con-
trol, natural wnd ceological engneering, At
the s time toscarch on assessing the
background value, the volume and quality
of environmen! have also been conducted
Every year thre are more than 400 scientific
und lechnological achievements applying for
uwards, China has built 33 targe—and me
dium sized laboratories including the Asia
largest  emvironmental  hole  and
photo -chemical fume device, and has lso
reached the world advanced level in stud
ying the law governing the moyement and
transformation of air, water and toxic
wastes as well as in ecological simulation.

feature of the socialism with
Chinese characteristics and is

cight-hundred-million

Now foce in cural ereas.

Chinese  peasants.  Since
19805, township enterpriscs
have expanded rapidly repre-
senting @ major remarkable
achievement of the nation’s
reform and opening to the
outside world. According to
some statistics, in 1991,the
total  owput  value  of
township  enterprises  was
more than 1100 billion yuan,
out of which the output value
of industry was over 850 bil
lion yuan, profits and taxes
100 billion yuan. As a result,
the ontput value,  profits,
taxes and foreign exchange
anings all increased subst
«antially. Constituting a major
propurtion of the nation’s
medium—and smali~sized en
(erprises. township enter-
prises huve become an indi
spensible driving force for

ihe national econotic
growth, a major pillar for ru-
ral cwonomic and social de-
velopment, an  important
source for state  revenue,
peasant’s income and foreign
exchange  camings.  They
have contributed 1o the sta-
bility of the rural areas and
the nation #s @ whole. The
achievements of lownship en-
terprises have greatly im-
proved the living standard of
the sural population, consol-
idated the Worker and Peas
ant Alliance and the political
power of the government at
the grass—roots level in the
countryside, increased input
into agriculture and nar
rowed the gap between usban
and rural areas. The rapid
development of township en-
terprises has also turned

Every
year it sends out a huge
wmount of agriculture pro-
duce Since the implementati
on of the policy of reform
and opening to theoutside
world, peasants who have til
led the land for many genera-
tions have diverted, on the
basis of managing well their
land, part of their labour,
marerials, and funds to the
second and tertiary industries
and  havecomprehensively
utiized vrious rural re-
sources. Statistics show that
on the average, there is one
township enterprise in every
wo to  thwe  squarc
kilometers and the number of
workers employed is 9 mil-
lionseven Limes more than
the tolal mumber employed
by the state—Tun enterpriscs
in the provinee.

The most important fre-
tor lending 1o such « rapid
growthof township  enter-
prises hns been (0 suil meas-
ures 1o local conditions. kn
future, township enterprises
will develop largely along the
following four lines: deep
pracessing of local agricul-
ture produce, utilization of
local natural resources, man-
ufacturing of matching prod-
uts for large— and medium—
sized  enterprises, develop-
ment of export oriented

goods. It is the hope of
thecentral government _that
township enterprises will ear-
mestly implement the state
volicies especially the indus-
rial policies and avoid over-
laping construction projects,

Al present, the devel
opment of township enter-
prises is not evenacross the
country. There has been fast-
er growth in Jiangsu,
Shandong,Zhejiang
Guangdong and other coast-
al provinces and in compari-
son, the western part of the
country is Iagging behind due
to lack of  qualified
personnel.managerial cxperi
ence, funds cte.. Township
enterptises are predominenily
owned by collectiven but
there are somcowned private-
Ty as well, Tn future township
enterprises must continue o
altach greal importance 1o
the input intoagricullure and
1 the development of social
wility undertakings so as to
improve social security . cul-
wre and oducation , and the
living standard of the peas
ants.

Foreseeing the prospect
of township enterpriscs, spe-
cialists in China hold that
forther  development  of
township  enterprises  will
have profound implications
on China’s economic, politi-
cal and social life in the com-
ing decade, and this can be
summarizedinto the follow-
ing lines: They will provide
50-60% of thenet increase of
China’s gross social output

value, growth industrial out-
put value and GNP, i
cludingl00  billionyuan foc
agriculture, 120 billion yuan
for various undertakings in
rutal areas and two thirds of
the net income of the peas
ants. All this will play an im-
portant role i ensuring fhat
the Chinese peasants will live
a relatively well- off ife. The
developrent of township on-
terprises, will also creale 60
million jobt | thus accelarat-
ing the transfer of the surplus
sual lahour force L the seo-
ond and tertiary industries.

Tn short , China will
make active efforts t sum up
experience , overcome diffi
cultics in the process of de-
velaping township enterprises

[image: image16.png]The Basic Principles
for Peacekeeping Operations

— Proposed by the Chinesc Representative in the UN

Al the Adhoo Commit-
tee Meeting of the UN Peacs
Keeping Operations Chincss
Representalive Wan
Jingzhang proposed al the
ouiset some principles for
peacekeeping operations in
order fo make them more
reasonable, effective  and
workable.

Wan Jingzhang pointed
out that the UN’s role in di
plomacy of a preventive
character should be strength
ened. Peacekeeping opera-
tions had been playing an
increasingly important role in
the relaxation of regional
tense situations and in the
peaceful sewlement of e
gional conflicts, and had be-
come one of the major means
for the United Nations to
maintain international peace
and security. 1t is very impor-
tant, after the out—break of &
conttict, for the United Na-
tions,through  peacekeeping
operations, to assist the par-
s coneerned to find ways to
pedcefu] settiement, to elimi-

nate the disputes and restore
peace at an early date. How-
tyer, it would be more con-
ducive to the maintenance of
intemational peace and secu-
ity if a crisis were resolved, a
conllict prevented  through
‘mediation and intervention.
He held that UN’s role
in engaging in diplomacy of 2
preventive chumeter should
e guided by the puspose and
principles enshrined inthe
UN Charter ad should 1e-
flect the collective will and re.
sponsibility of the interna.
tional communily: it should
respect the sovercignty wnd
will of the counlrics con-
cemed and not inteferc in the
internal affairs of the partivs
concerned; it should sel as 4
presequisite  the  request
raised by or agreement and
cooperation reached
inadvance by the parties con-
cerned for seading 4
fact-finding-mission or for
adopting peacekeeping oper.
ations so as to strengthen jus
tice and effectiveness; and it

should respect the means of
peaceful settlement chosen by
the parties concerned in pre-
ventive diplomacy.

Wan Jingzhang belioved
that the efficiency and
effectiveness of peacekeeping
operations should be im-
proved so as to acomplish the
tasks on time or in advance
o the most effective, eco-
nomical and fruitful manner.

Finally, he pointed out
that China attached great
importance to the work of
UN peacekeeping operations
and had participated in $
projects. Recently China had
sent a 400-member military
cngineer brigade to
Cambodia and had sent mili
tary ubservers to work in the
UN Cunhodian power or-
gans. China would like to
meke continuous etforts to-
