RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN NU.

SECURITY

In recent years, the international situa-
tion has undergons tremendous changes and
is now at & msjor turning point. The old
world structurc has crumbled, and the now
ong s yet to take shape. The old blance in
the world has been deflected and a mew
round of division and realignment has start-
d.The disinlcgration of the Soviet Usion
‘marks a turning point in the transitional po-
riod towards « multi-polar world structure.
The tense confrantation between the two
‘main military blocs has come to an end, and
some regional problems have becn ar are be-
ing serled. However,tho existing factars of
lension  have  not totally
climinated and more new factors of instabil-
ity have cropped up. The world is by no
means tranquil.Peace and development,the
wo major issucs with which the world has
been confronted for many yearshave ro-
mained unsolved. The international com-

heen

‘munity is more anxious to sce the establish-
ment of a new intcrnalianal political and
economic order.

2. Arms control and disarmament, in-
cluding nuclear arms control and disarma-

ment, aze important means ta achicve inter-
national peace and scourity. The rcalization
of effective nuclear disarmament will can-
tribute to the relaxation of intcrnational ten-
sion and the alleviation of contradictions
and confrontations, thus promating interna-
tional peace and sccurity.

REVIEW OF STEPS TAKEN IN THE
NUCLRAR DISARMAMENT PROCESS

Tn recemt yearsthe long-standing
stagnation in the field of international nu-
clear disarmament has been somewhat im-
proved und some initial results have been
achicved in the endeavour for nuclear dis-
armament. The United States and the for-
mer Soviet Union made some headway in
their bilateral auclear disarmament negotia-
tions. Afier lengthy
finally concluded a treaty on the total de-
struction of all their intermediate—range and
shorter— range missiles and an agreoment on
the reduction of their strategic nuclear

ncgotiations,  they

weapons. The Iwo sides also declarcd,
respectively, their plans for pertial reduction
of their tactical nuclear weapons and nu-
clear confidenos—building measures. The
Usited Statcs and the Russian Federation
have put forward successively proposals on
further reduction of strategic nuclear Weap-
ons. Al of thesc are welcome developments.
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and limited, and they still have a long way 1o
ko in the process of nuclear disarmament.
The above-mentioned agrecment on reduc-
tion of stratcgic nuClear Weapons is yet to b
ratified and implemented, and othes plans
and proposals negotiated and materialized.
1o is the hope of the international communi-
ty that relevant cauntrics of the Common.
wealth of Independent States will continue
to cooperate clfectively with cach other in
arder 1o enwire the safety of nuclear weap-
ons and prevent nuclear praliferation. Tt ix
obsious that cven after the countries pos-
sessing the largest nuclear arsenals have cut
thelr unclear arsenals in acvardance with
theit agreements and announcoments, they
will still possess the largest number of nucle-
ar weapans in the world, Which cantinus to
be & scrious threat to international security
and are g1l more than enough to destroy
the whole of mankind severa] times over.
Their arms alks have so Tar focused mainty
on the question of quantity, and the qualita-
tve Smprovement of theit Auckear amma-
ments has not come 1 a halt. Meanwhile,

they are still developing spacs weaponry by
applying the most sophisticated seicntific
and techaalogical achicvements, and com-
sidering building jointly a so—called global
defence system againsl nuclear weapons.
“This will inevitably exicnd the current arms
xace to wuter space, therchy adding a ncw
threat o world peace. Therefore, they sull
have a special responsibility in nuclear dis-
amament,

MEASURFES FOR THE
ACCELERATION OF THE NUCLEAR
DISARMAMENT PROCESS

The aceeleration of the nuclear disarm-
ament process should make complete probi-
bition and thorough destruction of nuclear
wenpons its final objective, Tn order to real
ize this lafty target, countrics with the lary
et Duclear arsenals should assumo their spe-
cil responsibility 1o’ teke the lead in halting
the testingproduction and deployment of
nuclear weapons and drastically cut all types
of nuclesr wekpons deployed at home and
abroad, thus creating conditions for con-

vening a broadly represcnlative internation-
al conference on nuclear disarmament with
the participation of all muclear—weapon
states.

Al the nuclear weapans cut by the
above—mentiancd countries should be de-
stroyed and the nuclear warheads duly dis-
poscd of s0 as To guarantee Yhal \hey will
not be used again for military purposes.
Such reduction und destruction shouid not
be confined merely to the puclear weapons
o their termiories and in Ewrope, but
should aso include those deployed by them
in the Asia—pacific Tegion 30 a3 i facilitase
peace und security in all segions of tho
waeld.

3. Since a puclear—test ban and nuclesr
disarmament are closely linked, the abjc-
tive of & comprehensive nuclear—test ban
should be reached within the context of an
effeclive nuclear disarmament process.
Countrics possessing the largest nuclear ar-
senals have conducted the most muclesr
tests, numbering about 1,600 to date. There-
fore, they have the obligation to take the
lead in halting all nuclear tests and carrying
out drastic nuclear disarmament 50 s 1o
create conditions for 8 comprchensive ban

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on nuclear tests. Other cauntries concerned
may , in line with their own national candi-
tions, give positive consideration 1o parsici-
pating in the international seismological da-
1a exchange experiment 0 as to aceumulate
cxperience for the future establishment of 31
international verification systcen for & con-
‘prehensive nuelear—iest ban,

4. Pending the realization of complete
prohibition and thorough destruction of nu-
clear weapons, a3 an effective measure for
the provention of muclear

6. Major space powers should balt the
arms race in outer speace and the develop-

ment  of spacc  weapons, especially
nuclear—related space weapons.
7The  prevention  of  nuclear

proliferation is & measure in the nracess to-
wards. complete prohibition and thorough
4

destruction of nuclear weapans. The preven-
tion of nuclear profiferation will contribute
to the maintenance of warld peace and socu-
tity. The prevention of auclear prolifcration
is linked with nuclear disarmament , and
they are complementary to cach other. Ma-
jor progress in the field of nuclear disarma-
ment can genuinely streagthen the authority
of & nuclear nan—proliferation regime, while
the maintonance of an efloctive mucicar
non—prolifcration regime can vreate favour.
able conditians for completc climination of
nuclear weapans.

Prevention of nuckar proliferation and
acccleration of the nuclear disarmament
pracess showld nol be & hindrance to jnter-
natioual cooperation in the peaceful uses of
nuclear energy. The adoption of apprapriate
measures by (he parties cancormed in the
cooperation la prevent the proliferation of
muclear weapons, including nuckar explo.
sive devices, constitutes a prercquisite for
any successful cooperation in this respect.

nuclear-weapon—free  7ones

concerned in different tegions of the world
in line with the actual conditions of their

respoctive epions is conducive to muclear
disarmament and the security and stability
of all regions.

9.in parallel to nucloar disarmament,
drastic should be made in
conventional armamaments. Nuclear and
conventional disarmaments are  closcly
linked and complimentaty to cach other.
Rogions with a high concentration of

reductions

conventional armaments and countrics with
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countries with the largest conventional arte-
nals should 1ske the load in adopting con-
crete measurcs to cut their conventianal ar-
maments. The armed forces thus reduced
should be disbanded and weapons and
cquipment destroyed or turned 10 civilian
uses, They should be neither transfecred to
or sedeployed in ather regions, nor sold to
other countries,

10. Countrics with the largest arscusls
should, wi the same time, drastically cut
their naval and especially their naval nuclear
armaments and long-—range naval forces.

ESSENTIAL CONDITIONS FOR
THE ACCELERATION OF THE NU.
CLEAR DISARMAMENT PROCESS

The disarmament process, including
unclear disarmament, will inevitably be re-
strained and affected by the international
environment, The ereation of a peaceful and
stable international environment is condu-
cive to the implementation of effective nu-
clear disarmament. Thercfore:

1. Al countrics should respect each
ather's sovercignty, treal cach other au
equals, try to seck common ground while
putting aside differences, live in harmony
and eatry oot friendly cooperation.

2. No country should seck hegemony or

try 10 manipulate international affairs, ar
pursue power politics.

3. All states, large or small, sizang or
weak, tich or poor, should participalc in tbe
settleruent af international affaifs #s equal
‘members of the international commusnity.

4. Every state has the right to choose
independently its own social, political and
economic eystems and its own path of do-
velopment in the light of its own national
canditions. Ne country should inierfere in
tho internal aflairs of other countries under
any pretext or impose its own idenlogy,
values or mode of dovelopment on other
countsies.

S. Al countries should observe the
principle of mutual sespect for territorial in-
‘ekrity and inviolability of national borders,
and no covatry should be allawcd o invade
or annex the territories of other countries
under whatever pretexts.

6. Disputes berween Statcs should be
settled in & reasonable masncr by pesceful
means, and the use Of threat of farce is
impermaissible in inlcrnational relations.

ROLE OF NUCLEAR DISARMA-
MENT MECHANISMS AND THE
UNITED NATIONS

Full use must be made of the cxisting
bilateral, regional and multilatcral mecha-
nisms, including mechanisms within the
United Nations sysiom. At the same Lime,
these mechanisms could be improved and
nocessaty new mechanisms established in
fine with che changing sitwation asd o
quirements of the nuclear disarmament pro-
cess. In this regard, consideration could be
given to the relevant recammondations in
the report cntitlod “Review of the role of the
United Nations in the field of disarmement”
adopted by consensus at the 1990 session of
the Disarmament Commission.

In in-
ternational affairs , China independently
‘makes judgement , works out positions and
‘policies in light of rights and wrangs of each
case and the ercteria whether it is bencficial
10 the maintenance of the world peace , de-
velopment af fricndly relations among coun-
tries and pramotion of econamic prosperity
in the world. Regarding acts o interfering in
China's internal affairs and encroaching up-
on China's inderendence and savereigaty,
China adheres to principles and carrics out
the struggle with reason,to our advantage
and with restraini, Comrade Deng Xizoping
ance said: independence has been and will
be our basie pasition . The Chinese pople
cherish friendship and cooperation with all
countries and peoples ,but cherish more its
independence and sovercignty won through
long and arduous strugkles . No country

The Five Principles of mutual rospect
for each ather’s sovercigaty and territarial
integity , mutual non—agression , non-in-
terference in cach other's internal affairs ,
equality and mutuyl benefit , and peacefut
coexisteace first served as norms for han-
dling relations hetween states with different
sacial systers and later became norms for
handling relations between states with iden-
tieal socia) systems and beywoon all states.
‘They have been wiirtten inta ibe Chinese
Constitution.

“The Five Principles not anly reflect the
common aspiration of the great number of
developing countries , but also can fully
meet the ncods of the development of the
comtemporary international rclations.After
the World Wer 1T , the colanialized and
semi-colonialized countries won their na-
tional independence and demanded to
change the old international relations based
on colonialism and the junglc law , to estab-
lish and build new international relations .
All cauntries , big ar small, strong ot weak ,
rich ar poor , with different or identical so-
cial systems , idealogy and development
models , should enjoy squality , utual 1o
spect , friendly cooperalian and peaceful
coexisience .Athough there are diflerences
among countries , they must coexist and do-
velop in the same world. Therefore, there
should be a basic narm for every staic to ob-
serve . The Five Principles embody the most
basic ideas guiding international relations

intcenational relations . Propased by Chiga
and advocated by China, Tndia and Burma ,
the Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence
have been accepicd by most eouatries in the
world. They arc not anly affitmed in the
documents of the bilateral relations signcd
by China and over 100 countris , but alsa
Irequently quoted and affamed in the inter-
national conferences and many international
documents. This means the Five Principles
have becn commonly recognized as norms
for inlernational relations and has great vi-
takity .

Since 19805, the international situs-
tion has undergone dramatic changes, the
bi-polar strugture of \be internatiuonal
situation has come to an end while & new
paticrn s yet to take shape. Changing from
the ald structure to & new one the world has
cared & historical car af turbulance and
uncertainty.

These issues are
dlasely related to the prospority snd
destiney of the mankind and have become
the great slates.

China has been putting the economic
coopcration with Third World countries in
an impartant place in its foreign policy. Be-
sides vonducting equal trade of mutual
benefit, Ching also provides, within its ca-
pabilitics, cconomic and technical aid 1o
Third World covaties.

[image: image10.png]China restrictly respects sovereigaty of the
recipient countries and does 1ot attach any
conditions and demand any priviliges. China
srovides loass frec of intercst or with low
interest , and, if necssary, is ready 10 extend
the payment of the principal and interest in
order to reduce the burden of the recipient
countries as much as passible. The sim of
the aid is Lo help them gradually to cmbark
on the road af selfreliance and indopendent
development . When giving technical assist-
ance , China always make it surc that the re-
sipient countries’ personncl can mastor the
skills, China has continously explored ncw
channcls of mutually beneficia) cooperation
with Third World countries , bas shiftcd the
focus of strengthening cconomic relations
with Third World countries Lo conducting
economic and technical cooperation on an
equal and mutnally benefcial basis, and has
put forward four principles in this regard,
‘namely : eqaulity and mutual— benelit,stres-
sing practical results , diversity of forms and
common progress . China, together with
ottie Third World countrics, have been mak-
ing unremitting offorts Lo cstablish @ new in-
ternational economic order based on justice,
rationality , equality and mutual-benefit ,
and has been actively promoting dislogue
between South and North, the cause of
South-South cooperation and economie in-
tegeation .

‘basis of equality and mutual benefit. Com-
rade Mao Zedong pointed out that we
stould leam  good of all
countries, be it 4 vapitalist or socialist coun-
1ry. Comrade Zhau Enlai also noted that
self—rclignce did not mean closing our coun-
try to the international community, the de-
velopment of economy relied on both our
own ciforts and international cooperation.

[image: image11.png]torminated aid and most other socialist
countries suspended economlc and technical
cooperation” with China. The 10-year
Cultural Revolution brought our economic
contact with the developed countries to a
standstill .

China has entered & new era of devel-
oping socialist modernization since the
Third Plennary Scssion of the CPC 11th
Congress in 1978 . In light of the scientific
analysis of the international situation and
the needs of undertaking the gentral task at
home comrade Deng Xiaoping creatively
made the strategic decision of opening up to
the outside world , namely on the basis of
keoping initiative in our own hands and rc-
lying on our own effaris, to actively canduet
with 1l countrics sconamic caoperation ,
technological exchanges and irade , import
avanced science , technologies , methods of
‘management and other achievements as well
Funds and personnel , make use of domestic
and international resources to open up both
the domestic and international markets so as
1o speed up the socialist modernization .

Opening up 10 the outside and zctively
promoting foreign economic relations are
the objective requirement of developing sci-
ence and technology, which is independent
of man’s will , The China's policy of opening
P to the outside was made presisly to mest
this objective requirement , and is &n
incviable outcome of Deng Xiaoping's of-
forts to develop a new diplomacy and ostab-
lish & new structure of international rela-
tioms pioncered by the late Chincsc loaders
Mao Zedong and Zhou Enlai .

Ching has de-
veloped more and more economic , trade ,
tochnological exchanges and cooperation
with over 180 countries and regions in the
world, This has enhanced China’s self—reli-
ant capabilitics and promated its socisl
productivity . China’s development hinges
on the interantional cooperation , Given the
previous  cconomic  and  technical
backwardness Chine’s modernisation drive
Tequircs even mose OpoRing up 1o the owt-
side world. Comrade Deng Xiaoping point-
€ out that China's past backwardness was
precisely due to the fact that it closed itsélf
to international exchanges; carrying out
construction with a closed door can gel no-
where; and il was impassible to mske any
progress .

With their strong cconomic and mili-
tary sirength hcgemanists engage in power
politics, interfore, oppress and invade other
countries in an sitempt 1o dominate the
worid . Tn order (o nppose hegemonism and
power politics , China always holds that all
countrics, big or small , strong or weak , rich
or poor , are independent, cqual sovercign
states and equal members of the interna-
Gional community with the sight to parti
pae in discussing and handling intornatios-
al affairs, All international affairs should
not be monapalized by one of & few big
powers . Na country should try fo seck
hegemany ar practice power politics . The
big should not bully the small , the strong

should not domineer over the weak , the rich
should not oppress the poor. Every eountry
has the right, in light of the national condi-
tions, 10 choose its own sacial sysiem, ide-
ology and development model , and no
country should try to intorfere in the inter-
mal affiirs of others and to imposc on athers
its social system , values and development
models .

Hegemonism and power politics are the
raot cause of tension and turbulence in the
international situation , and the biggest

caaperates with other countries in peaceful
use af nuclear energy. China has acceded 10
the Non ~Nucleac Proliferation Treaty. It
has consistently respected and supportd the
relevant eountries and regions in theis cffors
to establish nuclear —free—zones and peace-
Tul zones ,has fimly opposed any country’s
invasion and expansion ;has demandcd big
powers to withdraw their troops stationed
abroad, and has stood for settlement of all
international disputes by peaceful mean:
China keops its words and has tsken lead in
drastically reducing its armaments and has
converted its miltary to civilian production
on & large scale . Al these help ta push far-
ward the process of the warld peace .

The world needs peace , peaple nocd
friendship , all countries need o develop

and mankind nood ta progress. These are an
iblc histarical trend. China will

irresis
unswervingly pursue the independent for-
cign policy of peace ,and make due contri-
butions 1o the canse of maintaining world
peace and promoting the progress of man-
Kind.

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[image: image16.png]Sino—US ties are imperiled by sale
of jets to Taiwan

US President George Bush's decision on
Scpt. 2 ta sell 150 F~16 fighter jets to Taiwan
in disrcgand of strong protests from the
Chinese Gaversmenl complcly violates the
August 17 Sino~US joint communique and is
undermining bilateral relations.

The US government committed itself in
the $ino-US Joint Communique of August
17, 1982, declaring it would seek 1o cacry out
a police of erms sales to Taiwan which will
not exceed, cither in qualitative or in quant.
tative terms, the level of thoss supplied since
(he establishment of diplomatic relations be-
tween the US and China, The US also com-
mitied itself to gradually ceducing its sales of
arms ta Taiwan over a period of time, t0 a fi-
nal resolution.

However, over the past decade, the US
gavernment has repcatedly ganc back an ils
word by continuing und cven upgrading ils
arms sales to Taiwan, in both quantity and
quality.

In rocent years, the United States has de-
cided to sell spare parts for thc “Patriot” mis-
sile and advanced offensive helicopters. Now
it has gone o far as to sell the sophisticated
F—16 fighter jet. The US governmant is devi-
ating farther and fanther from the principles
of the August 17 joint communique.

But the Bush administration has Faby
cated various excuses and lies trying to justily
its amms sale decision, which is seriously
jeopardizing Sino—US relations.

Washington bas said it will not sell
Taiwan weaponry that will pose military
threats 1o China and (hat the sale of F-16s is

merely for defensive purpases. Vet the F-16
aircraft is classified as one of the US‘mast so-
phisticated long—range offensive fighters,
which, many believe,throws cold water on
this claim.

President Bush has seid the United states
hiad provided Taiwan with arms needed for
reducing the tension across the Taiwan
Straits in the past few years and that the
planned sale of F-165 would help maintain
‘Peacc and stability in the region.

Vet the easing of tension in the sitation
acrass (he Taiwan Straits—— and the ever—in.
creasing cxchanges between people on both
sides of the Straits — are the outcome of ar-
duous efforis made by the Chinese Govern-
meat.

The US’ decision to sell fighter jets to
Taiwaa can only bring tension to the already
calmed situation across the Taiwan Steaits
and severcly damage peace and stability in
‘the region.




[image: image17.png]Taiwan authorities, in an attempt 1o real-
ize its schemes for *one China, one Taiwan®
or "onc country, twa gavernments,” has been
irying every means 1o buy various sophisti-
cated weapon from the Unite States and
some Buropean counties. The US decision is
likely to obstruct snd undermine China’s
cause for peaceful reunification.

‘Proxident Bush elso said its docision con-
formed American laws. Yet the United States
has committed itself in the August 17 Com-
munique to cut dawn sud eventually phase
aut arms sales to Taiwan.

T is a common practice in the interna-
Gional community that 10 cowntry should use
its domestic laws 1o counter unjustifiably its
international commitments, Morcover, the
August 17 joint communiquc of 1982 was de-
signed to ecaso the disputc beiween China
and the United States arising from the 1979
Taiwan Relations Act of Unitc States.

The Bush administration claimed that its
decision to sell F—16 Gighter jets to Taiwan
would help strongthen Bush’s position in
heading off damestic pressure for the adiini-
stration (o change its policy toward Chiny
and, thereby, help maintain and promate
US—China relations.

However, it is clear to everyonc that the
three communiques signcd by China and the
United States during the decade belween
1972 10 1982 served as the basis for the
normalization of relations betwcen the two
countries.

Running counter to the principles laid
down in those communiques, the decision (o
sell offensive: fighter jets to Taiwan will u-
derminc, not improve Sino—American rels-
tions.

‘Same people i the United States say
the decision came because Ching had pur-
chascd advanced fighter jets from abroad.
This is an even more ill-conceived argument.

Furthermore, in the United States, the
‘military expenditure per capita has amouated
to $ 1,250, whereas in China, it swnds at
merely $ 5. Given the cantrast, Washington
should have no right or reasan whatsoever 10
‘point its finger at China’s well justified efforts
to strengthen its nutional defence.

What should be pointed out is that
Taiwan is one part of China But the Uited
States has disregarded the strong opposition
by the Chinese Government and insisted on
selling sophisticated weapons 1o 4 province
that is temporarily separted from the country.
This is 8 direct infringoment of China's
sovereignty and & gross interference into
Ching'’s internal affairs.

The UN Conference on Disarmament and Security Issues in the Asia—Pacific Region
jointly sponsared by the UN Disarmament Office and Shanghai Institute far International
Studies was held in Shenghai from August 17 to 19 with the participation of more than 40
high-level gavernment officials, security and disarmament cxporls fram 18 Asia~Pacific
countrics as wel 43 observers from other regions.

The major topics of the Canference were issues of security and disarmament in Asia—Pa-
cific region in a changing warld. They included review of secutity and disarmament in the
Asia-Pacific region, securily in Norlheast Asia and Southeast Asia and measuses for ams
control. All paticipants discussed these issucs and offered some good views and proposals . In
the spirit of cooperation and undurstanding, the Conference reached the following common
views:

1. Due to the end of the bi-palar paticrn and the East~West military confrontation, the
danger of a new world war has been dramatically reduced. However the post cold war world

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2. Tn such A turbuleat world , the sitvation in the Asia-Pacific region, however, is moving
towards relaxation and stability and the ccanomic development is gaining momentum, But
there also exist some unstable factars in the region.

3, The Asia—Pacific cauntrics shauld strictly adhere to the UN Charter and the Five
Principles of Peaceful Coexistence born in the reglon, and develop relations and solving ex-
isting problems according o these principles.

4. As far us peace and security in the Asia—Pacific region is concerned multi-level and
‘multi-channel mechanism of dialoguc on scourity and confidence measures should be estab-
lished according to the diverse charactoristics of the countries in the region,

3. The Asia—Pacific countries should astach great importanc o the promotion of eco-
‘nomic cooperation including bilateral, regional and sub-regional cooperation. This is a major
factor for further pramoting regianal scourity and peace.

6. The UN should play an important role in safeguarding peace and stability, in facili-
Luting the establishment of mechanism of dialogue on security and confidence measures in the

Asia—Pacific region in the future.

Qian Qichen, state councillor and foreign minister, attended the opening ceremony. On
‘behalf of the Chinese government, he extended congratulations on the convocation of the
conference and made a keynote speech. Qian Qichen raised five point in his speech for the
purpose of thoroughly promoting regional disarmament and security, peace and
development. Ile pointed out , in order to realize modernization and facus on economic de-
velopment, China needs a long~term peaceful and stable international environment, pasticu-
larly in hor surrounding arcas.China pursucs an independent forcign policy f peace, It has
made maintcnance of peact in the region and the world at large the averarching goal of its
foreign policy and has taken development of friendly and good~ncighbourly relations with
surrounding countrics us its scl statc policy. Tt has make unremitting cffarts and duc contribu-
ions (o thal cnd.

disarmament cfTorts of (he internutionsl community. China’s military cxpenditure has always.
been kept at & very low level, much Tower than that of any othcr big power. So long as il
countries have gaod faith, trust onc analher, carry out active cooperation and make concerted
cffarts, there is every promise of peace, stability and sustained development in the Asia—Paci-
ic region in the 19905 and even the next century,

gion was held in Beijing in March 1987. The topics discussed in that conference involved is-

sucs of sccurity and disarmament in various regions of the world.
