1992 is the first year after the throe can-
secutive years of great shacks in the warld.
Tn the previous 3 years, a series of big events
includiag the dramatic change in East
Europe, the seunification of Germany, the
Gulf War and the disinicgration of the
USSR, have transformed the existing workl
sirneture. The post World War 11 bipolar
stracture characterized by the contention for
hegemoniem between the USA and the
USSR has come to an cnd. Therefore, it can
be said that 1992 is tho first year after the
end of the Cold War. Bul 1992 stll wit
nessed great change and dramatic events.
What is the real sitvation in the world?
‘Where does our planet £0? This has hecame
4lssuc of comman concern.

The implication of changes in 1992 may
well last for decades to come and some of
the problems remain unknown. However,
1o matter haw complicated the internation-
ol situation was in 1992, it is sill possiblo to
st itinto shape.

No Winwer in the Cold War

The Soviet Union-— one of (he
two superpowers disintegrated, and broke
up inlo more than & dozcn of indspendent
statos within @ mattor of 8 few months. Al
though Russia el exists and is quite steong,
it is beset with difficultics and will not be
sbic to reslare the power and prestige the
Sormer Sovies Union had, at least in a rela-
tively long period of time to come. The So-
viet Union which ance contended with the
USA for hegemany has disappeared.

‘What is about the USA? After the Gulf
War and the disintegration of the USSR,
some Americans became swollen with arro-
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gance and considered themsolves unexcelled
in the world and enthusiastically preachod
the establishment of “a new world order”
under its exclusive domination. But in the
year of the presidential election the slogan
* 1o establish new world ozder’ was soon
changed to “rebuild the USA. So, the direc-
tion of the wind shified drasticaily. Morc
and more Amcricans began fo sk
themselves what the USA had mctually
gained from the so-called “Cold War Victo-
vy*. Becauso they found the unemployment
rate inereased and their living standards de-
croased. The US economy has hoen severely
weakened by the cold war. Tn he public
opinion pell, the support rate of President
Bush, the sa—called *Winner of the Cold
War* has Fell dramatically from the pinnacle
of 90% 10 just a little more than 30% in &
Period of a year of s0. And at last President
Bush was defeatod by Mr. Clinton who ad-
vocatied “ the rebuilding of the US
cconomy” in the presidential campaign.
Actually this is a kind of criticism made by
the American public against the view that
the US is “the winner of the Cald War”.
There is no winner becausc the USA has
been badly wounded and tise USSR has dis-
appeared.

Some People consider Germany the
biggest winner sincc it achioved
rounification. Howevee the Germazs find
that the cost was 50 high as the proccess of
reunification was t00 quick, The German
government paid the cast part of Germany
150 billian DM in the first year aer the
teunification, 170 billion DM in 1992 and is
expected 10 give ancther 1000 billion DM in
the future. The cost of reunification plus the
aid 1o the former Soviet Union and East
Burope have put & crushing burden on
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After the end of cold war some
Westeners think from now an capitalism
will “dominate the world” and * history has
come to an end”. But soon they began to
feed the shock wave created by the dramatic
changs of the USSR and the Bastor
Furope. The contraditions ance covered up
under the bipolar structure have quickly
arisen. Especially Evrope has become an-
other unstable area in the world as the con-
fliets in the Balkans and Caucasas have de-
veloped into new hot epats. Europe has al-
ways becn a strategio priority of interna-
fional palitical struggles aud the turbulent
situation there bas aroused concern and
much anxicties among the world people.

Some New Developments of the Basic
Conteadictions

After the Cold War, the Westera Alics
have lost their cotmon “enemy” and their
intornal contradictions, frietions, dispulcs
and canflicts heve become ever more by
ous. The competition between the three coo-
nomic powers, namely the USA, Europe
and Japan is becoming increasingly lense.
Trade wars have taken place onc afler an-
other in “the fich countries’ club® (the
G—Seven). The worest financial crisis since
the ond of the Second Warld Wer happened
in the EC countries. Tn the European Eco-
nomi¢ Community, especially between
Germany and Britain there have boen heat-
ed arguments in coatending for a leading
roli in Buropean affairs. The struggle ahout
the establishment of “the Euro—Carps” by
France and Germany is just a cese in
paint.At the end of last year, the problcm of
agricultural products between the USA and
Europo nearly led 10 a big trade war, Tho
Miture to implement the Treaty of
Maastricht on January Tst, 1992 as provious-
1y scheduled hes Jed to big dcbates about the
European ecanomic and palitical union.

‘The social contradictions in developed

Gountriss have become more pranounced. A
Targe scale raclal conflict happened in Los
Angeles,USA. In Germany, there ocoured
the largest strike in the past 20 years. The
Fronch farmers have cantinued Uheir protest
and demopsirations on the US-Buropean
trade problem of agricultural products, In
Britain , coal miners also went on @ big
strike. The right wing anti-foreiga forces,
the remnants of Nazisr in Gormany end
other Europcan countries have begun 10 ise
their ugly heads.

There i8 anotber phenomenon that do-
serves attention, L. in the developed coun-
tries the treditional partes and their leaders
arc in "scrious populac confidence crisis”
and people suspoct the ability of these par-
ties and their leaders to deal with serious
domestic cconomic and sacial problems.
The ruling parties have been generally
weakened in national or local elections.

Political and social disturbances in the
capitalist countries are mainly duc to eco-
nomic problems. The Wesicm developed
countrics, fizstly the USA , Britain, Canada,
then France, lialy, Germany and Japan
have fallen ifito economic stagnation, reces-
sion of low growth rate.

The development in (hc South has
faced difficulties. The gap between tho
North and the South is getting wider and
wider.Having been afleeted by the dramatic
change of the USSR and Eastorn Europe ,
some African countries are politically in se-
tious turmoil. As & result, their development
has becn obstructed and their economy i in
a very diffioult situation. Furthermore, the
Western developed countries seize the op-
portunity 10 exert pressurc on the third
world countries. They add mare political
conditians 1o their aid in an aucropt to forco
their political syster, econime mode! and
ideology on thesc countrics. Meanwihile,
there have appearcd different lovels of de-
velopment in the developing countries.
While same countries remain among the
Teast developed and others are developing
into ncwly industrialized ones. Many third
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duct  and  strengthen  South-South
cooperatian.

While noting the new developments of
these basic eontradictions, we should also
point out that these contradictions can also
condition and coordinate each other, For
instance, the Western powers sometimes
havo sharp cantradictions due 10 their con-
tradictory intercsts , but under same candi-
tions they stil can coordinate with each oth-
et, and reach a campramise on the basis of
concessions. Of course, new contradictions
and siruggles will cmerge sround a new
problem,

At prescnt, varius world political
forces are in the process of disintegration
&nd realignment with all kinds of contradic-
tions overlapping with cach other. The in-
ternational relations arc beoaming ever
‘more complicated.

"The Rlse of National and R
tradictinas

Aficr the end of the Cold War, natianal
and roligious contrudictions in some arcas
havo arisen and even have lod to armed
conflicts and domestic turmoil in certain
countries and ffected regional stability. The
armed conflicts in the former Yugoslavia
and the CIS all have such characissistics
Nationn) and religious contradictions aré
interwoven, meking the situation even more
complicated and conflicts more difficult to
solve. The scparatists aften make use of the
cmotians of nationalism (o discriminate
aainst, oppose of attack ather natianalities.

Nationalism is an age—old sujet.
Historically, progressive struggles ta strive
for national equality and independence and
10 oppose forcign invasion have nover stop-
ped. After (he Seeond World War, the
large-scale powerlul national liberation
movement  and  nalional  independence
movement pushed history farward. But his-
tary also witnessed many nationsl wars
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which brought heavy disasters ta the peopl

Itis stll very important for many Third
World  countries to  safeguard  (heir
national independence, equality und di
nity,formulate development strstey uccord-
ing 1o their national conditions, rcsist the
model advacated by the West under the pro-
text of “global integration” and proserve
their national characteristics while living in
karmany and coaperating with otber ma-
tions,

AL prosent, there are two types of na-
tional problems in the developed countries.
Ong is the extremist right force which vio-
Jently attack foreigners under the banner of
natignalis; and advertise Neo Fascism,
This force have been strongly condemend
and appased by the countries, goveroments
and peoples concerned. Another is that in
discussing the European union peopie in
$0me countrics cxpress a strong desire for
independence, oppose 1o give up national
soverigaty and demand Lo maintain their
navional traditions and characteristics. This
is coanected with the effarts o safeguard
the people’s rights and interests in each
country.

The Big Powers Ate Reajusting Their
Forcign Policles

President Clinton is expected 1o con-
tinue the reajustment of American forcign
strategy which began in the late hall of the
Bush Administration. In the last 40 ycars,
the USA took the containment of the Soviet
Union as the sirategieal basis of ils foreign
Policy and carried out a long-scaic arms
race which cost mar: than 3000 billion US
dolless. As & tewit, the US economic
swength has been rolatively weakened.
Given such & background, il is possible that
the USA would make the [lollowing
readjustments in its foreign sirategy: la pay
‘more atlention to domestic issucs and to
make the *rebuilding of the US tconomy
the priority of its national strategy; to lay
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“ccanomic security’ in international rel
tions; to establish “equal’ ccanomic rela-
tions with its allies and will no Jonger look
after them as it did in the past for the pur-
pose of dealing with the USSR; 1o emphasis
ot burden sharing in political and
stretegic relations with its allies; 10 continuc
10 poss s the world leader and maintain its
status as the sole superpawer.

Germay, Japan and many other dovel
oped countries and third world countrics arc
also readjusting their farvign straicgy. Onc
of the clear characteristics is that they all fo-
cus their attention on domestic affairs and
develop theif  comprehensive  natiana)
strength and aims at gaining a fuvorable in-

termational position in the 2lst century.
Therefore, cconomic factor will become
Wighlighted in Tuture international relations.
Tt will be ever more imperative for the Third
World countries to seadjust their policies,
cxplare the road of domestic development
and sirengthen international cooperation.
The world wil still be turbulent in 1993
with different contradictions and siruggles
emerging in new forms. Hegemanism and
power politics and many. other unstable fac-
tors will stll exist. But at the same time, in-
ternational contacts and exchanges will be
strengthenod. [nternational economic and
trade compotition and cooperation will de-
velop simultancously, presenting both chal
longes and opportunities to every comutry.

Peace and Development:
the Two Top Priorities
on the International Agenda Today

The Quenstions of Peace and Develop-
meat Have Become More Promincat

The development of the world simation
of the past year shows that the two top pri-
ories pedce and development have hegame
mote promineat in the world.

Owing 10 the end af the bipolar struc-
ture of cantention for hegemanism between

of arms race of big powers and the decrease
of the role of the military, the outbreak of &
pew world war is cven mare impossible. But
at the same lime,new conradictions keep
cropping up, the national and religious con-
tradictions,originally suppresscd or covered
up by the contention for hegcmaniam bo-
tween US. and the Soviet Union sre sus-
facing or even sharpening very quickly. In
some regions these contradictions have re-
sulied in armed conflicts and civil war. The
srmed conflicts in the Balkan are continuing
and has hroken the record of no hot war in
Burape since the Second World War. The
internal ethenic canfrontations of the CTS
countrics and the Eastern European coun-
tries arc decpenning and hes cven led to
armed conflicts,and  Crechslovekia  was
splitted into (wa countries since the begi.
ning of this year, Tn the Middle East,the na-
tional and religious factional contradictions
have mot relaxed, the Arab—Isracl negotia-
tion has been confranicd with piles of diffi-
culties. The hol spots—Afghanistan,
Cambodia snd Angols originnally  cased
up, have wppesred lense again. The
discroiminatory acls against foreigners in
Germany and France have given to largs
scalo demonstrations by the peaple of raany
European countrics,The racial conflicts in
Los Angoles causcd scriaus damages 10 the
life of the peopl and the building there and
shocked Amerioa and the international
commualty. OF course,these conflicts and
war remain restricted 10 cortin arcas. The
Dationsl contradiction, territorial conten-
tions and religious disputes will make the
situation tensc fram time to timebut will
not lead to an all-round tension in interns-
doua! relations. All the ahove mentioned
facts show that to safeguand world peace is
sill the main task of the present world.
During the transition of the old pattern
10 & new onc the rolc of the military element.
is decreasing. And the cconomic develop-
ment hes become the focus of nationat sirat-
cgy and international relations of various
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couatrics, While still constituling Lo be &
main aspect of national sccurity,military
forcs s beooming more submitted Lo econ-
omy sccurity and restricied by economie
base. The intornational intercourse and
struggles are mainly carricd out in the eca-
nomic sphers,and the struggles are morc and
more resorted to economic meass. The diffi-
culties In the Uruguay Round trade negotia-
tion between U.S. and Europe o agrioul-
tural products,in endorsing the Maastricht
Treaty by all EC countries and in stabilizing
the European monetary systet are soflcc-
tians of the present international economic
struggle. The strength and international role
ol & country in the world arc no longer
‘measured by its military force alone,but first
and foremost, by its economic strength,
Whether a country's economic condition is
good or bad bas become an decisive factor
in maintaining internal stability. Thus,there
is & common recagnition that a strong or a
weak economy has a vital bearing on the rise
or fall of & couniry. In generalthere has
been a sirong sense of ungency,of seizing
opportunilies to develop economy. Taking
cconomic developmnet as the primary task,
<arsying out reform o renavetion, readju
ing internal and external policics to
strengthen cconamic development and striv-
ing to be in the advanced rank of the world,
ave become a stang trend of the present
world, The defeat of President Bush by Mr.
Clinton in the presidential clection shows
that in time of great transformation in the
world situation,the American public also
have a strang desired for a change to solve
their ceanamic problems. No sooner had
Mr. Clinton been elected to be tho new
president, he declared that he would devot
his utmost cacrgy ta solve economic prob-
lems afier taking the office. Other western
couniries also cxpressed their intention of
pushing their ceannmy out of the bottom
low, OF coursc, due 10 the shift of economic
difficulties by the wesiorn countirs 10 the
developing countries and their increased po-
litical Interfesence,the developing countrics

their sense of solidarity and self-reliance has
been stzengthened. They are paying more at-
tention to south-sauth coaperation and 1o
opposing pawer politics and irrational in-
ternational economic and.trade relations,

Thus, on the whole, there will b &
peaceful imemationsl environment for &
rather long period of time 1o come, and
peace and development are still the twa top
prioritics of the world.

Hegemoabsm and Power Politics Are
SHID the Main Obstacles to Peace and De-
velopment

‘The evolution of the past year's intcrna-
tional situstion shows that hegemonism and
‘power poiitics are stil the main obstacles of
the people of the world striving for peace
and dovelopment, and thus have been
increasingly resisted and opposed by the
countics and regions concerned,

With the end of the “cold war®, anc
superpower has dissalved and the other has
been weakened. In spite of the relativo do-
cline of Its national strength, the U.S. con-
tinues 1o pursue hegemonism. It claims that
¥ no one can replace its leading position
#and intends to establish a monopolar
warld uader is leadership ie. “Pax
Americana ¥ Some U.5. mass media even
advocate the idea of “stability under
hegemonism” saying that thero should be a
hegemony 5o that the world could enjoy
peace and peace could be guaranteed. But
numerous istortical fucts have proved that
if ane hig power daes whatever it likes, it will
bring no stability but only pose greater
threat to the world, Some western powers

do not observe the U.N. Charter and norms
of international law,do 10t seck solution 1o
disputes and difTerences betwesen countrics
by peaceful mesns,but only abitrarily and
indiscriminately stressod the use of military
means of the U.N. and other compulsory
measures againat its member countzies, in an
attempt to tur the U.N. iato & politicat in-
strument of big powess. This s a kind of
masqueraded power politics which,instead
of helping to solve confliotawill further
complicate the ituation.

The countries engaging la hegemonism
and power politicrare also energstically
spreading their values, ideology and oco-
nomic model. They take the acceptance of
theie acts and ideas as pre-conditions for
aid and caoperation. If some countries ate
againgt these pre—conditions,they will -
pose cconamic blockade or sanctions. They
also propagated that “humun rights ace
without national boundary*,*humen rights
is above sovereigaty”. The essence of these
ideas s that the internal alTairs of other
countries can be interfercd under the pretext
of "human rights". But this kind af power
‘politics is mosting stronger and stronger op-
‘Position from many developing countrics.

The development of the situation of the
past yesr shows that the dissolution of the
bipolar pattern did not wiped out the obta-
cks to peacc and developmen: of the
world;fegemonism and power politics are
still causing troubles. But the world neods
peace and the countrics meed 1o develop.
‘This is a common aspiration of the peaple of
the world.and no force can zoverss this
strong tide.

1992 saw great progress in China's re-
form and opening up. The economy shifted
from overall recovery to boom. The
achievements made ‘in reform, opening up
and cconomic development have  attracted
‘much attention. According to statistics from
departments concerned, the annual domestic
gross product reached about 2340 billion
yuan, 12% up over the previous year in
terms of constant price. On the whale the
social aggregate demand and supply were
balanced, with the supply of consuming
goods slightly over the demand and some
capital goads in shart supply.

Agriculture developed steadly, with the
rowth rate inereased by 3% over the pre-
vious year. The total output of grain hit
442.5 billion kilograms, with an incroase of
7.3 billion kilograms mor¢ than that of 1991,
Plagued by draughts and inscats, the cottan
production decreased by 10%. Bxcept for &
slight reduction in oil bearing crops the out-
Put of sugar, tobacea, homp, fruils and veg-
ctables all increased by different degrees.
The output of pork, beef and mutton wont
up about 8%, reaching 28.6 million tons.
The aquatic products topped 146 million
tons, with an increase of §%.

Industry and building industry wit-
nossed a high boom, The yearly increased
value was 1100 billion yuan, about 19%
more thaa that of the previous year. The i
creased value of the second industry consti-
tuted more than 60% of the total increased
value of the economy.

The tertiary industey speeded up its
pace of growth in every quarter of the year,
with an increase of more than 9%, totaling
660 billian yuan. Investment in fixed assels
also grew rapidly. Tn the first three quarters
of 1992, state owned units ahogether in—

vested 2414 billion yuan in fixed assets,
36.3% up compared with the same period of
1991, and it has been the highest growth rate
over the same period sinee 1986,

China's foreign trade developed at 8
higher speed. The total volume of import
and export increased by & big marginln
1992 the total wade volume reached $
165.63 billion, 22.1%more then that. of the
previous year, import sad export went up
18.3% and 26.4% respectively.

Both state revenue and individual in-
come increased. The tax revenue went up by
abaut 13%.

Reform for establishing markel mecha-
aism has taken a hig siep forward. The way
in which industrisl enterprises operate will
start to change from this year, and commer-
cial institutions will also change their way of
function on & large scale, Meanwhile, posi-
tive rosults bas been achieved in experi-

‘menting sharc holding system in enterpriscs,

Besides, housing reform, real eatate de-
velapment, stock sxchange, (uturcs markel
and sorial insurance system in China bave
also come into aperation.

Mr. Thomas, general manager of & joint veature
between China a6d Avstralia, studiea  production
sroblem with » Chinese teohnician.
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To reent years, the towmihip eater-
prises in China witnestod a sustained boom,
which has speoded up the  rural
industralization, Besides working hard in
agriculture, forestry, auimal husbandry
fishery mnd industry, the farmers have
vigorously  cstablished  business in
commerce, bullding indusiry, ransporistion
and services trades.

In 1987, the total output value of our
township eoterpriscs for the first time sur-
passed the output value of agriculture,tak-
ing the lead in rural economy. Since then,
the township enterprises have played an
increasingly importast role In our econamy.
At present, one third of the national indus-
trial output comes from the countryside.
Among the tural warking farce, there is, on
the average, onc out of neatly 5 people
working in township emterprises, while in
urban and ural worklog force, ane ont of
nearly 6 is employed by township
caterprises. The output value of the
township enterprises accounted for sbout
0% of the grass national praduct , and
they have became the mainsiay of China’s
modium and small sized enterpriscs, almost
receiving no investmenl from the state,

In 1992, the to1a] autpul value of our
township caterpriscs hit 1650 billion yuan,
with more than 150 billion as profits and
waes, Exporis revenue excecded § 20
billion, with the output value and bencfits
incressed at the tame pace. The major eco-
notulc indexes of different items rose more

Jhen 30% over the grovious yearTha total
output valus registered 1250 billion yuan ,
40% higher than the year before. The total
surnaver of sales and othor services were
about 1500 billion yuan , up 38%. The total
volume of export delivery registered moze
than 110 billion yuan, an increase of 65%.
Lot year hese were more then 100 million
workers warking in township cnterprises
with & nel increas of moze than 4 malion
compared with 1991. The productivity of
the enterpriscs has slso bocn promoted
greatly. The township enterprises in Jiangau,
Shandong, Zhejang, Guangdong , Hebei
«nd Sichuan have developed more quickly
and exicntively.

Acsording to the plan, the total output
value of the nation's township enterprises
will inerease by more than 20%, topping
2000 billion yuan in 1993,

The products of ¢ suraw weaving factory of Bangshan
County in Ashul Province s11{0r abroad..
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Tibet is spocding up its pace of reform
and opening up with good news constantly
coming from the cconomic sector. The 1992
cconamic growth rate reached 7%, the high-
st in its Ristory, The financial revenue has
surppassed 100 million yuan, 300% up over
the previous year. There have beet bumper
grain harvests for many years in-succession.
In 1992, the ouspul of grain was 600,000
tone, setting tho highest record in bistory.
The township enicrpriscs and the tortiary
industry developed at an average rate of
15%.

‘Now Tibet Is scizing the favorable op-
pottunity 10 boost its coanamy. Every effort
will be mads 10 raise the annusl average
powth rate to 8%, By theend of thiscen-
tury, Tibes GNP will rise from this
year's 2.3 billion yuan to 6 billion yuan.

To nttalp this gosl, Tibet wil take the
following four steps.

—— Better the industrial structure, so a3
to cstablish an cconomic pattern with
Tibstan characteristics a1d i line with

soclalist market economy.At present, the
utput of agriculture and animal husbandry
of Tibet accounts for aver §0% of its totai
output value of agricultiere and industry.
‘This shows Tibet has cvident features of be-
ing in the state of natural cconomy. In the
future, Tibet will develop & comprehensive
agriculture which combines kade, industry
and agiouiture together and lncludes farm-
ing, stock raising and processiag, 0 a5 t0
lead the food oriented agriculture und
mal hushandry to the road of commodity
sconomy. Tibet will make full ue of its tich
teaources, vigorowly promole the @ro-
cessing Industry which has both foreign and
domestic markets. Meanwhile, the township
enterprises will be the major channels to
boost the industrial development. Since
Tibet has great poteatial in the tertiary in-
dustry, 300n mew progress will be achieved
in service trades and tourism.

—Decpen relorm , fusther liberate
and develop sosial productive forces. Tibet
will make full use of the prefereatial policics
authorised by the central government, go all
out 10 davelop collective , individual , pri-
vate and cooperative economy, and. contin-
ue 10 implement the prefercatial poficies o-

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China Signs Chemical
Weapons Convention

On behalf of the Chinese Government Chinese State Coun-
cillor and Foreign Minister Qian Qichen signed the *Convention
on the Prohibition of the Development, Productian, Stockpiling
and Use of Chemical Weapons and on Their Destruction” on
January 13, and presented a Chinese Government statement to
the Depositary of the Convention, UN Secretary General
Boutros Boutros—Ghali. The major content of the statement is as
follows:

1. China has consistently staod for the complete prohibition
and thorough destruction of all chemical weapons and their pro-
duction facilities. The convention constitutes the legal basis for
the realization of this goal. Therefore, China supports the pur-
pose ,objective and principles of the convention,

2, The purpose, objective and principles of the coavention
should be strictly abided by, Regulations concerning challenge
inspections should not be abused. The national sccurity of the
signitory states and non~chemical weapon states should not be
impaired.Otherwise, the universal support for the convention
would be inevitably affected.

3. Countries with chemical weapons left by foreign countries
should conscientiously abide by the regulations stipulated by the
convention, and carry out the obligation to destroy these chemi-
oal weapons.

4. The Convention should play an effective role in pro-
moting exchanges and cooperation of trade, science and tech-
nology far pedceful purpose in the area of chemical industry. Any
Telated export restrictions that are not in line with the convention
should be abolished.

armchairs, a palace laniern hangiog from
the ceiling, several Chincse calligraphics and
paintings hanging on tho walls. Mr. Heba
grested the amazed guests with smile, hie was
wearing a black Chinese—stylo jacket with
buttons down the front— Beijing grandpas’
favorite clothes — looking like & kind
grandpa you can mest in every Hutong(al-
Ieys) of Beijng. Mrs. Heba brought in 2 pot
of jasmin tea for us then. The two hosts be-
gan to recount their story with China, which
moved me dezply,

In 1956, Mr, and Mrs. Heba came lo
China 10 study Chincse painting and wood-
cut in the Central Academy of Fine Arts,
They weré also the first graup of students
sent ta China by Egyptizn Government, Be-

fore caming to China, they were studenta of
the Cairo Acsdemy of Fine Arts and just
g0t married. They stayed in China for five
years, and even their first child was bom in
Beijng. They named the babygin

in 1961, they bought a sct of manogany fur-
nitures and took them back, in spite of tho
heavy weight, as they wanted to have a
Chincsc home in Egypt. All the Chinese cal-
ligraphies and paintings hanging on the
walls were the gits from  their
teachersamong them were very famous
Chincsc artist, fike Li Eeran, Yo Qianyu,
and Huan Zhou. Their works are very pre.

Not long ago, be published a
artical © CHINA, NO UNIFIED UNI
FORM?, cxplaining the revent develop-
ments in China. Before we left thcir home,
Mis, Heba gave e & shect of papor with a
telephoite number ox it. She asked me to
ring her best friend Jin Lianxiu up after I re-
turned, and tell ber they wers alf right, the
carthquake In October didn't do any dam.-
age 1o them.

M. Jin Lisaxin now works at the Cap-
ital Art Couneil of Sculpture in Beijing.
‘Through the telephane, she told what hap-
pened more then 30 years ago. When Mr.
and Mrs. Heba stayed herein Beijing, China
was undergoing her worse ecomommic difi-
cultics. There was a shortage of food, but
they never complained, iostead they often
comforted their Chinesc classmates. At that
time, the school ofien organized studsnts to

Altough they werw not asked to go, they al-
ways volunteered to take part in, and did
their best. Jin still vividly remembers,in a
winter, they came to @ small village and lived
in & farmer’s house. There was 1o heating in
the room at all. Tt was so cold that people
couldnt fall aslecp. Then Mrs. Heba came
up with & good idea. She asked Jin to come
10 her bed, so they could have two quilts 1o
share with. They felt warmer soon. The
other girls in the room followed suit. Such a
calleetive life made them good friends.

Nat lang afler they arrived in China,
they camc 1o Tove the Chinesc art, Far five
years, they cven didnL find time L0 visil their
motherland. They concentrated on learning
Chiness art, and made remarkable progress.
Mixing with the Chincss people for five
years also helped them to learn Chinese lan-
guags. Beforo they left, they could already
speak fuent and standard Chinese. They
spoke some tonguc twisters cven betier than
some Chingse, It was their love for the
Chinese art that helped them surmount such
difficulties, as inadequte living condition,
languege bacsiers, and homesickness in &
foreign country. ‘They brought home the
Chinese art and language , 8ad Joft behind
their love for China.

‘They left China in 1961. At that time,
they thought they would come back 5000,
Unfortunately, as loug as 28 years, China
was a distant dream for them, within sight
but beyand reach. But they never forgot the
country and their friends. Mrs. Jin told me a
story: i 1970s,when they heard the nows
that the Chinése Table Tonmis Team was
visiting Cairo,they immediately went to
watch their games, and tried bard to ap-
proach the Chinese players. They at last
found & chance to spesk With Zhuan
Zedong, the world champlon at that time.
They said to Mr.Zhuen,” please pass our
best regards to my schoolmates in the
Chinese Central Academy of Fine Arts, we
miss them very much’ A Chinese news-
paper soon reported the story, Mrs. Jin read
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the story with tears rolling down from her
eyes.

Mis. Jin will never forget their reunion
at the Beijing Airport in 1989. She and Mrs.
Heba warmly embraced each other, shed-
ding tears with joy, "the hug was so tight
that almost break our necks”. Mr.Heba said
to Jin You are sill that little girl*. Mrs Jin
answered:” Not any more, I'm already a old
woman with gray hairs.“After 28 years of
seperation, Mr. and Mrs. Heba at last came
Back 1o their “second hometown”, they felt
everything here both familiar and new. They
were exited ke children. They were eager
1o meet overy old friead, 1o visit every place
they had been. Mrs, Heba cven wanted 10
visit the hospital she bore her daughter
Xigohong 30 years ago. And on every occa-
sion they couldn’t hold back their tears. Sa,
they passed their happy and exciting stay of
a few days in Beijing with tears.

Last year, as the guest of Chincse Peo-
ple’s Association for Friendship with For-
cign Countries, Mr. Heba came 1o Beijing
again 1o attend * th Poople to Peaplc Dia-
Iogue between China and the Arab Coun-
trica".

For many days, I can not help asking
mysolf;why therc is & “Chinose Home? in
Lalro, and what kind of power has made the
twa Egyptian cherish such 2 doep affection
for China? Though timo has passcd, their
1ove for China has never changed. I thin, it
all boils down to the charm of culture, it s
culture that has acted as & bridge between
the peoples of the two ancient nations. Be-
cause Fin culture exists for ever, the influ-
ence and the charm of culture arc most pro-
found.

Before wo roturned home, Mr. and
Mis. Heba gave us a farowell dinner at a ses-
taurant near the Nile Rivor, Mr, Hoba s2id:”
8¢ an old Egyptian saying goes, the water of
the Nile will come back agaia, we hope you
will come back ngain.” Now, I cordially
wish Mr. and Mrs. Heba will often come
back to China, and see her new
development.
