VII. CHINA'S DIPLOMATIC
WORK

During the past five years, the
Chinese government has unswervingly
pursued an independent foreign policy
of peace,overcome many difficulties
and withstood the demanding test of
changes in the international situation.,
It has helped create an external envi-
ronment favarable to China’s reform,
opening up and modernizaion. It has
2lso contributed its share to the effort
t0 oppose hegemonism and power pol-
ilics, preserve world peace and pro-
mote common development,

Tn our diplomatic work it has
been a basic principle to establish and
expand  friendly  relations and
cooperation with all countrics on the
basis of the five principles of peaceful
coexistence, During the last five years
Ching has estabished or restored dip-
lomatic relations with 30 countries,
bringing the total to 155. China has
had increasingly extemsive contacts
with other countries and with the in-
‘ernalional organizations, and its pres-
lige in the world has steadily grown.
‘We have friends all aver the globe.

A key element of China’s diplo-
‘matic work has been to seck a peaceful
environment by developing
good—neighborly relations with sur.
rounding countries. China enjoys
good relations with all its neighbors,

Sino—Japznese relations have steadily

expanded on a sound basis. The tradi-
tional friendship between China and
the Democratic People’s Republic of
Korea has been strengthened, The es-

P

tablishment of diplomatic relations be-
tween China and the Republic of
Korea has 13id a foundation for the
all-round development of bilateral re-
lations. Tn restoring or establishing
diplomatic relations with Indonesia,
Singapore and Brunei, China has ex-
panded its relations with all the
ASEAN countries. Relations between
China and Viet Nam have returned to
normal. China has also strengthencd
its traditional friendship  with
Pakistan, Bangladesh and other South
Asian countries. Its relatians with In-
dia have markedly improved. Since
China has established a new relation-
ship with Russia, there are broad
prospects for further development of
bilateral relations. China has also es-
tablished fricndly relations and
coaperation with the independent re-
publics of the former Soviet Union. As
for the border issues existing between
China and a few other countries, some
have been settled; on others negotia-
tions ar¢ in progress and have made
headway. On the issue of the Nansha
Tslands, which belong to China, we
have proposed that the disputes be
shelved and the islands be exploited
Jointly. China is willing to work for
long—term stability in the area of the
South China Sea and for cooperation
there on the basis of mutual benefit.
China and other developing coun-
trics in Asia, Africa and Latin
Amgrica have sympathized with and
supported each other in their struggle
to safeguard their independence and
sovereignty, oppose interferonce by
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There has been & now expansion of the
Friendly relations and cooperation be-
tween thom. China has officially be-
come an observer of the Non—Aligned
Movement and has steadily increased
its ¢ooperation with the Group of
77.No matter how the international
situation changes, China will, as zl-
ways, sirengthen its friendship and
tooptration with the developing coun.
tries. This has been a basic principle of
our foreign policy.

China’s relations with certain
Western countrics are being resumed
and gradually improved after a gifti-
cult period. High—level political con-
tacts and consultations have begun,
and progress has been made in
cooperation in economic affairs, in
trade, and in science and technology.
We are ready to continu¢ to develop
fricndly relations and cooperation
with the Western countries on the ba-
sis of mutual respect, non—interven-
tion in each other’s internal affairs and
secking commot ground while putting
aside differences. China has always at-
tached impartance 1o its relations with
the United States. We believe that as
long as the U.S. government abides by
the principles set forth in the three
jint communiqus signed by China
and the United Statcs, the exisling ob-
stacles can be removed and relations
between the two countries expanded,

As a permanent member of the
United Nations Security Council,
China has always abided by the pur-
poses and principles of the Charter of
the United Nations and has always
worked to preserve world peace and
stebility, to promole the political set-
tlement of regional conflicts and inter-
national disputes, to push ahead the
process of world disarmament and to
advance the common development of
all countries. China has consistently

stood for the settlement of regional
conflicts through negotiation and
against the use of force and outside
armed intervention. China has made
its own contribution to the conclusion
of the Paris peace agreement providing
for the comprehensive political settle-
ment of the cambodian question and
hopes that the four partics in
Cambodia, bearing in mind the inter-
ests of the Cambodian people, will
achieve national reconcilistion and
peace. China is concerned for the
peaceful settlement of the Middle East
question and will continue to work to
accelerate the peace process in that re-
gion. We hope that the armed conflicts
in the former Yugoslavia and in other
regions will be settled equitably
throtgh peace negotiations.

China has consistently held that
effective, disarmament and arms con-
trol must be achioved in g fair, reason-
able, comprehensive and balanced
manner and has been opposed to the
use of either arms control or the sale
of weapons to interfere in the internal
affairs of other countries. Last year
China offically acceded to the Treaty
on the Non—proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons, and this year it signed the
convention on the prohibition of
chemical weapons—steps that drew
Tauch favorabie comment form the in-
tornational community, China wel-
comes the agreement reached by the
United States and Russia on the
START-II(Strategic Arms Reduction
Talks) Treaty and hopes that it will be
conscigntiously implemented.

China has always stood for great-
er international cooperation 1o pro-
mote  sconomic  development and
environmental protection. It has parti-
cipated in the Conference on Econem-
i¢ Cooperation in the Asia~Pacific
Region and is ready to expand its eco-
nomic cooperation with other coun-
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equality and mutual benefit. At the
United Nations Conference on Envi-
tonment and Development held in
Brazil last year, China proposed that
equal importance be attached to
environmental protection and to eco-
nomic development, a proposal that
has been endorsed by the international
community. We arc ready to continue
our efforts in this regard.

China regards human rights as an
important question and is ready to
work with the international communi-
ty to realize the United Nations pur-
pose of protecting and promoting hu-
man rights and fundamental frcedoms.
In the final analysis, the respect for
and protection of human rights is a
matter within cach country’s sover-
eignty. We are rosolutely opposed 1o
the use of human rights to interfere in
other countries internal affairs. We
maintain that the universal realization
of human rights and fundamental
freedoms can be elfectively promated
only when the political, economic and
social systems and the historical, refi-
gious and cultural characteristics of all
counirics are respected, and when dis-
cussions and cooperation on the qucs-
tion are conducted on an equal footing
and in the spirit of mutual under-
standing and seeking common ground
while reserving differences.

Fellow Deaputies,

The breakup of the Sovict Union
marks the ¢nd of the bipolar structure
of the world and the beginning of
multipolarization. It is likely that a
new world war can be averted for a
relatively long time Lo come. However,
factors leading to instability have
multiplicd, Some countries and rg-
gions are besct with grave political,
econamic and social crises, and ethnic
secession and armed conflicts there
have intensified. The gap between the

poor South and the rich North has
grown wider, Hegemonism and power
politics persist, The contradictions
within the developed countries, and
betwsen them and the developing
countries, have become more complex.
Warldwide economic competition
sharpens day by day. The world is far
from tranquil, and there are still major
obstacles to the achievement of the
peace and development all peoples
long for,

The people of ail countries have a
strong desirg to se¢ a new world order
established. The chinese governmeat
stands for the establishment of a
peaceful, stable, just and rational new
world order on the basis of the five
principles of peaceful coexistence, We
hold  that international relations
should be democratic. All countries,
big or small, strong or weak, fich or
poor, are equal members of the inter-
national community and have the
right to participate in the discussion
and stilement of intemational affairs.
A world in which the big bully the
small, the strong domineer aver the
weak and the rich oppress the poor is
not to be tolcraed. It must be acknow-
ledged that the world is composed of
diverse types of countrics, Every coun-
try has the right to choosc the social
system, ideology, economic modct and
path of development that suit its con-
ditions and 1o reject all intervention by
other countrics, International disputes
must be settled by peaceful means and
the use of force or threat of force must
be upposed. The current unjust and
irrational economic order must be re-
placed by a new econamic order based
on equality and mutual bencfit. The
Chinese peaple are ready to make un-
remitting efforts, together with all oth-
er peoples, to preserve world peace
and to pramote the progress of mar.

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IN A MARKET ECONOMY

The target of China's economic
Testructuring is o sct up the sysicm of a so-
cialist market economy. The choice of such
a target shows that China’s reform and
oprning—ap wnd s modemization pro-
gramme have eatered a new historical stage.
‘This will have wide—ranging and desp—go-
ing impact on various fields of economic
and social development in the country.

Environmental protection iz clascly
linked to the scale, structure, lempo and
technical level of economic development.
FHence, the shoice of target for economic
restructuring will #lso produce impact on
enviranmenal protection through different
aspocts af ccunomic developmint. Generslly
speaking, cnvironmentel protection must
focus an the contral task of cconomic con-
struction and correspond to the demands of
4 socialist market cconomy While actively
promoting  economic  development and
restructuring through its special work and
role in order to accomplish s proportionate
development of economy and environment,

To this end, we must da well in the fol-
lowing work at present: Firat, have a corract
undorstanding of the relationship botween
th markci cconomy and environmental
prolection. The purpose of establishing a
socialist market economy is to sllow the
market to play a basic role in sllocating re-
sources under the macro—control of the
state so that econamic activitics will follow
the law of valuc, This is cssential and abso-
Tutely correet farm the points of view of in-
vigoraling  cconomic  sctivities  and
efficiency, and promoting social progress.
‘Meanwhile, wo must be aware that, there

are places where macket regulation is of no
Telp. That is to say that it has ita awn inher-
ent features of spontancity, blindness and
unpredictability which can Iead 1o ceanomic
ups wnd downs, pelavization of insome,
environmental pollution and other conse-
quences. This is whal cconomists and
developmentalists call as “murkct de-efl-
ciency”. Therefrac, iL ix paintcd oul in the
report 1o the Fouricenth Pary Congress
that*we must realize that market economy
has its own weaknesses and negative sides
and that macro-control of the state aver the
cconomy must be strengthened and im-
proved.”

Take for an analysis the problem of
environmental pollution. In a market econ-
omy, the eaterprise, as the main body of the
market, is respopsible for its own
operations, losses and profist. More ofien
than not, it will proceed from ils own inter-
ests, 20 after maximum economie efficicncy
and give fitle thought 1o the impact on envi-
ranment and resaurccs in the long run, and
consequently, shifting pollution on the soci-
ey and inevitably bringing about a series of
environmental problems. Such had been the
case for the advanced countries of the West
in their dovelopment process of market
economy. Later on, they had adapted the
policy af strengthening statc intervention,
consolidated legislation, established power-
Tl organs for environmental protection and
set up a mechanism for strict monitoring,
thus achieving some reduction or improve-
ment of environmental pollution. History
showed that these were successTll measures.
Tuis only because the state has played u guid-

ronment has been improved. This explains
that “economic development depends on the
market and that eaviranmeatal monitoring
depends on the government.”

Therefore, it is absolutely essential to
strengthen the government’s function for
environmental management while devel.
aping the socialist market economy. The
idea that the arbitrary delegatian of power
for monitoring and management to lower
levels, loosening monitoring ar simply
maatling organs for cavironmental protec-
tion are 1o support reform and opening—up
is very lop-sided end harmful and it is also
contrary to the demand for strengthoning
environmental protection by the Fourteenth
Party Congress.

Sctond, eontinue to strengthen and im-
prove environmental movilaring and man-
agement. The completc sct of policies for
environmental protection of China with
“strengthening environmental management”
a5 the key link has mainly been formulated
and developed gradually in the process of re-
form and opening—up for more than ten
years, Tt has also been a period of time when
China/s ccanamic restructuring has gone
shead Loward expanding the scape of mar-
ket regulation. Hence, the change and de-
velopment of our cnvironmental protection
undertakings have been, on the whole, in
conformity with the establishment of the
system of a socialist market economy and
have been basically in lock step with it as far
as progress is concerned. In other words, in
& fairly long period of time to come, the ex-
isting policics for environmental pratection
wall still be basically applicable and should
continue 1o be followed. At the same time,
they must also be constantly improved and
developed in practice. For example, the
cight regulations far enviranmental protec-
tion prosently in foree thraughout the coun-
try are a condensed manifestation of China's
policies for environmentsl pratestion in
practical operations, which have been
proved to be elfective management meas-

——

ures through years of practice. In a market
economy, to contine o follow these cffec-
tive regulations seoms 1o be more imperative
and important than before for urging the en-
terprises to strengthon environmental man-
agement.

At the same time, the policies and regu-
lations for environmental protection, like
other policies and regulations, should b
timely readjusted along with changes in ob-
Jective conditions. Facing the new situation
‘of & sacialist market econamy, it ia neacasary
to systematically check on and clear up the
actusi contents of various policics, decrees
and standards that had been formulated in
the past. Those paris of contents which da
1ot conform 1o the prescat situation should
be abolished or revised in time while new
palicies corresponding to the situation
should be warked out without delay.

‘Third, the market mechanism should be
utilized in environmental protection. There
src many means available for environmental
managemcnt, g, legal, sdministrative,
economic, cducational, and et As
environmenla protection is largely the act
of the government, administrative means far
management will certainly be strengthened
for snvironmental protection, which at pres-
ent s generally trus in different countrics of
the world. Ching's eight regulations for
environmental management are basically
adminsieative means, except  pollution
discharge fee (IT pollution discharge permit
can be put on the market for trade, it is an
economic means). Therefore, in view of the
actual conditions in the country, we must ak
50 swengthen administrative means through
structures and magagement system. Howey-
er, it docs nat mean Lo rejcet application of
necessary economic means in environmental
management, On the contrary, we must
master and utilize market mechanism and
use more economic means in carrying fur-
ther our work for eavironmental pratection.
For in this way, it will help achieve
optimized allocatian of resaurces, speed up
technical renovation of cnlerprises, ccona-
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win  bewer ceonomic  cfficiency  and
environmental performance.

At present, to utilize economic means is
mainly to pay more attention to formulating
sconomic policies concerning collection of
compensation fec for environmental Te-
sources in accordance with the principle of
sctling & price for the use of resources. For
exampls, in some places where raw materials
are produced, environmental compensation
fees are collected for the materials (e.5.
caal)icarry out research on some preferentisl
policies of support ta environmental protec-
tion, such as preferential laass, ete., to push
forward our work for control of pollution,
comprehensive wtilization and cansorvation
of nature. Attention must slso be paid lo

home and abroad. For example, trade of
pollution discharge permit, fees for waste
water discharge, “three simultaneousncss”
deposit, solid wastes deposit, demonstration
Project allowance, and other economic
means.

How 10 do well in environmental pro-
tection under the conditions of a market
econaray is still something new in China.
We should be bold in lcarning from the
much successful experience that has been
achieved in advanced countries. We have sl
roady had 8 very good foundation for
environmental protection in China, Moreo-
ver, we have always paid attention to formu-
Iating policics according to Chinese condi-
tions. Therefore, we are fully confident in
Iurther promothing environmental protec-

tion under the conditions of a market ocon-
omy,

Last Docember, when intorviewsd by a correspondent from Xinbua in Abidjan,
AbuaorMs. Mukhamed Ashri, President of the Global Eavironment Fund said “China i
playing an increasingly important role in the protection of glabal environment and naturl ro-
sources. China has taken & very cooperative and constructive attitude in the Global
Environmet Fund and we expect that she will continuc Lo make countributions.” Mr. Ashri
said that China bas been active in domestic cnviromental protection and has one of "the best
institutions in the world”, China has made “praiscworthy” efforts in treating pollution caused
by eoal. Mr. Ashri has boen to China thres times. He said he noticed that Beijng had made
“pragress” in planting trees to control the sand blown by the wind. In the field of
enviranmental protection and development, China's environmetal protection institutions have
conducted more and more intornational cooperation and exchanges. In 1992, the National
Environmental Protoction Agency received more than 200 environmental pratectian delega
tions and scat 195 delegations involving 400 people to other countries.

Chiza took part in the important activities of preparing the UN Conference on Envi-
ronment and Development aad sent delegatians 1o particinate in the Global Forum in 1992
and a series of non-governmental activitics. Established in Beijng las year, the Interaational
Cooperation Commitiee on Chin Eavironment and Development s made up of about 40
outstanding Chincsc and foreign experts and scholars in the field of envirnoment and devel-
opment. Thoy have conducted quite a number of substantive studies on enezgy policies, pollu-
tion_ control, environment monitoring and biodiversity. China has participated in the
Northeast Pacific Action Plan and the Global Environmental Monitoring System and the
environmental protection cooperation in Northeast Asia. Ching’s cooperation with the USA,
Finland, Japan, Germany, Canada and other countries has also develaped stcadily.

1. The UN has endorsed Chi
to protect the ozone layer

To September 1989 Chinn joincd the
Vienna Intormational Convention to Protect
the Ozone Layer, and in June 1991 joined
Montreal Agrecment about the Ozone—De-
pleting Substances in the Ozone Layer. To
implement these two Conventions, Chint's
Plan to Gradually Elimingte tho
Ozone—Depleting Substances was formu-
twied and en rejated action plan was also
warked out under the sporsorship and
caardination of the Nationa] Environmental
Protection Agency.

The plan wes presented to the UN De-
veloping and Planaing Agency in February
and has beon discussed and endorsed by the
mecting of the executive committce of
‘multilateral Fund of the UN Bavironmental
Protection Agency, which regards the plan
a5 effective aad suitable” to Ching,

The mecting also examined
proved the firat five
reduce the ozone—depleting substances and
decided 10 present & contribution of 7.662
million US dollars to Chiza.

Now we are using 7 kinds of
ozone—depleling substances with an annual
consumption of 48,239 tons. China is ap-
plying for the Mulsilatersl Fund for the Ui
ization and Protection of Ozanosphere 10
wpeed up the development and use of alter-
‘native materials.

‘The first items on the Jist of eliminating
ozone-depleting substances are the electron-

s plan

ic components oleaning projects iz Dalian
Kinescope Factory and the Geacral Factory
of Tusing Equipment in Dandong.

980000 US dollars from the
Multilateral Fund plus some domestic funds
will be used to import advanced cleaving
techniques, technologies and alternative m
terials and to renavate the current clcaning
production line.

Tt is expected that these two pilot proj-
ects will be put inta operation by the ead of
1994, &nd will be able ta elminate
ozane~depleting substances by 100 tons a
year. China plans to gradually get rid of the
ozone—dpleting substanccs by the year
2000.

2. A brief account of China’s forestry

Tn the past ten years, China has carried
out » massive voluntary movement for
sforcstation, which bas brought enormous
changes 1o its forestry and has reversed its
suslaincd decline in acreage.

According to stwtistics, the acreage of
China's forest is 1964 billion mu, with a0
coverage rate of 13.63%. The stored green
woods have rcached 10.9 billion cubic me-
ters,

The shelter forost system in porth
China known as * No.1 Ecological Projct
in the Wosld” has gained great achievements
in the past 14 years, with 170 million mu of
trocs planted. Ruaning through 13
provinoss, autonomous regions and munici
palities, the projest has prolccied 300 mil-
lion mu of farming and pasture land, treated
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1and and brought under control 30% of soil
exasion,

Ta the pluin areas Cina has 737 million
U of cultivated land, ot of which 480 mil-
lion mu arc naw under the protcction of &
network of woads. The improved forestry
coudition bas changed the ecosystem of the
Plein areas considerably. Acoording t sci-
entifie observation, in those fields shelicred
by the wwees, the wind speed and water evap-
oration have been reduced and the effective
water content of 50il incrcased. As a result
the per wnit production of grain has gonc up
from 15% 10 20%. In time of nature disas-
ters, the protective offect is mare distinctive.
At present, 1he wood prescrvation in the
plain arcas has reached 510 million cubic
tmeters, and i iacreasing by 40 million cubic
meters cach year.

The coastal shelterbelt systom i one of
Ching's Five Ecological Profcts. Along
China's 18,000 kilameters coastal line,
13,000 kilometcrs of coastal green
shelterbelt has boen accomplished, which
covers an arca of more than 100 million mu.
This has greatly improved the ecological cn-
viroament in the coastal area.

In the past, the ceological condition o
China's coastal area was poor. Vegetation
was sparse, soil crosian and salinization
were serious. Typhoon struck the arca 9
times # year and caused scrious economic
damages, Tn 1988, the Ministry of Foresiry
formally carried out the projet of devel:
aping & caxstal grees shelrer systcm. So far,
it has been advancing by 5.8 million mu
cach year on average. According 1o
statisties, the coastal sholter forest can pro-
ven) 30—40 % of the atural disssters.

The prokct of building the coastal
shelterbelt is planned to be finished by 2010,
or 2-3 ycars ahead of the schedule. By then
there will be 135 milion mu of trees in the
coastal arca, which will raisc the forest

coverage 10 39.1%.

3 A comparatively  complote
environmental monitoring system has been
formed.

Aficr more than ten years of effonts,
China has made much pragress in dovel.
oping its scale and capability of moraitoring
environment. There are 2043 environmeata!
mornitoring stations at differont levels,
which cmploy mare than 30, 000 peaple. A
relatively compleie environtental mani.
toring system bas been established. Thraugh
mornitoring atomasphere, ground waler,
noise, sea bed, radiation, plants and
animals, sofl, and nawral ecology, the
cnvironmental departments can acquire al-
mast 10 million pieces of data and prompily
monitor the quality of cnviconment and the
changes of the sources of polution so that
they cun provide a scientific bas and an ef-
fective scrvice for cavironmental administra-
tion.  Mesnwhily, depariments  of
oceanography, water rocources, agriculture,
transportation, geology, different industrics
a8 well as PLA have all 5ot up their own
environmental monitoring wnits 30 as to bet-
ter carry out their eovironmental prateetion.
Up 1o now, there arc morc than 2000
mornitoring stations at different lovels.

The national environmental marnitor-
ing network is made up of Momitaring si
tions of the siale, proviaces or general o
central stations of dilferent departments.
The national network will get the update
and acurate data to compile reports o qual-
ity of environment gnd the chaoges of the
sources of potution.

The netwark is also responsible for
sandardizing mornitoring techniquos, ana-
Iysing methods and yuality control tech-
miyues across the country, and giving guid-
ance to environmental marnitoring work,
At the same time,it has made great efforts to
devclan new mornitoring technigues and
methods,
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REMAINS A DREAM

After the disintogration of tho former
Soviet Union and the cud of the Cold War,
some peaple fn the United States and West
Eurapc optimistically anticipated that the
West would gain a considerable Pesce Divi
dend, that is to say with the disappearance
af the military confrontation between the
USA and the Soviet Union, defence spend-
ing could be cut and thus the great smount
of money saved could be uscd for other pur-
poses. Hawever, ovor the past year, there
has been few signs of Pesce Dividend and
quite a few people have begun to ask what
cast will have to be paid for peace and whet
conscquences will be caused by the reduc-
tion of defence spending. The British news.
paper INDEPENDENCE even clsims that
for the Western defence industry Peace Div-
idend only means heavy lasses,

Some people originally estimated that
Peace Dividend would tzke 3 forms, First
domestic dividend ablained by using defence
spending far ather purposes. Second, con-
verling military production to civilian use.
Third, internstional dividend, that is 10 say,
with the reduction of military spending there
would be more foreiga aid available. Same
UN personages calculate that the whole
world can save 200 lo 300 billion US dollars,
which will usher in A NEW BRA for foreign
aid. However, the reality hes quickly dashed
such a dream. One expert fram Ihe
Stockbolm [nternational Peace Rescarch Tn-
stitute has put it bluatly thal “such d of
optimistic expectation i ridiculous and
naive at most”.

Tt is truc that cutting military spending
will play an active rolo i promoting social
economic development, but things are ofien

—to—

complicated and contradictiog With each
other. The problem lies in the fact that, due
10 the redustion of military spending, some
factorics in_the gigantic military industry
which has sustained the Western economy
for a lang time have been foreed Lo clasc
down and thus caused a dramatic increase
of unemployment. Since it has occurred just
at the time of economic recession or slow re-
covery in some Western countries, the slump
of defence industry, undoubtedly , has made
the situation worse, Some Western countries
have already suffered befare they can bonefit
Trom Peace Dividend, Just as 20 American
magazine puts it, *if you are warking ia the
defence industry, you will be filled with sp-
prehension seeing the reality in the world”.

Somo satistics show that since 1989
the American defence indusiry has dis
missed 840,000 workers surpassing the total
sumber of the employccs reduced by soveral
large companies. And the defence industry
and the related departments will further re-
duce their staff in the coming years and
thus will raise the level of the uneraployed
162,600,000, Some industries like ship build-
ing will #fall into  long—term recession”. Tn
the United States, the production of arma-
ments concentrates in 10 states and now
these staies have alrcady become the worst
victims of the reduction of military spending.

Military convession is casier to be said
than done.

First,
many Western countries ars undergoing
economic recession aad have no fuad for
structure roform. Second, due to rapid
changos of cvents, these countries have yot
to wark aut well-considered plans for cut-
ting defence spending, §o far, there lacks
eoordination between the government and
it various indusirisl departments aud
among  differeat  countrics, Conversion
needs now invostiment and new market, But
20w all these conditions heve ta be crexted,
Take American ship building industry as tx-
ample, the proportion of commercial
ship—building has always been very low. The
aviation rarket has been in slump and the
wompatition is very sharp. Military conver.
sion will not be a easy task, as the Japanese
Econamic News puts it the road for military

conversion is more difficult than s
eavisioned.

Under these circumstances, will the
Western countries stand by and let their lu-
crative military industry shrink? OF course,
they will not. The solution is to export arm
The French newspapor LIBERATION says
that the immediate consequence of pre-
venting the falling of the defence industry is
hat “the competition between arms mer.
chants has became sharpsed”. Now the
United States ha continued actively 10 pus-
its arms sales policy. In recent years it
has sold 21 billion US dollars worth of amss
to the Gull region. The Germean companics
have carried out the policy of “offensive
strategy” in arms salcs and sald more weap-
ons than the French did, Hawever Britain
asd France certainly do nal fike to be
outdane in this regard and thus have made
much efforts to maintain their respective in-
terests. The current situation is well des-
eribed by o European nowspaper: the overall
cold war now has turned into a bloody mass.
of regional contllcts. At pressat, there are
about 30 10 50 wars going on in the world
with several thousands dying and a large
volumg of arms consumed everyday”.

Tt seems that Peace Dividend remaing a
dream and the post Cald War world is far
from tranquil,

I is still remembered that during the
dramatic change of the international situa-
tion, some Western opinion once predicted
that China would foliow in the foot steps of
the former Soviet Union and East Europe
and  would collapse  inevitably like
dominocs. While such words are still ringing
in our cars, there has emoryed the idea that a
powerful Ching poscs 4 (hreal Lo other
countrics. This absurd argument claims that
China’s "arms expansion” “has excecded its
defence needs?, "China intends ta fil the
power vaccum 7 and will become "s cco-
nomic superpower” thrcatening the Western
intrests”.

Facts speak louder than words. As it is
known to all, China’s defence forees are en-
tizely defonsive in naturc. Tts total military
spending of the past 40 years only amount
1o the US military spending in 1992 and it's
military budget in 1993 only accaunts for
15 percent of its GNP, only one—thirty
eighth of that of the United Statcs. The cost
of its per military personnel is mercly
ane—sixty eighth of that of the United
Statcs. The per capita military spending in
China stands at only 6 US dollars which is
among the Jowest nations, In recent yoars
China has reduced its military forces by one
million men and has coverted a large mum-
ber of military caterprises to civilian produc.
tion. The scale of Ching's disarmament

er and will not participatc in arms race, a0t
to mentios teking the lead in an “arms race”
in the East Asia. Of course, in order o safe-

T

guard national sccurily, China needs to
gradually upgradc its obsalcic weapon sys-
tems, but this is complotely different from
“arms expansion”. It is also groundloss to
say China is buying an aireraft carrior. After
analysing and comparing Chinese defence in
detail, a Japenese influential nowspaper has
drawn the conlusion that “the so called
Ching’s amms expansion is short of
srounds”.

As for the argument that China intends
to fill the vacuum, the facts can speak for
themselves. After the end of the cold war, in
spilc of ihe subsequent changes in the
Asia—Pacific region, anc superpawer can-
tinucs to maitain its pawerful striking power
in the Pacific Gcean and the Indian Occan.
There is no “power vaccum’ in the
Asia—Pacilic region. Therefore the argument
is not tenable. What is more important is the
fact that China has all along carriod out the
independent foreign policy of peace and has
never sent & single soldier 10 0ccupy as inch
of land or esiablish any militacy bases in
other countries. On the contrary, China first
proposed and initiated with its ncighbouring
country the wefl-known “Five Principles of
Poaccful  Coexistence”  which  are
increasingly becoming universally recog-
nized norms in international relations. Ac-
cording 1o Wess principles China has peace-
Iully and amicably solved the boundary
questions Ieft over from history or the prob-
Tem of dual nationality with Burmer, Nepal,
Mangalia, Pakistan, Afghanistan  and
Tndoncsia, At present, the remaining

wards peaceful settiement. Having always
stood for settling intcraational dispulos by
means of negotiation, China has proposed
“the disputes be shelved and oint explors-
fion condusted for the resources of South
China Sea*. This proposal has been agreed

byVietaam thePhilippines,Malaysiaand oth-
er sides concerned When visiting  the

ASEAN countries, Jepunese Prime Minister
Miyazawa remarked that the leaders of the
ASEAN nations he met shared the view that
China would pase 10 threal 1o the region. Tn
fast, the ASEAN cauntrics view the doval-
opmont of China as the strengihening of the
force for safeguarding peacc. Just as Mr.
Los Kuan Yew, the Senior Minister of
Singapore, said not long ago that a powerful
China *will be conducive 1o the strength-
ening of peace , stability and prospesity in
the Bast Asia’.

As for whether an ecopomically devel-
oped China would become & *superpower”
“threatening” other countries, the facts are
the best answer. It is true that afler 40 years
ofievelapment, cspocially the 14 yoars of
Bast coamomic development sinc the refarm
and opening to the outside world, China's
compreheasive national strength has in-
creased but it is still a developing country
due to its origional poor foundation. To
catch up with the countries of the
medium-level development, the Chisese
peaple not only need to work bard far dee-
udes to come but also must sirive for a
peaceful international environment, Bven it
China has develaped, it will never seek o be
& supcrpower just as its leaders have solema-
ly declared on many cccasions. It is ground-
less 10 say China will become an "economic
superpower® posing @ new threat 1o other
counlrics. Running caunter o the vicw af 8
China threat, the developing countrics be-
lieve that the developmant of China’s econ-
omy which hus the largest international
murket potential and increasingly closer re-

lations with world economy will, beyond
doubt, contribuie o the development of
Asian and the world economy, Thereforc
the international community *should not
prevent Ching’s cconomy from marching
forward”,

It should be pointed out that the
so—called *China thieat” was created either
out of ulterior motives or due to lack of
knowledge about Ching.Indeed there are
some people clinging to “the cold war men-
tality without a cold war”. They always feel
uncamfortable when China cnjoys political
stability, cconomic development and en-
hanced international prestige and attempt to
*contsin” China by making use of the
so~called *China threat’ They also feel un-
easy when China bas improved or developed
its good neighbourly relations and thus seek
1o sow dissension between China and its
neighbours, spreading alarm over a "China
threat”, so that they can profit from others’
conclict and check the rise ofthe East Asia.
When peace and development have become
the common desite of the world people, the
demand far arms is drapping and the West-
e defonce industry has fallen into a fatal
crisis of overproduction, these peopls want
to “find a new enemy” 5o that they can have
excuses for maintaining the hugs military
speading and find markets for their arms
export.

In addition, it should be also pointed
out that they ex uawilling 1o see the peace-
ful revaification of China. Under the pretest
of #a China threat? the two Wesiern coun-
tries apenly sold weapons to Taiwan thus
undermining the process of the peaceful
revnification of China. This calculated move
was really airned ot killing several birds with
one stone.

Ir the siability and development of
China should pose any threat, it would be a
threat to hegemonism, power politics ak
ready cast aside by history. But it is certainly
4 stabilizing factor for promoting world
peace, stability and prosperity.

On March 5, the delegation began their
tip 1o the four Central Asian countries by
tsking =0 airplane from Uramehi to
Alma-Ata, Alna-Ata in Kezakhstan lan-
guage means “an apple city”, We folt most
Bappy 1o revisit the city and to meet again
our old friends Mr. Anuar Alimzhanov,
Chief of the Council for Peace and Consent
of Kazakhasian and Madame Tanabayev,
first Vice Prosident of the CPCK.

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On March 8, our Kazakhstan friends
drove us 230 kilometers to Kirghizia. As we
were approaching the border with Kirghizia
we were both curious and somewhat nerv-
ous because we thought we had lo pass
through the striet inspoction of the
checkpaint. But actually we only saw a
Kirghizia checkpoint with only two
policcmen. They questioned our driver brief-
Iy and Tct us in, The border lincs of these
new independent countries are basically the
same border lincs between difterent repub-
lics of the former Sovict Union. Within the
CIS, citizens are frec to travel as in the past.

Crossing tho border line, we saw our
friends from Kirghizie Peace Fuad and
Kirghizia Poace Council already waiting by
the road. They welcame us in their tradic
tional way of holding bread and vroam for
suests to tasie. In the cvening, Osken Dam,
President of the Peace Fund gave a dinner at
his homo in honour of the delegation . At
the dinner table we recalled heartily the tra-
ditional friendship bewween the Kirghizia
Ppeople and the Chinese people. We felt very
much at home.

In Kirghizia, our deepest impression
was to see our fellaw countrymen—the
Dongan people. There arc about 70,000
Dongan people in Kirghizia, In 1874, their
grandfathers immigrated from Shanxi and
Gansu to Kirghizia and up 10 now they still
keop the Chinese cusioms and cultural tradi-

s, Some of them can spek Chinsse. On
March 10, we went to visit Fulonzh collsc-
tive farm. The Chairman of the farm wek
come us in Chincse with heavy Shanxi ac-
cent and gave us u bricfing about the farm.
He was so happy to mest the people from
his motherland that he humorously called us
unclo and themselves nephew and asked us
to make ourselves at home.The Chairman
said that *we are very pleased to see thai
China has been successful in its reform and
is now prospering and strang”, He aleo okl
us that the Dongan people lived
harmoniously with the people of Kirghizia
and other nationalitics,

On the moeming of March 12, the
Chairman of Rirghizia Peace Fund saw us
off on the road ta Urbek which is 600
Lilamotors away. When we amived at
Tashkent, it was already dark with aumer-
ous bright stars in the sky and a myriad
twinkling lights in the city. A serious
earthquick hit Tashkent in 1966 and made
300,000 people bomeless. Today’s Tashkent
has become e large modern city. Here, we
held formal discussion with the Uzbek
Council of Peace Fund where each side gave
a briefing and exchanged experiences. We
also paid a visit to Mr. Kirgizbaev, sccand
secretary of the Centeal Cauncil of the Pro-
ple’s Demoeratic Party of Usbekistan, On
Marh 14, we loured Samarhan, the most
ancient city in Central Asia. It is more than
2,000 years old, We visited the cmperor's
Jade tomb, the grand mosge, tombs from
ninG to cloven centuries BC &nd the ruins of
an  ancient astronomical observatary.
Mosqes are in sight everywhere. As early as
in the Middle Ages, the city became the
Tslamic cullural contre in Contral Asin. The
ancient Sk Road alsa passed through the
city. The sculptures of camels on the city
central square can still demonstrate its
charm. The central market was full of peo-
ple moving around and trading busily.In the
north part of the city, there stands a large
red decorated archway with the wards
#China~Uzbek Priendship Company” on i,

Road would cerlainly be prosperous in years
10 come.

On March 16, we said good bye ta
Tashkent and arrived in Turkmenisian bo-
ginning our good-will visit ta the country.
At the airport, the Turkmenistan girls werc
dressed their traditional costumes and hold-
ing cream , bread and Iresh Howers in their
hands to warmly weleame their Chinese
guests. Madame Ulusova, newly elected
president of Turkmenistan Peace Fund and
Mr. Musayoy, First Sccrclary of the Central
Committee of the Turkmenistan Demogratic
Party came to the airport to mect us. The
next day, the first piece of news in the frant
page of Turkmenistan newspaper Truth was
that the visit of the CPAPD delegation
would serve the purpose of promoting peace
and friendship between the two peoples. The
newspaper reported 1he China’s situation in
a special column and described China as a

groat friend of Turkmenistan. During our
visit we learned Lhat under the leudership aof
their President the Tuskmenistan people
were working hard 1o safeguard the nationsl
independence, promotc national harmony,
overcame difficulties and make their coun-
15y prosperous by their own efforts. Our vis-
it to Turkmenistan has strengthened nrutusl
understanding  and  friendshis ‘The
Turkmenistan peaple have the tradition af
“cansidering guests superiar 1a fathers”, We
were deeply touched by their sincerity and
warmth,

Peace is & sacred cause. We went for
peace and came back with friendship. We
are ready to work together with the people
of the Central Asian nations to safeguard
world peace, promote economic develop-
ment and swive for the progress of
humankind. Meanwhile, we expect to host
our friends from Central Asian countries in
Beifing.

The major programmes include a large-scale evening cultural performasce entitled A
Peaceful Night in the East, the ceremony of releasing a scrics of books an Scicnoe and Peace,
an international stamp exhibition, middle school students casays contest on the subjcst of Sci-
entists in My Icart, a get—together of intcrnational fricnds, the Third GrandAward
Competationof Scientific Achicvements for the Cup of Challengs of the 215t Century, the ac-
tivity by the college students to pvovide scientific and technological servics to a handred coun-
ties and & thousand towns, a seminar on scientific workers’ responsibility for the society, the
Second Evaluation and Exhibition of OutstandingAchivements of the NationalBiological and
Scientific Activitics by the Chincsc Youth, the Third Fair for the Achicvements in the Ac
of the “Light of the Chinese Science and Technology”.

1In 1982, the 37th United Nations Gen-
cral Assembly adapted the World Program
of Action Concerning Dissbled Persons and
decided 1o conduct activitics in the United
Nations’ Deoade of Disabled Persans (from
1983 ta 1992).

The campaign has won warm response
From the disabled io Chive 350 much sup-
port of the government. In the last decade,
China hus worked out policies by drawing
on the experience of other countries and
combining itwith her own conditions.
Mesnwhile, China has improved the organi-
zations of the disabled, conducted a sample
smurvey andadopted o nstional law on the
Protection of Disabled Persons. As a result
the public awareness of siding the disabled
has been strengtbened and intcrnational ex-
changes and cooperation canducted. All this
‘has helped to create a botter social cnviran-
ment for the development of the undertak-
ing of the disabled.

According to a sample survey in 1987
there are 56.4 million disabled people om the
mainland of Chine, which accounted for 4.7
percent of the population. On the basis of
restructuring and consolidating the existing
organizations of disabled persons, a unified
organization ——the China Disabled Persons’
Federation was founded in 1988, Tt sopre-
sents and provides service to the diseblod
people. At the same time, it bas, as entrusted
by the goverment, the function of
administrating the undertaking of the disa-
bled people. At present, branches of the
Federation have heen set up in most
townships, in all caunties, provinces, auton-
omous regions and municipalities. A com-
prehensive network of organizations has
gradually taken shape.

The purpose of the undertaking of the

disabled in China is Lo nsure the disabled
enjoy equal rights us normal people and par-
ticipate in social life as the other citizens so
that thoy can create sovial weslth jointly
with other citizens and share the materia]
and cultural achievements of society ot on-
ly in name but also in reality.

To order 10 2elp the dissbled, the
Chinese government at various levels has
adopicd & series of preferential policies and
measurcs to provide care. For examplc,
there is tax exemption for soical wclfarc
production  enterprises  and  disablod
sclf-omplayers. Tux reduction is given (o
impart, supply or production of different
aid devices and special products for the dis-
abled. The disabled in rural arcas are free
from any public utility wark. The expend-
itures for the developmen of the undertak-
ing of the disabled have been put into the
‘budget of the governments at various levels.
Tt has increased steadily with an average
growth rate of 14 percent from 1988 10 1992.
According 1o incomplete statistics the ex-
pendituses for the disabled persons’
rehabilitation, employment, cutural and
sports activities, sacial welfare and rolicl
have totalled 13 billion yuan whereas the
money allotcd 1o help the undertaking of the
disabled and saved fram tax cxemption and
reduction has reached 7.8 billian yusn.

To implement the program for the dis-
ablud,medica] teams have been continuously
dispatched to the rural and remote arcas.
After several yeats’ elforts, 970,000 paticnts
suffering [rom cataracts, squelae of polio
and deaf childern have become recavered. In
China, there ar¢ mare than 7,100 communi-
ty service facilitics including zebaubilitation
centres and child—care conlres, more than
600 heering and speaking training stations

[image: image18.png]for deaf children and 1,500 ssnatoria for the
mentally and physically handicapped. The
disabled ean roccive rehabilisation treatment
in nearby arcus.

Tn the field of education, 5o long as the
disabled children have the ability to learn
they can go to ordinary schools. Specisl
shools for the disabled heve increased 20
percent annually. The government has paid
great attention to vocational edueatian for
the disabled, which has made it possible for
them to be trained before being emplayed.
Up 10 now, thousands of disabled youth
have won, through normal nation-wide ex-
aminations,college, sccondary school or
even some key universities diplomas like
‘Boijing University.

Tiis the obligation of the human sacicty
to give the disabled persons the oppartunity
to win their own rights of survival through
their own labour. As for the employment of
the disabled persons, the Law of (he
People’s Republic of China on the Protec-
tion of Disabled Persons clearly stipulats
that all gavernment organs, institutions, en-
terpriscs and collective economic organiz
tians in the cities and townships should ern-
play handicapped persons in & appropriste
way and arrange them 1o do the proper
1yPe of work. Therefore, more than 43,000
social wealfare enterprises have been sl up
for the disabled throughout the country. As
the disabled arc allawed to run their own
private business, thir job opportunities
bave increased, The statistics show that the
smplayment sue of Ih: disabled people in

China is more than 70 percent in cities and
61 percent in the rurat arcas.

According 1o the rcgulations of the
gavernment, the blind people are entitled 1o
free servic in sending mail, travelling in
public bus and ferry. They have the priority
to 5ce a doctor and get help in their daily
life. The disabled, orphens and the aged
widaws and persons without incomes are
provided with regular welfare and ather help
from the state.

Tn rocent years, the disabled pople in
Ching have demonstratcd their capabilitios
by their deeds. They have made outstanding
achivements in some international games
and cultural porformances, Sinee 1982, the
China’s handicapped athletes have won 429
medals including 257 gold ones in various
international games, and bave set 76 workd
records, The cultural performance team of
China’a handicapped people has visited 15
countries and regions. Their spirit and will
embodied in their performances arc so in-
spiring that & Under Secretary General of
tho UN commented thal *thc cullural per-
formance team of the China’s handicapped
peogle belangs not only to China but also to
the warld”,

With the fast economic development in
China and the unremitting efforts of the
govemment and various social organiza-
tions, China’s handicapped people are
particiapting in social life in a more and
more equal and comprehensive way and are
making their own cantribution to the crea-
tion of a better future.
