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Zhou Peiyuan Passes Away

Zhou Peiyuan, Vice—Chairman of the Eighth National
Committee of the Chinese Peaple’s Political Consultative Confer-
ence (CPPCC), Honorary President of the Chinese People’s As-
sociation for Peace and Disarmament, and a renowned statesman
and physicist and educationist, passed away in Beijing on No-
vember 24th, 1993 at the age of 91.

A native of Yixing County in Jiangsu Province, Professor
Zhou studied, in his early ycars, in the United States, Germany
and Switzerland. Guided by Albert Rinstein, he did research on
the theories of relativity, gravitation and the universe.

After returning o China, he served as a professor at
Qinghua University and the South—West Associated University.
After the founding of new China in 1949, he served as a professor
and President of Beijng University, Vice-President of the
Chinese Academy of Sciences, Acting Chairman and Chaiman of
the China Science and Tchnology Association, Vice—~Chairman,
Chairman and Honorary Chairman of the Central Committee of
the Jiu San Society, Vice—Chairman of the Fifth, Sixth and Sev-
enth CPPCC National Committees, President of the Chinese
People’s Association for Peace and disarmament, and Chairman
of the China International Association for the Promotion of Sci-
ence and Technology.

The results of his study of turbulence in 1940s have been
extensively used and developed in the USA and the former Soviet
Union. His theory on turbulence has poitcd new direction for
turbulence studics, aceording to scientists,

Zhou Peiyuan made outstanding contributions to the
growth of China’s cultural, educational and scientific sectors, to
the consolidation and develapment of a patriotic united front,
and to the maintenance of world peace and the promotion of in-
ternational exchanges,
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Li Peiyao, 0orn in June 1933 in Cangwy, the Guangsd Zausng Autonomous Region
was fecently elected ag the new president of the Chinese Feaple's Association for Peace and
Disarmament (CPAPD).

Li is currently & member of the Revolutionary Committee of the Kuomintang. He
studied In the Depariment of Aircralt Enginsering st Befjing Aviation College {rom 1952 to
1957; Joctured at Nanchang Aeronautical School from 1937 to 1958; and warked as & toch-
nician, engineer, head enginoar and senior enginoer with the Nanchang Aircraft Company
from 1958 10 1986, Since 1986, Li has boen & member of the Central Committes of the
China Revolutionary Cammitiec of the Kuomintang (CRCK). In additon, he has also held
potitions as Viee—Chairman of the CRCK of Jiaqxi Brovince; Viee~Chairman of the
Chinese People’s Political Consultativé Confercnoe (CPFCC) of Jianxi Provinee;
Vice~Chairman of the Centrsl Committoe of the CPPCC; Vice—Chairman and Secretary of
the Sectetariat of the All-China Federation of Trade Unions; ViceMinister of the Labour
Ministry, Chairman of the CRCK.

Li was elected a8 & member of the Six Nationsl Commirtes of the CFPCC and as
amember of the Standing Committee of the Seveath CPPCC.

He was elected Vice—Chairman of the National People’s Congress (NPC) in the First
Plenary Session of the Eigth NPC in 1993,

Great changes have taken place in the
world in recent years, with a move to & new
historical period of multipolarity, and the
demise of the old global confrontation be-
tween the twa major military bloes. The is-
sue of devclopmenl has  become
increasingly important in the new era, and
s, in fact, of unprocedented importance to
the fature of the world. Development is
important for a number of reasans, in-
cluding the following:

Firstly, pesce s based onm
development. Peaco and development re-
‘main two major global issues, and arc mu-
tmally beneficial. It is impossiblc to pre-
serve peace without a solid foundatian
based on development, and, &t the same
time, there can hardly be long-torm stabili-
ty and worldwide prosperity unloss devel-
oping countries realize cconomic develap-
‘ment and social progress.

Secondly, the lovel of development de-
termines the global status of a country. Tis
status and role in the international arcna is
determined by comprchensive strungth
bawd on economic strength, an aspect
which i even more important in the
post-Cold War period. In light of this, in-
cressing numbers of countrics have
adopted ecopomic develapment as the pri-
ority for both domestic and foreign policy.

Finally, development is the pressing
demand for solving probiems related to
poverty. The population of poor countries
accounts for over 50 percent of the world's
tola! population, while such countrics pos-
sces & mere 5.6 percont of global wealth.
The paarest of the poor, which account far
same 20 percent of the total population,
Jead 1 lifc af misery coastantly faced with n
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lack of food and clothing. An cven more
alarming fact is that the gap hetween the
rich and poor continues to widen, The
poverty issuc has affected the mational sia-
bility and social develapment of poor
countries, and economic dovelopment and
the elimination of poverty have become the
common demand of cilirens of developing
countrics,

The changing face of internalional
polltics and economics has braught both
challenges and new opportunitics for sco-
nomic  development in  developing
counties. The challcnges are scver indued.
For example, sinoe the end of the Cold
‘War, deweloping countries have lost their
previous strategic advantage of cing able
to monlpulate the rivalry botween the
United States and the old Sovict Union.
Same Western couniries now cite issuce
such as “human rights” and “demacracy”
as prerequisites for receiving aid. Thercby,
they are attempting to foroe their own po-
litical aad economic systoms and valucs on
ather countries, and as a result arc grosly
interfering with the internal affairs of other
savereign nations. In addition, they creatc
‘havoc by instituting protectionist trade pol-
icies which impar the efforts of developing
countrics, The West continucs to lower
prices for primary and semi~finished
products, and as 2 result deny developing
countries annual export income of some
USD 500 milliva, This loss alone repre-
sents some 10 timea more than annual for-
eign sid allocations Lo developing nations.
In addition, developing countries are in the
ridst of & major debt erisis, with debt by
the end of 1992 nearing USD 1.4 trillion,
and annual interest payments ulone run-

dollars. The current unreasonable and
unfair internationa) economic order has so-
verely hampered coonomic development in
the world’s developing countrics. Tho in-
creasing importance of science and toch-
nology centored on new technology such s
‘microelectronics, and the trend towards the
rogional integration of the world economy
present even more problems. Developing
countrics, or the South segment of thc
North-South relationship, pace the threat
of an cver widening gap, and the imposi-
tion of now trade barriers.

Nonetheless, developing countries
have opportunities for economic develop-
ment. The Cold War has ended, and it ap-
ears that any threat of the outbreak of
another World War can be avoided for at
Jeast the foresceable Tuture, while many of
the world's so—called “hot spots’ are
basically under coutrol. Many countries
have o are attempting o readjust foreign
policy and are seeking to improve and de-
velop relations with neighboring couniries.
At the same time, developing coustries
seeking higher levels of subsistence and de-
velopment are swuggling for the establish-
ment of a fa, reasonable equal and mutu-
ally beneficial new world order for interna-
tional economics. The Non-aligned
Movement has listed development as the
primary task in the new cra, Toduy’s world
is moving towards inirnatinalization and
regional integration which provides devel-
oping cauntrics with favorable conditions
for expanding economic links with the out-
side world. While regional blacs practice 2
coriain dogree of protectionism, they do
promote cconomic cooperation amongst
countries within the bloc. Recent statistics
show that Asia, Africa and Latin America
now have some 20 relatively large-scale
semi—formal organizatians or mechanism
for economic caaperation, A number of
economic  development tripartitcs and
quadriparties and sub—rogional economic

cooperation organizations have formed in
the Asia—Pacific Region. Cooperative rela.
tions such as these not only require, but al-
50 enhance better political relations and
friendly ties between member countries. It
is indeed a pleasure to note that economsic
cooperation within the SAARC has re-
corded tremendous progress. The draft
agreoment on preferential trade drafted at
the 7th SAARC Summit last April has
boen conducive to developing cooperation
‘between mewber nations.

All things considered, develaping
countries should facus on self~reliance for
ecanamic development, and should probe
the avenues most suitable for develaping in
tine with the unigue featurcs and national
conditions within the country conceracd.
Notwithstanding, there arc 4 number of
schools af thought which can provids do-
veloping countries with insight for cconom.
ic development. Tt is quite obvious thal is
impassible far countrics in differing stages
of development, and with differing cultural
backgrounds and resources to follow iden-
tical mades of development, Governments
and citizens of cach country should, and in
Fact have the right, ta scloct and probe their
own avenue of development. Some Asian
countries have succeaded in carrying out
timely adjustménts 1o their economic and
industrial structures in finc with both the
internal and external environments. They
have enhanced their competitivencss in the
market, spurred national economic growth,
and emorged as newly industrialized na-
tions. Such nations provide a valuable
madel and vast reservoir of experience for
other develaping counties. At present, the
situation in the Asiae—Pacific Region iz
comparatively relaxed and the regional
economy Is developing at a fairly rapid
raie, At the same Lime, & third major
readjusiment of the intornational division
of labor is underway and industrial trans-
fors continue. Developing countries thus
have a perfect opportunity to introduce

is imperative that developing countrics
realize the valu of the opportunity, grasp
the chance, and uso it to their best advan-
tage.

Developing countries in the process of
developmeat should pay close attention to
the ollowing Issues: (1) striving for a stable
domestic political and social cnvironment
and international peaceful environment: {2}
properly handling the relationship betwoen
the agricultural, Industrial asd tertiary in-
dustries. Achieving agricultural develop-
ment and solving food shortages are basic

canditions of economic development; (3)
Focusing on self-relisnce and praperly con-
trolling its relationship with forcign aid; (4)
developing an export oriented cconomy,
while cxpanding domestic markets; (5)
properly determining the relationship bo-
twoen planning and market mechanism; {6)
paying attention to populstioa control; {7)
advancing education, and scienco and
techaology, and ralsing the educetional
lovel of the population as a whole; {8) pro-
tecting the environment; and, (9) taking
full advantage of opportunities for making
internal adjustments to industrial structure.

Conversion in China

1n the late 19705, China became one of
the first countries in the world to initiate a
program to canvert military production to
civilian production. Since that time the
country’s rapid economic growth has spur.
red the accelerated shift of military tech-

Recent statistics show that 475 civilian
praduction lines bave been completed for
civilian praducts, and the autput value of

19705 to the prescnt 70%. Military enter-
prises currently produce items for morc
than 70 civilian sootors, including the pow-
er gencration, communication, encrgy ,
transportation, light industrial, chemical,
agriculture, textile, pharmaceutical, public

health and construction sectars. The prod-
uels mix includes several hundred cate
gories of products coming in thousands of
specifications. Same 80% of the military
enterpriscs have cither developed or manu-
factured pillar civilian produsts.

The healthy devclopment of th cfart
1o convert China's military industrial com-
plex to civilian uses would have boen m-
possible without intense government su-
pervision. Between the late-1970s and the
end of the Seventh Five—Year Plan Period,
the gavernment organized two successive
rounds of technical renovation invelving
299 technical renovation projects, and well
over 3 billion yuan was allocated to vpdate
the production lines. At present, all of the
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g00d economic roturns, During the Fighth
Five-Year Plan Period, the government
will allocate some § billian yuan for the
conversion and technical renovation of
over 400 key defense projects. Upon com-
pletion of these projeots, over §0% of the
country’s military entorprises will be en-
2aged in civilian production.

Generally speaking, military eator
prises enjoy Dumerous high—tech advan-
tages, and most havo paid great attention
o making full use of their advantages to
convert 1o civilian production, Thus far,
over 30,000 high-tech inventions have
‘been applied to civilian applications, with
thousands of the products recciving
appraisals as quality products on the na-
tonal, ministerial and provincial levels. In
addition, such products have helped salve 8
Iatge number af key technical problems in
the civilian sector. Throughout the course
of reform and opening, military industries
have moved to special economic zones such
as Shenzhen and Zhuhai, where they bave
established more than 1000 industries and
high-tech enterprises. Special Areas for
Converting Science and Technology items
were also established in cities such as
Qingdao and Yanta ete. At present, civil
ian output by defense related enterprise
rows by an average of 20% each year, and
coordinaled aperational mechanisms are
being doveloped. A sysiom of restricting
and expanding develapment in' fine with
the socialisL markel cconomy is being
formed and the sector is preparing to make
even groater improvements

At the same time, enterprises which
have undergone conversion have ostab-
lished corresponding operational mecha-
nism in line with generally accopted inter-
national practices in order to be morc in
tune with the international market. They
have comprehensively adopted interna-
tionsl quality control standards, which
have enabled their products to eam
acereditation both at hame and abroad. To
date, more than 100 of high quality prod-
uets from the sector have entered the inter-
national markets, and arc sclling well in 50
countrics and regions on five continents.
Tnternational cooperation and relations are
bovoming increasingly extensive, especially
in the arcas of acrospace industry and elec-
tronics industrics which hold promising
prospests for cven greater cooperation.
Today, hundreds of high—tech joint ven-
ture projects have gained distinctive cffi-
cioncy advantages.

A number of entropreneurs, scholars
and oxperts have noted the remarkablc
succoss of military industries since thc
implementation of the convarsion sirategy.
Chine's defenso industry has bold plans to
further improve  structure, accelorate
technological  renovation, develop sud
produce more high-tech products for the
civilian sector, and adopt a serics of meas-
ures to further consolidate and develop the
achievements of the program. The sector
plans to play a more important rolo in ac-
celerating reform and opening etforts and
aid in the country’s overall economic de-
velapment.

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From August 26 to Ssptember 4, 1993,
ropresentatives of the government of tho
Kingdom of Saudi Arabis, in the prosenco
of the reprosentatives of 1c governmant of
the People’s Republic of China, conducted
an inspection of the cargo carried by the
Chinese ship “Yinhe” ar Damman Port,
Savdi Arabia. Technical experts dispusched
by the United States Government took
part in the catire inspection process as did
advisers 10 the Seudi side.

The results of this exhaustive inspec-
tion dotermined the Chinese ship *Yinhe”
did not carry thiodiglycol and thiony] ehlo-
ride, the two chemicals alleged by the US.

The representatives of the three sides
signed the inspectian report and confirmed
the results.

The Chinese Government exiends its
appreciation and gratitude to the Saudi
Gavernment. for its ca-operation in the
settlement of the “Yinhe issuc.

The *Yinhe” incident is the solc mak:
ing af the US us a rosult of its erroncous
acts based on its false intsfligence.

Since July 23, the United States, on
(e basis of ils intclligenee, has madc sever-
sl represcatations with the Chiness side.

T aceuscd the Chincse ship *Yinhc” of
carrying chemical weapon precursars —
thiodiglyco! and thiony} chloride — bound
for Iran. Tt took such extraordinary actions
a5 haviag the Chineso ship follow by it
warships on the high seas and photo-
sraphed by its military aircraft. This inter-
rupted the ship's normal pavigation.

Moreaver, the US side alio spread
misleading informatian ta counties whase
parts the "Yinhe” was scheduled ta call,
and demanded Lhey refuse Lo fel the ship
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dock and unload its cargo.

After o serlous and extensive investi-
gation into the matter to quell US suspi-
cions, the Chinese informed the US as carly
as August 4 in explicit terme that the ship
“Yinhe” did nat carry the twa chemicals al-
leged by the US. Tt put forth a positive
Propasal for a third—party inspection.

However, the US chose 1o ignare the
Chinese dasifieation and siuck \a is erro-
nepus positian, thus denying a solution to
this problem for a lang time.

The *Yinhe" was ompetied 1o stay
adeilt on the high scas for more than 20
days, with its csew suffering from shortages
af fresh water, food and drinking water.
The ship had o change its course and delay
unloading, which caused heavy economic
lasses (o the Chinese,

Ta demanstrale to the intornational
community its sincerity fo reach a scitle-
ment to the guestion, to clarify the
incidenl, to bring about an earlier solution
to the issuc to avoid further losses, and 1o
allcviale the suffering of the "Yinhe”
seamen al an carlicr date, the Chinese pro-
posed that a third party inspoct the cargo
of the ship that the US was concorned
about.

Nonc of the above-mentioned chemi-
cals were found in the inspected containers.

And the US, disregarding its own
‘words, tore up the agreement that had al-
ready been reached and raised, time and
again, the unreasonable demand that the
range of the inspection be expanded 10 all
782 conuiners loaded an the ship, in-
cluding the carga dispatched at ather coun-
Iries. This prolonged he inspection again
and again.
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sulis of the exhaustive inspoction at
Damman Port show that tho truth hes
been brought to the daylight, and the
United States has scted in an utterly
indiscreet and irresponsible manner as it
pravided its so—called “intelligence” ta the
various partics oven before it had the basic
facts about the Chinese ship carrect. When
the Chinese, aftcr careful investigation inta
the malter, made clear o the US that the
“Yinhe” did not carry the two chemicals,
the US insisting on having its way end con-
tinucd ta misguide public opinion and put
prossure on the cauntries cancerned.

Recently, the US has often willfully
brought pressure 1a bear an other cauntries
om (e ground of its s called “intelligence”
which was no more than hearsay or
self-invented storics,

Thisis a show of hegemony and pawer
politics, pure and simple. The *Yinhe o
Gident is anly one crample in this regard.

Accarding 1o intcrmational law and i
ternational practices, il is the sovereign
Tight of cach and cvery country Lo conduet
normal maritime shipping and forcign
trade, which broaks no obstrustion and in-
terfercnce from any country.

But the United States has gone sa far
25 10 send warships and military aircraft to
follow, monitor and harass thé “Yinhe.” It
‘made many absurd demands including one
that would requite China to recall the ship
toits port of departure.

These acts by tho United Statos have
seriously infringed upon Chine’s sovereign-
ty and its right to freedom of navigation in
international waters, which constitutes a
blatant contempt of the norms governing
international relations.

The chemical weapons (CW) conven-
tion will ot become effective until at least

1995, and its verification mechanism is yet
to be established. The Uniled Stacs, until
this very day, has not ratificd the canven-
tion. And no international orgaization
has ever empowered the US to conduct
unilateral inspection of other countries.

Peopls canaot belp wondering what
legal basis the US has to justify its actions,
If such behavior of the self-styled *world
cop* is to be condoned, can there still be
justice, sovereign equality and normal
State—to-state relations in this world?

As a signatory to the CW convention,
China is very serious about its internation-
al obligations. Even though the convention
has yet to tak effect, China has committed
itselfl publicly not to produce or possess
chemical weapons, nor does it export
chemical products that may be use for the
‘purpase of making chenaical weapous.

Tn order to ensure that the chemicals it
exports will not be used for chemical
weapons, the Chinese Government has
farmulated extremely stringent Measures to
control ts chemical export.

Regarding the two chemicals referred
ta by the US, the Chinese Government has
clear—cut orders against thelr export 10 cer-
tain regions.

The Chincse Government will, as al-
ways, strictly abscrve its international obli-
gations and contributc 10 safcgusrding
temnational peace and soourily, as well a5
promoting normal economic and trade ex-
changes among countrics.

The Yinhe” incident has incurred
‘eavy losses 1o China both politically and
cconomically,

China strongly demands that the US
take immediate steps to remove the advers
consequences of its false intelligence and
ensure, as it has already promised, that
#Yinhe” be allowed 10 enter its scheduled

that the US make a public apology 10 the
Chinese and corapensate for all financial
Iosses sustainied by the Chinese.

The United States should commit it-
#If in explicit terms to siric compliance
with intecnational law and norms gov-
erning international relations in future
handling of its relations with other tates,
and it should guarantee against similar in-
cidents.

‘What the Usited States did during the
“Yinhe Tncident” has serious poisoued in-
ternatianal politieal and cconomic envi-
vanment, This conduct of new hegemony
and power politics is sill the major absia-
chs for achieving the two ims of peace
and development,

China has always been advocating im-
proving  and  developing  the

Sino-American relation, and has made
great efforts in this regard. Chinese Icadcrs
polnted out from time to time thal China
would like ta increase confidence, reduce
trouble, develap cooperation and advocate
o confrontation with the United States.
The American side aleo expressed paying
great atiention 1o the Sino~American rela-
tions. However, the *Yinhe Tncident” solely
produced by the United States, is in fact
giving trauble 10 the Sino—American rela-
tions, and is a kind of confvontation raised
by the United States, If the Goverament of
the United States has the sincerity to im-
prove and devclop the Sino-American re-
Tations, it shauld change its way of doing
things and retum back to the principled
position of the throe joint statements
signed by China and the Uniled States.

—An Interview with theVice—Director of the Committee
for Environmental Protection, Tibet Autonomous

Everything in modern Tibet has taken
o a new look, Rows of modern buildings
in various styles fill the skyline in modern
‘Tibet. The ancient and somewhat previous-
Iy untamed wilderness is now filled with
department stores, hotels, restaurants,
hospitals, factories, schools, gymnasims
and cinemas. The Conference Hall of tho
People now stands on the Tibetan Platoau,
and asphalt highweys form a iransporta-
tion network stretching to the frontier.

Tibet's rapid dovelopment has ot in
any way harmed the ccological environ-
ment, and the air in the region remains
fresh. In the carly 1980s, national
environmental protection laws and rogula-
tions wore enactod and an eovironmental
monitoring statlon was built in Lhasa, the
regional capltal. Testing shows that on the
whole the Tibetan enviconment remains
good, and the air and water is basically free
of pollution. The daily average of sus-
pended particles in Tibetan cities stands at
340 microgram per cubic meter , some 10
percent better than state environmental
quality standards. Tibet is also free of
radioactive contamination and scid rain.

The Tibet Autanomous Region ad-
heres 1o thre major policies: (1) the
coordinated development af the cconomy
and environmental protection;(2) units
discharging pollutants are held responsible
for necessary cleanup; and, (3) stcngth-
ening environmental management. The
Regional government has fromulated a se-

ries of environmental laws and regulations
for protsting the cnvironment and natural
resaurces in accordance with local eondi-
tions.

At the same time, the Region has
gradually cstablished 2 comprebensive
environmental protection administration.
A leading group for environmental protec-
tion was formed in 1975, and the Tibetan
Committee for Bnvironmental Protection
in 1990, At present, the Region’s five
prefectures have opemed environmental
protection agencics, and _environmental
‘monitoring stations are under construction
in Xigaze and Qamdo. The Region has es-
tablished a unified monitoring and control
system, . and  an  “assessment  of
environmental impact” is being carricd out
on all projects that might sven romotely
adversely affect the eavironment, As part
of an effort to control existing poifution,
some 80 percent of all industrial emissions
are now treated. In addition, iovestigations
have been completed in regards to indus-
trial pollution, soil contaminants, natural
radiation levels, and the state of wildlife
and plants. The work has provided a scien-
ific basis for Turther pratesting the envi-
ranment in Tihet, while a1 the same time
rationally using resaurces and doveloping
the economy in Tibet.

Tibstans have joined in 1 concertd ef.
fort to protect the ecology and environ-
ment. They have constructed more than
13,000 irrigation casals, 5,200 small dams
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[image: image14.png]and rescrvoirs, 60 pumping stations and 18
dike sysicms, Al the same time, windbreaks
and irrigation systems have been can-
structed in the grasslands, and extensive cf:
forts have boon made to protect pastures.
Measures instiluted include fencing, ex-
panding irrigation systems, seasonally ro-
tating Livestock, doveloping flood plains,
afforestation, using grass for feed, and
readjusting the overall herding structure.
The rational use of pesticides and fertilizers
has been encouraged for many years, and
some 1.89 million hectares are now free of
the destructive influences of rabbits, insects
and harmful grass varieties. As 4 result,
some 220,000 hectares are now available
for cultivation and 53 million hectares of
grasslands are subject to rational use and
protection. The efforts have enhanced agri-
culture and have resulicd in successive
‘years of good harvests. As prt of an cifort
1 protect its forests, Tibet has established
fire prevention command offices in 5
prefectures and 30 heavily farcstcd coun-
ties. The command offices are respansible
for Instituting policies designed to protect
forests by preventing fires, supcrvising af-
forestation  projects,  developing  troe
nurseries and preventing the indiseriminate
cutting of trocs. At present, the region’s
valume of forest coverage far exceeds con-
sumption. Since the carly 1980s, 130,000
hoctarcs of protected forests have been
wrcated by closing afforested mountainous
arcas and (ransplantation has been carricd
out on an additional 20,600 hectares. The
afforestation effort has succeeded in check-
ing the adverse effects of wind, controlling
blowing sand, protecting water and sail re-
sources and regulating climatic conditions.

‘The Tibet Autonomous Region has ci-
ther established or will soon establi
twelve wildlife reserves covering a lotal of
325,000 squere kilometers, an area cqual to
the size of countries the size of Paland and

Norway. The Qiungtang Reserve in North-
em Tibet, which covers somc 240,000
square Lilometcrs, is the largest nature re-
serve in the warld. Qiangtang is home to
164 rare specics of stale—protected wild an-
imals and plants. The flock of rare
black—cresicd crancs, which only & few
years ago was estimated ar 1,000 birds, has
grown to well over 3,000. Tigers which
have scidom boon seen in recent years ap-
poar to be flourishing in the Chaiyu Nature
Rescrve. Wildiife cxperts believe the rescrve
is home 10 from 3 10 § tigers, similar 1o G-
gers found in Bangladesh. In eddition, a
large hord of wild donkeys have been
found in the Himalayas.

The Tibotan government attempis to
cnhance rapid development, modernization
and industrialization by adapting measurcs
to local conditions, end developing
non-polluting sources of energy 1a cantrol
environmental pollution. Thus far, the Re-
gion has constructed 424 hydroclertric and
2 geothermal power stations, including the
Yangbajan Geothermal Power Station, the
largost of its kind in China. The countrys
Targest solar energy power station has been
built in Ari. Tibet now has some 18,000 sa-
Iar powered stoves and 105,000 square me-
te16 of solar powered hausing, a8 well as
over 700 wind powered generators, The
central goverament has allocated over |
billion yuan to develop the “Thres Rivers
Project’— the largest agrieultural devel-
opment project undertaken in Tibet during
the 20th Century. The projeet will net only
mark the revitalization and prosperity of
Tibet, but will also bocome the region’s
landmark for enviranmental protection.

Today's Tibet, with its unique advan-
tages and potential, as well s its new face
and appcarance has attractod increasing
numbers of technicians, experts, scholars,
mauntaineers and tourists from five con-
tincnts.
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Livestock production in Tibet Auton-
omous Regian, ane of China's five largest
animal husbandry bascs, accounts for more
than ane~third of the Regions's economy.
In the past, frequent natural disasters, seri-
ous epidemic diseasca and the use of only
primary bresding lod to the Region's low
autput in animal husbandry, As part of an
effort to introduce fundsmental changes,
scientists and technicians undertook an ex-
tensive program 1o revitalize animal hus-
andry {n the Region. They conducted ex-
tensive research and promoted research re-
sults in pastoral arcas,

Tibetan livestock scicntists and techni
cians devoted their efforts Lo scientific re-
search and developmens, including im-
proving highland species, the prevention
and treatment of epidemic discases, and
construction of pastures. Their efforts
helped 10 generale momentum which re-
silted in the susiained and swady devel-
opment of animal husbandry in the
Region,

Accarding to recent statistics, the
Tibetan Research Tnstitute of Livostock
and Veterinary Services has rocorded over
200 rescarch achievements over the past
decade, 30 of which have wan either na-
lional or Tibctan scicntific achievement
awards. The application of rescarch results
has produced significant cconamic and so-
cial returns valucd at over 100 million
yusn.

Notable success has also  been
schieved in improving livestock breeds,
and a primary system for improving
livestock has formed. Statistics sbow that
52 pastoral countics and over 200 broeding
stations have worked diligently 10 improve
the breeding of cows and sheep. In 1992,
some 500,000 head of livestock were either
crossbred or raised under controlled condi-
tions. Scientifie achievements such

crossbreeding to improve breeds of cows,
*developing sheep for both wool and meat”
and producing smi-fine wool won na-
tional scientific progress awards, The an-
nual net income for hybrid cows has risen
ta 855 yuan per head, 3 4.7—fold increase
over previous figures.

Efforts to prevent and treat cpidomic
discascs have been  highly  successful,
‘Today, Tibet is basically guaranteed that
the spread of disastrous epidemic disease
<an be provented. The ressarch effort has
not only protected the development of
livestock, but also the health and well—be-
ing of the people.

Tn rocent yeats, scicatists and fechni-
cians i Tibet have engaged in a massive of-
fort ta cultivate the grasslands by intro-
ducing hybrid seed, systematically devel-
oping pastures, and preventing and elim
nating pests such as insects and rats. The
region now has over 700,000 mu of
grasslands, some 4 million my of which is
protected by windbreaks. Tae threat of in-
sects, Tats and dostructive strains of grass
‘had been removed on over 17 million mu.

Using sciense and  technology to
revitalize livestock has resulted in substan-
lial coomomic and social returns. In 1992,
the Regions's livestook hord bad growa 1o
23.95 million head, up 3 percent over the
1991 figure, The value of the livestock ex-
ceeded 129 billion yuan, up some 4
percont, and the average income far
herdsmen had risen to 500 yuan, a rise of §

It is entirely for the purposc af
wclf—~defense that China develaps and pos-
wsses a0 small mumber of muglear
weapons. On the very day it breame a nu-
clear weapon state in 1964, the Chinese
government solemnly declared that at no
times a0d under no cirumstances would
China bo the first 10 use or threaten to use
nuclear weapons. Tt has also undertaken
Hot 10 s OF threaten (¢ usc nuclear weap-
ous agalnst non-nuclear—wcapon states or
nuclear—free zoncs. Tn kecping with this
Policy, it hes signed and ratificd the rele-
vant additional protocols of the Treaty. of
Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin
Ametica and South Pacific Nuclear—Free
Zone Treaty.

China bas all slong stood for the
complete probibition and thorough de-
sizuction of nuclear weaponz and a com-
Prenensive nuclear test ban in this context.
Proceeding from this basie position, China
has always exercised utmost restraint on
Duciear testing and the Dumber of the u-
clear tests it has conducied is extremely
fimited.

China fully understands the sincere
desire of the non—nuclear States for a0 ear-
Iy conclusinn af 3 comprehensive test ban
treaty through negotiations and believes
that such & treaty has ils positive signifi-
cance. While supporting its carly conclu-
sion, China will take an activs part in the
negotiating process und work together with
other countries ta conclude this trealy no
Iater than 1996, At the same time, China
belicves that 2 ledge by all nuclear—weap-
on States not to use unclesr weapans af all
is of cven grealer significance as it is & mare
effoctive  mlep  fowards  the
non~proliferation goal underscored by the
trealy on non—proliferation of nuclear
weapons. To this end, China strongly calls
for a parallel hegotiation by all mucleas
weapon States aimed at concluding 6o in-
ternational convention on uncounditional
Don—frsi~use of suclesr weapons snd
non—use and nop—threat of use of nuclear

China is a peace~loving country and
an important force devoted to preserving
peace, socurity and stablity in the world.

Chine has always maintained that
there saould be a fair, reasanable, compre-
heasive and balanced approsch 1o effective
disarmament and arms control. We 0ppose
interference in the intcrnational affars of
ather countries by means of arms contro}
and arms transfor, China is in favor of ap-
propriate openness and transparency in
arms tranafer, China maintains that the fol-
lowing prineiplcs must be observed in pur-
suing transparency in arms transfer(TIAT):

1. The obctive of TIAT is to enhance
peace, sccurity and stability in various
cauntries and rogions of the world. Appro-
priate and practicable TIAT will be condu-
cive 10 the establisnment and promotion of
international trust and the easing of inter-
natianal tensions, and help countries de-
cide on appropriate lovels of srmoment.

2. Tn the pursuit of TIAT, the funda-
mental principle of undiminished national
sccurity for all countrios must bo observed.
Under the UN Charter, states enjoy aa in-
berent right of individusl ar collective
self—defence. Hence all constries have the
right to possess and maintain mesns of mil-
itary defense at & level commensurate with
their legitimate self~defense roquirements.
All TIAT wmeasurcs musl be conducive to
maintaining end cnhancing rather than
kopardizing o compromising countries’
Tight of scif-defense and their logitimate
defensc cupabilities. Countries are likewise
undor an obligation nat to sesk afmaments
cxceoding their legitimate security requice-
ments.

3. Specific TIAT measures should be
appropriate and practicablc snd should be
formulated jointly by al) cauntries through
consultations on an equal footing. The an-
ture and scope of thesc measures should be
determitied in the light of the objcstives
agreed upon by various countries, and sub-
ject 10 adjustment where called for by de-
velopments i the intcrnational situation
and countries’ changing requirements.

4. Transparency in srms fransfer is dif-
fieult 10 pursuc independontly, as it de-
pends on_international conditions. To
promote TIAT, mombers of the United
Nations should all strictly adicrs to the
purposes and principlcs of the Charter,
abide by the Five Principlcs of Peaceful
Coexistence, sellle international disputes
through peacefal moans, and opposs and
eliminate fram inernationa) relations inter-
ference in the inlcrmal afsirs of other
canntrics and the use or threat of force in
displays of hegemany and pawer politics.

5. As levels of armament vary greatly
between countrics, their actual influence on
regiona] and global scourity also vaties. It
is incumbent an the countries with tho
largest and most advanced nuclear and
canventianel arsenalt to proceed (o drastic
reductions in their heavy and offensive
weapops, their naval and air forces in par-
ticular, while taking the lead in making
public information on their arsenals and
the deployment of their forces. This will fa-
cilitate drastic reduction in glabal srm
meat levels and ehance the semse of scourily
of other countries and regions which in
turn will generate favorable conditians for
universal TIAT.
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China Ranks High In Chemical
Disarmament Verification

China’s chemical disarmament verification anslyses were once again
ranked amongst the best in the world by delcgates participating in the re-
cent 4th Rahcen Test, which was attended by 16 verification laboratorics,
and 14 countries, including th United States, Russia, tho United Kiagdom
and France.

“This marks the third test in succession that China has ranked amongst
the best in the world in terms of tesling cfficicncy; quantity; precision and
accuracy; se of advanced methads; and comprehensive quality~control
systems. The ranking indicales that Chinese techsology used for tasting,
analyzing and verilying chemical dissrmament has reached the advanced
world levels.

The Robern Test, which was developed by the Lawrence-Livermore
National Laboratory in the United States, is considered a highly significant
taal for banning chemical weapons. Compared with the last iwo rounds of
testing, this particular test was a great deal more difficult to carry out be-
caus it required highly sopbisticated technology, and was subject 1o striel
quality control standards. The Chiness toam effectively bleaded their ol
lective wisdam and diligent efforts to rigorously and scientifically conduct
the test and smalyses, and accurately confirm and verify the results by using
& vast array of testing methods.

Forcign experts atiending a Tocent Expert Conference on the 4th
Round of the Robem Test, which was convened in London, commented
on the excellent performance of the Chinese team.

According to recent reports, the special anti—chemical warfare unit of
Ching’s People’s Liberation Army has for many years conducted research
related 1o verifying chemica] disarmament, and during that time has re-
