In retrospect
China has withstood the test of international
turmoil over the past few years, and during
the period has traveled a long section of
uneven ground. A point well worth
remembering is that only a litle over a
decade ago, many people throughout the
world sympathized with and offered support
as China firmly embarked on the road of
reform and opening 1o the outside world. At
the same time, however, there were worries
that China would drift away from socialism.
In terms of those who harbored illusions that
China would degenerate to capitalism, they
cherished a thought that China was in fact
heading in what they considered the right
direction. As time passed, much to their
surprise, they found that reform and opening
in China in no way suggested abandoning
socialism, but instead centered on upholding
the four cardinal principles and adhering to a
socialist road with Chinese characteristis.

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[image: image4.png]dramatic changes in East Burope, the
disintegration of the Soviet Union and civil
war in Yugoslavia, they concluded that
socialist China would not stand for long. and
in fact was dosmed o collapse. As a result,
they imposed economic sanctions and isolated
China politically in an attempt to force the
country to yield to the pressure. However,
their assessment was ance agaln misguided.
The Chiness people feared neither isclation
nor evil, and no matter how twbulent the
international situation, China was capable of
stnding firm. Instead of collapsing, China
gained  increased  stability,  experienced
greater dovelopment and became even more
prosperous. While the previous two years
witnessed the disintegration of the former
Soviet Union, China experienced rapid
economic development and scared notable
diplomatic achicvements.

During his inspection tour of South
China in 1992, Comrade Deng Xiaaping
pointed out that the domestic situation in
China was ideal and the international
situation favarable, He said it was possible
for China to aceelerate the reform and
apening policies in order to rapidly achieve an
even higher growth rate for ceonomic
development. In 1992, Chined Gross
National Product (GNP) increased by 12. 8
percent and was expected ta rise o 13 percent
in 1983. The country’s total foreign trade
volume for 1393 stood at US $165. 8
billion, end onee final figures are anncunced
it is expected to surpass US $ 190 biftion for
1993.

China has also achieved notable succesy
in the develppment of foreign relations,
establishing diplomatic selations with some
158 countries. Good — neighborly friendly
relations  with bordering countties bhave
resulted in the most fruitful period of
development and consolidation since the
founding of the People s Republic of China in
1949. China has also enhanced relations with
developing countries based an solidarity and
cooperation, and has entered into mutaally
beneficial and impeoved cooperation with
Western countries on an equal footing
through dialogue.

China characterized by unity, stability,
prosperity and development is rising In the
Esst, and catchisig the aftention of ever more
countries, Most countries naw look at China
through different eyes and the country’s
influcnce has been reevaluated. A major
topic of conversation worldwide centers on
the role China will play intstnationally.

The Western media, Tesearch institutes
and international financial organizations are
fow reterring to development in China as 7
miracle ¥, Last November the British
magazine, the ECONOMIST, became one of
the fist Western magazines to carty
commentary on rapid economie development
in Chiba. Articles focusing on the subiject are
now appearing in the Western press with
increasing frequoncy. Far example, In its
May lth issue American TIMES magazine
published the series entitled 7 China Destined
to Become 2 Suporpower”; on May 11
READER'S NEWS of Japan published the
seties "The Awakening Lion” ) an May 17th
BUSINESS WEEK from the United States
published » An Fconomic Giant—— A Rising
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YORK TIMES, also of the United States,
reported that China was now the World§
third largest economic power; and on May
29th the ECONOMIST seid that the broad
prospects for Chinese development was the
most significant econamic news to reach the
world this cenury.

‘The statement that China has became the
warld’s third leading economic power
following the United States and Japan
obviously fails to conform to actual reality in
China, In the case of a vast country like
China, with ite massive population of 1. 17
billion people, the per capita income will
remain low even though the GNP maintains
tapid  growth rete.  China remains a
developing country with low income and
unremitting efforts over the next several
generations will be required for it to feach the
level of medium-level developed country.

A number of individuals, who regard
unprecedented economic  development in
China as a threat have asserted that such
develapment will lead to an effart to "expand
armaments, and will tend o fill the current
vacuum¥. Some even Went so far as to assert
that China will become the #major threat” to
Wast in the not too distant future. Such
arguments are groundless, and  simply
uarestrained propaganda designed to prolong
policies dedicated to containing China. A
review of modern Chinese history enables one
to understand that the Chinese people have
suffered untold hardships and have been
subjected to every conceivable type of
bullying and invasions by foreign powers.
Actording to an old Chinese proverb; * Do
not do onto others what you would expect
them not to do to ou. # China has long been
a peace-loving country and the Chinese peaple
greatly cherish peace. Development plans in

China call for and depend on a peaceful
international envitonment. China will not
participate in any anms race. Will not join
any military bloc, will not seek a sphere of
influence, will not engage in hegemony, and
neither ghall it become & superpower. China
has no soldier nor military base abroad, and
poses no threat to any couatry. China has
been and will always be a force working to
maintain world peace, no matter the level of
gower it might gain. No matter what might
transpire in the world China will maintain an
independent foreign policy of peace, and will
advance the principle of fostering friendly
cooperative relations with other countries
based on the Five Principles of Peaceful
Coexdstense.

” Prejudice is a great deal further from
the truth than ignorance, * and based on such
1deological prefudice, some people advocated,
in line with the collapse of the Soviet Unian,
2 policy of isolation and containment should
be applied to China, the warld’s last major
stronghold of socialism. Such peaple failed 1o
consider the obvious differences between
China and the farmer Soviet Union. In terms
of fareign relations, the former Soviet Union
sought hegemony and exerclsed pawer
politics, while China had been & victim of
such policies 2nd engaged in a struggle to
overcome them for well over 30 years.

With regards to domestic policy. China
is  bullding socialin with Chinese
characteristics by implementing the policies of
reform and opening to the outside word,
rather than remaining behind closed doors. Tn
the past, guided by the theory of ” two
pasallel world markets® the former Soviet
Union established a highly centralized and
rigid domestic economic system,  and
organized an economic bloc characterized by
an emphasis on ideology and soclalist
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hand followed 4 completely different road.
For well over a decade, China has pursued &
path of reform and opening, and has engaged
in international competition and sought
cooperation. China’s soclalist construction
has not anly aroused the enthusiasm of the
Chinese people, but has also raised thelr
standard of living, and has provided
unlimited  opportunities  for  forelgn
businessmen 1o do business and invest in the
huge Chinese market. Since China initiated
reforms, the mumber of solely foreign-
funded, joint venture and cooperative
enterprises has soared to well over 150, 000
Tn 1992 alone, over 48, 000 direct foreign-
funded projects were approved, with total
investment contracts valued at US $58. 1
billion, some US § 11. 2 billion of which was
put into wse during the year. Between
Janusry and  October, actual foreign
investments put into use rose to US §17. 2
billion. China‘$ vast market has geadually
manifested itself while Western economies
have been in the grips of a sustained
recession. Western countries attracted by the
vast potential of the Chinese market would
mnot let & single opportunity escape their
grasp. Facts show China and Western
countries share broad commion interests.

Under the prevailing circumstances,
‘Western countries have begun 1o look at and
understand China from a different point of
view. Increasing numbers of interested
patics have come to realize that world peace
and dovelopment need China. In today’s
watld it is impossible to isolate China, and
those attempting 16 do so would simply inflict
losses upon themselves. Relations between
Western countries and China bave never been
based on comman social systems, deology or
values, but tather on the basis of cammon

interests,

In November 1992, at the invitation of
US President Bill Clinton, Chinese President
Jiang  Zemin attended the unofficial
conference for Asia— Pacific Economic
Coaperation (APEC ). Speaking at the
conference, President Jiang made it clear that
* China cannot develop without the wotld,
and woridwide development needs China. A
stable, developed and prosperous China will
pase no threat to any country, but instead
will make even greater contributions to peace
and development in the Asia-Pacific Region
and the world 28 a Whole. * The statements of
the Chinese President fully reflect the China'’s
sincere desire to safeguard peace, promote
development and seek cooperation. The
summit between the leaders of China and the
United States was held in a positive and
constructive atmosphere and marked 2 new
beginning in Sino-American relations. The
recent China visit by German Chancellor
Kohl promoted mutual understanding
focilitated  mutually beneficiat  bilateral
cooperation on equal terms, and was
candurive to developing economic and trade
relations with the Furopean Community.
Facts have once again proved that mutual
respect and dialogue cartied out on an equal
footing are the only appropriate method to
promote a corsensus, nartow differences,
and develop cooperation between various
states.

As the world approaches a new era,
China welcomes the bright prospects for the
process of development. China hopes ia
enhance mutial undersianding and furtber
develop squal and mutually beneficlal
cooperatian with atl countries in the world in
order 10 make even greater contriutions to
world peace and the development of human
eivilization,
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The end of the Cold War has had
profound  mplications  on  internationsl
socurity. The simaton as & Whole 15
appraaching detente, and the possibility for
preventing globel  wars for a  relatively
long—term has been greatly enhanced.
However, this in no way implies that the
world i5 at peace. The priofity of most
countries world~wide has shified 10 a trend
towards econamic development. The strategic
focus of most of countries bas shifted to
competition  of  comprehensive  national
strength centred on the development of their
economies and on science and technology.
Meanwhile, countries have made relevant
readjustments in terms of military strategy,
and have adopted constructive plans for their
armed foroes and the acms build-up. Under
this seenaria, momentum and characteristics
worthy of mention have emerged in the realm
of arms control and disarmament,

Present Situation of Tnternational Arms
Contral and Disarmament

International ~ arms  control  and
disatmanment have been the subjest of variaus
changes under the present international
situation, and as a whole the global arms race
has continued o lessen in intensity, In the
three  years following 1989, rilitary
expenditures world-wide were reduced by
4%, 5% and 2, 3% respectively. World

wide military related trade In 1981 fell by
some 259 trom the previous year's figure.
In 1992, total world trade in conventional
arms fell to US § 18 billion. The United
States and the CIS countries have not been
able to maintain their massive military
expenditures and have adopted & series of
disarmament measures. Countries in Western
and Eastern Europe, as well as countries in
the Asin—— Pacific Region have also reduoed
their military forces. Nonetheless, regional
confliets continue, and the proliferation of
weapons of mass destruction and related
technologies has complicatad the task of
international arms control and disarmarent.
Regional arms cace has alsa posed a severe
threat to international security.

1. Nuclear confrontation betwsen the
United States and the Soviet Unjon (Russia)
has been superseded by nuclear co-operation,
Positive progeess has also been made In the
redustion and control of muctear, biological
and chemical weapons of mass destruction in
the axsenals of the two countries.

Since the emergence of & nuclear
confrontation in the 19505, the United States
and Russia have mutvally maintained high
level of deterrent pesture, and the level of
the military confrontation has been reduced
considerably since the mid—1980s. The joint
statement issued by the Presidents of the two
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[image: image8.png]countries at the conclusion of their Camp
David Summit held on 1 February, 1992
declared the establishment of friendly
relations. The summit also marked the end of
an era of confrantation.

The role of muclear weapans in the
security steategies of the United States and
Russia has changed since the end of the Cold
War,  Due to  different strategic
considerations and increasing pressure to
develop their economies by reducing the
burdens of military expenditures, the two
countties expanded negotiations on nuclear
arms control and initiated disarmament
plans. The Treaty on the Reduction and
Limitation of Strategic Offensive Amns
(START 1) was signed by the United States
and the Soviet Union on 31 July, 1991. The
Treaty on Further Reduction and Limitation
of Strategic Offensive Arms (START II)
between the two was consummated at the
Mascow Summit an 3 January 1993 In
addition to bilateral treaties on reducing
nuclear weapons, the United States and the
Soviet Union also -formulated initistives on
unilateral nuclear disarmament, which called
for substantial reduction in the quantity of
wotical nuclear weapons,  Along  with
reducing the number of deployed nuclear
weapans, the United States also ceased
production of certain advanced nuclear
weapons and has essentially frozen all
production of newly designed weapons.
Russia, France and Britain also curtailed
implementation of various nuclear plans. At
the same time, great progress has been made
in the reduction and control of other weapons
of mass destruction and their means of
delivery. The Chemical Weapans Convention
was signed in January 1993 after 24 years of
arduous  negotistions. Issues  concerning
stringent measures to verify and ensure
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compliance with the Biological and Toxie
Weapans Convention have been placed on the
agenda of international arms control. The
Missiles and Technology Control Regime has
proved to be a valuable tool in controlling the
proliferation of missley With offensive
military capabilities.

2. Accelerated  disarmament  of
conventional forces, and adoptian of U. N.
Register of Conventional Arms.

Remarkatle sucoess has been achieved in
‘multi—lateral arms control and disarmament
in Europe. In November 1990, the Treaty
on Conventional Foroes of Europs was
vonsummated between the North Atlantic
Treaty Organisation and countries belonging
to the former Warsaw Pact, as well 2s the
Agreement on Limiting Conventional Forces
in Eurcpe and the Open Sky Treaty which
were designed to increase  militery
transparency. All of the agreements helped to
usher in a new stage n the prooess of arms
control and disarmament.

The five year plan anncunced by the
United States In September 1933 called for
cutting the country s atmed forces by 2554,
from 1. 8 million to 1. 4 million. In the four
year term of the Clinton administration,
military expenditures will be slashed by some
US § 88 billion under the previous budget
suggested by the Bush administration,
Reduction rates announced by Western
countries will fall between 10% to 30%.
Russia has announced plans to cut its armed
forces from 2. 8 million at present to 1. 6
million by the year 2000, Progress has slso
boen made in the reductian of conventional
forces in the Asia-Pacific region. By the ond
of 1992, Russia had withdrawn 70, 000
troops from Mangolia, and reduoed its Pacific
Floet by warships, inchuding recalling all of
its warships stationed in Cam Ranh Bay, Viet




[image: image9.png]Nam. In the wake of the political setlement
of the Cambadian issuc and the withdrawal of
the Victnamese army, disarmament plans
were announced by countries like Thailand,
Malaysia, Indonesia and Singapore.

As part of an effart to contral the
transfer of conventional Weapons more
effectively, the United Nations implemented
the UL N. Register of Conventional Arms in
1983. It also called for member states to
increase their level of military transparency.
AL prosent, more than §0 countries have
Submitted reports on arms tzade,

$. Simultaneous reduction and quality
improvement of armed forces.

Although the process of International
arms control and disarmament continues to
develop, various major military powers have
failed to genuinely reduce their advanced
weapors. In fact, the armg race continves at
2 higher level and on a broader scale. The
struggle for superiority of military technology
is becoming Increasingly severe. Quite a few
countries have turned to improving the
quality of their armed forces, While at the
same time reducing the size. The United
States places cmphasis on matntaining a high
strategic alert posture and on the superiority
of 18 technology, equipment and the quotity
of the American armed forces. Tt is currenty
building & small, but highly trained, flexible
and high-tech armed forces which will enable
it to simultaneously engage in two major
regional conflicts. In addition to continuously
imptoving the mobility and targeting
preciseness of ity strategic missiles, Russia is
developing new types of missiles. France and
Britain are also focusing on the modernisation
of strategle nuclear weapans and Improving
their survivability and penetration ability.

4. The proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction has aroused wide-spread concern.

Since the collapse of the by-polar
system, Western countries, headed by the
United States, have taken the issue of
preventing nuclear proliferation as the major
priocity of arms control, procesding from the
standpolnt of their own security Interests. At
the same time, in consideration of their own.
security interest, various developing countries
are competing to develop a nuclear
capability. According to estimates of the US
Department of Defence, by the end of this
century some 15— 20 countries will have the
capability of Jaunching baltistic missites,, 3 of
which will poswéss & nuclear capability,
Thirty countries will have chemical weapons,
with 10 countries having blological weapons.
The proliferstion of weapons of masv
destruction, i. e nuclear, chemical and
biological weapons, means of delivery and
inadequate contrals over their use, will
present serious implications in terms of
reglonal security envitonments, Therefore,
nuclear praliferation has attracted the ever
increasing  attention of the International
community.

5. Small and medium sized-countries in
some regions are Increasing their armaments,
and  Western powers mre taking the
oppartunity to dump wezpans in developing
countries.

Since the end of the Cold War, shock
waves and conflicts induced by various
cantredictions bave seriously influenced
reglonal peace and security. Proceeding from
diffeting  cansiderations, quite a few
developing countries are actively developing
their miliary strength. In particular, a
scenario counter fo the disarmament effort
has emerged 1n the Middle East and Asia—
Pacific region.

The Gulf War, which was characterised
by high technology, shows that the present

e




[image: image10.png]weapons of Arabian countries are out of
date. Prior to the end of the Wer, countries
in the Middle East began investing heavily to
upgrade their arms stockpiles, resulting in the
emergence of a new round of armaments
development. According to the most recent
statistics, the volume of arms imports of
countries in the Middle East bas excecded
US$ 30 billion.

In face of the actual and potential
challenges, many countries in the Asia~
Pacific Region have also increascd their
military strength. Military expenditures and
the volume of arms trade are quietly
increasing and have excesded thase of the
Middle East, which in the past bas been
reforred 1o a5 the ¥ arsenal of the world. *
The Asia-Pacific Reglon has become the No.
1 region in terms of weapons imports.
Military expenditure have exceeded US §
260 billion, accounting for 22% of the
world~ wide total, and the percentage
continues to grow. Seven of the 15 major
weapons imparting countries are from the
Asia—Pacific Region. India, Japan and
Afghanistan are three of the 5 largest
importess, Japan, in particular, is the major
weapons  imparter  amangst  developed
countries. Tn 1991, the volume of weapon
imports of the Asia-Pacific reglon accounted
for 849 of the warld~wide, total a sharp
contrast compared to the 1982 figure of
16%.

Mitltary industries in the United States
and some Western countries were confronted
with a difficult situation at the end of the
Cold War, and have since tken the
opportunity to meddte in regional confticts by
exporting a large volume of weapons. Since
the end of the Gulf War, the United States
has exported weapons valued at over US §
63 billion to 142 countries. Expotts include
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advanced weapons systems such as " Patriot?
missiles and F~- 1 fighter aircraft. This has
not only spurred an ever increasing number
of countries 1o invest heavily in weaponry,
but has also induced other Western countries
to enter the competition to sell weapons to
developing countries. Economic difficulties
have forced Russia to sell various types of
weapans on the warld market, and have been
an important aspect in  fuelling the amms
build-up in varions other regions, thereby
becoming a factor inducing regional
conflicts,

Features of Present Arms Control and
Disarmament

1. The decreasing profile of arms
control and disarmament in  international
politics and  diplomacy, particularly those
between the United States and Russia-

During the Cold War years, asms
cantrol was the major priotity in the potitics
and diplomacy of the United States and the
Soviet Union. Negotiations on  ams
limitation  was a major factor in their
struggle for military superiority, and ams
contral became the centreplece of American
and Soviet foreign policy, with negotiations
often being confrontational in nature.
Therefore , throughout the first forty years of
nuclear history, the world witnessed the
intensification of the arms race in terms of
scale and quality, and not a single nuclear
weapon was eliminated; Foliowing the Cold
War, arms control negotiations between the
United States and the Soviet Union (Russia)
was strengthened in terms of cooperation and
there was an increasing number of
compromises. Tn regards to the internatianal
security environment after the Cold War,
The influence of economic, social and
environmental factors have increased, while
the influence of the military factor has
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teverted to mediation for solving conllicts
have often been in line with the establishment
of new world order and regianal security.

2. US— Soviet domination over
international armg control and disarmament
tends to be multi-lateral involvement.

Since the end of the Cold War,
international arms cuntrol and disarmament
have emerged from the old patirn under
which US—Soviet bilateral negotiations were
the aspect, vontrol of muclear Weapons and
relevant technologies were the central topie,
and striving for military superiority was the
main goal. The new pattern covers & broad
spectrum of struggle, including nuclear and
conventional  dissrmament, and  Tore
countries are involved in the process of arms
control and disatmament. Britain and France
have made relevant adjustments In their
nuelenr plans. For example, Britain
announced it would reduce its short range and
theatre missiles; and, France announced 2
reuction In the production of Harris short
range missles from 120 to 30, with futwre
production being stockpiled rather than being
deployed &8 originally planned.  Three
conferences on arms cantrol issues were held
in July and October 1991 and in May 1992
between the five countrics China, the United
States, Russia, Britain and France. The
London Conference, held in October 1991,
resulted in =n agreement on the principles of
conventional  arms transfers.  Somewhat
later, at the Washington Conference held in
May 1992, they also approved principles on
the non — proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction.

3. The elimination of weapons of mass
destruction has bevome the central topic of
arms control and disarmament.

Along with the development of the

process of industrialisation of developing
countries and the improvement of their
militaty technology and capability, the
Unlted States and Western powers take the
issues of preventing proliferation of weapons
of mass destruction and arms transfers as a
problem of global security and make them the
central topics of arms cantrol and
disarmament so as to protect their overseas
interests and maintain and  strengthen
Western military superiority. Measures taken
by the United States include a declaration for
ceasing production of nuclear materials, a
moratarium of nuclear tests, eliminating
1raq’s nuclear capability, compelling Korea
to accept IAEA inspections and promoting
negotiations between India and Pakistan on
non—proliferation, Strengthening of the
non — proliferation regime by the Wost has
multiple features. On the one hand, it can
curb escalation of regional conflicts and
prevent the spread of destructive weapans,
while on the other hand it can control
developing countries and help to maintain the
powerful position of the West.

4. Western countrics, headed by the
United States, are dominating the process of
arms control and disarmament, and are to a
great extent directing attention to developing
countries.

Along with the demise of the Soviet-
Eastern Buropean bloc, the Western bloc,
headed by the United States, has assumed a
leading position in international arms control
and disarmament. The United States has
stresoed that its nuslear farce should serve as
a deterrent to various nuclear threats, and
has steered the effort directed at lawer
threshold nuclear countries and developing
countries. Following the Guif War, the
United States employed every means passible
to prevent Jeaq from carrying out its nuclear
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[image: image12.png]and  chemical weapons and  missile
development plans. 1t also increased pressure
on Korea under the pretext that the country
was developing nuclear weapons, and used
groundiess information to place sanctions on
China and Pakistan, and creste what is
referred to as the ¥ Yinhe Incident.” The
fundamental purpose of the action of the
United States was to safeguard the interests of
Western. countries, and to maintain its
leading positon as the world’s sole
superpawer.

Issues Confronting Arms Control and
Disarmament

Although great progress has been made
in recent years in terms of arms control and
disarmament, it is stll far from what the
people of the world expect. Along with
developments in the international situation,
new issues and new uncertaintles continue to
emerge and pose new challenges to
intetnational arms control and disarmament.

1. Non-proliferation of weapons

Weapons proliferation is a continuing
trend which hinders arms control and
disarmament. ‘The inter —state peoliferation
of weapans, including nuclear weapons and
advanced conventional weapons, s an
important factor affecting both international
and regional security and stability. Along
‘with the shifting of focus of arms contral and
disarmement, the isue of preventing
weapons proliferation is attracting the
increasing  attention of the international
community. Althovgh some achievements
have been made in controlling prolifezation in
recent years, the issue has not as yet been
fundamentally settled. A number of problems
and uncertainties remain such as cessstion of
the production of weapons grade nucleer
materials, modification of the parameters of
the Missile and Technology Control Regime,

i —

expansion of the U. N. Registr of
Canventional Armms and extension of the Non
Proliferation Treaty in 1995. Settlcment of
these lssues pase hew challenges not only to
international arms control and disarmament,
but also 1o the maintenance of World peace
and security in the post-Cold War Era,

2. Comprehensive ban on nuclear
testing.

On 3 July 1993, the Clintn
administration announced it would extend its
‘moratorium on nuclear testing for 15 months
undet the condition that no ofher countries
would conduct tests. Russia, Feance and
Britain also declared a moratorium. Along
with the acceleration of the process of nuclear
disarmament, pressure for a comprehensive
nuslear test ban is becoming more intense,
and negotiations on 2 ban have been included
in the arms comtrol agenda. The First
Comimittes of the United Nations General
Assembly reached a Consensus to open
negotiations on & “universal, world-wide and
verifiatle” vomprehensive test ban treaty. Tn
1995, non—nuclear countrics must make
progress on a comprehensive nuclear test ban
25 a prerequisite for the extension of the Non
Proliferstion Treaty, A comprehensive ban
on nuclear testing Will become a priotity in
nuclear arms control negotiations.

3. Increasing military transparency

The U. N. Register of Conventional
Arms, which was implementsd in 1993, has
achleved fairly good results and has laid &
solid foundation for further military
transparency. The establishment of such &
system is conducive to the establishment of
mutual  confidence  amongst  different
countries, to increasing international and
domestic pressure on  irresponsible arms
transfers, and to controlling potential
regional arms races. Western countries have
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U.N. Register to include defence budgets,
military property and damestic military
production. ‘The issue of increasing military
transparency i3 both highly sensitive and
complex. Contradictions betwezn developed
and developing countries is particularly
conspicuous concerning this issue, and
differences exist even amongst developed
countries. Therefore, major confrontations
concerning the fesue Wil linger for quite some
time to come.

4. The nuclear weapons legacy of the
former Soviet Union

Following the collapse of the former
Soviet Union, Russia, Ukraine, Kazakhstan
and  Belarus have emerged as four
Independent  nuclear  states,  inheriting
30, 000 plus nuclear weapons from the
former Soviet Union. The couitries rank
second, third, fourth and seventh
tespectively in the world in terms of the
quantity of nuclear weapons in possession.
Onge contradictions and  confrontations
between the four countries become acutc, the
extent of thelr nuclear technology and
expertise, and minimal controls on nuclear
weapons could be unleashed at any moment.
As a result, these factors have become tie
focus of attention on proliferation. Recently,
Russia announced its new military doctrine in
which it abandons the no first use of muclear
weapons paliey of the farmer Saviet Union.

On 14 January 1994, Russia, the United
States and Ukraine reached agrecment on
dismantling nuclear weapons of the latter,
and  reaffirmed the non nuclear weapons
state status of the Ukraine. The agreement
calls for all nuclear warheads in Ukraine to
be moved to Rusia for dismantling.
However, It might be possibly quite a fong
and arducus proces to actually make Ukraine
a true nuclear weapons froe state due o the
uncertainties of the countrys domestic
politics. The nudlear wezpans legacy of the
formet Soviet Union has thus become an
uncertain factor in international arms control
and disarmament.

A summarisation of the above
mentioned facts reveals that the worlds
changing political landscape has brought
about great changes and implications to the
international arms control and dissrmament.
Progress Jn arms contral and disarmament is
conducive to Watld peace and security, as
well as to the interests of zll countries in the
world. However, international arms control
and disarmament stlll face many problems
which may at some point result in severe
confrontations between muctear and non.
nuclear countries, between developed and
developing countries, and possibly even
between developed countries. The tasks of
arms control and disarmament remain
arducus and require the unremitting efforts of
the international community.
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The Fourth Meeting of the
Organizational Members of the Chinese
Peoples Associaion for Peace and
Disarmament " was held in Beljing on
December 23rd, 1993. Leaders of the
CPAPD and representatives of its 24
organizational  members  attended  the
meeting. ‘The meeting heard the opening
remarks delivered by Li Peiyao, CPAPD
President and Vice-Chairman of the Standing
Committes of the National Deople’s
Congress, and the working report glven by
CPAPD Vice-President Zhu Shanging on
behalf of the CPAPD), bath of which received
ardent discussion.

Speaking at the meeting, President Li
Peiyao hoped that the meeting would become
a gathering of its organizational members for
strengthening contacts, exchanging
experience, learning from each other and
promoting the work of the CPAPD 10 & new
height. Ho cherished the memory of
President Zhou Peiyuan and Vice-President
Yang Hansheng who passed away not long
befare the meating.

Vice- President Zhu Shanging in his
report firstly reviewed the dramatic changes
having taken place in the international
situation in recent years, and polnted out that
safeguarding world peace and promoting
development remained to be the highest
priority facing the peaple in the current
world. He said the CPAPD had scared some
achievements by actively carrying out
international  exchanges on  peace and

— -

disarmament among the NGOs and
conducting  fesearch by following  the
development of the international situation.
Up 1o date, the CPAPD has established
vations contacts with mote than 300
rational, fegional and international peace
organizations and research institutions in
nearly 90 countries. Meanwhile the CPAPD
otganized and coordinated s arganizational
members to conduct different kinds of mass
activities on peace domestically With good
social returns, During the Fifth International
Week of Science and Peace in 1993, more
than 40 units participated and organized
different kinds of activities in varlous forms
with the attendance of more than one million
people.

Talking about CPAPDs work in the
future, Mr. Zhu stressed that there was still
2 lot of Work to be done In the field of mass
work for peace and disarmament and that we
should strengthen our study and work an new
issues 50 a5 to follow the new develagment of
the situation, and that we should make new
contributions to the maintenance of world
peace, promotion of development and
Pprogress of the human being.

The participants enthusiastically aired
their views and expressed their support to the
speech delivered by President L Pelyzo and
the working report given by Vice-President
Zhu Shanging and commended highly the
CPAPD upon its work and made quite a few
constructive praposals for the future work.
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In a bid for strengthening friendly
relations with peace organizations throughout
the world and conducting useful and
extensive exchanges, Chinesc People’s
Association for Peacc and Disarmament
organized mutual visits of different levels,
various forms and contents with peace
organizations from 18 countries in 1993.
Among them 12 foreign delegations visited
China, which were organized by the
following crganizations, Nagasaki Prefecture
Congress against A — and H — Bombs of
Japan, the Peace Studies Assaciation of
Japan , Internationsl Peace Foundations”
Association of the CIS, Federation of
Mongolian ~ Peace  and  Friendship
Organizations, All-India Peace and Solidarity
Organization, ~Councll  of  Uzbekhstan
Foundation for Peace and Reconciliation,
Romanian Peace Alliance, Lithuanian Peace
Forum, the Korean Association of East-Asian
Studies. Some foreign peace personages and
scholars also visited China. Among them
were President of the Greek Commitise for
International Detente and Peace ( a5 well as
Chalrman of World Peace Council) M.
Evangelos Maherss and his wife, Dr.
Willlam Dunlop, Director of the Teaty
Verification Program at Lawrence Livermate
Natonal Labaratory, and Ms Wendy
Fricman, Ditector, Asia  Technology
Progzam in Science Applications International

Cooperation in the U. S. At the invitation of
foreign peace otganizations, § CPAPD
delegations visited the following countries,
Kazakhstan, Uzbekhstan, Turkmenistan,
Kyrgyzstan, India, the United Ststes.,
Switzerland, Sweden, Ukraine, Romania,
the United Kingdam, Republic of Korea,
Russla and Japan. The above mentioned
friendly exchangss have enhanced the mutual
understanding and friendship between peace
otganizations in China and  relevant

countries, and have played a positive role in
promoting  friendly cooperation  between
Chinese peaple and peoples in thase countries.





[image: image16.png]In terms of scademic cxchanges, the
CPAPD  co— sponsored  multilateral  and
bilateral seminars, out of which there were 3
major ones.

The two sides exchanged
Views extensively on issues of cammon
intorest. These seminars are of importance
for participants from China and other
countries to exchange information, promote
mutual understanding, and seek common
grounds while reserving differences.

On November 24, 1993, Zhou
Peiyuan, our reverad, fespected and beloved
former president passed away, leaving us
with great sadness and sorrow. Zhou had
held the post as President of the Chinese
Peoples  Asscclation  for  Peace and
Disarmament  ( CPAPD )  since  the
organization was founded in 1985, In 1982,
at the advanced age of 91, Professor Zhou
assumed the post of Honorary President of
the CPAPD. Throughout his life, Professor
Zhou made outstanding contributions to the
lofty cause of maintaining world peace. He
wholeheartedly devoted himself to the cause
and traveled extensively In pursult of its
Fulfillment.

Only two days after the founding of the
Peaple’s Repudlic of China In 1949,
Professor Zhou, who was then a professor
and the Dean of Studies at Qinghua
University, was present at the founding
ceremny of the Chinese Peaple’s Committee
For Safeguarding World Peace (CPCSWP)
as a representative of the  scientific
community. He was clected a member of the
standing councit of the committee, A short
time later, on November 16, 1949, the
professar  participated  in  the Second
Conference in Support af World Peace held in
Warsaw, Poland. He was a member of 2
delegation which included Cai Tingkei, Li
Dequan, Yan Jicl, Tu Changwang and
various ofher well-known personages and
scientists. The delegation was headed by Guo
Muoruo, the president of the CPCSWP.

From that time on, Frofessor Zhou devoted
himself to the cause of world peace and
traveled to numerous conferences and
meetings in pursuit of the goal. Zhou
established  extensive  contacts  with
internations] ssientific circles early in his
carcer. He later acted on bebalf of the well-

known geologist Li Siguang, the President of
the Association of Science and Technology,
serving 2s a reprosentative 1o the founding
confetence of & world arganization for
science and peace which was held in the
Canadian fishing village of Pugwash. The
canference became known across the waald as
the Pugwash Conference on Science and
World Affairs. Professor Zhou participated
in the conference on numerous occasions and
was a council member until his death.

In 1986, while serving as CPAPD
president, Zhou stressed that the international
peave movement had become & social force,
but was facing numerous issue and challenges
related to the rapid development of science
and technology. He noted that large numbers
of international scientists had joined the ranks
of the movement, and pointed out that
Chinese scientisty should consider fallowing
suit as their duty bound responsibility. Zhou
said that great attention should be given to
selecting young and middle-aged scientists to
participate  in  relovant international
conterences in arder to cultivate a ” national
team” with & good grasp of science and
forelgn affairs, and who would actively
carry out peaple-to-peaple diplomacy. One
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[image: image20.png]day in May 1985, Zhou summaned a few
experts on muclear power technology and
selected staff members of the CPAPD to his
office for a discussion. He pointed out that &
number of international conferences an the
disarmament issued had been beld over the
past few years, adding that the Chinese
scientists shiould autend the meetings and
participate In disarmament research, Tt is thus
quite obvious that Professor Zhou personally
set a shining example for cultivating &
Chinese "national team to participate in the
international peave effort. He continugusly
encouraged seientists to actively participate in

international  exchanges  involving  the
‘movement.
Professor Zhow, who enjoyed high

prestige both domestically and internationaily
and made important contributions to the cause
of world peace over the years, was
unanimously elected president at the founding
of the CPAPD. Staff members who Worked
under the guidanve of the professor were
deeply moved and greatly encouraged by his
vigorous, eamest and conscientlous wark
style. They were especialty impressed by that
fact that in spite of being over 30 years of
age Professor Zhou worked diligently both at
home and abroad to enhance the cause of
world peace. In the 1950s and 1960s,
despite his advanced age, Zhou endured the
bardships of long and difficult journeys to
head delegations participating in international
conferences. In 1985, he led a delegation to
the 35th Annual Pugwash Conference om
Scienve and World Affairs, and worked
untiringly to resume relations between the
CPAPD and the Conference. In 1986, he
attended the UN Panel Workshop on Peace
and delivered a speech at the Warsaw
Conference of Intelloctuals for Peace. ln
1988, President Zhou attended the
—w—

International Meeting for a Nuclear Free
Europe held in Beslin and delivered a speech
entitled The Chinese People Hope to Join in a
Joint Effort With the People of Europe to
Safeguard World Peace and Strive for
Disarmamest.  The speech was warmly
received by conference delegates. In 1991,
the 415t Annual Pugwash Conference, which
carried the theme World Peace , Security and
Development, was held In Belfing. Professor
Zhou, who continued o serve as president of
the CPAPD, actively participated in the
preparatory work, presided over the opening
ceremony, and attended a number of sesslan
dospite suffering from an illess. The
delegates, esposially semior scientists and
professors who had attended a number of
previous Pugwash Conferences along with the
professor, were deeply touwched by his
dedication. They expressed their great delight
that good relations between the Pugwash
Conference and the Chiness people had been
reestablished through the diligent efforts of
Professor Zhou.

‘The United Netions declared 1986 as the
” International Year of Peace,” and the
Chinese Organizing Committee of the
Intotnational Year of Peace sponsored
numerous mass activities to promote peace.
Professor Zhou, who served as vice-
chairman  of the Chinese Organizing
Committee, participated in the activities on
ten separate occasions in Beijing, Shanghal
and varlous other Chinese cities. In 1987,
the UN awarded the CPAFD with the
honorary title of Peace Mesmenger to
commend the organizations achievements
during the Internationa] Year of Peace. The
organization’s achievements were closely
related to the unremitting efforts and herd
work of Professor Zhou.

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Now the world is experiencing drastic
changes, and new science & technology with
high tech at the core is developing rapidly.
Hereafter, the development of new high-
tech will completely change the features of
current preduction and become a majar factor
of world economic competition. Confronted
with the general trend of the worldwide
seience & technology development, China
bas worked out the ¥ 8637 Program-a
magnificent plan to develop its own high
tech.

In March 1986, four rencwned Chinese
scientists including Wang Daheng, applied
optics expert and academician of Chinese
Academy of Sciences, intly propased an
idea on tracing the development of the
strategic high-tech In the world. Through
roany—sided proof and examination, the
National Program on High tech Research 8
Development of China was named * 863
Program.

I has been 7 years since the
implementation of the ¥ 863" Program in
1987. Statistics of last year showed that in
the past few years, more than 1000 research
projects were assigned in five areas inctuding
zoology, information, automation, energy
and new material organized by Natlonal
Science Commission alone. About 30—40%
of them have been accomplished and more
than 550 research achievements have been
scored, among which over 300 have reached
the international level of mid-or late 1980

ang still others have been up to the advanced
Inteenational level. Update, China is in &
leading position n tine crop breeding through
genetic engineering, and in the technology of
treating hemophilia genes.,

Currently high-tech has been playing a
guiding role in transforming traditionsl
industry and upgrading its structure. Some of
the high-tech research achievements of the *
863% Program have produced o are going to
produce great economic results.

Through the implementation of » 8637
Program, & national high-tech research &
development team composed of well trained
lineup has been formed. By now, nearly 200
experts participate in this program directly
and more than 1000 indirectly each year.
And about 13,000 scientists most of whom
are young scientists or returning overseas
students are involved in the research work in
the abave-mentioned § areas.

The implementation of * 863 Program
will No doubt play an Important role in
rejuvenating China through science &
technology. Scientists of China will be sure to
rake full use of the historie opportunity
presented by reform and opening-up, to work
bard to realize the lang-cherished wishes of
refuvenating China through Science by the
Chinese peogle in mare than & century so as
to welcome the new boom of China’s
economy and science & technology in the
next century.
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The year of 1993 was the * Year of
Tibetan Education * declared by the
government of the Tibetan Autonomous
Region. The Government of the Tibetan
Autonomous Region decided to substantially
increase its input in the field of education and
the Region's budget for education should at
least account for 15 percent of its annual
financial budger. At the same time, the
‘Education Bureau of the Tibetan Autonoraous
Region has published ” The Basic Idea of
Reforming  ond  Developing  Tibetan
Education” and put forward that by the end
of this century every county will have its
middle schools and every town will have its
own primary school and more than 80
percent of the schoolage children will go to
school, the rate of illiterate and half~
illiterate young people and adults will be
Towered to 30 percent... ...

Before the peaceful lieration , education
in Tibet was mainly conducted by
menasteries, aristocrat-run school and okl
style private tutors, Only the nobles, monks
and pricsts, sorf owners and their children
could go fo school, but serfs and their
children were deprived of the rights to
education. Therefore the illiterate and half
illiterate accounted for more than 95 percent
of adults in the whole region. After the
peacetul Liberation of Titet, especially after
the demoratic reform of 1959, Tibetan serfs
have stood up and enjoyed the rights to
survival and development including rights to
extensive education in the real sense of the
letter. The Central Government has invested
a large amount of funds for the develapment
of education in Tibet in the past four decadss

-

totaling RMB 1. 1 billion ywan, and has
helped to establish an educational system with
local chatacteristics and Tibetan features.
This includes kindergarden, primary schoal ,
middle schoal, technical secondary schaol ,
higher ecucation and education with electrical
audio—visual aids.

In Tibet, the majority of primary
schools and some juntor middle schoals use
Tibetan as the teaching language, all kinds of
setiools make Tibetan language a compulsory
course. In addition, the Bureau of Teaching
Materia]l compiled textbook in Tibetan
language, And at the same time, Tibetan
language and literature, Tibetan medicine,
Tibetan arts, Tibetan history have been
gradually established a5 academic departments
in univeraities and secondary schools. In four
decades, there are nearly 20, 000 college
geaduates and 40, 000 secondary schoal and
middle school graduates, and 470,000 junior
middle school and primary school geaduates
and 1,5000 warkers completed their on—job
taining. They have been playing an
important role in the construction of Tibet.

The development of education in Tibet
has a lot to do with the implementation of the
policies of regional autonomy of minority
nationalities and a_series of preferential
policies enforced by the Central Government,
For examgle, free education is offered to the
students of Tibetan and other minorities. The
costs for their study from primary school to
university are covered by the government.

Up
tanow, the policy of taking Tibetan language as the
major one while usiag buth Tibctan language and
Haq language clarified in the Regulations has been
implementad With no exception ranging from
government documents. news and publications ta
signboerds.
