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Economy Keeps Momentum In China

The year 1993 saw an intensive
implementation of the resolutions of the
14th Congress of the Communist Party of
China (CPC) in all Tegions arxt departments
across the country. Reform and opening —
up 1o the outside world and the moder —
nization drive took new steps. Positive
achievements were scored in cahgucing and
improving the macro—— contrel mechanism.
The national econemy developed sustainably
and tapidly, with the people’s living
standard further improving and all sovial
undertakings developing.

According to the preliminary statistics,
the tutal GNP of 1993 reached 3138 billion
yuan, an increase of 13. 4% than that of
1992, The added value of the second
industry amounted ta 1624. § billion yuan,
having increased by 20. 423, while that of
the tertiary industry was 848, 5 billion
yuan, 2 growth of 9. 3 %. Agriculture
reaped a good harvest, Farming, forestry,
animal husbandry and fishery developed
continuously. The total added value of
agricultural produce in the year was 665
billion yuan, representing an incrcase of
4%. Among major crops, the owtput of
grain and oil~~bearing crops reached a re—
cord high. Except fot a drop in the output of
cotton and sugar—yielding crops, vegetables

e

and fruits yields recorded another good
harvest. The total cutput of grain in 1993
was 456. 44 million tons, 3. 1% up the
1992 figue, while the figurers of the
output of oil ~ bearing seeds were 17. 61
mitlion tons with 2. 0% increase. Howev—
er, the output of cotian totaling 3. 76 tons
drapped by 16.6%.

The forestation continued to expand,
with 5. 89 million hectares of forests planted
in 1993. There wes a steady increase of
animal husbardry and fishety.

‘The industrial sector continued to grow
at a fast speed.

The total gnnual added value reached
1414 billion yuan, an inctease of 21. 1%.
Of the industrial sectors, the added value of
the state—owned enterprises  incteased by
6. 4%, and that of the collective — owned
cnterprises by 26. 8%, In which the
township entesprises accounted for 46. 2%.
The large and medium — sized enterprises
maintained the  growth  momentum, up
14. 1%. The light industry developed in an
all — round way, with 669 billion yuan
added value accomplished in the year, vp
18. 9% than the 1992 figure. The added
valve of heavy industrial cutput scored 745
villion yuan, an increase of 22. 2%4 than
that of the previous year, The output of raw

tons, 144 million tons and 88. 68 million
tons  fespectively, with  corresponding
increase of 2. 2%, 1. 3% and 9. 6%.
Meanwhile, the  industrial
performance improved. The comprehensive
index of the economic performance of
industrial enterprises rose to 96. 6 points
from 89. 5 points of the previons year,
while the growth rate for added value of
industries dropped by 0. 6% compared with
that of 1992, The state—owned enterprises
suffered elimbing loss, and these which ran
ved aceounted for 30. 3% trom 28, 4% last
year.

The domestic commercial market was
brisk. The total retail sales of the consumer
goods reached 1223, 7 billion yvan in 1983,
26. 1% more than that of the
year (the actual increasc ratc was 11. 6%

allowing for the price rises), with a
distribution of 717. 6 billion yuan, 31. 2%
Increase in urban area, and 506. 1 biflion
yuan, 19.5% growth in rural area.

The volume of import and export
expanded. Accarding to statistics from the
National Custom, the total velume of export
in 1993 was US $91. & billion, an increase
of 8%, and that of the import was
US § 104 billion, a growth of 20%.

The absorption of forelgn investments
Xkept a high growth rate. The amount of
contractual foreign investment in 1993
ceached US § 1927 billion, 76. 7% up the

previous year. The  foreign

capital
actually put to use was US § 36. 77 billion,

up 91. 8%, By the end of 1993, 167,500
foreign funded projects  were regstered,
with 83,100 more than fast year.

China’s econamy In 1993 maintained
growth momentum. However, conspicuous
contradictions and problems cropped up in
the coutse of ragid growth, e g. the high
acceleration of price rises, the over —
expansion of investment in fixed aswets, and
the failure of the development of basic
industries and infrastructures to meet the
demand of the rapld economic growth.
Thercfore, the Central Committee of the
CPC and the State Council took prompt
macro—econtrol measures in order to restore
Sinancial order and to stabilize the economy.
This created the necessary conditions for
sustained development and smooth. progress
of the reform for the current year, and also
helped us accumulzte valuable experience in
exercising macro — control for & socialist
matket economy.

In the Report on the Work of the
Government delivered at the Second Session
of the Eighth National People’s Congress
March this year, Premier L{ Peng detalled
the general guideline for the work of the
party and the government, namely to #seize
the current opportunity , deepen the reform,
open Chine wider to the outside world,
promate maintain
Sisbility. * He pointed out that economic
development was the center of all our work,

“The general task for the economic work
this year is to deepen the refarm, strengthen
magro — control, vigoreusly restructure the
economy, promote technologieal progress,
actively develop pew markets, improve
economic performance, curb inflation, and
maintan steady, rapid and sound national
economic development.  Accurdingly, the
increase rate of GDP this year was set at
8%, an appropriate speed after a |3%]
increase for the last two consecutive years.
Currently, local governments at all
levels poy great attention to agricultural

production by carrying out effective
measores.  The  Industial  production
continues  fo grow,  With  economic

performance improving. The national key

projecis are carricd out smoothly. The
consumer market s brisk, and the poople’s
living  standards  further  improving.
However, there still exists some djfficulties
and protruding conflicts. The porformance
of agrioulture s decreasing comparatively
aml the income of the peasants needs to be
further raised. The investment in fixed
assets is still being over expanded. Some of

China formally acceded to the Treaty
on the Non — Proliferation  of Nuclear
Weapons fn 1092, and for the first time
participated as a Party to the Treaty in the
preparatory work for the 1995 conference
early this year.

NPT is one of the most universal
international legal instrutnents in the tield of

disarmament and arms control. Sinee
NPT has played an
in the prevention of

entry into force,
irreptaceatie role
nuctear weapons profiferation and pramotion
af nuclear disarmarment and peaceful uses of
nactear energy. Ata time of drastic.changes
in the international situstion and some
positive developments in nuclear
disarmament as well as increased nead of the
developlng countries (o utilice  ouclear
snergy for their economic development, he
positive value of the NET has been ever
more widely accepted and recognized. The
international community s anxious to see an
carly tealization of the three

objectives of the Treaty for the benefit of

major

preserving internationsl peace and security
and promation of economic development and
technologieal cooperation.

We have consistently stood for the
prevention  of  nucleat  weapons
proliferation. As early as in 1964 when
China fitst tested Its nuclear weapon, the

Chinese Government solemnly declared that
the purpose of Chinas development of such
weapons is solely for the national defense
and their uitimate complete prohibition and
1thorough Therefore, the
Chinese Government has consistently and

resolutely pursued & policy of nat
advocating, encouraging, or engaging itsclf
in muetear weapons proliferation and not to
provide any assistance to any country for
the development of puclear weapans. After
its acoession fo the NPT, China bas
faithiully fulttled its obligations as provided
by the Treaty. China’s
cooperation in the peaceful uses of nuclear

energy is guided by these basic principles,
i e, subket to TAEA safeguatds) for
exclusive peaceful purposes; and no transfer
to any third party without the priot consent
of China. Further more, China’ nuclear
imports are also for exclusive pesceful
purposes and China has placed on valuntary
basis part of its clvil nuclear facilities under
TAEA safeguards.

Non — prolifecation by itself is not the
ultimate goal for mankind, the objectlve
must be complete prohubition and thorough
destraction of nuclear weapons, namely,
the realization of & nuclear —weapon —fres
world, The fact that nuclear weapons have
become so far the most massively destrustive

which may threaten the very existence of
man himself, is indeed a tragedy of human
civilization. Such a tragedy cannot be
completely aveided simply by quantitative
restriction and reduction but by the complete
prohibition and thorough destruction of
nuclear weapons. In this regard, all nuclear
states must undertake clear — cut commi —
tments and take appropriate and steady steps
o fWfil these commitments. Only in this
context can measures for the prevention of
nuclear weapuns become truly meaningful.
Otherwise, the inherent imbalance of the
Treaty in the rights and obligations between
the nuclear and non— nuclear states will be
perpetuated and the security demand by
many nom — nuclear states cannot be
genuinely assured, despite the fact that they
have renounced the option of acquisition or
development of nuclear weapans for the
purpose of early realization of complete
nuclear disarmament.  Against the new
International  situation and  for  the
maintenance of international peace and
security, it is absolutely necessary to adopt
specitic before  giobal
denuclearization, Including such measures

measures

as the extension of the NPT, negotiations an
the conclusion of 2 CTBT, implementatian
by the largest nuclear states of the existing
nuelear disarmament  agreements  reached
between them and further drastic reduetion
of their nuctear arsenals thereafter, and
unconditional commitment on the part of ail

The twa nuclear
superpawers, namely the United States and
e Soviet Union, Which had the exclusive
capacity to launch 2 world war, started the
process of actual nuclesr arms reduction 2
few years ago. According to recent reports,
the United States and Russia have

countries together with Britain have stopped
targeting their strategie wWeapons at each
ather. Al these suggest that the [irst—use
defense doctrines of the east and west based
on balance of nuclear terror and nuclear
deterrence against conventional supremacy
have lost their validity and pretext.

‘Third, greatest  majority
members of the international community
bave voluntarlly renounced the nuclear
option, they have all the legltimate right to
demand security assurances £rom the nuclear

as the

states, namely, the nuclear states undertake
legal commitments of not to use puclear
weapons under any cireumstanves against
non — nuclear states and the nuclear states
ot to use or af least not to be the first to use
nuglear weapons against one another. Such
a demand by the non - nuclear stules is
entirely fegitimate and ressonablc and must
be met. Should the nuclear states, the
largest muclear states with global nuclear
attack capabilities in particular, emphasize

anly non — proliferation and their own
absalute security to the neglect of the
Iegitimate concerns of the non — nucear

states and should the nuclear weapon states

be unwilling to take such limited steps as
non — fitst — use as well as non —use o
threat of use of nuclear weapons against
non ~ nuclear states and nuclear — free
zones, how can they expect the large
number of non — nuclear states trust their
sincerity fot peace and how can we ensure
the continued universality and effectiveness
of the International nuclear non — proli —
feration regime before the uitimate complete
prohibition and thorovgh destruction of all
nuclear weapons.

Mankind Is entering the 2lst century.
For the sake of mankind and the well —
being of the succeeding generations, the
international community should have the
resolve to completely eliminate in the
coming century all weapons of mass
destruction invented and produced in this
century, especially nuclear weapons. For
this purpose, and as the international

Not to speak whether the
rights to subsistence means everything to
other rights as far as the rights to subsistence
is concetned, the reason why there is the
problem of such right is becawse many
peoples ate deprived of the cight w
subsistence. What is the reason behind the
fact that the human rights are viotated and
deprived of? There were the suppression and
exploitation by the {mperialists, feudatists
and oureavcratic capitalists if China. was

even to

taken as an example before the Revolution
in 1949, Henceforth, in order to win the
rights to subsistence in China, it is mest
imperative to level these three big mountains
s0 as to achieve independence and
democracy , then to develop production and
to selve the protlems of food and clothing.

The crux of the matter
is that somie westerners do not only take the
palitical right for the sale human rights and
the political democracy in the West for the
unique model, but also refuse to recognize
other kind of politival democracy. Tn China,
it Is the soclalist democracy. We constanty
hold that not only the offorts for winning
the right to subsistence require political

democracy, but also the economic

development as well as the realization of the
four modernizations progtam must develop
political democracy. Without the socialist
democracy, three is  ho  socialist
modernization. While concentrating on the
economic restructuring, China i also
sparing  on  efforts on the political
restructuring. Just because of these efforts,
the enthusiasm of the broad masses have
been brought into full play, and a great
economic growth has been recorded.

The essence of the political democtacy
is to guarantee the people to enjoy rights ©o
secking perscnal interests and  wellbeing.
Therefote, whether the government respects
the will and demands of the majority is the
touchstone for whether or not the popular
enjoy  political
democracy. 1t is not 4 genuine democracy if
in fact only the interests of the minority tut
aut the wishes and requests of the majority

majority  genuinely

are served no matter how democratic it
seems  superficially, ‘What are the
expromtions and requests of the great
majority of the Chinese people at the
moment? It is to maintain the political
stability and  solidarity, to  achieve the
well—to—da living standard and the na—
tlonal presperity and swength at an early
Gate. The Chiness government is
implementing the basic line centered on
economic development, Which completely
serve the wishes and requests of the broad
masses, It does fiot jnatter What the political
model it may be, so long as it can guaraniee

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[image: image14.png]Main Facts About Sino— British Talks
on 1994/95 Electoral Arrangements
in Hong Kong

The Joint Declaration Between the
Government of the People’s Republic of
Cuina (PRC) and the Government of the
United Kingdom of Qreat Britain aod
Northern reland (UK) on the Question of
Hong Kong signed in 1984 contains explicit
stipulations for the development of the
politieal structure in Hong Kong, Since then
the Chinese side spent four years and eight
months in drafting the Basle Law of the
Hong Kong Special Administrative Region
(SAR) of the PRC on the btasis of
extensively soliciting opinions of the Hong
Kong pecple and subsequently promulgated
it. Meanwhile, the two sidées discussed
spectfile matters concerning the development
of the political structure tn Hong Kong, and
reached 2  series  of  agreements,
understandings and consensvs, The Basic
Law was well received by the general public
in Hong Kong. The British side also made
commitments  on
canvergence of the development of the
palitical structure in Hong Kong with the
Basic Law before 1997.

From Aprll to November 1993, the
representatives of the Chinesc and British
Governments held 17 ounds of talks on the

The functional constituencies system
was first recommended to the Chinese side
by the British side. The Chinese side on its
part, taking inta account the reality in Hong
Kang, scoepted this recommendation by
ingor — porating it into the Basic Law. ln
fact, China and Britain had long reached an
understanding which regarded the functional
constituencies system as a form of indirect
election. The basic position held by the
Chinese side in the talks was as follows,

First, election by functional canstituencies
should confarm to the original purpose of
introducing  this  system  and  the
understanding reached by the two sides
thereon. Tt is indirect election, and must not
be turned into a form of direct election on
an occupational basis.  Secondly, the
evolution of the system should follow the
principte of gradual development. Howe—
ver, acconding to the British proposal,
corporate voting would be totally abolished.
Even the representatives of corporate bodies
would only vate on their own behalf, rather
than on behalf of their corporate bodies. It
wanted to expand the electorate of
functional constituencies to include the
entire working popwation of Hong Kong and
thus turn the system into direct election on.
an ocoupational basis. This approach
obviously ran counter to the Britih Hong
Kong government's original intention in
instituting  the functional  constituencies
system. It contradicted its own principles s
well as the understandings reached between
the two sides. The British side insisted on a
drastic expansion of the electorate from less
than 100,000 in 1991 to 2. 7 million voters
in 1985. Its subsequent revised proposals
still almed to bring up the electorates o
nearly 900,000, which would meana
nine — fold incrense, This certainly could
not be termed as "gradual development®.

SAR of the PRC upon China'g resumption
of the exercise of sovereignty over Hong
Kong on 1 July 1997. In the interest of a
smooth transition, the Chinese side agreed
that members of the Hong Kong Tegistative
Council under British rule, upon vonfir —
mation by the Preparatory Committee,
could directly become members of the First
Legislative Courcil of the Hong Kong SAR
of the PRC in 1997. Given the different
nature of the two governments befare and
after 30 June 1997, there was no precedent
1o the Chiness agceement. [t fully tstified
%o the sincerity of the Chinese side for co—
operation. The Chinese side held that the
confirmation of members of parlament
should reflect the principle of the natlonal
sovereignty and thers were clear ~— cut
provisions in the NPC Decision on
requirements for confirmation. In the NPC
Decision, the task of confirming the
members of the Legislative Council was
enmusted ta the Hong Kong SAR
Preparatory Committee to be set W in
1996. In the view of the Chinese side, the
British proposal that a mere oral statement
by the 1995 elected members of the
Legisiative Couneil would be sugicient 1o
make them members of the first Lepslative
Council of the Hong Kong SAR was in
effect designed to strip the Preparatory
Committes of the power of confirmation and
Tender the confirmation meaningless.

On the three isues of voting age,

voting methiods and appointed membership in
relation to the District Board and Municipel
Council elections, the Chinese side had
actually acospted most of the British
proposals. What the British side did was to
raise new demands, aserting that the
“single seat, single vote? voting method for
the District Board and Municipal Couneil
elections must also be applied to the
geographical elections  for the 1995
Legislative Council, ‘The British side alleged
that 2 motion on using the * single seat,
single vote” system in the 1895 Legislative
Council elections had been adapted by the
Legislative Council. The Chinese had always
regarded the Hong Kong Legislative Council
as Hong Kong Governor s advisory body in
legislative matters. If the Britih side
insisted that the Governments of the PRC
and the UK should follow the views of the
Legislative Councll in the talks, it would be
totally unacceptable to the Chinese side. As
far as the Chinese side was concerned, this
was a matter of political prineiple.

From the shove— mentioned facts, one.
can see that the British side had no sincerity
in the talks on the 1994/95 electoral
arrangements in Hong Kong. The British
side hed attempted , at the very outset of the
talks, to include in the agenda the three
items that fell within the scope of China’s
soverejgny, 1hus setting obsintles 1o the
talks. Soon after the beginning of the talks,
the Dritish Hong Kong authorities carried out
electoral atrangements which ought to be the

Industry Grows Steadily

The Tibetan national handicraft
industry, which has unique artistic features
ang sthnic characteristics, has been growing
steadily in recent years. According to the
statistis by the Light, Textile and
Handicraft * Industrial Bureay of the
Autonomous Region, the Tibetan national
handicraft industry made a profit of 4. 2
miltion yuan in 1992, a 4. 7% increase
over the previous year. Forcign cxchange
earnings from carpet export topped US §
848, 700, increased by 19% over the
previous year.

In recent years, the state approprizted
2.7 million yuan annually as special funds
to elp develop Tibetan national handicraft
industry, and has tained more than 2, 000
managerial and technical personnel for the
industry. Currently the handicragt industry
of the region, with over 90 key enterprises
covering more than a dozen trades, employs

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As a famaus ¥ ¢ity of sunshine? and
with an elevation of 3,750 meters, Lhasa
enjoys ample sunshine, clcan air, low dust
and moistre content, and good atmospheric
ttansparency. The solar eadiation there is
twice as much as (e coustal areas, and
three times thet of Hangzhou and
Chongging. With average annual sunshine
reaching §, 005 hours, it offers extremely
favorable natoral conditions for  the
development of agticulture, forestry, and
animal husbandry. For example, the weight
of wheat per thousand grains is 30 grams
heavier than that of the same latitude in the
eastern part of the country. A tmip ean
grow as heavy as 16 kg, and a cabbage 20
kg. These are all miracles by sunshine. In
this regard, the inland provinces are of no
comparison with Tibet,

Sunshine is a natural, poliution — free
energy. The lack of ofl and caal reserves
and the shortage of electricity and fuel in
Lhasa make ft important 1o tap and wiilize
solar energy. It is of realistic significance
for the welfare of the Tibetan peaplo.

The Solar Energy Research Institute of
Tibet was founded in 1977, For more than

a decade, it has done a great deal of work in
this aspect. Now the majority of offices and
factories in Lhasa have installed varlous
solar  energy  facilities, such as solar
energy bathrooms, green houses, solar
energy water heaters, water boflers, heat—
coltecting panels and solar energy dryers.
Sofar energy stoves become very popular
among city residents. Many offices and
individuals are using solar energy chargers.
They charge their batteries during daytime
and then use them for lighting and TV set
power in the cvenings, which is very
convenjent.

In the vicinity of Lhasa, some rural
arcas set up model solar energy villages,
where solar  energy  stoves, batteries,
bathrooms and water heaters provided free
of carge by the state are teing used. Tn
some humes of respect for the aged, solar
cnergy facilities are used too.

Now Lhasa has established a Solar
Utilization
Company, whose annual output valus
amounted to 300,000 yuan, This #Sun—
shine Project” is entering Into tens of
thousand of homes in Tibet.

Here ate some of
the views voiced by the participants on some
issues discussed during the conference.

A. On Promotion of Mutual Cooper—
ation Among the Asian—Pacific countries

The Participants come to 2 unanimeus
conclusion that a successful cooperation
must be guarantied first of all by the
recognition that each swte enjoys its
sovercignty for deciding and enforcing the
national economic system and policies
without the outside intervention; that the
states promote the balanced and mutual
beneficial economic relations on the basis of
mutually respecting the economic system and
histary of each state and in accordance with
the requirements of the sustainable economic
growth; enhancing the awareness of broad
masses for the participation in the decision—
making process and  strengthening  of
cooperation and exchanges among the
peoples in the Asia—Pacific region, which
are beneficial for the countries 1o explore
most effective economic madels.

B. On the Nuclear Issue on the Korcan
Peninsula

The participants unanimously appeated

be settled through fair megotiations,
imposirig pressures and sanctions would not
be helptul in the solution of the problem;
and demanded that the United States take
fair and rational attitude to the international
inspection and stopped applying the dual —
standard  criteria  regarding  different
countries.

Represented by the participants from
the USA and Japan, many held that the
way the USA handled the nuclcar issue on
the Korean Peninsula is to search for more
pretexts for its military  presence in the
Asia—Pacitic reglon.

C. On the American Military Presence
in the Asia—Pacitic

The American collezgues appesled to
the participants at the Conference for
supporting their demand for the Ametican
government to withdraw the military
presence in the Asiz — Pacific. ‘They held
that the US hegemonic military presence in
the region has created great sufferings not
only for the countries and areas whete the
military is stationed, but also for the
American people &t home. They argue that
the second point is hard for the peaples of
other countries to undersiand, for instance
the social and economic problems in the
TSA are closely related to the magnificent
military expenses abroad.

A quite different view with the rest of
the participants was velced by @ young

observer from Eurape. He Interpreted the
military presence of the United States in the
Asia—Pacific region as playing the ¥ ba—
lanced role”, and a vacuum should be
created in the region without it. This
position did" not only falled to receive
echoing, but was also questioned by many
from the tloor.

D. On the Issue of Establishing New
International Order

The partleipants came to @ unanimous
agreement that the end of the Cold War
Belps to relax the global tense situation, but
warned against the fact that the superpower
the USA and its developed partners shifted
their focus onto the third world countries in
order to protect the multinational
corporations, and appealed to the regional
peoples to resist the attempts of the USA and
its partners for permanently maintaining the
global economic exploitation in the new
international order o be established
gradually.

The participants  held that the
attendance of a number of parliamentarians
and representatives from different walks of
Life at the international seminar such e this
is a favorable form, which is beneficial ta
awareness and  exchanging
to  strongthening  the  mutual
understanding among the reglonal peoples
and to confidence — bullding, and to the
regional stability and development.
