The year of 1094 marks the 40th anniveraary
ot the Five Priaciples of Peacetul Coexistenco advo-
cated by China, Indin and Myanmar. On June 28,
1954, Chinesa Premier Zhou Ealai 20d Indian
Prime Minister Nehry isued 2 joint comumunique,
omphasizing that ft waa the major task af the newly
independent countriss to sateguard their sovereign
Independence and opposs forslgn Interventian. The
comtunique, tspeated the Five Principiee, namely
‘mutual respect for soverelgnty and teritarial integri-
t, tnutual non — aggression , non - interference in
each other’s internal affairs, squality and mutual
enefit, and peaceful cosxistence, ax the busic
notmae governing relations among matioas of the
world. Over the paxt four decades, having been
sradually accopted by international community , and.
espectally the developing countries, these Principles
23 narms to deal with relations between countries
have played an important historionl fole. Under the
current internaticnal conditions, edherence to the
Five Principies of Peaceful Cosxisteaco ke still of
great practical atgnificance in the emblishment of &
a5t and rational fntermationat econoeic and politioal
arder

Historls Inevitabllity

At the end of the Wozld War I, a wave of na-
tonal indspendence and liberation Ewept wcrom
Atian, African, and Latin American countries.
Many nations shook off the Yoke of coloaialiam and
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becane independeat, However, the imperialista and
colonialiste Would not bear their fallure, trying to
regain their lost sphers of influence by interfering in
the internal affairs of theso countrics or threatening
1o resart 1o foroes, or oven using foroes indeed. Un-
der sueh circunstances, the nowly Indopendent
countries were anxious (o catablish a new equal in-
ternational relations so as o safeguard their
soversigaty and rehabilitats their cconomy. The
Five Principiea sdvocatod by China, India and
Mysnmar just zofloctod tho strong common dedirs of
the nowly — burn independont countrics. The fact
that the Principles wore first proposed by developing
‘countrics woro by no means accidental but historicel-
Iy inevitble.

Both China and India are big countrics in Asia
and are elose neighbors as well, Both of thom suf
fered from the long term invasion and cxploftation
of tmperialists and colonlalists. After unremiting
struggles, the peopies of India and China gained in-
dependence and Hberation respectivety in 1947 and
in 1949, AMtar the founding of the Poople s Ropub-
Ue of China, India was the At of those non — so-
cialist oounriss to eecablish diplomatic relations with
Chine. On Decambar 31, 1949, the Indian govera-
ment sent a ot 1o Clina that 1 had withdrawn the
‘recognition 10 Guomintang government and had sev-
arsd all diplomatic relations With the Guomintang
sovernment thereafter. On Jamusry 4 the next
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* telegznn to Nefira and axpressed Chinese intention.
0 extabileh diplomatic relations with Indiz ¥ on the
basis of equality, wutual benefit, and muituel re-
apset. for terzltorial sovereigaty . On Apil 1 tho
saima year, Ching and India officely ssteblistiod
diplomatic relations. Being acwly indepondent ocun-
tries, both China and Lndia hoped to reconstruct
helr own country and develup frieadly Telations in &
pesetul snvironment, The fact that the tWo coun-
tties gainodt thetr Independeace trough dlfferent
ways, and adapted diffesent politieal and social sys-
tems after their independancs especielly ths prablems
Dertweat the Ewg cauniriss left ovat by history dus to
the domination of westorn coloniallsts hampered the
develapment of the relations of the two countrics.
China repested many times that the problems be-
tieen the (w0 caunttics could e salved in e pein-
ciple of peecetul coexistence. On December 31,
1958, China and India hekd talks on the Telations of
the two countries with the local autharity of Thost of
Ching, Premier Zhou Enlaf prupased the full tstms
of the Five Principles of Petosful Cosnistence for
the first tme When he met With officisl negotiators
of the Indian government delegation. He ubserved
that the guideline (v deal wih Stno—Indian relations
had been fixed soon aftor the founding of the mew
China, which was mutual respect for each otbor’s
tercitarial ntegrity, non — aggresion, fion -~ inlet-
ferencs In each othee s internal aftairs. equality and.
mural benefis, and peaceful coexiatence. Tho state-
ments of Premier Zhou s Were agreed by India, and
on April 29, 1954, tho Five Principles were first
adopted in the Agreement on Trade and Transporta:
tion Betwoen the Local Tibetan Guveenment of Chi-
a and Tndia by People s Republic of China and Ro-
public of Tndis. In June the same year, Premier
Zhou visited India and Myanmar and tsusd folnt
Geclaratians respecrively. The declasations anes
1ot dotailed the Five Principles of Peasoful Coexis-

tence, and emphasized thak the principies could also
ABRY 10 the Telations fn Asian counries a3 well a5
the rest in the warki.

tise principles to deal with Felatians between them.
Thiese principles wete not nly accepted by ¥ Ben-
dusg, Conforence” and ofbet Suulli--tatera) fntetne-
tional conterences of develobing cvuntrics, but also
by the Nan— Alignod Movement. The UN General
Asssmily passed some declarations incorporating the
esantiale of the Flve Principles 85 norms 1o guide ve-
fations betwesn membes countries,

In the 18508, the Five Principles of Peaccul
Co—existenica wers embodicd 1n treaties, diplomatic
communiquss #nd joint satements signsd betwern
China  and  Indonesia, Cambodi,
Afghanistan and Yemen respectivaly.

The Five Principles wete recoguiized and adopt-
& in treaticy or statements signed by China with 20
countries in the 1960s and neatly 40 countries in the
18706 China acheres to thess Priniples nat only in
maintaning relations with the déveloping countries
but slsa with developed countriss in te West. I
February 1972, the visit of Presidont Nixan to Chi-
na masked tho mallesione in Sino—US relativns. The
Sino— Us Shanghai Juint Communique telcased an
Fobruary 78 specified that the relstans betwoon.
cunntries should be handled in scvordance with the
Principles of Peaceful Gy —cxistence, including re-
Speet for each other's sovercigaty. However, the
Sino—US afplomatic relatioiship was nat extablished
ll 6 years later whan the US implemented the Thras
Principles requested by China, namely, *abolishing

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recogaition to Tarwaa”. On Decamber 16, 1978,
the ¥0 governments of China and the US taued &
Joint ecminunique on the establiskment of dipfomati
relations, reiterating the Principles of Pesceful Co-
existence agreed by both sidss. Brance established
diplomatic relaticas with China ia 1964, followed
by § Wastern countries inchuding Canada and Italy
from 1970 to 1971 ca tho bauls of the Five Princi-
plos. In 1972, the tWo Kovornments of China and
Japan signed & joint statement on the estabilshmnent
of diplomatic relations, emphasizing their determi-
nation to maintain sustained and peacetul friondly
relations between the two exuntries on the Five Prin-
ciptes.

Chine always nekis thal nof awy countries witb
difterent sotiel tysiems should strictly obeorve the
Five Principios of Peaccful Coexlstence and maintain
friendly coopsrative relations with oue another,
countrios with dentical syscem should be more seri-
us i sbiding by these Principles lo handle coiations
betweei cach other in & proper way. Early ln Gcto
ber 1954, when the Soviet leaders visited China,
the Five Principles Woro adopted a4 pars of the con-
tents i the Sino-~Soviet Comunmnique. However,
the ovents fn some Fastern Erupran cauntricy aad
the dsterioration of Sino — Soviet relationy showed
that the Saviet Union df3 not agrss to tundle rola-
tions betwoen socialist countrics by adherig o the
Five Principles of Peacetul Coexistonce. It was nok
until May, 1989, after the meeting of leaders from
both conintries Who declared that fhe twa countriss
thoreatter would *put an end of the. past and ook
forward to the furure” , and reitetatad theis dotermi-
Dation to establish good neighborly relations on the
Five Principles.

Having exparisnoed two world— wide bot wars
and one global Cold War in the 20th centuey, the

between which confrantstion lasted fot quite long
tme, The last fow Years saw the ond of the Cold
War, but practice of hegemoniam and power palitics
<haracterized by small countrics bulliod by big ohes,
wask anes by sizong anes, interferencs inio other’s
internal atfairs and vioiation of sovetelgnty, armied
invasion and occupattim of othet s terriiary, which
Bave fmmpered World peacc stabllity and develop-
meat, Tho Warld pesble. are anxious fa change the
presen sitation and sublish & fust, tatonal new
international order, The Chincic top loaders an
many oocasions reiterated that they upbeld the estab-
tishment of the now intornationat order tn be based
on the Five Principles of Peacetul Co~— existeice.
China advocates that countefes big of small, svons
ot Weak tieh or poor aro al equal.

Tha Five Prisciples of Paace Cooxlslcnss were
tirst attictally put forward on 28 Apsil 1954 in the
Sino— Indian Agresment on Opening Bupiness and
Teanspariation Betwoen Locat Tibet of Chine and
Indin, On 81 December 1953, the Sovernmental
delogations of China and India started the negotia-
tions on issucs left aver by history concerning the ro-
Tations between local Tibet of China and Indla. On
the sams day, Protmier Znou Enlai said 1o the Indian
gavernment delepation; "The norms for dealing with
Sina—Indien relatians were set aftes the founing of
new China, i, ¢. the principles of mutual respect for
soveralgnty and lerritarial integeity ) fmutua) non—
Agaressicn, nan —Interterance In cach ather’s intet-

To ather
countries, these principles can really be used & a
model, # Tho Five Principles were addressed as the
guiding principles of relations between two counlrics
in both the Joint Statement of Sino — indian Pre-
miers. publishiod ot 28 Jung and the Jaint Statement
of Sina—Myanmar Premiers published on 29 June.
1t -was proposed that *these principles be appliad fot
anty to sl oounteios, but alsn o the iatscnatioral -
Iations in genetal” in the joint Sino— Lidian sate-
mant and 7 theso principles be observed by all caun-
trics® in the Sinio—Myunmar scstement.

Five Princiles of Peacetul Coexisience tave
Been Widsly Accepted

With the comnon initiatien of the thrce coun-
ries o China, India and Myanmar,, the Five Prin-
ciples of Peaceful Coeaitence have boen acecplod
and supported by a1 increasing mumber of CouIti.

In Aprit 1954, at the Asiz — African Confer-
ene convened in Bandung, Indonesia, the Five
Principkes of Peacsful Cocxistence were approved by
participants from all the 29 countries and the famu
Ten Principies of Bandung Conference wete adops-

A Good Cliance To Advanca The Nuclear Arms
Control To A New Stage In the Curraat Situstion

The on — goitg Lnprovement of international
envizanment may otfer a good chance to advanee the
muclesr arms teduction and contral ta 8 new stag.
These two poins aze worth special note.

1. As the cuntroniation between the West and
the East led by the United States and the Former So-
viet Union cespectively has come to an end, the risk
of world war, cspecially muclear war docreases
sreatly, and the fuundation on whieh the uld war
palicy and straegy of the US and the former Sovist
Unton were besed lias been fandamentally shaken.
In pesca—time, ecomomic and technalogical streugth
wauld have priatity over the milltary capabilitis. It
seems that we are entering an ara With a pussibility
o achisving gennine and comprehensive decp cuta in
0d effective conteal of nucleat arms.

2. “The perception of muclear weapens and the
views an the role of nuclear weapons are undergolng
significant changes. The broad masses of the pecple
in the warld have teached a common undersiznding
hat nuclear weapons could zever be usad as convei-
tions) war — fighting weapors, and would no longer
be usstul instruments of war, and nucleas wertare
sould never be justified. Thers s a weil — known
FAying #a nuclear war cannot be Won and tust mev-
er be fought. " The s of nuckar weapons would
excrl unbearable political and moral costs. It is bo-
lieved that the pollical and morel profbiton against
the ue of nuclesr wenpons would becama much
stronger in the future. It is quite obvious that the

e of or the roles of auclear weapans Would be 1o-
strained and contained by the international commu
uity.

‘The US aud Ruasa il preserve oversized nu-
clear arsenals (including the deployed and the
storad) and pussess pronounced conventional superi-
ority. Mowever uuclsar weapons may be coniderod
a5 passible and effective means fo countet she supes-
Pawers by somo thisd wark! countries, which have
signaled srong incentive to develop and acquice au-
cloar weapons (may —be primiive fission weapats
without nuclear explosion test). Thers may cmcrye
potentizily undeterrable nuciear threats from lhird
warld countes s posd by Lex Aspin. AS the re-
slonal aad locad contlicts incresse. even wars bicak
@ur. The US, e the global superpovwer, fas persis-
tently considered every makr event through - out
the warld a5 its conosms, so that it s very kly to
8et avalved in the Tocel principal conflics, sven
Wats. There ts also possibilicy of Russia coming into
tocal peincipal conflics aad wars in certain arees.
Russia will zeadopt the mucleas first — e poliy.
The US bas never renounced 1. olicy of nuclear
frst — e, So there remain dangers of using or
threatening 10 use nucear weapons in local wars.

That was 1 maintain
strategio forcss a least equal to those of the countr~
pust, in other words, no appeatancs of inferiority.
In facs, bath sides repentedly Attempied ta 3ain ou
potioeity. The real fact is that both sides continuod
to pursue dovolupment and deplaymeat of accurate
counter— farce weapons., most on alett In Peacs—
time, and preplanaed to Lsunch their weapons first
in a crists. Theus countet —foroe and war—fighting
strategées not only increased the risk of auclear war,
but a0 fucled the uclear ams race. L could be
fily called the belancs of terror and unstable equi-
librium. This approach to the arms controf may be
called temporary solution (stoppep messures) and
6l — intereut— domitant.

The arimaty purpose of muclesr arms reduction
and cotitrol is to reduce tho likelihood of muclear war
and the threat to use muclear Weapons. The ultimate
goal i glubal nuclear abolition. History shows that
the lemporary salution could harely achieve the
above— wentionsd goal.

Mow it is the time to take another apixoath,
the fundamental solution (to got & permanent euro)
and comiion —tnterest —dominant measurcs.

During the Cold War, the US and the former
Soviet Uslon actually gave fisst priotity to war -
Jighting eapability, detezronce way the sacand. Nu-
clear deteTrence & an indistinct concept. Thers are
conalderable ditfereciors in it Uplications and con-
tonts, and even sweatial differences with ditfercat
countries. In general, the roles af nuclear decer-
ronce may bo;

With my perscasl underwanding, the Chisese
Poticy would be 10 taks a finfto  sotaliatory action
against nuclear atack, That is, caly t deter nuele-
ar attack oc relaliate only auclear atack by otiers.
In 1996, NATO prapossd an inlriativo for a changed
allied approach to theater nuciesr forces: * The doc-
tinc of flexibie respanss was replaced with & role for
nuclear weapons only as weapons  of last resort,
atundoning reince on sarly first use.” In 1991
CISAC's Repart (The Futurs of the US—Soviet Nu-
cloar Relationshin) conchuded that:¥ The principal
abjective of US nuclear olicy should be ta strength-
en the emerging politcal consewsus that muclear
wespans sbould serve nu purpose beyond the deter
Tonce of, and possiblo tespanse to, nucleat attack by
others. 7 In my opiniun, these peopasitions are mare
o less consistent with the Chincus puclear policy.

Between the superpowers, ouclear weapans
played the rule of tranquilizer and equalizer, and
compelied them to handle the crisis With grostest
care, 5o that escalation and wotid war could be pre-

vented, This & a subject af much contraversy , A in
the meantime many ather factors might produce ben-
sficial eifects. The cansequence may be of synergst-
e offect,

The above discussion indicates that there are at
loast two types of nuclear deterrence, differnt in
eassrioe, One may bo termed offensive deterrence,
the otbsr may be formed defengive deterrence.

The wide — ranging waity nd iterdependence
between environmental protestion and seonomie de-
velopment have determiined that the sustained eco-
‘nomio development must bs based on the sustaiaabil-
ity of the ecosystem.

In To-
ality, particularly tn China, & country with low uti-
Hzation rate of natural resources, there exist a lat of
opportunities 1o integrata partial and immediats in-
terests with enviranmental protectian, & cass in
point ia the activities of energy and resaurses conter-
vatian.

The cantradiction between partial and overall
interests are shown on many environmenal phenom-
ena such a3 the contradiction between pollulers and
residents living around with respect tu the poliutian
contrul, the cuntradictiun between denudators and
interests of the region a3 & whole, etc. . Umially,
the uverall interests in general terms will far more
outnumber the partial intetests. However, the uver-
8l interests are uften dispersed while the partiel in-
terests highly concentrated, For polluting enterpris-
e, pullutivn provention and contrel rogulre much
inveatment and operation expense, but thesa enter-

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As tho official start of the afforestation
project in the Taibang Mountain last year,
there are seven trans —century afforestation
projects in China,
which are delicate ecologically and suffer se-
tiously natural disastets and indicating that
the basic framewark far the eco— afforesta-
tion canstruction efforts has taken shape.

The seven afforestation projects are as
follows; the 100 million mu (15 mu = 2
hector) Fast — Growing Timber Forest, the
Three — North Shefterbeit Forrest, the
Yangtze River Upper and Middie Reaches
Shelterbelt Forrest, the Coastal Shelterbeit
Forest, the Farmland Shelterbelt Forrest, the
Taihang Mountain Afforestation and Natlonal
Sand Control Project. These afforestation
projects, among which some are expected to
be completed as early as 1996, and others
will be completed in the year 2050 into the
next century, aro being carried out smoothly
and begin to take shape.

The Three — North Shelter Project,
which is to be completed in years,
42. 8 percent of the national territory in 551

covering major areas

covers

counties of 15 pravinces and autonomous re-

glons, and can be rated as the best and the
largest ecological Project in the world. The
Theee — Naorth Project, having began in
1978, has entered the second phase with & to-
tal area of 200 millicn mu man—made forest
accomplished. ‘Thus, the national forest cov-
erage has increased t 8. 6% from 5. 2% in
the past Therefore, about 3, 000 square
kilometers of desertificated land are brought
under control ennually.

Having started in 1979, the Yangtze
Upper and Middie Reaches Shelterbelt Forest
alone has unfolded in over 200 counties of 11
provinces, With a total investment into the
area of BOD million yuan and 70 million mu
of forest completed sa far. Thus, the serious
water and sail erasion alone the upper and
middie reaches of the Yangtze River has been
initially brought under control.

The Chinese coastal line of 18,000 kilo-
meters has for quite a long tme suffered from
disastrous wind. The construction of the
Coastal Wind Break Belt has erected
14, 000—kilometer long green wall along the
coast and effectively protected 40 million mu
of farmiand.

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Great Changes in the Rural Areas

and industrialization.

resources and promote sconomie development 1
the areas of ethnic groups the centrl government
subswantially increosos ivestment In five
provinces and sutonomous regions in the north:
west in recent years.

The tnvestment in the northwest aress by the
contral government is characterizad by fast
srowtts, largo sum, and big percentage. Up to
now, the investment by the central gavernmant
amounts ta over 503 of the total soclal invest-
ment by Gansu and Qingnal provinces, Xinjing
Uygur and Ningxia Hut autonomous reglons. Of
the 20 projects of revitalizing Shaanxi provines
propossd by the provincial govemgweut, the in-
vestment of the centeal government accouied far
ovet halt, The direct investment by the contral
government in Gunsu Provinee recorded 7. | bil-
Hion yuan, accounting for 56. 4% ia the Seventh
Five— Yoar Plan fram 52% in the Sixth Five—
Year Plan. In the first twa years of the 19303,
the oentral government tnvested 14. 4 billion yuan
In Xinjing.

Tho northwest area, broad in territory and
rich in atural resources, s an area infiabited by
‘national minorities ia compact comuaity. Of the
160 muincrals discovered acrom the country, 120
minerals are in the narthwest, among which the
reserves of 20 minerats rank first in China. Natu-
ral gas in Shaanxi, petraleum n Xinfiang, cosl
