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STRIVE FOR A LASTING
WORLD PEACE AND
COMMON DEVELOPMENT
OF MANKIND

-—--In Commemoration of the Tenth Anniversary

of the Founding of the Chinese People's
Association for Peace and Disarmament

n June 1, ten years ago, the repre-
Osentativcs of various people's or-

ganizations and a group of well-
known personages, scholars and social activ-
ists devoted to the cause of peace from the
diplomatic, science and technology and re-
ligious circles in China met with a lofty his-
torical mission in mind and solemnly de-
clared the founding of the Chinese People's
Association for Peace and Disarmament
(CPAPD).

The Chinese People's Association for
Peace and Disarmament was established in
accordance with the historical currents in
the world. The world ten years ago was a

world in the dark shadow of the threat of a
nuclear war and a world troubled by distur-
bance and instability, where the arms race
between the two superpowers escalated in
turns by one then by the other. The arms
race expanded from the land, the sea and the
air into the outer space, while the super-
powers’ stockpile of nuclear weapons
reached the level of over-saturation and
over-kill, enough to destroy the whole
planet several times over. At the same time,
the real threat to the very survival of man-
kind once again aroused the conscience and
rational thinking of tens of millions of peo-
ple. The mass struggles against the threat of
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a nuclear war surged forward wave upon
wave, sweeping the whole world. Under
the great banner for peace and against the
threat of a nuclear war, people converged
into a strong historical torrent going be-
yond differences in political understanding,
ideology and religious belief and in disre-
gard of race, occupation, age and gender.
To reiterate the objective of keeping the
peace as stated in the Charter of the United
Nations, to urge governments and peoples
to pay greater attention to the issue of peace
and to strive for a more safe and peaceful
world, the United Nations adopted a resolu-
tion in 1982 to designate the year of 1986 as
the International Year of Peace. This deci-
sion provided an opportunity for all peace-
loving peoples to make a common endeav-
our to face reality, to think about the future,
to demonstrate their strength and to enhance
their struggle. It was against this interna-
tional background that the Chinese People's
Association for Peace and Disarmament
came into being. This met the needs of the
situation.

The founding of the CPAPD also
met the requirements of the times, as China
had begun to pursue the policy of reform
and opening-up. Ten years ago, China was
at an important historical moment of reform
and opening-up. The people of the whole
country were concentrating their energy on
the socialist modernization drive. The reali-
zation of the gigantic goal of modernization
not only requires painstaking efforts on the
part of several generations under conditions
of stability and unity but also is inseparable
from a long, stable and peaceful interna-
tional environment. Therefore, China more
firmly took conducting socialist construc-
tion and safeguarding world peace as two
fundamental objectives for its independent
foreign policy of peace. Guided by the spirit
of the Third Plenary Session of the Eleventh
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Central Committee of the Communist Party
of China and based on the developments and
changes in the international situation, we re-
evaluated the issue of war and peace ard
came up with the rational analysis and cor-
rect judgement that so long as people the
world over closed ranks in unyielding
struggle against hegemonism, it would be
entirely possible to prevent a new world war
from breaking out. Great hopes are put into
the cause of safeguarding peace in the
world. As such, one can say that the
founding of the CPAPD came as a product
of the era of China's reform and opening-up.

The Chinese nation has a glorious
tradition of loving peace as well as of great
deeds in the cause of maintaining peace.
The founding of the CPAPD underscored
the determination of the Chinese people to
carry on and enhance their fine traditions in
the new historical period and to make still
greater contributions to the great cause of
peace by sowing the seeds of peace and at-
taining peace.

Looking back upon the ten years of
vigorous growth of the CPAPD, we are
pleased to note that it has all along abidec
by its objective, made efforts to bring into
play its special features and advantages as a
non-governmental organisation and attained
gratifying results in its development and
progress. Within China, it has organized
mass activities on the theme of peace and
disarmament, which have been rich in con-
tent and diversified in form. These activities
have helped to educate the people of all
ethnic groups, and especially hundreds of
millions of children and young people to
love, cherish and defend the cause of world
peace, to mobilize them for rational think-
ing on the issue of peace and to convert the
ideal of peace into a powerful social force
and social actions, that combine safeguard-
ing world peace with active participation in
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ciples of peace and friendship, mutual re-
spect, seeking common ground while reserv-
ing differences and promoting understand-
ing, the CPAPD has conducted activities of
multi-channel and multi-level international
friendly relations, having broad contacts
with non-governmental peace organizations
and research institutions the world over.
Through constant contacts and exchanges,
especially through deep-going bilateral and
multilateral discussions on important issues
of common concern such as peace, security,
disarmament and arms control, a great deal
of information, valuable experience and
original views have travelled both ways, on
top of which consensus has increased,
friendship developed and confidence and
determination in jointly safeguarding world
peace strengthened. In 1987, the CPAPD
was honoured by the United Nations which
conferred on it the title of "Peace Messen-
ger" in recognition of its work. Today, as a
national non-governmental peace organiza-
tion in China, the CPAPD has become a

broadly respected and trusted member in the
international ranks of peace organizations.
As we mark its tenth anniversary, we have
full reason to be gratified by its accom-
plishments in promoting and safeguarding
world peace.

Looking ahead into the future, we
strongly feel that the CPAPD has a heavy
load to carry and a long way to go. In the
1990s, with the end of bipolar confronta-
tion, the international situation has contin-
ued to move in the direction of relaxation of
tension. Rivalry of comprehensive national
strength based on economic capacity and
level of science and technology has replaced
the insane arms race of the Cold War years.
However, the world is not ali that peaceful.
In international relations, factors of instabil-
ity and uncertainty still exist. Regional
conflicts and local wars have occurred one
after another. Hegemonism and power
politics still run rampant. The North-South
gap between the rich and the poor is widen-
ing. Famine, disease and civil strife cause
havoc in many of the developing countries.
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The results of the disarmament and arms
control negotiations between the big nuclear
powers have not been sufficient to bring
about a sense of security to the people of
the world.: In short, the world we live in is
still full of contradictions, strife and con-
flicts, whereas the final goal long aspired to
and striven after by the people of various
countries is far from being attained. In the
long years to come, the destiny and future
of all mankind still hinge on the two strate-
gic issues of peace and development, which
touch the right chord in everyone of us.
The reality of world politics today provides
the Association with both an arena of un-
precedented broad vista and new challenges

This year marked the fiftieth anni-
versary of the victory of the anti-fascist war
of the world people. History has shown us
that war with all its cruelty has brought deep
sufferings to the people, but it has also pro-
vided profound education for the people. In
the end, justice has prevailed over evil. The
people have won peace and progress. In the
past fifty years, due to the long struggle of
all peace-loving countries and peoples,
mankind has won relative peace for a long
period of time. A half century has elapsed,
and the train of the times, with a full load of
expectations and trust in peace and devel-
opment for mankind, is dashing toward the
twenty-first century like the wind and light-
ning. We do have reason to be gratified that
the world now enjoys a relatively peaceful
environment. However, this does not mean
that we have any reason to sit back and re-
lax, content with temporary ease and com-
fort. As we live in the era with peace and
development as its main themes, peace does
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not mean only the end of gunfire on battle
grounds, or stopping the use of force of
arms. Peace can hardly co-exist with he-
gemony, power politics, pillage, poverty and
ignorance. Rather, it should be connected
with security, equality, justice, cooperation,
development and prosperity. In other
words, peace and development supplement
each other and are inseparable. Without a
reliable world peace, development and
prosperity will not be guaranteed. Con-
versely, without common development and
prosperity, world peace will lack a solid
foundation.

To strive for a lasting peace in
the world and to seek development for
mankind is a common historical responsibil-
ity of all mankind. In these also lie the fun-
damental interests of the 1.2 billion Chinese
people, who are engaged in reform and
opening-up for peaceful construction. To-
day, our purpose in warmly celebrating the
tenth anniversary of the founding of the
CPAPD is always to remember the historical
mission and due obligation of the Chinese
people in the cause of international peace, to
throw ourselves into the historical trend to-
wards peace and development, and to stand
in a place in the sun shoulder to shoulder
with all peace-loving peoples in the world.
It is the duty of all of us to strive for the
maintenance of world peace and security,
for the continuation and development of
human wisdom and civilization, and for a
new secure, just, progressive and prosper-
ous world. We shall write together still
more splendid annals of history in ushering
in a new age of human society 88
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ated by celebrities from vari
ous ethic groups and walks
of life, a new non-
governmental  organization,
the Chinese People’s Asso-
ciation for Peace and Disar-
mament (CPAPD), was
founded on June 1, 1985.
The purpose of the Associa-
tion, as defined by its spon-
sors, is: "work together with
the people of the world in a joint effort to
safeguard world peace, to strive for disar-
mament, to realize the complete prohibition
and thorough elimination of nuclear weap-
ons, to oppose arms face and to prevent a
new world war.”

When we Jook back, we can see that the
past decade has witnessed something unusual
in China and the world at farge. International
relations underwent profound changes: the
disintegration of the Soviet Union, the disap-
peaance of the bipolar pattem, and the sig-
nificant progress in negotiations on muclear
disarmament. Great changes also took place
in China in this decade: the policy of reform
and opening up was carried out further, the
national cconomy grew contimuously, and
people’s living standard was generally im-
proved. It was in such domestic and interna-
tional environment that a5 an active nongov-
emmentsl organization, the CPAPD, under
the leadership of its President, Vice-
g
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Presidents and the joint meeting of member
ofganizations, has done a great deal of work,
paving the way for making further progress
in canformity with the principles enshrined in
its purposes.
L Active in Extensive International Ex-
changes

In the past 10 years, the CPAPD carried
out extensive international exchanges in line
with the principle of maintaining peace, mu-
tual respect, enhancing understanding, and
seeking common ground while reserving
differences. Statistics show that in these 10
years, more than 1,000 people in nearly one
hundred delegations representing over 70
countries and intemational ~organizations
have visited China or attended mestings here
at the invitation of our Association. Mean-
while, over 80 delegations sent by the
CPAPD have visited nearly SO countries at
the invitation of various organizations. At
present, the CPAPD has established links one
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way of another with about 300 organizations
in over 90 countrics.

The CPAPD has exchanges of various
forms with major peace organizations and
institutions of the world. Since its founding,
the Association keeps sending representa-
tives or Chinese specialists and scholars to
the antual meetings of the Pugwash Confer-
ence on Science and World Affairs. © The
CPAPD and the Pugwash Conference have
also co-sponsored several seminars and
jointly published books. In September 1991,
our Association successfully hosted the 41st
Pugwash Conference on Science and World
Affairs in Bejjing, with an attendance of aver
200 scholars from home and abroad. Be-
sides, we have sent representatives 10 meet-
ings of “International Physicians for the Pre-
vention of Nuclear War (IPPNW)", annual
meetings of "European Nuclear Disarmament
(END)", those of the *Peace Olympiad Bu-
reau", and some relevant meetings held by
the World Peace Council and the Afra-Asian
People's  Solidarity ~Organization. The
CPAPD has established good relations, and
cxchanged regular visits with the Interna-
tional Association of Peace Foundations and
the Federation of Peace and Reconciliation,
institutions formed by some peace organiza-
tions in CIS countries. As a.NGO, the
CPAPD maintains close ties with the United
Nations and its relevant organs. The Asso-
ciation participated in the NGO meeting of
the 3rd UN Special Session on Disarmament
in 1988, 1In 1992, the Association and the
United Nations Institute for Disarmament
Rescarch co-sponsored a symposium on
Asia-Pacific Security and Disarmament in
Beijing. Domestic activities promoted by our
Association have been highly viewed and
praised by the UN. According to UN Reso-
lution 40/10, Secretary General Javier Perez
de Cuellar signed the document in September
1987, awarding the CPAPD the title of

Peace Messenger and issuing the certificate
of merit in recogaition of the significant
contribution of our Association in 1986 to
the programme and objectives of the Toter-
national Year of Peace. UN Secretary Gen-
erals Mr, Perez de Cuellar and Mr. Boutros
Ghali, time and again, sent congratulatory
letters with high appraisals of the functions
marking the "International Week of Science
and Peace” co-sponsored by our Association
and other organizations.

It has been the major concern of the
CPAPD to carry on exchanges and coupera-
tion with peace organizations of the neigh-
bouring countries of China. In the light of
the specific conditions of the Asia-Pacific
region, it has been made the theme of our
contacts with other organizations to ex-
change views on maintaining security in the
Asia-Pacific region, to enhance cooperation
and promote development. At present, our
Association has mede schemes for regular
exchanges with peace organizations of
countries in the Asia-Pacific region. Fre-
quent exchanges which cxisted between the
CPAPD and peace organizations of the for-
mer Soviet Union, continue to take place
with Russia. Both sides attach importance
to the pragmatic contents in their exchanges.
They have, for instance, exchanged several
delegations made up of entreprencurs and
scholars of the two countries to share experi-
ence in "military conversion”. Soon after the
disintegration of the Soviet Union, our As-
sociation established relations with peace or-
ganizations in 8 CIS countries and exchanged
visits with them, which improved understand-
ing between China and these newly born in-
dependent states. There used to be an un-
pleasant pesiod in history between China and
Japan. The CPAPD has been making efforts
to promote Sino-Japanese friendship. As a
result, it has fostered close links with many
peace organizations in Japan, both national
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and local. In 1990, Nagasaki decided to
present a Peace Bell, which was made with
funds pooled by its citizens, to Shenyang city
of China via our Association. And accord-
ingly, our Association invited and received a
delegation composed of 85 people from Na-
yasaki for a visit to China. On September
18, the very date when Japan started its ag-
gressive war against Chin, an inaugurating
ceremony of the “Peace Bell' was held in
Shenyang with thousands of participants go-
ing on & peace procession, demonstrating
the will of both the Chinese and the Japanese
peoples to face up to the past history and
work for future friendly cooperations. Fur-
ther more, our Association maintains close
ties with peace organization in India, DPRK,
ROK, Mongolia, Vietnam and Laos. The As-
sociation also sponsored several international
seminars on Asia-Pacific security,  The
CPAPD and organizations concered in
ROK have co-spansored three bilateral semi-
nars on security, cooperation and develop-
ment of Northeast Asia, at which economists
and entrepreneurs of both countries explored
the ways to promote regional economic co-
operation in Northeast Asia. These activities
have played an important role in enhancing
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understanding, building up
trust and promoting coop-
erstion.

As the cause of peace is
the common concern of
people of the world, The
CPAPD has also developed
links with peace organiza-
tions of distant lands of Af-
rica, Ocesnia end Latin
America. The CPAPD dele-
gations have paid visits, on
invitation, to Mexico, Cuba,
Australia, New Zealand and
Egypt. Taking it as impor-
tant work 10 enhance the solidarity and co-
aperation of the developing countrics, our
Association has hosted some special func-
tions to support the just positions and de-
mands of ethnic groups and nations that were
unfuirly treated. For instance, when the
delegations from Alrican National Congress
of South Africa and the Southwost Aftican
People's Organization of Namibia, and
South African Archbishop Tutu visited China
in 1986 at the invitation of our Association,
we held lectures and rallies to express the
support of the Chinese people for South Af-
vica and Namibia in their struggle —against
racism. The results were satisfactory.

At the same time, extensive contacts have
been made between the CPAPD and peace
organizations and rescarch institutes of the
European countries and the U.S., cxchang-
ing views on arms control and disarmament
which are the issues of common concern. It
is noteworthy that exchanges with these or-
ganizations are tinged with strong academic
features. Thus, jointly sponscred interna-
tional seminars on issues of common interest
have become the main form of the ex-
changes. Since 1988, the CPAPD, Beijing
Institute of Applied Physics and Computd-
tional Mathematics, and the International
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Conflicts (ISODARCO) of laly have jointly
hosted four Beijing Seminars on Arms Con-
trol, each with an attendance of experts and
scholars from dozens of countries. Qur As-
sociation has joined hands with the Friedrich
Ebert Foundation, PRG; the Department of
Peace Studies of the University of Bradford
,UK and the Committee on International Se-
curity and Amms Control of the American
National Academy of Sciences in organizing
seminars on arms control, disarmament and
regional security. At the request of some
foreign experts and scholars, our Association
acted as the host to their academic trips and
study tours in China. Among the organiza-
tions and research institutes that have had
exchanges with the CPAPD include the US
Ceatre for Defence Information, the Cana-
dian Peace Alliance and the Campaign for
Nuclear Disarmament of UK. The CPAPD
has been meintaining good relations with
peace organizations of East European
countries. We have, for instance, exchanged
several visits with the Romanian Peace Alli-
ance and the Lithuanian Peace Forum. In
addition, the CPAPD has regular exchanges
of publications with many organizations,
which is one of the major forms of ex-
changes.

In aur extensive exchanges with friends
frosm various countries, it oceurs to us that
the following points are impressive:

Peace-loving people all over the world
share mutual affinity and have identical or
similar views on many issues in spite of the
differences in cultural background, ethnic
groups and languages. Exchanges have fur-
ther enhanced the mutual understanding and
trust. We feel that contacts between peace
organizations of different countries are con-
ducive to the promotion of relation between
these countries and the friendship between
peoples of various nations. It is quite natu-

ral that lots of foreigners have little knowl-
edge of China due to the fact that China has
implemented the policy of opening to the rest
of the world just over a decade. And,
moreover, her unique characteristics result-
ing from the long history and civilization
bave been perplexing many foreigners.
Therefore, it is our wish that, through our
efforts, we may help foreign friends to know
what has been happening in China, especially
about its principles and policies concerning
peace, security and arms control. We are
pleased to see that many of our friends have
dispelled their prejudices and cleared up the
misunderstandings they had when they first
came to China at our invitation for visits and
seminars which provided them with oppor-
tunities for the on-the-spot investigations and
studies. Hence, we feel that exchange is the
best way to eliminate misunderstandings, en-
hance understanding and promote peace.
International exchange is, in a sense, a
kind of cultural exchange. The Chincse cul-
ture has long been recognized by the warld
as o culture of peace.  Chinese scholars of
ancient times as well as those of modern
times had unigue understanding of the issue
of war and peace and the solutions to the
problem of conflicts. The Confucian doc-
trine of "conciliation being supreme” and
“harmony all over the world" as wel as the
"Five Principles of Peaceful Co-existence
proposed by the Chinese government all rep-
resent the essence of the Chinese culture.
‘We believe that 10 carty forward the Chinese
culture will be conducive to the understand-
ing of the world from a new perspective and
to the maintenance of world peace. Our As-
sociation is willing to serve as a window
through which the world gets to know China
and 25 a bridge on which China goes to the
world,
Peace and development are the two ma-
jor themes of the present world. Peace could
1
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not be divorced from development while de-
velopment also needs peace, As China is a
developing country, develapment is most im-
portant to it. Peace is not an abstract notion,
It requires concrete actions and specific ef-
forts. We hope what we are doing would di-
rectly contribute to the economic develop-
‘ment and the progress of all the social under-
takings of China. It is out belief that China,
if developed and prosperous, will contribute
to peace and stability in the world. We shall
continue to make efforts for it. Meanwhile,
we wish to get full support from ftiends of
other countries.

IL Colourful Domestic Activities for Peace

Besides engaging in extensive exchanges
with foreign friends, the CPAPD also at-
taches great importance 10 carrying out edu-
cation and popularization activities of peace
in China, a country with a population that
accounts for 22% of the world’s total,

In 1986, the Lnternational Year of Peace
declared by the United Nations, the CPAPD,
together with its member organizations, held
a series of over 20 major activities, including
the “Chinese People's Conference on Main-
taining World Peace". Due to these efforts,
our Association was awarded the titte of
“"Peace Messenger® according to the UN
Resolution 40/10.

The 43rd Session of the UN General As-
sembly adopted & resolution in December
1988, declaring that the week of 1ith No-
vember each year is the "International Week
of Science and Peace", cailing for all member
nations to hold relevant activities in this
week to make known to the public the role
of scientific and technical progress in safe-
guarding world peace and security, and to
encourage scientists to make efforts for
peace. In response 10 this appeal, our Asso-
ciation and its member organizations, such as
the Chinese Association for Science and
Technology, set up an organizing committee
12

for the International Week of Science and
Peace. Up till now, activities on this theme
have been held successfully for 6 years run-
ning, covering & wide range of colourful
functions, such as large theatrical perform-
anoes (broadcast nationwide) on the theme of
pesce, popular science exhibitions, public
lectures and seminars on science. Activities
also include contests, among young people
and school children, of articles, speeches, and
drawings end paintings on the theme of
peace. At first, these adtivities were only
done in Befjing for one week. Later, with
the painstaking efforts of the organizing
comunittee as well as the generous suppart of
various social circles, especially some enter-
prises, these activities were able to be held in
several cities simultaneously, lasting far more
than one week. Some activities lasted sev-
eral months or half a year. The number of
peaple attending the functions also increased
year by year. According to statistics, 8 total
bumber of 10 million people directly partici-
pated in these activities in the past 6 years,
and most of them were youngsters. Chinese
mass media had a wide coverage of these ac-
tivities, We may say, owing to our efforts,
activities of the International Week of Sci-
ence and Peace have been completely suc-
cessful in China, 1t is well recognized by
relevant UN personages that China is one of
the countries that have been conducting the
activities in a most consistent, deep-going
and influential way.

Most of the peace activities held by our
Association have taken youngsters as the
‘main participants. Besides what is mentioned
above, we have also held such activities as
the "Pesce Cup* National Youth League
Football Matches, the "Peace Cup* High
School Singers' Contest, and so on. In the
competition of essays entitled *Youth and
Peace" held in 1988, we received over 44
thousand essays from all over the country.
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1. Making Efforts in Peace Studies

Since the end of the Cold War, peace or-
ganizations all over the world have been re-
adjusting their ways of functioning and
means of struggle by changing gradually
from hectic street politics to sobre rational
thinking and academic studies. Peace re-
searches hiave becotne an impottant topic for
peace orgarizations and sescarch institutes in
many countries. The CPAPD has been
making efforts in peace studies ever since the
Association was founded. A research divi-
sion was set up especially for this purpose.
The Association edits and publishes an Eng-
lish quarterly "Peace”, and “Information of
Peace Studies”, an irregular publication in
Chinese. We not orily engage in extensive
academic exchanges with peace organiza-
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tions outside China, but also wish to push
forward peace studies in China tarough our
work.

Arms control and disarmament, Asia-
Pacific security, and intemational peace
movement are the thiee main sopics of our
research. Our staff have written and pub-
lished a number of articles ori these subjects,
among which "Developments in Nuclear
Arms Race in South Asia”, “Viewpoints an
the Establishment of the Asia-Pacific Secu-
rity Mechanism®, and *Peace Movement in
the Post Cold War Era" have drawn wide
attention. Ta strengthen the research of the
international developments of arms control
and disarmament, our Association has set up
2 "CPAPD Scientists’ Research Group on
Arms Control”, which consists of experts and
scholars from a dozen of govemment de-
partments and research ingtitutes. The group
holds public lectures, seminars and other ac-
tivities in different forms, and sends delega-
tions abroad for exchanges with foreign
scholars.

Our quarterly publication "Peace” is
mailed to the readers in over 70 countries.
It oninly presents to readers the research
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ments o the Chinese policies regarding arms
control and disarmament, introduces the
achievements in economic development, en-
vironmental protection and the existing
problems in this country, and publishes spe-
cial articles to give objective briefings con-
ceming the ‘allegation of the "Chinese in-
crease in ams expenditure”, the issues of
Hongkong, Taiwan, Tibet and the Nansha
Islands of China, Although there is much
room to be desired with regard to the trans-
lation and the contents of this publication, yet
as it is put by some foreign readers in their
letters that the publication is a “window" 10
understand China.

‘We have conducted extensive exchanges
with research institutes both at home and
abroad with seminars as the main form. Ac-
cording to our calculation, there have been
over a dozen of seminars held or jointly-held
by our Association in the past decade, with
total attendance of up to 1000. Our staff
have also participated in numerous seminars
in and outside the country. In September
1991, our Association hosted the 41st Pug-
wash Conference on Science and World Af-
fairs. More than 200 Chinese and foreign
scholars, in 8 groups, exchanged extensive
views on issues like arms control, disarma-
ment, regional security, cavironmental pro-
tection and development.  In November
1993, our Association and the Department of
Peace Studies of the University of Bradford
co-sponsored the "International Seminar on
the UN and Asia Pacific Security”. The col-
Iection of papers of this seminar has been
published in English. In December 1994,
our Association held the "1994 Seminar on
TInternational Situation and Arms Control” ,
which was attended by over 60 people from
the government, military and research insti-
tutions of China.
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Tt has been one of our tasks to translate
and introduce to China the research results of
peace studies of foreign countries. We have
translated into Chinese a great number of ar-
ticles that are of high value to us. The As-
sociation has recently translated and pub-
lished "A Nuclear-Weapon-Free World: De-
sirable? Feasible?" published by the Pugwash
Conference.

Since our Association maintains good re-
lations with relevant institutions on interna-
tional studies and " other departments of the
government and military circles of China, we
would like to act as a bridge for the ex-
changes between institutions and scholars of
Chinz and othe countries.

[image: image16.png]movement for she is a big
country pursuing an inde-
pendent foreign policy of
peace. They expect China to
contribute still more in pro-
moting peace, prosperity
and stability of the world.
The CPAPD delegations,
visiting  other  countries,
were often accorded high-
level reception. When T had
the pleasure of leading a
delegation to visit Czecho-
slovakia and Romania in
1988, we were warmly Te-
ceived. Witnessing the high-
level reception, the local es-
cort remarked tht it was
rather exceptional for a
delegation  like ours to
meet so many senior lead-
ers. On many occasions
during my visit in Mongolia,
the peace activists there said
10 me that China is a big
country with an impariant
standing in the world, espe-
cially in the Asian-Pacific
region. They expressed the
hope that the peace organi-
sations of our two countries
could make joint efforts in
safeguarding  peacc  and
stability in the region. 1 vis-
ited India in 1993 and met
with many people of various
circles, including  govern-
ment ministers, and gover-
nors and chief ministers of
some major states. All of
them spoke highly of the
Chinese foreign policy of
peace as well as the
CPAPD's role. Many mem-

bers of the All-Indian Peace
and Solidarity Organisation
stressed the necessity to in-
vigorate the Non-Aligned
Movement under the new
circumstances. They also
hoped to invigorate the
peace cause by further
strengthening the unity be-
tween the peace organisa-
tions of the two countries.
In receiving a CPAPD dele-
gation visiting his country in
1994, Mr. RKubo Wataru,
the Secretary-General of
Social Democratic Party of
Japan, praised the delega-
tion's efforts to enhance
friendship between Japan
and China.

It is an important
part of the work of the in-
ternational peace movement
in the 1990s to convert the
armament industrial facilities
to civilian production and
take peaceful application of
military industrial technol-
ogy. China started conver-
sion rather easly and has
made considerable headway
in this respect, attracting
altention of many countries
that wish to learn more
about it. Therefore, the
CPAPD has exchanged
views with them on this is-
suc in many ways. In April
1991, at the invitation of the
former  Soviet  Peace
Committee, the CPAPD or-
ganised a delegation of en-
trepreneurs to visit the So-

viet Union and participate in
the Round Table Confer-
ence on Military Industry
Conversion at Smolensk. At
the conference, the Chinese
delegates spoke on
“Making Use of Military
Industriai Technology for
the Welfare of Mankind”,
“Experience of Integrating
Military and Civilian Pro-
duction in Guizhou Prov-
ince” and “Establishing In-
tegrated  Armament and
Civilian Enterprises”. Their
speeches were well -
ceived The Soviet partici-
pants remarked that the
practical experience of con-
version described by the
Chinese ~ delegation  was
correct as proved by sub-
sequent great achievements,
and could be drawn upon
by other countries.

Through  these
friendly exchanges with
people of other countries,
we have learnt a lot about
the work and experience of
peace movement in differ-
ent parts of the world.
With 2 history of several
decades, the peace move-
ment has by end large at-
tracted people from all
walks of life. They regard it
as an honour and one’s
duty to join the peace
movement. The leaders of
peace  organisations  in
Czechoslovakia and  Ro-
maniz told us that they al-
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[image: image17.png]ways had a sense of ur-
gency on the issue of
peace and  disarmament,
and all their people treas-
ured peace. The Lao
Committee for Peace, Soli-
darity and Friendship with
Peoples is influential at
home and very active
abroad. It often educates
the masses in peace and
friendship to expand the
peace movement through-
out the courttry.

However, in rocent
years, certain sources have
been spreading the failacy of
“China Threat” in an at-
tempt to sow discord in the
relations between China and
her neighbouring countries.
As a result, some people,
being unaware of the truth,
have some doubts about
China's growing mationat
strength and her effort to
modernise her national de-
fence. In view of this, the
CPAPD delegations in their
visits to other courtries
have quite successfully pre-
sented a faithful picture of
the situation to the local
peaple and met with good
results. During our visit to
Tapan, in discussions with
the Japamese Congress
Against A-and-H Bombs of
Nagasaki-ken, we explained
our basic position on arms

control, especially on striv-
ing for the complete prohi-
bition of muclear weapon
tests. We pointed out that
China was fully devoted to
domestic economic con-
struction, needed a peaceful
and stable international en-
vironment, and wished to
enjoy friendly relations with
other countries, particularly
her neighbours. We also
told them that China's mili-
tary spending was very low,
and in no way could it pose
threat to other countries.
Even when China became
strobger in the future, she
would seek neither hegem-
ony nor spheres of influ-
ence. China will never be-
come a threat to any coun-
try. The Japanese journalists
followed our delegation for
two days in Nagasaki. Some
influential newspapers like
Yomiuri Shimbun, Asahi
Shimbur, Mainichi Shimbun
and Nagasaki Shimbun gave
2 quite objective coverage
of our major viewpoints,
and in this way helped the
Japanese people better un-
derstand China.

Over the past 10
yeurs, the CPAPD has done
much and achieved much in
its work. Looking ahead, we
see still more to be accom-
plished. Peace and devel-

sues in the world today, are
interrelated to each other. It
would be hasd to meet the
challenge of international
developments if we take
peace the only and isolated
issue. The peace organisa-
tions in many countries have
expressed the desire to add
an economic dimension to
their exchanges with the
CPAPD 5o as to enhance
the economic devefopment
in their respective country.
So the CPAPD is now fac-
ing & new chalfenge of
broadening our activities
and pioneering  in new
fields. At present, China is
opening wider to the outside
world, her international
standing uplified, and her
overall national  strength
steadily growing. Furthet-
more, peace has become &
common aspiration of the
people everywhere. These
developments will ask more
of us. Since there are broad
prospects for our continued
endeavour, we have every
reason to believe that the
CPAPD will seize the cur-
rent opporturities 1o ac-
complish even more in pro-
moting the glorious cause of
peace and progress of man-
kind. B

his year marks the
tenth snniversary of
the founding of the

Chinese People’s Associa-
tion for Peace and Disar-
mament (CPAPD). At the
same time, it also marks the
fiftieth anniversary of the
founding of the United Na-
tions and the fifticth anni-
versary of the victory of the
war of the world people
against fascism.

a population of 1.2 billion is
in jtself a major contribution
to world peace and stability.

Quite & few scicnlists such
as Guo Moruo, Zhou Pei-
yusn and Qian Sanqisng
have become known also as
peace personages. As one
of the twenty-two delegates
1o the First Pugwash Con-
ference on  Science and
World  Affairs, Professor
Zhou Peiyuan was onc of
the initiators of the Pugwash
Peace Movement, For many
years, he was President of
the China Association for
Science and Technology and
President of the Chinese
People's  Association for
Peace and Disarmament.
He dedicated ail his energy
to the cause of science and
peace, and be was held in
high reputation in the world
2

and is still remembered in
high esteem.

Since its founding,
the Chinese People’s Asso-
ciation for Peace and Dis-
armament has maintained
close relations with its
member organisations such
a3 the China Assaciation for
Science and Technology, the
Chinese Medical Associa-
tion, the Chinese Society of
Environmental Sciences, the
China  Association  for
Peageful Use of Military In-
dustrial Technology. Set-
ting "Science and Peace" as
the main theme, they have
jointly organised a series of
activities  enthusiastically
participated in by scientists
in the country. This has
ushered peace activities of
scientists into a new stage,
the activities being more or-
ganised  with  expanding
scale and increasing influ-
ence

The CPAPD, the
China Association for Sci-
ence and Technology and
other related organisstions
have been active in respond-
ing 1o the initiative of the
United Nations to conduct
"International Week of Sci-
ence and Peace". Since
1989, they have, for six
years running, successfully
organised activities that are
colourful and rich in con-
tent, in which scientists and
people of other walks of life
participate with great en-

It is a great pleasure for me to congratulate you on the occasion of the tenth anniver-
sary of the founding of the Chinese People’s Association for Peace and Disarmament
(CPAPD), the sole non-governmental peace organisation at the national level, consisting of
24 member organisations, in China,

1 hardly need to underscore the important role your organisation can play on the
agenda of intemational peace and security in a country in which one-fifth of the world’s e
tire population lives.

In this connection, T am pleased to note that, from the beginning, the CPAPD has es-
tablished friendly contacts, undertaken various programmes and cooperated with about 300
non-governmental peace organisations, research institutes, colleges and universities in &round
90 countries as well as with international organisations, and has participated in various global
activities of peace and disarmament. I recall in particular that the United Nations honoured
the CPAPD with the title of the Peace Messenger Organisation for its efforts in the Chinese
Organisational Compmittes for the International Year of Peace, in 1986,

T am aiso pleased to note that, over the past ten years, the CPAPD has engaged in a
large number of conferences on peace and disarmament. It hosted, in 1991, the forty-first
Annual Pugwash Conference on Science and World Affairs, attended by over 200 scieutists,
experts, scholars and high-level military and govemmental officials from about SO countries
In 1992, the CPAPD, with the Uaited Nations lastitute for Disarmament Research, caspan-
sored the Conference of Asian and Pacific Institutes in Beijing, attended by more than 40 ex-
perts, researchers and academics from different countries in the region, which covered issues
of security, disarmament and development. In 1993, the Association, with the University of
Bradford, UK, cosponsored a multilaters) seminar on Asia-Pacific Security and the United
Nations, and in 1994, with the Republic of Kores, it cosponsared a seminar on Security, De~
velopment and Cooperation in North-East Asia. In addition to the exchanging views and co-
operating with peace organisations of various countries, the CPAPD has carried out studies
on issues of intemational peace, disarmament and arms control as well as on security ques-
tions in the Asia-Pacific and other regions.

A decade ago, international relations and negotiations in the field of disarmament
were characterised by tension and acrimony. All of us recall that period of widespread public
apprehension over the alarming escalation in the arms race, the huclear arms race in pasticu-
lar, and the disquieting rise in militasy expenditures worldwide.

Significant progress has now been achieved in 4 number of important areas of disarmament,
including nuclear disarmament and other weapons of mass destruction, as well as regulation
of conventional weapons.

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The extension of the Non-Proliferation Treaty, to be decided at the Conference in
