On 29 July 1996, China successfully
conducted a nuclear test. The government
of the People's Republic of China herchy
solemnly declares that it will start a mora-
torium on nuclear testing effective from 30
July 1996, Such an important decision by
China is not only a resporise to the appeal of
the vast pumber of noh-huclear Wespon
states, but also a concréte action to pro-
mate nuclear disarmament.

Over the past three decades and more
since its first nuclear test on 16 October
1964, China has established a capable and
effective nuclear sclf-defence force. In 2
pioneering spirit of self-roliance, sustaining
hatdships and personal sacrifices, a large
number of Chinese workers, scientific. and
technical personnel, officers and soldiers of
1he People’s Liberation Anmy, as well as all
the staff’ working on the front of national
defence have made strenuous efforts under
extremely difficult conditions in the re-
search, manufacture and development of
China's nuclear weapons. Their indelible
historical feats have greatly boosted the mo-
sale of the Chinese people and cnhanced
Ching's capability to safeguard peace. The
Chinese government and people wish to
extend cordial greetings and pay high re-
spect to them.

Adhering to its ‘independent foreign
policy of peace, China has always stood for
the complete prohibition and thorough de-
struction of nuclear weapons. Historical cir-
cumstances compelled China ta develop
nuclear weapons, For more than a century,
the Chinese nation experienced untold suf-
forings and scoutges of war inflicted upon
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by foreign aggressors. After the founding of
New China, it was still subjected to the
threat of war, including that of nuclear
weapons. In order to survive and develop,
China was lefl with no other altcrnative.
Our development of a limited nuclear ca-
pability is not aimed at threatening other
pooplc, but is solely for self-dofence with a
view 0 meintaining independence, sover-
elynty and territorial integrity, and ensuring
a peacelul life of the people. Moreover, our
development of nuclear weapons is to safe-
guard world peace, counter nuclear black-
mail and nuclear threat, prevent nuclear war
and ultimatcly destroy all muclear weapons.

Since the very first day when China
came into possession of nuclear weapons,
China has solemnly declared that al oo time
and under no circumstances will it be the
first to use nuclear weapons. China has also
undertaken unconditionally not to use or
threaten to usc nuclear weapons against
non-nuclear weapon states or nuclear
wespon-lree zones. China is the only ou-
clear weapon state in the world that has
make and abided by such commitments,
China has never deployed nuclear weapons
outside its border, nor has it cver used or
threatened to use nuclear weapons against
other countrigs,

China is a peace-loving country and an
important force for the maintenance of
world peace and stability. China is in favour
of reaching a comprehensive ban on nuclear
wespon test explosions in the process ta-
ward the objective of complete nuclear dis-
armament. China has taken an active part in
the Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty
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striving for the conclusion, within this year
and on a conscnsus basis, of a fair, reason-
able and verifiable CTBT with universal ad-
herence and unlimited duration. China is
ready to work with other members of the
intermations! community to this end

Halting nuclear tests is an important
step toward nuclear disammament. In order
to remove once and for all the threat of nu-
clear war hanging over mankind and
achieve lasting peace and universal security
throughout the world, the Chinese govern-
ment hereby appeals to ll the countries,
ruclear weapon states in particular, for the
Tollowing

1. Major muclear weapon states should
abandon their policy of nuclear deterrence.
States with huge nuclear arsenals should
continue to drastically reduce thele muclear
stockpiles.

2. All nuclear weapon states should un-
dertake not to be the first to use muclear
‘weapons at any time and under any circum-
stances, commit themselves unconditionally
not to use or threaten to use nuclear weap-
ons against non-nuclear weapon states of
nuclear weapon-fiee zones, and conclude,
at an early date, international legal instru-
ments o such effect.

To realise the goal of a nuclesr
weapon-free world and ensure the enjoy-
ment of peace, security, stability and pros-
perity by all countries is the strong aspira-
tion of all peopte. We sincerely hope that
there should never be a nuclear war. We are
convinced that with the concerted efforts of
all peace-loving countries and people
around the world, muclear war is prevent-
able.

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Disarmament Ambassador Sha Zukang Explains
China’s Principled Position on CTBT

The negotiation on the Comprehensive
Test Ban Treaty(CTB1) conducted in Ge-
neva last June failed to reach agreement
before the planned timetable on June 28th
becausc the negotiators of the major parties
could not bridge their differences on the
substantial issues such as the procedure for
the trealy to be effective and on-spot in-
spection. China Disarmamcot Ambassador
Sha Zukang puts forward views on the is-
sues concerned.

Ambassador Sha points out that CTBT
is a treaty that has a bearing on the funda-
menlal security interests of China. Profound
changcs have taken place in the present in-
ternational situation compared with that
during the period of the Cold War, How-
ever, some countries have not changed
their ambition for secking world hegemony,
have not changed their non-stop interfer-
ence in the internal affairs of other coun-
tries, have not changed  theis plans for the
long-term protection and maintenance of
their huge nuclear arsenals and for seeking
nuclear superiority, have in no way reduced
their interest in their deterrent policy based
on the first use of nuclear weapons. Under
the circumstances, the fact that China
agrees 1o negotiate a treaty on the compre-
hensive ban on nuclesr tests is 10 promote
nuclear disarmament and prevent nuclear
proliferation, meet the reasonable demands
of the vast number of non-nuclear states.

Me. Sha refutes the unwarranted
charges by certain countries directed at
Chin’s muclear tests. He explains that a big
suclear superpower and the allies under its
nuclear umbrella have refuted to recognise
the appropriate security interests of China,
4

their irresponsible remarks on the limited
number of China’s nuclear tests are unac-
ceptable. As it is known to the world that
China has conducted the least number of
nuclear tests among the 5 nuclear-weapon
countries. The level of the Chinese nuclear
weapons is no match to that of the nuclear
superpowers on either quantity or quality.
What is more, though China has unilazerally
undertaken not to be the first to use nuclear
weapons under any circumstances and ap-
pealed to other nuclear-weapon states to
make (he identical commitment and con-
clude a convention on mutual non-first use
of nuclear weapons among the nuclear-
weapon states., The Chinese appeal has not
won theic attention and no positive re-
spanse has been reccived

He points out that it is under these cir-
cumstances that the Chinese government
has announced that it would exercise a
moratorium on muclear testing after Sep-
tember 1996, and it is not easy for China to
have made this decision. The exercise of a
moratorium on muclear testing announced
by China is not only 2 response to the ap-
peal of the vast number of non-nuclear
‘weapons states, but also to promote the on-
going negotiations of the CTBT. China's
sincerity for concluding the treaty on an
early date is not open to doubt.

Responding to the questions raised by
a few negotiators from cortain countries
over China's position on peaceful nuclear
explosion, Ambassador Sha argues that
peacefol nuclear explosion is not something
invented by China, and the NPT has already
legalised its status. If some peaple attempt
1o ban peaceful nuclear explosion for good
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by way of the CTBT, then why did they not
propose an amendment of the NPT at its
extension and review conference convened
May of last year as well as at the many re-
view conlerences of the treaty held before?

Mr. Sha holds that any treaty on arms
control and disarmament should not affect
the scientific and economic development of
the signalories, This is a principle univer-
sally accepted by the international com-
munity. Peaceful nuclear explosion as a
tochnology has great potential, and can play
2 big role in promoting econontic develop-
ment of some countries if it is used prop-
erly. This is the very original intention that
China has raised the issue of peaceful nu-
clear explosion, and China has not changed
the original intention. Flowever, considering
the fact that the negotiations on the CTBT
are in ils last moment, and for completing
the megotiations as planned, China agrces
that the treaty can temporarily ban peaceful
siclear explosion, and it shall be dealt wilh
at the treaty review conference in the fu-
ture. Suppose then all the member states
allow peaceful nuclear explosion, the con-
ference by the member states will immedi-
ately rotify and make arrangements for the
issue of peaceful nuclear explosion. These
arrangements will assure that any possible
benefit for the military purpose from the
peaceful muclear explosion must be rooted
out, and must meet the obligations ali the
countries have undertaken in other interna-
tional treatics. He emphasizes that this is
the significant flexibility that the Chinese
government undertakes for the CTBT to be
concluded on 3 early dale.

Mr. Sha Zukang also touches on the
four major differences that have occurred
during the treaty negotiations and explains
China’s position.

On the Preface of the Treaty: The non-
aligned countrics hold that the time-bound

{framework for the nuclear disarmament and
the prohibition of development and im-
provement of nuclear weapons should be
clearly written into the preface of the treaty.
China has always stood for the complete
prohibition and thorough destruction of all
nuclear weapons on an early date, and holds
that the CTBT is a concrete step toward the
this goal. Therefore China is in favour of
putting the goal of complete destruction of
nuclear weapons proposed in the preface.
Besides, China also stands for an appropri-
ate reflection in the preface of the commit-
ment of no-use of nuclear weapons against
non-nuclear weapon states undertaken by
the nuclear states and mutual no-first use of
nuclear weapons against each olher under-
taken together by the nuclear-weapon
states. Other nuclear weapon states are ot
in favour of these opinions for the purpose
of retaining their nuclear deterrent poficy.
On the Banning Scope of the Treaty: At
the present, most countries take the stand
that the treaty should ban all nuclear
weapon test explosions and any other nu-
clear explosion. China has always stood for
a treaty that should not ban nuclear explo-
sion for peaceful purposes, but considering
the concern over the differentiation of
peaceful nuclear explosion and military nu-
clear test voiced by (he parties concemed
and the consideration that the negotiation is
at its last leg, in order to complete the ne-
gotiation in time, China recently agrees that
the treaty may lemporarily ban peaceful
nuclear explosion, and the issuc should be
submitted to the treaty review conference
for review. The present debate on the ban-
ning scope mainly focuses on whether the
treaty should also ben all nuclear weapon
tests of non-explosive nature inchiding TV
modulation in labs, the demand of which is
raised by non-nuclear states headed by non-
aligned countrics. But the westem nuclear
s
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states and Russia have already made it clear
that they need ta do non-explosive nuclear
tests in order to guarantes the safety and
reliability of their nuclear weapons.

Onthe Treaty Verification: The core of
the matter is the on-spot inspection. At the
present all parities agree that the data col-
lected by the international monitoring sys-
tems set up by the treaty should be taken as
the evidence for raising the matter of on-
spot inspection. In addition, westem devel-
oped countries have also proposed that the
on-apot inspection can be iritiated merely
by the intelligence collected by the so-called
“national technical means” mainly possessed
by themselves as well as so-called “any
relevant intelligence”. The third world
countries including China are opposed to it
They argue that though the national 1echni-
cal means can play a supplementary role, it
should be subject to restrictions, and the so-
called “relevant intelligence” such as strect
information or intelligence by agents should
not be considered, otherwise the on-spot in-
spection authority may be misused and the
Targe number of developing countries would
be left in a discriminated position. Besides,
some western countries hold that inspection
requests should be immediately "enforced
once it is raised 5o as to ensure the deter-
rence of the on-spot inspection unless the
njority of the members of the Execufive
Councit of the Treaty are against it. But

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China firmly holds that the on-spot inspec-
tion requests csn only be approved by two
thirds majority of the Executive Council
‘members in order to assure the integrity and
1he justice of the on-spot inspection. Pres-
ently, all parties are still ncgotiating heat-
edly. Mr. Sha believes that this is the key to
the failure or the success of the Treaty.

On How the Treaty Goes Effective;
an individual nuclear superpower proposes
that the Treaty can go into effect if 5 au-
clear-weapon states ratify it while Russia
insists that the treaty can only go into effect
once it is ratified by all the 68 countries
with nuclear capabilities identified by the
LAEA. There are also many other proposals.
A possible resolution may be reached: The
treaty can go into effect once the 3 nuclear-
weapons states and the so-called nuclear
threshold states as well as a certain number
of other states ratify it

Besides, there are differences over the
composition  of the Treaty  Executive
Council

Looking at the prospect of the negotia-
tion, Mr. Sha holds that there are still many
differences at the present negotiations, but
if all sides show their political will and ade-
quate flexibility, nether side tries to seek
unilateral interests, and meet the rational
demands of the vast number of developing
countries, it is still possible to reach the
treaty on schedyle.

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Plan and Outline of China’s Peaceful Development

A Summary of the Outline uf the Ninth Five-year Plan For National Economic
and Social Developmens and the Long-rvange Qbfectives 10 the Year 2010 of China

The Outline of the Ninth Five-year Plan
For National Economic and Social Devel-
apment and the Long-range Objectives (o
the Year 2010 of China was approved at the
Fourth Session of the Eighth National Peo-
Pple’s Congress on 17 March 1996. While
roviewing China’s national economic and
social development during the Eight Five-
year Plan Period, the Outline defines the
guiding principles and the major tasks for
the all-round fullitment of the strategic goal
at the second step and for moving on to the
third step. Following is a summary of the
OQutline of the Objectives for the National
Economic and Social Development during
the Ninth Five-year Plan Period and the
Long-range Objectives for the National
Economic and Social Development to the
Year 2010,

Objectives for the National Eco-
nomic and Socizl Development During
the Ninth Five-year Plan Period

The major objectives for the national
economic and social development during
the Ninth Five-year Plan Period are as fol-
lows: completing the second phase of the
strategic plan for the modernisation drive,
ie., keeping the total population under 1.3
billion and quadrupling the per capita GNP
of 1980 by the year 2000, raising the peo-
ple’s living standards to that of a fairly
comfortable life with poverty practically
eradicated; and expediting the formulation
of a modern enterprise system and establish-
ing @ preliminacy socislist macket economy.
Fulfilment of these objectives will lay a
better foundation in terms of material, tech-

nology and economic mechanism for im-
plementing the third phase of the strategic
plan from the beginning of the next ceatury,

1. Sustained growth in the overall
economy and constant improvement in the
living standard of the people. By the year
2000, the GNP at 1995 constant price will
increase from RMB 5,760 billion ywan to
RMB 8,500 billion yuen. During the Ninth
Five-year Plan Period, the per capita income
disposed by city dwellers for living expenses
will see a real increase of 5% annually on
average, and the per capita net income for
people in the rural areas wil go up 4% an-
nually on average; per capita consumption
of fibber will rise from 4.6 Kg 10 5 Kg; per
capita living space for city dwellers is ex-
pected to be expanded from 7.9 m® to 9 m*
while quality of residential housing in rural
areas will be improved; the percentage of
households that have colour TV sets will be
lifted from 42% to 60%; the percentage of
houscholds that have access ta telephone
service will grow from 4.6% to 10%,

2. Preliminarilly establishing a socialist
market economic structure $o as to enable
market to play a primary rolz in the alloca-
tion of resources under the macro control
and regulation of the state. The situation in
which public ownership plays the predomi-
nant role and multi-economic elements de-
velop simahtaneously will get consolidated;
the system in which distribution according
to work is primary and & variety of modes
of distribution coexists will be further im-
praved; a modern enterprise system will be
set up primarily at most of the arge and

medium-sized state-owned backbone enter-
priscs; a unified and open market system
with orderly competition will begin to take
shape; and there will also be established ini-
tially a macro control and regulation system
together with a legal system that conform
to the socialist market cconomy.

3. Further improvement in industrial
structure and strengthening of the effective
supply capability. The primary position of
agriculture will be strengthened with steady
growth in the output of major farm pro-
duce; the situation in which insufficient in-
frastructure and basic industries bottleneck
the development OF the national economy
will continue to be alleviated; the role of
pillar industrics such as machine-building,
electronics, ~ petrochemicals, automobiles
and the construction industry will be en-
hanced in stimulating economic growth and
structural upgrading.

4. Strengthening of science and educa-
tion and averall progress of social undertak-
ings. The contribution of scientific and
technological progress to economic growth
will be improved remarkably while China’s
technical level in major industries will either
approsch or come up to advanced world
standards of the late 1980s and early 1990s.
There wilt be considerable improvemsnt in
the level of China's agricultural technology.
Nine-year compulsory education will be-
come basically universal with the practical
elimination of illitcracy among young and
middle-aged people. Shortage of food and
clothing of poverty-stricken people will be
basically solved. Over 30% of the urban
‘poputation will be covered by social insur-
ance. Cultural undertakings will further
prosper. Basic health care will be pravided
for everyone. Physical cultural and sports
will be further developed. Efforts shall be
made to bring under initial contcol the ag-

ravating situation of environmental pollu-
tion and ecological damage

5. Success in shifting the mode of eco-
nomic growth and further improvement in
the overall quality and return of the national
economy. During the Ninth Five-year Plan
Period, the input-output efficiency wili be
improved. There will be an average anmual
growth of 6.5% in the overall labour pro-
ductivity. Energy consumption per 10,000
yuan GNP will be reduced from 2.2 tons of
standard coal in 1995 to 1.7 tons of stan-
dard coal in 2000, bringing the average an-
nual energy saving rate to 5%. The delivery
rate of fixed assets in capital construction
will be increased to over 70%. The trnover
rate of industrial capital in circulation is ex-
pected to reach two times,

Long-range Objectives for National
Economic and Social Development by
the Year 2010

‘The main objectives for national eco-
nomic and social development by the year
2010 are as follows: doubling the GNP of
the year 2000, keeping the total population
under 1.4 billion, enabling the peaple to
enjoy an even more comfortable lifc and,
establishing a faicly complete socialist mar-
ket economy,

A modern enterprise system will be set
up at state-owned enterprises with the for-
mation of a number of large enterprises and
large-sized groups that are internationally
competitive. There will be a fairly devel-
oped commadity market and & compara-
tively perfect market for key productive
elements to realise further optimised alloca-
tion of resources. Income distribution sys-
tem will become relatively perfect. The in-
stitution and means of macro control and
regulation will be relatively perfected to ex-
ercise sensitive and effective control and
regulation over the overall economic bal-
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ance and structure. Economic management
will be highly institutionalised.

Tndustrial structure will be further op-
timised. Remarkable progress will be made
in agricultural modemisation with higher
degree of commercialisation and specialisa-
tion as well as significant raising of compre-
hensive production capability and natural
calamity prevention capability. Where
conditions peemit, agricultural production
and operation on a properly large scale will
be introduced and the labour productivity
will be greatly improved. There will be
significant increase in the income of peas-
ants, who in the rural areas as a whole will
enjoy a comfortable life. The construction
of infrastructure and basic industries will be
brought into step with the level of national
economic development. The supportive role
of energy for the national economic growth
will be further strengthened and the struc-
ture of energy production and consumption
be further readjusted. A comprehensive
transportation and modernised communica-
tion system will basically take shape. Pillar
industries such as machine-building, elec-
tronics, petrochemicals, auto-making, con-
struction ete. will become the major force in
stimulating national economic growih. Re-
markable progress will also be made in the
industrialisation of high technology inchud-
ing electronic information, bio-engineering,
new materials, nuclear encrgy, seronautics,
acrospace and acean engineering. There will
be great improvement in the application of
moden eleotronic infbrmation technology
in various areas of national economy and
social undertakings. The computer will be
widely applied in production, office work
and people’s daily life. The proportion of
the tertiary industry in the national economy
will rise significantly, greatly steengthenin
the service functions in developing socialist

market economy.

Tn the first ten years of the next century,
concentrated efforts will be devoled to
construct a group of projects that bear
overall and crucial significance to the na-
tional economic and social development
These projects include mainly the continu-
ous construction of the large scale water
control projects at the Yangtze Three-
Gorges, the Yellow River Xiaolangdi to
promote what is beneficial and root out
what is harmful and basically bring to an
end the flood disaster of the Yangtze and
Yellow Rivers, work will start in the con-
struction of the interbasin project for diver-
ing water from the south to the north to al-
leviate serious water shottage in certain ar-
eas in the north of the country. The con-
struction of the Beijing-Shanghai Express
Highway will begin in order to form a mod-
emised channel for large volume passenger
and goods transpertation. Research and
feasibility study will be conducted for the
construction of a railway line going into Ti-
bet. Construction will begin for new mod-
ernised iron and steel production bases to
meet the demand for new iron and steel
products by the national economic devel-
opment. Competitive backbone enterpriscs
in pillar industries will be renovated and ex-
panded to advance in the direction of form-
ing large annual production capacity such as
1 million automobiles, 10 million tons of oil
refining and 1 million tons of ethylene. Re-
search and development of new generation
integrated circuit will be promoted to keep
abreast of the advanced world standards.
Modern information infrastructure will be
constructed to promote the possible appli-
cation of information technology in the na-
tional econory.

Regional economies will be developed
in a co-ordinated manner so as to basically

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Enhancing Military Confidence in Border Areas

—Agrecment Concluded by China and Her Four Neighbouring Countries

On 26 April 1996, President of the
People’s Republic of China, Jiang Zemin,
President of the Russian Federation Boris
Yeltsin, President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan Nurlsultan Nazatbayev, Presi-
dent of Kyrghyzstan Askar Akayev and
President  of  Tajkistan  Emomali
Rakhmonov jointly signed in Shanghai,
China an agrcement on strengthening mili-
tary confidence in border areas

The agreement slipulates that the mili-
tary forces slationcd along border areas will
not altack each other, no signatory should
conduct military exercises aimed against any
other signatory, the limils on the scale,
scope and mumber of border.area military
exercises are specified and that signalories
should exchange with each other informa-
tion about military activities within 100
kilomuires of the border. Under the agree-
rment, all sides will invite their counterparts
to abserve the military exercises, will take
preventive measures against any military
activities that could be considered danger-
ous by another signatory, and will
strengthen friendly exchanges among the
military forces in the border sreas and
among the frontier guards of all sides.

After the signing ceremony, the heads
of the five stales dclivered speeches brim-
ming with warm feeling. All of them believe
it is a political and military document of
great historical significance. 1t dcmonstrates
that people of the five countries want to
build confidence and live in harmony with
each other. This document will certainly
produce positive and long-term influcnce

1

for maintaining and further strengthening
peace and stability in the Asia-Pacific re-
gion, even in the world, and will also lay a
solid foundation for the sustained and
fruitful development of the bilateral and
multi-laterat relations among the five coun-
tries. Tt is pointed ovt by the heads of the
five states that the conclusion of this
agreement aficr a long negotiation indicates
that peaceful negotiation is of great vitality
even under the present complex and chang-
ing international situation.

China has some 7000-kilometre-long
common border with the four countries in-
cluding Russia, Kazakhstan, Kyrghyzstan
and Tajikistan. After cstablishment of the
diplomatic relations with the four countries,
China develops with them the state-to-state.
relations of no-alignment, no-canfrontation,
equality, mutual-benefit and no-interference
into other’s internal affairs on the basis of
the Five Principles of Peaceful Cocxistence.
Tn recent years, the frequent bilateral visits
at top level push the bilateral relations up to
a new stage at the height of facing the 21
century. The conclusion ol the agreement is
a new step forward on the road of friendly
neighbourhood among the five states and a
result of development of the fiiendly bilat-
eral relations. As expressed by Chincse
President Jiang Zemin, the conclusion of the
agreement ‘is a vivid demonstration of our
common wishes and determination to be-
come good neighbours, good friends and
good partners.”

CPAPD Uses Dunations of American Friend Alice Walker o Finance
a Watar-Puriping Station Project

It bappens that our American friend
Mme. Alice Walker was born in China. She
left for her home country the United States
with her parents after Shanghai was occu-
pied by the Japanese invaders during World
‘War IL After new China was founded, she
came back and worked for a while, but she
returoed home as she was getting on in
years. She bad the personal experience that
the Chinese people cherished peace and
made great contributions and sacrifices to
the cause of world peace. Mme. Walker
took Ching as her second home county in
her comespondence, Before her passing, she
donated part of her legacy (worth about
50,000 USD) to the CPAPD in her will. fn
accordance with Mme. Walker's will, the
CPAPD starts to use her donations on ac-
tivities of peace and charity in China,

At the present China still belongs 10
developing country with over 65 million
paverty-stricken people, who nead help to
solve their problem of inadequate daily ne-
cessities. At the recommendation of its
Sha'nxi Branch, the CPAPD has decided to
use part of the donations to build & pumping
station in Duipoyuan Village, Bin County
being one of the state-designated poverty-
shiicken counties in Sha’'nxi Province.
Situated in the Southwest part of Bin
County, the village is characterised by hilly
land and devp valleys on the Yellow-carth
Plateau, over 1000 mcters above sea level,
only several kilometres away from the Jin
River running across the whole county.
Being a seasonal river, it is ofien gets dry
in winter therefore water resource has been

a headache, but the key problem is the
shortage of funds. Tt is expected that the
construction of the pumping station can
help to solve the potable water problem of
more than 800 people and over 230 live-
stock as well as irrigating about 600
mu(one sixth of an acre) out the 800 mu
orchards of the village.

Upon learning the plan of the CPAPD,
the Duipayuan villagers were very excited.
They passed on the news, voluntarily pro-
vided all necessary information, assistance
and helped to facilitate the construction of
the project on schedule. This project fully
reflects the cherished aspirations of the vil-
lagers. They all said (bal, thanks to the
pumping station, not only their potable wa-
ter problem could be solved, they would no
longer drink water from the neasby ditches,
water-cells or water dripping from moun-
tain caves, no longer drink unhealthy water
with high mineral substance. They said that
the Station would also help them to create
fivoursble conditions for agricuttural irri-
gation and eradicating poverty and leading &
better life.

Though the donation of Mme. Watker
i8 not big at all, yet it embodies her trust
and support to the CPAPD, and her deep
feeling towards the Chinese people; the fact
that an American friend who understood
China well and devoted 1o the cause of
peace. From the project, the peasants in
such a remote mountain area have experi-
enced the love for peace, and aspirations
and effotts for maintaining world peace by

Japanese Financial Support

To promote the elementary education in
the poor areas in China, the Nagasali-Ken
Congress against A-&-Il Bombs and the
Negasaki-Ken Friendship Sociely of the
Victims of Atom Bomb, donated 1 million
of Tapanese yen in early 1996, through the
Chinese People's Association for Peace and
Disarmament (CPAPD), to the Hope Proj-
ect which is a nation-wide campaign for fi-
nancial contcibutions from the peaple of all
walks of iz to help develop education.

With its huge population and vast terri-
tory, China is still uneven in economic and
social development between town and
country and between different districts, al-
though it has indeed scored outstanding
achievements that have attracted world at-
tention in the socialist economic construce
tion and development of culture and educa-
tion. Up to now, there are altogether 65
millions of inhabitants in the whole country
who have not attained sufficiency in food
and clothing. n remote border districts or
some mountainous areas, tens of millions of
children are deprived of education because
of economic difficulty of their families. To
help those poverty-stricken  school-
dropouts, the China Foundation for Juvenile
Development initiated the Hope Project in
1989, & nation-wide campaign for mobilisa-
tion of the whole people to help school-
dropouts in deprived areas retun o
schools, to raise funds to build or refurbish
primary and middle schocl facilities, to re-
pair dilapidated school buildings in remote
and backward areas, to contribute station-
ery and popular literatures to the sons and
daughters of impoverished peasant families.
In the past several years, the Chinese people
in the country and abroad have, vied with
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one another, extended their financial or
maerial assistzoce to the Project while
many fricndly personages in other countrics
including Japan have given their generous
support with money to the Project. As of
the end of 1995, the Project have received
690 million yuan in contributions from do-
mestic and overseas Chinese and foreign
friends, and 1.25 millions of the funded
school-dropouts have resumed their inter-
rupted studies and more than 2 thousands of
new primary schools have been built. The
facts have proved that the Hope Project is a
public welfare undertaking which will bring
a great benefit to coming generations of the
Chinese people.

The CPAPD, the Nagasaki-Ken Con-
gress against A-&-H Bombs and the Na-
gasaki-Ken Friendship Society of the Vic-
tims of Atom Bomb have, with their joint
efforts for many years, made & positive
contribution to promotion of the traditional
friendship between the Chinese and Japs-
nese Peoples.

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A Tour to DPR Korea

Early this summer, at the invitation of
the Korean National Peace Committee, a
CPAPD del+egation paid a goodwill visit to
the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea,
and I was one of the members of the dele-
gation. The beautiful mountains and rivers,
the industrious and courageous people, and
the lovely children all Ieft upon us with
deep impression. Each day we were im-
merscd in the traditional friendship betsveen
the two peoples, and tach day we were
moved by whal we saw and heard. The fol-
lawing is just a few episodes of our experi-
ence

The first glimpse of Pyangyang deeply
impressed me with its charm and neatness.
The city was almost free from pollution.
Wherever we went, we could see green
trees or lawns, smell the fragrance of flow-
ers or hear the bird singing. The blocks
were well structured, the streets were wide,
and everything was in order. A striking
scene in the street was the police women,
who, in their pretty uniforms, conducted
traffic conscientiously. For several times we
saw them standing in the pouring deluges
without a single negligence of their atten-
tion, though there were few vehicles passing
by. No busy billboards could be scen on
the buildings along the streets, which fos-
tered an atmosphere of tranquillity. The
pedestrians walked along the streets confi-
dently with simple and neat clothes, Some-
times we noticed groups of women headed
for somewhere, holding buckets of saplings.
Then we leamed that they went 1o plant
trees as volunteers. Tn DPRK, every Friday
is voluntary labour day, on which every
working unit organiscs different activities

Without the hard-working and devoted
people, it is just impossible ta kecp Pyongy-
ang 50 tidy and clean.

Dyring our visit, I was constantly
moved by the tenacious and self-sacrificing
Korean people, Que Korean friends told us
that last year Korea was hit by floods rare in
Eistory and that 1/4 of the arable land was
ruined. Wherever we went, we could sce
farmers working hard in the fields, planting
hopes in the land ravaged by the floods. In
many cases, those who were working in the
felds were nol only farmers, but also work-
ers, cadres, students and others from the
urban areas, who came to offer assistance
at least once a week.

In the days in Korea, it was the children
who touched us deeply. Leaders of different
Tevels of the country attached great impor-
tance to the healthy growth of the younger
generation. Though in a period of hard-
ship, they took as the duty to provide the
children with a good environment for
growing up. A maternity hospital we vis-
ited could be counted as the cleanest and
most sumptuous hospilal 1 had ever seen.
The floors, stairs and even the handrails of
the hospital were covered with marble. Al
those who entered the hospital must take
off shoes and put on  slippers. Inside the
hospital it was bright and spotless. Doctors
were efficient, wards were well equipped,
and mothers and babies were attentively
cared.

Concerning education, a 11-year com-
pulsory education is carried out in Korea.
Children stact their primary school from 6
years old, and go to middle school at 10.
We were lucky enough 1o have a chance to
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visit a middle school. The school ran 6
grades, with students ageing from 10-18,
They had classes in the momming and con-
ducted a variety of extracurricular activities
in the aflernoon. Tt was an aflemoon that
we paid the visit 1o the school. Tn the labs
some students were doing experiments of
physics and chemistry, some were operat-
ing computers, and some were studying the
structure of TV sets. Whenever we entered
a classroom, we were grected with sweat
smiles, Finally, we came t0 a big hail, where
we enjoged wonderful performances pre-
sented by students. Singing and dancing, the
children were a5 lovely as angels. Having
finished the last program, the angels ran
down from the stage, inviting us to dance

regional, municipal) cconomic development
areas and key industrial regions with unique
characteristics one from the other. Disparity
in the development of different regions will
be gradually narrowed.

We were so excited
that all of a sudden we felt like as young.
The music came to an end while the chil~
dren were still holding our hands, reluctant
1o let us go. Hand in hand, we came to the
gate of the building, only to find it was
raining hard outside. We asked the children
to stay indoors, but when we were near to
the car, we saw some children rushing out
to the rain to wave us good-by, We also
‘waved back to the children in the rain, with
eyes quivering with tears.

Children are the future. The visit to
DPRK further assured me that the tradi-
tional friendship between the peoples of
both countries will be passed on from gen-
eration to generation.

relatively comprehensive social security
system will be established.
