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IMPORTANT DOCUMENTATION
Statement by President Jiang Zemin

At the Millennium Summit of the United Nations

(6 September 2000)

At the turn of the century and the millennium, leaders of all countries are meeting here at the Headquarters of the United Nations to discuss major issues that bear on the future development of mankind so as to advance the lofty cause of world peace and development. At this moment, all people who love peace and long for happiness are watching us with great interest.

In the outgoing millennium and the 20th century, mankind has undergone calamities and holocausts and carried out great struggles and creative undertakings, thus scoring splendid material and spiritual accomplishments.

In the 21st century and the coming millennium, mankind will inevitably come across unexpected tests and challenges and will surely realise new and earthshaking historical changes and a great leap forward. Bright will be the prospects for a lasting peace and common prosperity that the people of all countries look forward to.

The nearly 50-year old Cold War is over. The international situation is on the whole moving towards relaxation. There are rapidly growing trends towards world multi-polarization and economic globalisation. The Modern Science and technology driven by IT and life science are advancing by leaps and bounds. All this offers mankind a rare opportunity for development. The pursuit of peace and development represents both the common aspirations of the people throughout the world and the theme of our times. But the unfair and irrational old international political and economic order has yet to be replaced. There is still a long way to go before the two strategic issues of peace and development are solved and a fair and equitable new international political and economic order is established.

At present, the people in many countries are still suffering from the scourge of wars and turmoil. Hegemonism and power politics still exist. Local conflicts caused by ethnic, religious, territorial or resources factors keep cropping up. Separatist, terrorist and extremist forces of various kinds are causing incessant damages to the international community. Environment, drugs, refugees and other global issues are more acutely felt. Our planet is still far from stable and tranquil.

Both history and the realities tell us:

Respect for each other’s independence and sovereignty is vital to the maintenance of world peace. Countries would not be able to live in amity unless they follow the five principles of mutual respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity, mutual non-aggression, non-interference in each other’s internal affairs, equality and mutual benefit, and peaceful coexistence and strictly comply with the purposes and principles of the UN Charter.

To build common security is the prerequisite to the prevention of conflicts and wars. The Cold War mentality must be abandoned once and for all, and a new security concept based on mutual trust, mutual benefit, equality and cooperation should be established. All international disputes and regional conflicts should be resolved through peaceful means. Effective disarmament and arms control should be realised according to the principle of fair, reasonable, comprehensive and balanced reduction. All countries should take part in the discussion and settlement of the question of disarmament as it bears on the international security.

To promote a multi-polar international configuration is required by the progress of our times, conforms to the interests of the people of all countries and also contributes to world peace and security. Such a multi-polar configuration differs from the old one in which big powers contended for hegemony and carved up spheres of influence as seen in history. All countries should be independent. Mutual cooperation and partnership of various forms between countries should not be targeted at any third party. The big countries have an important responsibility for the maintenance of world and regional peace. The big countries should respect the small ones, the strong should support the weak, and the rich help the poor.

The maintenance of world peace is the necessary precondition for the promotion of common development, which in turn serves as an important guarantee for the maintenance of world peace. It has become a pressing global issue to support and promote the development of the developing countries and to reduce and eradicate poverty.

Many developing countries are still confronted with great difficulties in their economic development and that the gap between the North and the South and the gulf between the rich and the poor are widening. On the one hand, it is the continued accumulation of wealth by developed countries in the North, and on the other, the aggravating poverty of developing countries in the South. The rich are getting richer, and the poor poorer. Not all countries have become beneficiaries of the development of modern science and technology and economic globalisation. Imbalance in world development is becoming more acute. Over 1.3 billion people in the world live under the absolute poverty line, with less than one U.S. dollar of living expenses per capita per day. The developed countries possess 86 per cent of the world’s GDP and occupy 82 per cent of the world’s export markets, while the developing countries which account for the overwhelming majority of the world population possess only 14 and 18 per cent respectively.

If there were no fundamental change in such a situation, it would be difficult to avoid turbulence in the international community, promote common development for all countries and achieve worldwide prosperity.

The right of the people of all countries to choose their social system and development path independently must be fully respected. North-South dialogue should be enhanced on the basis of equality and South-South cooperation conducted extensively. Only by increasing South-South Cooperation can the third world countries reduce risks that economic globalisation might bring and attain their own prosperity and progress.

The developing countries must enhance their capacity to develop their economy, science and technology. After all, their development will depend on continuously strengthening their capacity of self-development. The international community should attach great importance to the effort of the developing countries to foster and strengthen their capacity of self-development and help them in this regard. One should not just try to get resources, access to market and profits from developing countries. The rapidly advancing science and technology have become an important new driving force for the creation of wealth. The widening “digital divide” indicates that there exists a huge gap between the developed and the developing countries in terms of the level of science and technology. This will inevitably further widen the gap in wealth between the North and the South. Advanced science and technology which embody man’s wisdom and creative spirit should be used and applied globally to promote peace and development in the interests of all peoples.

A good external environment must be created for the development of the vast number of developing countries. All countries should remove trade protectionism of all forms, and mutually open market. Effective measures should be taken to reduce or exempt the debts of developing countries and to increase official aid to them without any conditions attached. All international political, economic and trade organisations should earnestly pay heed to the calls of the developing countries, and defend their rights and interests. All countries should conduct mutual exchanges and cooperation in the economic, trade and technological fields in compliance with the principle of equality and mutual benefit so as to share the fruits of economic globalisation and scientific and technological progress.

The principle of democracy must be advocated and implemented in handling world affairs, whether in maintaining world peace or promoting common development.

All countries big or small, rich or poor, strong or weak, are equal members of the international community and have the right to take part in and handle world affairs. Matters that fall within the scope of sovereignty of a country should be managed only by the government and people of that country, and the world affairs should be handled by the governments and people of all countries through consultation. This is the principle of democracy in handling world affairs. Today, the world’s destiny should be in the hands of the people of all countries.

The world is diverse and colourful. Just as there should not be only one colour in the universe, so there should not be only one civilisation, one social system, one development model or one set of values in the world. Each and every country and nation has made its own contribution to the development of human civilisation. It is essential to fully respect the diversity of different nations, religions and civilisations, whose coexistence is the very source of vigorous development in the world. We should promote the exchanges between different civilisations in a spirit of equality and democracy and encourage them to learn from one another in order to attain common progress.

Dialogue and cooperation in the field of human rights must be conducted on the basis of respect for state sovereignty. This is the fundamental and most effective sovereignty. This is the fundamental and most effective way to protect and promote human rights. So long as there are boundaries between states, and people live in their respective countries, to maintain national independence and safeguard sovereignty will be the supreme interests of each government and people. Without sovereignty, there will be no human rights to speak of.

Fifty-five years ago, the United Nations came into being at the historic moment of the great victory in the world’s anti-fascist war. Over half a century and more, with the support of its member states, the UN has done much useful work to ease regional conflicts, eliminated old colonialism and promote world peace, cooperation and development. As the most authoritative international organisation of sovereign states with the broadest representation in the world, the UN plays an irreplaceable role in the maintenance of world peace, promotion of common development, and establishment of a fair and reasonable new international political and economic order. In the new century, the UN shoulders even heavier tasks. Its positive role must be strengthened and not weakened and its authority defended and not jeopardised.

We must firmly defend the purposes and principles of the UN Charter, continue to give play to the positive role of the UN and its Security Council in handling international affairs and safeguarding world peace, and ensure all the member states their right to participate in world affairs on an equal footing. In handling international affairs, no country or group of countries should take an attitude of “using the United Nations when it is needed and abandon it when it is not.”

The UN should be a place where all its member states discuss and address international affairs through democratic means. The UN and its Security Council should go along with the trend of history and carry out reforms as necessary and appropriate under the principle of equitable geographical distribution, so as to give expression to the will of all the member states, developing countries in particular.

Chinese civilisation is one of the most ancient civilisations in the world. It has added to the splendour of human civilisation. The founding of the People’s Republic of China and the great achievements it has scored in the course of nation-building constitute an enormous contribution to world peace and development. The Chinese people will unswervingly march along the road of building socialism with Chinese characteristics and accomplish the grand cause of national reunification in accordance with the principles of “peaceful reunification” and “one country, two systems”. A modern socialist China will stand in the East of the world. China’s development is a contribution to world peace and development. The Chinese people love peace and stand firm in maintaining world peace and stability. China will never seek hegemony. This is a solemn commitment undertaken by the Chinese people to the world.

China has consistently pursued an independent foreign policy of peace and persisted in establishing and developing friendly relations and cooperation with all countries on the basis of Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence. As a permanent member of the UN Security Council, China has always complied with the purposes and principles of the UN Charter and supported the United Nations in playing its important and irreplaceable role in safeguarding world peace and international security and tackling global issues of all kinds. China will, as always, fulfil its duties and obligations.

All the UN member states and their statesmen invariably shoulder an important historic mission entrusted by our times, that is to achieve a lasting world peace and promote the common development and prosperity of all countries.

People of all countries are full of wisdom. Today, in macrocosm of science, mankind has reached somewhere in the universe, which is 18 billion light-year away from the earth, and in microcosm, mankind has initially disclosed the secret of genes. Although the world is still far from perfect, people of different countries will surely be able to go on acquiring all kinds of knowledge and summing up their experience, and become even wiser and more rational in handling the relations between man and nature, man and society and those between ethnic groups and between countries. With this understanding, I am fully optimistic about the prospect of the world development in the new century and new millennium. I am convinced that in spite of difficulties and twists and turns that might occur in the course of evolution of the world situation and the development of the human society, the world of ours will eventually attain a civilisation of a higher level and make progress in all areas.

To conclude I would like to make an appeal to all countries and people who love peace and aspire for progress: Let us work hand in hand and move the wheel of history toward a bright future.

Preservation of and Compliance with the Treaty

On the Limitation of Anti-Ballistic Missile Systems

The General Assembly,

   Recalling its resolutions 50/60 of 12 December 1995, 52/30 of 9 December 1997 on compliance with arms limitation and disarmament and non-proliferation agreements and its resolution 54/54A of 1 December 1999 on preservation and compliance with the Treaty on the Limitation of Anti-Ballistic Missile Systems,

   Recognising the historical role of the Treaty on the Limitation of Anti-Ballistic Missile Systems of 26 May 1972 between the United States of America and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics as a cornerstone for maintaining global peace and security and strategic stability, and reaffirming its continued validity and relevance, especially in the current international situation,

    Stressing the paramount importance of full and strict compliance with the Treaty by the parties,

   Recalling that the provisions of the Treaty are intended as a contribution to the creation of more favourable conditions for further negotiations on limiting strategic arms,

  Mindful of the obligations of the parties to the Treaty under articles VI of the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons,

  Concerned that the implementation of any measures undermining the purposes and provisions of the Treaty affects not only the security interests of the parties, but also those of the whole international community,

  Recalling the widespread concern about the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction and their means of delivery.

  1. Calls for continued efforts to strengthen the Treaty on the Limitation of Anti-Ballistic Missile Systems and to preserve its integrity and validity so that it remains a cornerstone in maintaining global strategic stability and word peace and in promoting further strategic nuclear arms reductions;

  2.Calls also for renewed efforts by each of the States parties to preserve and strengthen the Treaty through full and strict compliance;

  3. Calls upon the parties to the Treaty, in accordance with their obligations under the Treaty, to limit the deployment of anti-ballistic missile systems and refrain from the deployment of anti-ballistic missile systems for a defence of the territory of the their country and not to provide a base for such a defence, and not to transfer to other States or deploy outside their national territory anti-ballistic missile systems or their components limited by the Treaty;

  4. Considers that the implementation of any measure undermining the purposes and the provisions of the Treaty also undermines global strategic stability and world peace and the promotion of further strategic nuclear arms reductions;

  5. Urges all Member States to support efforts aimed at stemming the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction and their means of delivery;

  6. Supports further efforts by the international community, in the light of emerging developments, towards safeguarding the inviolability and integrity of the Treaty, which is in the strongest interest of the international community;

  7. Welcomes the decision taken by the United States of America on 1 September 2000 not to authorise deployment of a national missile defence at this time, and considers that it constitutes a positive step for the preservation of strategic stability and security;

  8. Decides to include in the provisional agenda of its fifty-sixth session an item entitled "Preservation of and compliance with the Treaty on the Limitation of Anti-Ballistic Missile Systems".

A View of International Strategic Situation

at the Beginning of the New Century

At the turn of the century, the whole world is undergoing profound and rapid changes. The beginning period of the new century will see an important global economic restructuring and tortuous development of the world situation. The international relations, international order and all modes of development will also undergo profound changes in this period. The content, nature and outcome of this round of economic transformation, growth and decline of the national strength, international order and mode of development will exert strong influence on the prospect and orientation of the world in the 21st century.

New Economy Advances by Leaps and Bounds and the Trend of Globalisation

Is Irresistible

The quickened development of scientific and technological revolution and information industrial revolution will forcefully promote economic globalisation in the world. World economy and social life will breed profound changes and will also face many new problems and challenges.

(1) The wave of industrial revolution based on information technology will move humankind from industrial society and industrial economy to information society and knowledge economy. Since the 90s, information technology has made one breakthrough after another and recorded historical jump with the concept of “Global Information Super Highway” pushed by the development of Internet. Information industry has already become a leading industry in some countries and will still be the leading industry in promoting global economic growth in the first half of the 21st century. At the beginning of the new century, information industry will exhibit integrated development, standardised competition and global expansion. High-tech revolution and industrial revolution will extend to all areas of science and technology and will radiate to every aspect, economically, socially and politically. Information technological progress is a revolution that will further strengthen and expand the function of human brain, promote industrial revolution in the whole world, thus bringing new features to human civilisation at the new century and exerting profound and far-reaching impact on world economy, international politics and social life.  

(2) The high-tech revolution and industrial revolution will push the development of economic globalisation to a higher level. The development of information technology and Internet economy will lead to big flow of information, capital, technology, products and service at a faster speed across the globe. In the coming period, the development of technology and productive forces will greatly promote globalisation.

    First, high-tech revolution will give impetus to development of economic globalisation. In the coming century, the priorities of high-tech development of many countries are on information technology, biological engineering, new material, alternative energy, aeronautics, marine technology and environmental protection etc. Especially expansion of global Internet will quicken globalisation. It is estimated that people using Internet will surpass 600 million and the total volume of electronic-business will surpass US$ 3000 billion in 3 years to come. This will not only bring about commercial returns, but also promote globalizing of finance, trade, investment and production.

Second, the rapid progress in the fields of sciences, technology and productive forces will result in significant readjustments of economic structure and relations of production in the whole globe. In order to adapt themselves to the changing global economic environment and hold a favourable position in competition in the new century, many countries have been conducting a new round of economic re-structuring. The developed countries, especially the USA, have taken a lead in developing "a new economy" characterised by information, knowledge and internet sectors and have seized the high ground to play the leading role in the course of economic globalisation. Some developing countries, making use of the favourable position of being "later comers" and the opportunity of large-scale shift of industrial facilities, are speeding up industrialisation and modernisation and upgrading their industrial set-up.  

(3) The high-tech revolution and development of economic globalisation will further expand the gulf between the rich and the poor. On the one hand, the trend of globalisation has increasingly interwoven interests of all countries in the fields of economy, politics, security and environment, and interdependence has been broadened and deepened. It is impossible for anyone country to afford to pay attention only to itself without thinking of others, or harm others without wounding itself. On the other hand, economic globalisation actually is also a much more advantageous to the developed countries in superior position economically, and especially the USA. Due to the imbalanced interdependence, the developing countries are dependent more on the developed countries than the other way round, thus discounting positive impact of economic globalisation on international relations. To many developing countries, the economic challenge facing them will become more serious, and the contradictions and conflicts with the Western countries led by the USA will become sharper.

   The globalisation may further expand polarisation in the whole world and within national boundaries, thus sharpening contradictions between the North and the South and expanding the gap between the newly industrialised countries and the least developing countries in the developing world. With the strengthening of economic globalisation, the gap between the developed countries and the developing countries and between the rich and the poor within national boundaries will become wider. Over the past 5 years, the poor people in the world have increased about 200 million. At present the poor population in the world totals 1.7 billion and accounts for 29.7% of the world population. However, the population of the Western countries, which only accounts one sixth of the total, possess 80% of world wealth. The high-tech revolution and world economic restructuring will further intensify the above-mentioned situation. Economic activities concerning advanced technology will continue to concentrate in the developed countries because they monopolise high-tech resources and are in a superior position in competing for talents. Quite a number of developing countries are unable to be benefited from technologic progress due to their low level of economic development and shortage of financial resources to carry out technological renovation and absorb foreign technology.

Competition for Comprehensive National Strength among Big Powers Becomes Ever More Fierce and the Configuration of One Superpower and a Few Big Powers Will Not Change 
   The intensified competition for comprehensive national strength among big powers will accelerate the change of the comparative balance of the international strength, however the general posture with the North being strong and the South being weak and one superpower and a few big powers will not change fundamentally and the struggles for uni-polarity and multi-polarity will be the most serious contradiction in international relations. 

(1) The intensified competition for comprehensive national strength will further push forward development of multi-polarity, but a relatively balanced and interdependent multi-polarity will not take shape any time soon. The general trend of world basic forces developing from uni-polarity towards multi-polarity will remain intact. As far as comprehensive national strength, the USA, EU, Japan, China and Russia are still the five major global powers. Economic zones in North America, Europe and the Asia-Pacific region are getting prominent. The international influence of developing regional powers, like India, Brazil and South Africa, will become bigger. Technically, the USA has taken the lead in stepping into knowledge era and occupied absolute superior position in the field of information technology. EU and Japan are making efforts to catch up with the USA and there is a possibility for the former to narrow the gap. Some developing nations are trying to tap the potentials of being " later comers" and there exists the possibility that some of them may surpass the developed counties in some fields. Militarily, there is a strong momentum of the USA making greater efforts to use science and technology to strengthen its military muscle. The EU military integration and independence are making progress. Russia is determined to keep its nuclear power status and strategic deterrence. A few developing countries are expanding military forces, which is considered  “unsymmetrical threat”, constituting challenges to the USA. Internally and externally, Russia adheres to the road of developing the nation strong. Japan quickens its steps towards a political power. EU hopes to become one polar. The prospect of China's rise is promising. The increase in number of and enhancement of the strength of big powers together with the regionalization will help restrain the only superpower in the world. 

In general, the basic configuration of the balance of the international strength is still that the West is strong and the East weak, the North rich and the South poor with one superpower and a few big powers. 24 developed countries with a population of less than one fifth of the world's total own more than three fourths of the total sum of the world economy. However, four fifths of the world population in the developing countries only own one fourth of world economy, among which 51 African countries only shares 1.3% wealth of the world economy, 31 countries in transition only own 2 percent. Therefore, the situation with the North being strong and the South being weak will not change shortly.

   (2) The USA global strategic configuration will affect the whole international situation in future and its trans-century hegemonic strategy will further expand on three layers, namely, competition for comprehensive national strength, geo-strategic rivalry and construction of “a new international order”. In order to realise its strategic aim of a dominator in the 21st century, the USA has to seize “the strategic opportunity” to strengthen itself, step up efforts to shape the international “new order”, and contain the rise of any nation that might pose a threat to the USA.

    First: Developing “new economy” and unfolding “new military revolution” to guarantee its superpower status in terms of comprehensive national strength. In the coming 10 years, the USA will go all out to develop “new economy”, with knowledge, information and Internet sectors as the focus so as to consolidate its supremacy in economic globalisation. At the same time, it will continue to push forward “the new military revolution” and reframe its global military strategic structure. The initiative of NMD and TMD by the US in particular will stimulate the development of high-tech, thus pulling the national economy to further grow. By making use of economic globalisation as a  “wealth effective”, the USA has been shifting risks and crises onto other countries. It is obvious that The USA takes advantage of missile defence system to break the global strategic balance and intend to pull its counterparts into arms race. 

Second: Stepping up its global strategic deployment with Europe and Asia as its strategic cockpits. The US first strategic aim is to prevent the rise of any strong power that is able to stand up to it as an equal in Europe and Asia so as to guarantee its leading position and security interests. Comparing Europe and Asia, Europe is the US strategic support for its global expansion and its main allied countries in establishing its “new order”. The general strength of Europe and its actual interests to the USA are more important than that of Asia and its development orientation has a major bearing on world structure and the US global strategy. Currently, Europe is still the most important cockpit of US global strategy. However, the importance of Asia to the US is on the rise. Asia’s vast market means big business opportunities; Asia’s trans-national security issues affect US security interests. The US has not yet established its leading position and security system in Asia. The existence of oriental value, East Asian development model and socialist countries runs counter to the US Westernising strategy. Therefore, the US has intensified its concerns for and input into Asia. For some time to come, the US will step up construction of the multi-level Asia security system with the US-Japan alliance as the mainstay, by which fending off and containing China is looming large. The US has been strengthening its military alliance with Japan, R. of Korea, Australia, Thailand and the Philippines bilaterally and has expanded the scope of concern defined by the alliance to the whole Asia-Pacific region. Particularly, the US regards the US-Japan alliance as its pillar in the Asia-Pacific security and China as the target to be contained. In addition, they actually have included Taiwan region in the scope of their cooperation. Therefore, mutual trust between China and the USA, between China and Japan has been affected. Now, the US strategic deployment is an arrangement for the strategic interval period in the coming 10 to 15 years. The main purpose of such a strategy is to maintain vigilance, not completely to deal with China, but also to stabilize and dominate Asia and contain regional powers like Japan and Russia. 

Third, Shaping "a globalized new order " according to the US's will and interests. Now, the existing international institutions and international order lag far behind economic globalization. By making use of the economic, diplomatic, political, cultural and military means comprehensively, the USA has been stepping up efforts to establish the international "new order" to be dominated by the USA before the rise of China and Russia. Economically, by manipulating the reform of international economic institutions and authorising installation of global economic "rules of the game" and all kinds of criteria and norms, the USA is influencing the orientation, contents and nature of economic globalisation systematically. Politically, by promoting "globalisation" of western system and values, making use of the concepts like "new interventionism", "the third road", "human rights above sovereignty" as ideological weapons, the US pounds at the hedge of a nation' s sovereignty and generally accepted international norms, carries out the evolution strategy of westernising, dividing and weakening the socialist countries and tries to bring the developing countries into the western orbit.

The Western developed countries share unanimous interests in establishment of a "westernised" global order. This has made the western alliance led by the USA become more aggressive in manipulating major global affairs, preserving the international order of the strong bullying the weak. The contradictions and struggles between the developing countries and developed countries around the reform of the UN, global trade negotiation, reform of financial system will become sharper. Under the current situation of international strength with the North being rich and the South being poor, the West being strong and the East being weak, the existing international configuration will not change fundamentally, therefore it is a long and complicated process to establish a peaceful, stable, fare and reasonable international political and economic order.

Peace and Development Are still the Main Trend of the Times while Local Conflicts and Wars are Unavoidable

At the beginning of the new century, general relaxation and stability are the main trend of the international situation. With development of economic globalisation, interdependence and interwoven interests between countries and regions will be further enhanced. The consequence of modern nuclear, biological, chemical and high-tech war is dreadful to contemplate, and the risk of bigger powers deliberately stirring up an all-out war is reduced to the lowest level. The strategic orientation of the big powers is to seek superiority for comprehensive national strength and to establish strategic framework centred on peaceful competition. Opposing wars and safeguarding world peace has become a consensus of the world people. All these elements play a more and more important role in constraining large-scaled wars, therefore a world war will not break out. However, there will be more and more unstable and uncertain factors influencing peace and stability. 

First, the US hegemonism is the major source of the international distrust and instability. In order to establish international new order dominated by itself, the US has been strengthening the Western alliance with the Cold-war mentality. By using military force as deterrence, relying on military superiority, the USA is expanding military intervention and has carried out military operations against those countries supposed to endanger its "vital interests". The Kosovo War has made many countries realise that military power is still the major factor for enjoying international status, diplomatic influence and strategic deterrence, hence making upgrading armaments the national priority. The US has decided to add an extra military expenditure of US$ 112 billion between 2000-05. The implementation of development and deployment plan of the Theatre Missile Defence system and National Missile Defence system is accelerating. Affected by the US military expansion policy, Russia, Europe and Japan all put forward similar plans. Russia is implementing its new military theory and has increased its military expenditure to 3.5% of the GDP; Japan remains the second largest spender in military expenditure; India records an increase of 28.2% in military expenditure, which is US$ 3 billion more than last year and will continue its nuclear capability building. 

Second, the negative influence of economic globalisation will become more prominent and result in new conflicts and contradictions. Economic globalisation will broaden the gap between the North and the South, intensify the internal contradictions of some countries undergoing economic and political transformation, increasing disputes of territory and resources between some countries. Some small- and medium-sized countries may tend to use or threaten to use force in settling disputes. Conflicts and turbulence will mainly take place in the Muslim world, the V-shaped area surrounding China, the Korean Peninsula, South and Central Asia, and the African continent.

Third, ethnic contradictions and religious contradictions all over the world will become more acute and complicated, and may stir up a new wave of pan-nationalism and national splittism. There are more than 190 countries with 2500 ethnic groups in the world. Ethnic and religious contradictions exist in many countries, which are universal problems. However, the Western force insists on "Westernization" strategy and interferes in national and religious disputes under the pretext of "new interventionism". This will lead to the rampancy of the national splittism. The Kosovo War may open the Pandora's Box, releasing fierce national hostility and antiforeignism, which will intensify the contradictions and conflicts between different cultures, countries and religions. Violence pursued by national splittism, religious extremism and international terrorism can hardly be brought under control.

Invited by the Chinese People’s Association for Peace Disarmament (CPAPD), an eight-member delegation of Hiroshima Peace Culture Foundation (HPCF) of Japan headed by Mr. Kurokawa Hiroaki, HPCF Council Chairman, paid a goodwill visit to China from Nov. 17 to 24. He Luli, Vice-Chairperson of the Standing Committee of the National People’s Congress and CPAPD President met the delegation and hosted a banquet. Chen Jifeng, CPAPD Secretary-General, chaired the working session. In addition to Beijing, the delegation visited Nanjing, Yangzhou and Shanghai.

He later realised that the Chinese people were victims too. With tears in the eyes, he was listening to the sufferings vented by the survivors of Nanjing Massacre and understood that they had suffered more (Continued to Page 8)

During the delegation visit in Beijing, He Luli, Vice-Chairperson of the Standing Committee of the National People(s Congress and CPAPD President met with the delegation. Zhu Shanqing, CPAPD Vice-President and Member of the National Committee, CPPCC, hosted a working session with the delegation. The CPAPD and the FRIENDS delegation held a bilateral seminar on the challenges faced by the entire world in the 21st century. General M. A. Beg called on General Xu Xin, Ex-President of China International Institute for Strategic Studies. 

In addition to Beijing, the FRIENDS delegation also toured Urumqi, Lanzhou and Yinchuan in mid-west region. Leaders of the Planning Committee of Xinjiang Uighur Autonomous Region and Gansu Province briefed the delegation of mid-west development strategy. While in Lanzhou, the delegation toured the desert-controlling project undertaken by Ynchuan Guangxia Corporation Ltd.   

Meeting the delegation headed by General Beg at Diaoyutai State Guest House in Beijing, Vice-Chairperson He Luli gave a hearty welcome to General Beg and his colleagues and expressed her sincere thanks to General Beg and the FRIENDS for the splendid hospitality rendered to the CPAPD delegation led by her last year. She emphasised that her few-day visits to Pakistan have left her with beautiful memories. The honorary doctorate degree presented to her by Hamdard University in Karachi is not only personal honour, but also a symbol of Sino-Pakistani friendship. China and Pakistan, only separated by a body of water and some mountains, have maintained amicable relations for a long time and the traditional friendship between the two countries has a long history behind it. May 21st of 2001 is the 50th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations between the two countries. Despite the profound changes of the international situation over the past 50 years and the different social systems between the two countries and the significant changes within the two countries, the bilateral relations continue to develop. The underlining factors are that both sides adhere to the Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence. Both China and Pakistan belong to the developing countries. Whether for the cause of domestic construction or in the international affairs, the two governments and two peoples always give mutual sympathy, mutual understanding, mutual trust and mutual support to each other, and carried out fruitful cooperation.  She also hopes to see the two organisations to further enhance the relationship of friendly cooperation, to make due contributions to consolidating and strengthening the Sino-Parkistani neighbourly and cooperative relations, and promoting peace, stability and development in Asia and the Asia-Pacific at large. 

At the bilateral seminar, General M. A. 

Beg said in his paper entitled China is Powerful Without Being Hegemon that China is not an expansionist country, and as such it stands in sharp contrast to its erstwhile cold-war ideological companion, and sharply differed in terms of its role in determining national identity. China’s explicit is for vertical growth and not a horizontal one. It is a commitment to improve the quality of life of its people and to come up to a respectable level to match with the affluent nations. General Beg continues that the contention that as China was harassed and humiliated in the past, it may avenge its historical trauma is a judgmental error. China’s rise to power will render it more humane and empathetic towards the underdeveloped world – a sensibility that has been nourished in the concept of “collective well-being”. Felix Greene has very aptly highlighted this idea, in his book- The Wall has Two Sides.
Dr. R. M. Hussian expounded in his paper entitled Threat to Global Peace-US Hegemony that hegemony is a realist strategy that aims to perpetuate the America’s Post-Cold War geopolitical dominance. Its advocates believe that because international politics is highly competitive, the United States should attempt to maximise its relatively overwhelming political, diplomatic, financial and economic power. The strategy rests on the assumption that states gain security not through peaceful co-existence or even through a balance of power, but by seeking hegemony and creating a powerful imbalance in their favour. Therefore, systemic stability seen by the Washington preponderance strategists need to be a function solely of the United States military power. 


Dr. Chen Duming, CPAPD Guest Researcher and Research Fellow of Center of Contemporary World Studies argued in his paper entitled the Asian-Pacific Security Situation Right at Crossroads that the accomplishment of endurable peace in the Asian-Pacific region hinges on development of the regional countries in early next century. It is utmost important that all the genuine peace loving countries in the region should proceed from the strategic perspective to work for this purpose. He emphasized the following points.

First, the consensus for realising endurable peace in the Asian-Pacific region is the prerequisite for accomplishing endurable peace. Th regional security situation is right at the historical crossroads and where to go depends on the force to push it. These demands all the genuine peace loving countries in the region to get united, establish correct security concept, proceed from the over-all situation, and attach importance not only to the national security interests, but also to the regional security interests. The countries in the region should manage well the bilateral relations to make contributions to the regional security and benefit from the favourable security environment by helping to maintain regional security.

Second, Appealing to some counties to abandon the Cold-war mentality and militarism and eliminate threats to the regional security and the necessary conditions for maintaining endurable peace. Although the Cold War has come to an end, the Cold-war mentality is still causing problems in some countries, setting imaginary adversaries, occupy high land, pushing militarism and attempting for self-serving interests, which is a beaten track taken by the old big powers in the past. The past history fails to prove that this path is accessible, neither the future history can make it true. The Japan and US should learn from the historical lessons. The US has fought two large scale regional wars in Asia with the result that the Korean War forced it to sign the armistice after the lost battle for the first time in its history while the Vietnam War caused serious domestic division and obvious down-fall of its international standing. Japan’s dream of creating Greater East Asian Co-prosperity Sphere was shattered during WWII, and its self suffered the first nuclear bombing.

Third, To make efforts to focus on developing economy, narrowing the gap between the rich and the poor is the basic contributions for realising endurable peace. The differences between the advanced countries and backward counties are the fundamental problems of the economic development. The economic backwardness also decides the general strength of a country. Peace is defined in relation to war and war is bloody politics. The fundamental factor for a war is the economic factor. Therefore, to develop economy, narrow the gap between the rich and the poor, to get free from ignorance are the fundamental conditions for materialising endurable peace. The peace loving countries should place economic development on priority, to pool the national resources to soundly resolve the national economic problems, and further economic and trade cooperation with neighbouring countries so as to lay a strong foundation for realising endurable peace.

Fourth, Bilateral and multi-lateral security mechanism are important channels for making endurable peace. After the end of the Cold War, there exist various mechanisms in the Asian-Pacific region, for instance, the bilateral security mechanism featuring hot-line contacts of heads of government between China and the United States, Between China and Russia; and the mult-lateral security mechanism featuring bilateral talks of the Korean Peninsula, Shanghai Five-country dialogue model and ASEAN Regional Forum. These types of the security mechanism play a significant role in stabilizing the security situation in the sensitive areas such as Northeast Asia, Central Asia and Southeast Asia. Very recently, the first summit ever between the North and South on the Korean Peninsula has something to do with the performance of the quadrilateral talks of the Korean Peninsula. On the basis of consensus and principled position, these security mechanisms play the part of cementing, and the effective and practical channels found out by some countries for endurable peace.

Fifth, To earnestly handle the South and North security relations in line with the Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence and the relevant international laws are the fundamental principles for accomplishing endurable peace. If the aforementioned Five Principles could hardly be used for dealing with the bilateral relations in the Cold War years, then, the end of the Cold War should provide unprecedentedly favourable conditions for applying these Five Principles to manage the state to state relations better. For example, the disputes over the territorial land and waters between some Asian countries are more serious than that of Europe, America and Africa, which could only be resolved fairly and reasonably in accordance with the norm of mutual benefit and mutual respect of each other territorial integrity enshrined in the UN Chatter.
